1689 – parliamentary supremacy, right to a jury trial and general due process
· The Glorious Revolution: phrase that masks the ousting of the catholic succession that was feared under James the 2nd 
· There was talk that there might be a catholic succession by a Dutch 
· Greater freedom of the press during this time, allowed people to start criticizing and questioning political leaders in and outside of England 
· It would be illegal for Monarch to collect taxes by royal prerogative
· Public opinion came around to put the monarchy in its place
· We see with all developments that feudal nature of the English landed aristocracy were beginning to fade andt he limited freedom of the press, writing public opinions – these things challenged corruption and competence
· Changing world
· Important thing was that Britain had developed a very modern taxing system and this was something that allowed itself to carry on for military wise – allowing troops to be called at anytime 
· Period of Enlightenment: people were urged to apply the power of reason and logic to laws of nature and man 
· Challenging everything that was previously accepted because of tradition or cuz the preists told you so
· Sir Isaac Newton explored the laws of physics
· William Blake – thinker, philosopher, established the Royal Academy in 1768 – with arts and culture 
· First step of Enlightenment: man realizing he had something to live for, every individual is worth something 
· Pre-revolutionary 18th century – period referred to as the age of Enligtenment
· Utilitarianism emerged from this period
· Renaissance – a lot of it was led by the Scots
