The state:
The state is the means that which we get our lives & co-exist with each other. The state “allows” us to live freely and protects us in order for us to go about our daily business. Theorists have said that participation in the common good you need a good society and people to be in it. Also participation shapes our character and our society. We can only develop ourselves within the state. All of this is a rosy picturesque. 
Weber said that the state is organized violence, finding a way to convince citizens to do things, such as pay taxes and be obedient to authority. It’s like you are forced to be free, because you participate in the state. It also protects us (the state), and protects us from other states hence the borders that states have. Its about social domination. 
Types of State- by max weber

· democratic (rational-legal authority)- 
· authoritarian (charismatic authority)
· patrimonial/monarchical  (traditional authority)

Legitimacy Mechanisms-
· accountability between executive and legislature; police and legislature; executive and citizens; etc
•	electoral regulations
•	forms of political participation
•	political parties
•	rights and duties of citizenship

The idea of the state- 
•	common association; commonwealth; respublica
•	organized violence/social domination = protection (according to Weber)
•	sovereignty- a body exercising authority completely where no one else does. In modern times, there is no authority higher than the state. It has sovereignty. 
•	authority
•	territorial boundaries
•	legitimacy- Legitamate mechanisms is how power from governments become legitimate, how to hold governments accountable for their actions. Elections, holds governments/officials accountable as well. The rights and duties of citizens and how to use them to engage with the government. 
•	‘State’ versus ‘Government’
The State = government + administration + civil society

The Institutionalization of the State- organizing relations of authority
•	executive- People who govern us
•	legislature- is what holds the government in check. They do it through $, an example is the senate (Canada). 
•	civil service- supposed to be a non-political organization that executes orders from government, from executives. Before, civil servants were hand picked until the 19th century. All civil servants are non-partisan, except the USA. 
•	judiciary
•	police/defense
•	unitary versus federal structure

Collective Security 
Is about using self-help organizations to maintain peace. Peacekeeping, league of nations, NATO/Warsaw Pact are different forms of collective security. They are created as a brotherhood of states in a way. Also, if there is an attack on one state, it’s basically attacking all of them. 
Its hard for 2 reasons;
1. Defection- the agreements within the states doesn’t mean that states within the league wont attack each other for whatever reason. 
2. If this were to happen (state v.s. state), will the other states come to its rescue? Usually No, such as Japan attacking Manchuria for wealth, all of the other states didn’t intervene. The point is, whenever there is a league of states together there is always a dilemma within them. 
3. A country building up its armed forces, pouring $ into your army creating a militarized society. Israel is an example of this. it has an effect on the state, because the state is now a military run state. 
Shortfalls of CS examples;
· Yugoslavia & its divisions after WW2, led to a conflict between its sub-nation states within it (Yugoslavia). Government in Belgrade was dominated by Serbs and they attacked the minority in the country such as Albanian, Croatian, Slovenia, & Bosnian muslims. The federal army of Yugoslavia tried to stop the independence of Croatia & Slovenia but killed many in the process, didn’t succeed, and they all began a truce in 1992. Bosnia and Macedonia followed later. Than the civil war broke out soon thereafter and created the ethnic cleaning genocide. The UN sent in stabilization forces to keep the peace, but it was a minimal effort. 
· Another example is the genocide in Rwanda. The war between the Tutsis and the Hutus boiled over and 800,000 were massacred in the span of 3 months, and the collective security measures used by the peacekeeping forces were powerless to stop it. 
Examples where it has worked;
· Its worked to provide humanitarian aid to the 2004 tsunami, and helped peaceful democratic transitions in certain parts of Africa.
· It worked after the 91 gulf war to technically end the war, which was the main reason why George H. Bush was a big fan, as well as many states were after seeing the newly appointed “collective security measure” work there. 

