TAKE-HOME EXAM QESTIONS

You will be given two of the three following questions in the exam on October 25, 2011 and expected to respond both of them.

Exam is not open book. No electronic devises or notes permitted.

1. Examine the significance of the shift from the Poliziestaat to the Rechtstaat and discuss whether the concept of police (police as an activity, the art of governing) is completely eliminated under the rule of law or it is re-defined in liberal terms.

2. Imagine that you lived in the 18th century Germany, France or Britain, and were asked by the King to present a proposal on the protection and expansion of the means of the state. Your proposal should be developed on a coherent and comprehensive basis. Therefore, it should include:

a) a definition of human nature,
b) a description of the relationship between the state and society, the state and economy,
c) a description of trade policies, the circulation of money and goods, revenue,
d) an examination of the means of wealth creation,
e) an examination of the relationship between power and wealth,
f) discussion of the policing measures,
g) discussion of the relationship between poverty and crime, and the understanding of the poor,
h) the role of religion and morality,
i) the definition of security.

Your proposal should also point out the possible critiques that might be brought against itself, and provide responses to these critiques.

3. Explain the changes (political, social, material, ideational, international) that brought about the rise of the concept of police in the Continental Europe, and compare the understanding of police in the Continent with its understanding in Britain.
