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The Montreal protocol addressed ozone depletion
 1987: Montreal protocol = 180 nations agrees to cut out CFC production in half 
· Follow up agreements deepened cuts, advanced timetables and addresses other ozone-depleting chemicals
· Today, production and use of ozone-depleting chemicals has decreased 95%
· The ozone layer is beginning to recover
· Challenges still face us 
· CFCs will remain in the stratosphere for a long time 
· Nations can ask for exemptions to the ban 
The Montreal protocol is a success
· Considered the biggest environmental success story
· Policymakers included industry in helping the problem
· Adaptive management strategy allowed changes in response to new scientific data, technological advances, and economic figures 
· The Montreal protocol can serve as a model for international environmental cooperation
