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· Holy Roman Empire – “one nation over all” concept
· Problem, because there was bad communication and no way to control all with one
· Habsburg monarchy used Holy Roman Empire’s name to keep rule politically and ally with other countries.
· Pope was a thorn on the side. He ruled with religious voice over all religious Catholic. He was like a challenger ruling with you.
· Pope couldn’t rule secular and religious both, so Habsburg saw opportunity to intervene for power. Thus longtime conflicts between the two began.
· Charles V ruled over quarter of Europe + saw himself as a unifier for all
· Christian unifications.
· He had too many things he wanted to achieve but unfortunately in 1555, divides his monarchy into two. It was too much for one person.
· Phillip II took control of Spain, American lands, with Phillip III, his son.
· Division of Habsburg lands.
· Under Phillip II and III, Spain became the dominant power.
· Ferdinand fought Ottomans and had trouble maintaining and spreading Protestant Christianity.
· Austrian and Spanish intermarriages occurred, but led to factions.
· Habsburgs unable to completely unify Europe and dominate.
· Holy Roman Empire eventually became the loose unification of states. Few resources dedicated to its unification.
· Ferdinand II becomes ruler of Austria and Bohemian lands.
· Clearly pursues policy of unification under his control.
· Austria and Spain branches started working together
· Ferdinand didn’t like Calvinism and Protestants. Very ideologic and only liked Catholicism.
· Habsburg in the defense of Catholicism was the most militant during Ferdinand II.
· Problematic because Bohemia (Czech Republic) rules since 1526 was most prosperous, large revenues for Habsburgs. So it needed to be within their power in order to gain their vote for Ferdinand to become emperor.
· Ferdinand wanted to be Holy Roman Emperor. Bohemia had strong Calvanistic and Protestant population.
· Therefore Ferdinand of Steria did not favor vote for Ferdinand II to be Emperor.
· Ferdinand of Steria and Bohemia try to revolt and reduce royal power.
· King Mathus still in power until 1916. Sent delegation for negotiation for Bohemia.
· Defenestration of Prague. Threw emissaries (three) out the window, all survived.
· Ferdinand II hears this. Ferdinand II later becomes emperor.
· Had all Catholic army at his power. Went to Bohemia to make an example of them.
· 27 leaders executed. Cruelly displayed them.
· Other countries (Dutch, Sweden) start to intervene. And France.
· France (most Catholic) shows how religion isn’t everything.
· National interest of raison d’etat. Leader looks at Habsburg lands, and southern Spain.
· All national interests above the co-religious security of his fellow Catholics.
· Political act.
· Thirty Year’s War was a competition between division of religious interests, universal authority, and national faith.
· Lots of casualties from disease and war.
· No less than four epidemics during this time.
· Becomes war with all against all Lamentations of Germany book.
· Legacies + Leviathan + The Law of War and Peace, Samuel von Pofendorf On the Law and Nature of Nations.
· Thirty Years War comes to end because of physical exhaustion. Compromised peace.
· Peace of Westphalia doesn’t end the fighting. Ten years later another treaty to stop the fighting occurs, and fighting stops then.
· Problems because delegations (like the French, whose delegations wrote letters to each other because they would not meet face to face. It also took time for them to travel to other countries.)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Germany could never be whole. Consisting of semi-autonomous and numerous mini-states. Each signatory to the treaty could act sovereign and make their own rules.
· The treaty never ended conflicts and never addressed its causations.
· Rhetorical question: What kind of state system did it exactly make?