Balance of Power
Unipolar- one overwhelmingly powerful country—the USA. They spend so much on defence, weapons, financially independent (somewhat), etc. Unipolar systems possess only one great power and face no competition. If a competitor emerges, the international system is no longer unipolar. Kenneth Waltz maintains that the United States is the only “pole” to possess global interests.
Bi-polar- one strong country, with other small ones. Bipolarity is a distribution of power in which two states have the majority of economic, military, and cultural influence internationally or regionally. Often, spheres of influence would develop. For example, in the Cold War, most Western and capitalist states would fall under the influence of the USA, while most Communist states would fall under the influence of the USSR. After this, the two powers will normally maneuver for the support of the unclaimed areas. 
Multipolar- all powerful countries are used to balance each other out. 5 or more states balancing each other. Multipolarity is a distribution of power in which more than two nation-states have nearly equal amounts of military, cultural, and economic influence. 
Deterrence
Is the attempt to prevent war by discouraging the potential aggressor from attacking using scare tactics about what you can do to them if they attack you. The 1st goal for the defender is to convince the challenger that attacking you will mean more of a cost than a gain for them. The defender must be committed to defending themselves in the case of an attack, and not faulter on that commitment. It started with the gaining of nukes. To deter with nukes, stockpiling weapons such as nukes and making the enemy believe that youll strike them and their civilians as well. Nuclear strategy went from nuking a country to oblivion to carefully targeting areas, also lowering the power of them to not create a holocaust. The United States is the best at this. When North Korea threatened with nuclear weapons in 2012, the United States told them basically that they have enough nukes to kill the world over. 
Deterrence has 2 key elements;
1. Having a force capable of attack, and
2. Communicate to your enemy that it is written in stone that you WILL attack back if attacked. This is the more important characteristic, if it is not upheld the attacker will attack seeing as the one being attacked is not walking their talk. 

Laws of War
The laws of war constitute lawfully how to fight a war. Even as war is usually ungovernable, it is recognized as destructive after its done, end up as a non-complete victory similar to WW1 and not WW2, Korea as well. Its to ensure that wars are fought to engage negotiations, and to prevent wars to spill upon the civilians. Its responsibility of each country to enforce these laws (governments too). Now, they are most active, but not really clear. The law of war is a legal term of art that refers to the aspect of public international law concerning acceptable justifications to engage in war (jus ad bellum) and the limits to acceptable wartime conduct. modern laws of war address declarations of war, acceptance of surrender and the treatment of prisoners of war; military necessity, along with distinction and proportionality; and the prohibition of certain weapons that may cause unnecessary suffering.
Peace-How does it come from armed nations?
· Disarmament- after WW1, it was of the most importance. If you reduce arms you reduce the chances of wars. The disamemeant of Germany after WW1 was an example. In order to have a successful disarm policy you have to trust the nation that you are dealing with. After ww2, it was a disarmament of nuclear weapons. Bipolar distribution of power is more conductive to order and slability, understood as an absence of war. Another reason why disarmament of nukes was important was because the USA and USSR had so many nukes they could have lost a few thousand and not notice. Disarmament is all about controlling how many arms you can produce as a country. 
· Collective security- this point as well helps with the peace process, especially peacekeeping where it is a mitigation strategy. It is used by interjecting a military force between 2 states to let talks go through. 

Political Mobilization
What is political mobilization about

· why do we act politically?- acting politically in groups. 2 most important motivations are protecting our rights and liberties, however we understand them whether they are individual or collective. Or we act to gain power. To gain influence. 
· how do we act politically?- there are 2 principles- we act individually, or we participate in many different forms of political associations (pol parties, advocacy group), or in the arena of political society. 
· arenas of action- (refer to democratization handout), this is one of the principle engagements of political interaction. This is also can be the arena of social action. 
· channels of mobilization- can think about one form as lobbyists. It’s a form of political mobilization. Mass protests are also a form. The other 2 are electoral systems, and political party systems. Now it seems like political parties are in decline, and maybe there are new forms of channels are taking over political parties, with influences from social media, internet, etc

Forming political identities- forming the link between political id’s and pol action: 2 main ones, one material and another theoretical;

· anchors of identity- actual social systems we live in. families are crucial to our anchors of identity. Our cultural, racial and ethnic makeups as well has an impact on our national identities. Another is our social status, do we come from a well off family, or a middle class, poor? How we earn our living has an impact on our political mobility. 
· frames of identity- are the more subjective. Includes our ethnicities and sexuality, may or not be connected to our wealth. Nationalism is a powerful frame of identity. 
· choice versus necessity-
*education is an important contributor to our political identity, that’s why the govt is always involved with, and monitors it. the state is always interested in education because of the mobilization that it can cause*

Political mobilization and the state
*if we had an authoritarian state, we wouldn’t be able to protest thus making the job of the leader easy*

· structuring political mobilization- in  different political systems, mobilization can be either led by elites, or  the leader, or the ppl. 
· electoral systems as channels for political mobilization- the political parties are the key to political mobilization. How can they reach the depths of their society? The legal system also, because it permits political mobilization. Also, some countries have more of a relaxed rule to let ppl mobilize. In the legal system, when ppl go to court with theyre govt and they lose, whats the commitment that the losers have to keep going? Classes have an impact as well. You can have inequality, but you have social mobility the inequality has little bearing, but if you don’t have a social mobility you have oppression. 
· organization of political parties
· law and legal structures
· social structures
· capacity and resources for mobilization

Modes of political mobilization

· particularistic- which is tied to family or tribal associations. In some states, this is largely organized by kinship, bloodlines, etc. most restricted form. It is also the most committed form of mobilization, because of the bloodline. 
· associational- id’s are formed by ethnicities, race, cultural connections. Formed around lifestyle choices, mode of mobilization connected to collective identities. More broader form.
· class- modes of pol mob organized around a combo of income or status, there is a larger occupational component to this component. This is attributed to labour orgs, etc. more broad than before.
· social movements- where it is tying together how ppl are mobilized through ideologies. Ties of lifestyle and commitment to there vision, in living in there society. Very broad. Because of this, there is least form of commitment. This is the most universal. 

Globalization
international influences on the state

· great power politics- the influence and pressure of them. The way that powerful states conduct themselves. They had an impact on the spread of democracy. The pressure that they pressed on developing and auth countries. They have done it, and did it by supporting coups, democratic processes. This all comes from great democratic powers. Countries that have a history of colonialism and imperialism. The incentive and rewards that great powers provide to countries that turn to democratiziation. 
· international organizations- make it there business to promote democracy. Provide economic resources that are in some way tied to democratic processes (world bank, provides development assistance to good governance or some other aspect of dem transition). They are a source of information to develop democratic practises. 
· information flows- aboyt democracy. Its readily transportable and easily communicatable. Its dependent upon information flow. 
· migration and population movement- its also about people, they are bundles of ideas. The movement of people that move and come back to bring democracy to their countries. 
· environment- when you have catastrophies, famines, etc its often that the int response to them have an indirect impact to democratization. In order to buld up these resources you need a form of democracy. Its one of the channels for the support of democracy. 
· commercial competition- it’s a form of globalization. The movement of goods and services that makes an integration of one economy to another. It brings about ideas of democracy, enhancing competition ideas.
· education- connected to movement of ppls. Ppl are moving to receive a good education, learns, and brings that knowledge back to their countries. Also, as developing countries are recieving assistance theyre education system are a recipient of these, and it can be democracy-based. 

globalization and the ‘national economy’- the wealthier the economy the more likely its democratic.

· international trade- this is an apporxiamation for increased opportunities that your govt receives to democratize. As an economy integrates with a democracy it’s likely that it will reform to it. 
· foreign direct investment- when you open up your economy to democratic countries to trade the influence will follow. Its an indirect democratic change, changing the way that ppl think. Brings patterns of behaviour to different parts of the world. 
· global competition- it is related to the above point. In order to compete you have to adopt the same behaviour as above. 
· liberalization- remving government regulations from economic activity. Freeing economic agents from oversight. Were giving them more liberty. Its building the fabric of democratiation. 
· development- 

global civil society and the state

· NGOs and CSOs- often based in weathy economies. There is a lot of them that are supporting democratization in countries that aren’t democratic yet. There are a lot of NGO’S that support democratic movements like labour movements, religious orgs too. They influence the state thru the Info channels, and other means to support democratization movements. 
· political opposition groups- arguing for a radical transformation from their political state. It’s a process for supporting democratization in a way. When they are successful they create revolution. There is an outcome to countries that receive dem support. It doesn’t always happen tho, they can turn authoritarian or worse. 
· covert transnational organizations- the organizations that are silent—mafia, drug cartels, etc. they are never positive forms of democratization. They are exploiting their countries resources. Its different from capitalism because capitalism competes, and does it openly. These covert ops do things that are bad, the CIA can also be considered a hybrid form of a covert op. 

globalization and democracy

· democratic imaginary- we see democratization as a healthy thing, a noble thing. We see it thru out western heritage, cast thru votes, etc. the fact is, democracy hasn’t proceeded this way all the time. The idea that it’s a global idea, it helps us negotiate the differences that they practise. 
· democratic practices- you can have a democracy where you have 2 parties or 15. The performance of democracy varies thru the world. 
· democratic support – the its supported varies widely. There is more avenues of support for democratic support now than 40 years ago. More regimes recognize democracy. The supports for democracy come from the global economy, and international orgs support democratization too. We see democracy the norm of politics, to fix your pol system to mirror democracy.
· barriers to democracy- one of the strongest barriers is entrenched elites. Elites have captured resources and do not let democracy flourish. Also, cultural differences that look down upon open democracy. Also, the military looks down upon democratization because they see a different view of competition, and places where the military rules its problematic. The final, is the entrenched commercial interest. Its conventinet for them to not open their economic interests in fear of transparency. 

Democratization
Is the process of implementing democracy in nations recovering from an authoritarian-style regime. It is influenced by various factors, including economic development, history, and civil society. The historical aspect is important, because if a country has a history of rejecting democracy it will never fully develop. Further, if a country has a strong legacy of authoritarianism it will be an obstacle for democratization. Finally the economic aspect, whereby more well-off countries that are more of a capitalist nature will take heed to democracy more effectively than other ones who do not favour capitalism. 

There are 2 types of democracy; 
1. Direct democracy- is concerned with ensuring democratic rights for the community as a whole. Early Greek Athenian governments and even Rousseau championed this process arguing for unmediated popular government, meaning that citizens should come together and make laws and policies without the mediation of political representatives. Of course, the polity is too great for this to work effectively. Nevertheless, direct democracy is a form of democracy in which people decide (e.g. vote on, form consensus on, etc.) policy initiatives directly, as opposed to a representative democracy in which people vote for representatives who then decide policy initiatives.

2. Liberal democracy- Liberal democracy is a form of government in which representative democracy operates under the principles of protecting the rights of minorities and, especially, the individual. It is characterized by fair, free, and competitive elections between multiple distinct political parties, a separation of powers into different branches of government, the rule of law in everyday life as part of an open society, and the equal protection of human rights, civil rights, civil liberties, and political freedoms for all persons. A liberal democracy may take various constitutional forms: it may be a constitutional republic, such as France, Germany, India, Ireland, Italy, or the United States, or a constitutional monarchy, such as Japan, Spain, the Netherlands or the United Kingdom. It may have a presidential system (Argentina, Brazil, Mexico, the United States), a semi-presidential system (France and Taiwan), or a parliamentary system (Australia, Canada, India, New Zealand, Poland, the Netherlands and the United Kingdom). It is also called representative democracy, where there is one or more individuals controlling the decisions made by the democratic state. 
Democratization came in 3 waves in history, they were;
1. In the 19th century, more and more countries grew to become democratic states under democratization. The theory that democratization was born in the united states was during the 1775 revolution. The first wave “ended” around 1930 because of facism taking hold of countries like nazi Germany, and Italy. 
2. The second wave was after the defeat of the axis powers after WW2. There, the USA, UK, France were the architects of democratization in Germany, japan, and Austria. The decolonization of countries that were freed after the axis powers lost the war also took hold of democratization. Also, latin America and Africa were involved in both the decolonization and democratization process during this time. This wave of democracy was all influenced by the defeat of fascism. 
3. The third wave came around the 70’s, and especially the 80’s. there, because so many countries were moving away from communism especially after the berlin wall fell, and so many countries like Taiwan and south korea moved away from its authoritarian rule, it signalled the end of the cold war and democracy took hold over communism in some countries. 
the chances of Democratization are greater when;
· Capitalism is the national mode of production
· Civil society groups are active and politicized
· The stae is relatively autonomous and has not been captured exclusively by a small elite. 
· The state has sufficient resources for redistribution and to enforce the rule of law,
· The international order promotes and encourages democratization and ostracizes non-democratic regimes

Civil society
The role of civil society is not very clear, but it is said to be the space between the state and the individual. It is crucial to democracy because it is the space between the public and private spheres that where civic action takes place. Orgs and individuals can hold the state accountable , share their interests and concerns. 
The role of civil society from a liberal perspective is to;
· Limit state power and subject governments to public scrutinity
· Provide an arena for citizens to participate in voluntary associations, increasing their democratic skills and awareness
· Create channels other than political parties for the articulation, representation, and and aggregation of interests
· Generate opportunities for participation in local levels of governance
· Recruit new political leaders
· Provide the resources to create political reform
· Lower the burden placed on the state
The role of civil society from a radical perspective is to;
· Create associations and movements from within civil society to cooperate, develop identities, offer the opportunity to participate and create networks for solidarity. 
· Civil society organizations try to influence and change the state. They have also in the past took on issues of corporate power in order to redress the power imbalance created by capitalism. They also organize globally to promote social justice. They participate in the public sphere to induce change. 

*the role of civil society from a liberal perspective is to aid the state, to help with the load that the state has, and keeps them in check. The radical aspect sees the role of civil society is to transform the state, through protest or other radical means to achieve a democracy that has a good balance of power in a capitalist democracy*

International Political Economy
From Politics to IPE 

· politics = how society is governed (the organization of power; ethics and power; rights and power)—is about how society is organized, politics is about the publics life. Its about the rights that citizens exercise, and the government that exercises its power over us. 
· global politics = inter-state power and conflict—have to leave something behind. A concern about the power alone. 
· political economy = how power is generated and distributed; how rights, duties and responsibilities are justified and organized—power is not organized in a vacuum. International relations talks about power a lot, but doesn’t actually figure out how its generated. How do we know how countries are powerful? One important area of wealth is property. In history it wasn’t always like this, where we can in our society. Power is the ability of dispose of property. 

· IPE = how wealth and power are generated, organized and exercised on a world scale: within, between and among nation-states: need to know how wealth is generated. Wealth is essential to how we get along. International political economy has an interest of int borders that intersect with countries with a good political economy. 
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IPE= economics, IPE focuses on the middle of this table. Talks about a global division of labour.

Brief history:	came about in the 1970’s. The intellectual of IPE goes back to 17th-18th century. *won’t be on exam*. Starts with adam smith, and ends in the 19th century. Liberalism and Marxism are not mutually exclusive. 
· Adam Smith (wealth of nations) and Marx. Markets represent money, wealth. 
· 19th century gold standard—
· inter-war period and Depression—the depression in the 1870’s. the late 19th century was considered a golden period. Was 50 years of depression, broken by the gold rush in the Klondike. The 2nd depression of the 30’s drove the economy into a new direction. A global economy has to be constructed, it doesn’t just happen. You need govts to agree with free trade. 
· Bretton Woods—conference of countries after ww2 was here. 1945 to 1975 was the Bretton woods era. The establishment of rules, reconstructing the global economy was the main goals. 
· era of globalization—is the product of states. The result is economic globalization, there is a foundation for globalization to exits. 


Building Blocks of IPE

Building wealth: building country A off the backs of country B? Today’s imperialism is called development. 

· organization of markets (goods, services, money, ideas, etc)—there are different forms of capitalism through the world. China for example, has a different form of capitalism. This bullet talks about how markets are organized. There are multiple market orgs through the world. We have a liberal capitalist system, but we have standards as we don’t have just anyone dealing with us. there are varieties of capitalism. operation and activities of firms (TNCs)--We are interested in what large corporations produce, and what they do.  Transnational corporations. 
· global circuits of trade and money/capital—china is the largest producer of the world, and japan surpassed the US in its main trading partner. 

Exercising power:

· role and activities of the state—what states do is important. We are only interested in powerful states tho. These countries provide the rules to the political economy. America, EU, China, japan, and some combination of Russia, india, brazil. They form the foundation of the political economy. Most importantly the rules the US wants to see in the global economy is not what everyone wants. Rule making is what politics is all about. 
· role and activities of international institutions (IMF, WTO, etc)—the most widely known are the monetary institutions like the IMF. There is an org called LCD that  is based in paris, and governs the rules. BIS is the club of banks based in Switzerland because in 1929 when the BIS was set up, bazel Switzerland was the railway capital of the world and leaders could meet up easier. Can be globalized in 2 ways- one country can impose their rules on others (imperialization), or create an international institution to look after these rules. One question is who governs who? How are the rules constructed and put through? Its either the US or a club that hasn’t given money to the world bank. 
· Individuals, interest groups and classes—non state actors. NGO’s, independent orgs. They lobby at international banks, trade associations, etc. 2 places that have power in everything, one is Washington, and the other is bazel.

What is IPE about? – there are 4 important sets of issues that IPE is concerned with;

· the political organization of markets—there is conflicting ways of organizing markets. The only thing that we can dispose of is our labour, something that we have and can control. It’s our property. Anywhere else, such as Uzbekistan they aren’t as free to dispose their human labour, they are forced to dispose it they have no control. 
· competing visions of how markets should be organized—has an effect on pol systems. They way that pol systems are orgsanized affects the political economy. The domination of the market from a few forms can throw a loop towards the political economy. The Russian ecnomy is an example, a small number of players have a large influence of their economy. The key is the relationship between the state and the economy. 
· relationship between the organization of markets and the conduct of politics (and the shape of political institutions)--
· the boundaries between the national/domestic and the international/global—they are becoming blurred. They do not have the same effects as Bretton wood. Today, it seems, that the global has blurred the boundries of the national. The sovereignty doesn’t work the same as 40 years ago. The workings of the global economy has eroded the de facto of the national economy. 


IPE and World Order

· balance of economic and political power—some brics countries grew faster. And also did ok during the recession. In terms of purchasing power, the developing world accounts for half of the worlds output. The 2nd largest economy is china, a developing country. The balance of economic power is shifting, but what effects will it have on world politics? the brics countries have their own banks, and we are living in a time that power is shifting, and ppl are questioning the united states legitimacy because of the shutdown and its debt. 
· international trading and production system—the US brought to the 1st time ever that the US dollar and US treasury bonds may not have the volume and worthiness that it used to have, what impact we don’t know. But if the US dollar changes its importance of its dolar, it can have a huge impact. The world needs the US dollar, and the US is getting others to buy their debt. The world needs those us dollars, and the US is the only country that can print that currency. Other countries have a debt limit, but not the US. because they have the world by the balls. With trading, there was one rule, and it was to deal with the states. Now, its broken, and it is done through free trade agreements. Pub and smoke system is now looking better, which it used to look not so before. 
· international monetary system—
· world order—we definitely have to consider pol eco to learn about the world order. Also tells us that the road ahead in the years is going to be unsteady. We do not have a decision maker and also we are living at a time under a multi polar state of power, not a unipolar.
