· Positivist: explain conforming behavior. Criminal behavior should be treated by increasing the influence of the family, schools, churches, and law-abiding peers.

· Micro-theoretical: focusing on etiological issues rather than on explaining social structures.

Containment theory (Walter Reckless) 봉쇄이론(월터 레클리스)

· “We are moral beings only to the extent that we are social beings” Emile Durkheim
· Social rewards are contingent on staying out of trouble (사회 상은 문제의 밖에 머무르는 것에 달림)
· We develop stakes in conformity (우리는 순응에 이해관계가 있음을 발전시킴)
· “When you got nothing, you got nothing to lose” Bob Dylan

Travis Hirschi - Deviance is natural (트라비스 허쉬 – 비행은 자연스러운 것)
· Deviance is natural->labeling theory와 비슷
· “We are all animals and thus all naturally capable of committing criminal acts. The more weakened the groups to which the individual belongs, the less he depends on them, the more he consequently depends only on himself and recognizes no other rules of conduct then what are formed on his private interests”
· Social bonds serve as social control. W/o them -> crime
· If you focus on more invention in more conventional goal, less crime. 대학 오기 전에 노력도 돈도 많이 들어감. 이제 와서 범죄 저질러서 잡히면 다 잃음

Social bonding theory (Travis Hirschi-1969) 
(사회유대 이론, 트라비스 허쉬–increasing conformity 4가지)
1 Attachment (애착)
· Sensitivity to and interest in others
· Attachment to Significant others(parents, peers, role models), institutions(schools, clubs)->inhibit deviance. Don’t want to hurt others. (부모, 교사에 대한 애정, 존경. 폐를 끼치고 싶지 않다는 기분) 
· 예: Identification with peers or parents, emotional bond between child and parent, concern and respect for parents’ or peers’ opinions, engaging in activities with peers, supervision by parents, intimate communications with parents, attitudes toward school, concern for teachers’ opinions, general sensitivity to the opinions of others
2 Commitment (몰입)
· Time, energy, effort towards conventional values
· Investment one has already built up in conventional society. Education, a good reputation, establishment of business->More to lose if they are caught engaging in deviant behavior. 
· E.g., College student: already built up a strong degree of investment in education
->to engage in crime and get caught would represent a potential loss of that investment. . 
3 Involvement (관여)
· Keeping busy with pro-social activities
· Degree of activity(time and energy) available for conventional or unconventional behavior->participation in clubs, recreational activities, other extracurricular activities->less time to be involved in deviance
· 예: Time-consuming activity(works, sports, recreation, hobbies), time spent on homework, lack of boredom, amount of non-active leisure time, time spent talking with friends
4 Belief (신념)
· Acceptance of conventional morality and respect for authorities
· Knowing society’s rules as being fair
->One has a respect for those rules and norms and feels a moral obligation to obey them.
· Respect for common value system. 
The more one believes in “behaving properly,” the more likely one is to be conforming

Testing his theory
· How could Hirschi assess whether or not his theory of social bonds holds true?
· He administered 4000 self-report surveys to grade 11 and 12 high school youths and asked personal questions
Self report survey anonymously

· My parents know who I am with and where I am when I am away from home
· I spend a lot of time interacting with my parents 
· I spend a lot of time interacting with my brothers and sisters
· My family is important to me
· I enjoy school
· I try hard to do well lin school

· I believe myself-belief
· Many attachment questions

Findings support his theory (4가지) 
· Youths strongly attached to parents were less likely to commit criminal acts
· Youths who maintained weak relationship with others moved toward delinquency
· Youths involved in unconventional behaviors such as drinking and smoking were more prone to delinquency
· Best explains less serious forms of criminality/crime

Findings:
· No relation between reported delinquency acts and social class
***EXAM*** STRAIN THEORY LOWER CALSS VERSUS MIDDLE CLASS but this one doesn’t matter who you are from. Strain focus on lower class
· How does this differ from strain theory?
· Found that the educational, occupational and success aspirations of delinquents were lower than non-delinquents
· How does this contradict strain theory?

Elements of routine activities theory
To crime take place, all should come together. Motivated offender. Target-desirable object, place, victim. target and victim have to come together to time and place
Outer triangle, what can minimize victimization
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Who is a motivated offender?
They want to commit crime. e.g., drug offender, they want to get drug. 
Some one want to revenge
Easy way to get money

Who/what is a suitable target?
(person, object, place) 시나리오 final exam******
Older person, young women-fragile, easy person to do that
Someone who has money
INDIVIDUAL who walk alone at the night

Crime prevention through environment design. 

Who are ‘Handlers’?
· Someone who knows the offender well and who can exert some influence:
Parent, a spouse, siblings, neighbor, friends-prosocial peers, teachers, coaches

Who are ‘place managers’?
· A person who has some responsibility for controlling behavior in a specific location:
Home owners, employees in a store, managers, owners

Policy implications
More surveillance in society-lighting, 
Putting in to more security in building

Why are these theories appealing?
Rational theories, routine activity theories..
It sees individuals as rational beings. If we engage in defensive situation, we can lower it
Rational approach
Optimistic. Logical, it could have a lot of policy implications easily reduce crime
· Practical and relevant to policy
· Belie that if we reduce opportunities, we can reduce crime
· People are rational beings whose behavior can be controlled/modified by a fear of punishment
· People are responsible for their choices-Justifies punishment of offenders (’just deserts’)
· Emphasizes victims (VIS)
· Places responsibility on potential victims to recognize risk and take preventative measures
· Concepts of capable guardians and suitable targets yield environmental design options

Symbolic interactionism & social constructionism

What is deviance? 
Doing something out of the norm, that is not acceptable
You could be sanctioned formally but usually you go under informal social control.

· There are many benefits and functions of saliva
Prevention, keep mouth moisturized, helps digestion possibility, really good thing.. but no one want to take it back..why?
· What is the difference between spit and saliva?
One is in your mouth and the other one is out of your mouth
· Saliva vs. spit experiment – what would the lab find?

Saliva vs. spit
· There is a difference..BUT it is not chemical, it is social
· Spit is saliva in the wrong place or under the wrong circumstances

· There are no behaviors that are inherently deviant
· It only becomes deviant when it is judged and labeled as such

WHAT IS THE MEDICALIZIATION OF DEVIANCE?
1st reading ADD? Taking the deviance turning it in to no longer deviance but illness->can be cured with medical treatment. Modern medicine can cure everything. In the past, deviant was more moral matters. 
e.g., alcohol consumption->that person has no control
today, alcoholism is seen as a disease, individuals need help from medical expert.

e.g., gambling addictions, shopping addictions
· Process of defining non-normative behavior as an illness and treating it with a medical intervention
· From ‘badness’ to ‘sickness’

· What are some consequences and implications of the medicalization of deviance?
Addiction issues, side effects of drugs

Pink pill, blue pill..interest of prescribe more drugs
It removes responsibility of individuals. You are not wrong, you are just sick. He cannot be blamed. 
It could give stigma to people who don’t necessarily have to get. It is very hard to remove that label once it is put on them. 
Medicalization of deviance에 포커스. Minimize those who are actually suffer from it. 진짜 depression 가진 사람은 밖에 나가지 않고 병원에 잘 찾아가지도 않는다. 
It individualize the problem. Little Joney always making a mess, his teacher doesn’t know how to manage classroom or maybe he wants more stimulation. Maybe it is the environment that should be changed. Not individual. 
Experts: form of social control. Justifies any kind of treatment. Past days, depression-electronic shock therapy, great deal of electrical shock, almost become vegetable states. They almost lose their personality. But on the name of medicalizaion.

Mostly with younger children, very typical to engage in deviant behavior to them. That is just normal part of growing up, but when community sees it annoying and something to need for control, 
· Process of social typing that transforms an offender’s identity from a doer of evil to an evil person
Dramatization of evil->Individual are seen as evil
· Consequence=”criminal” becomes master status
What is master status? The status that overlooks all the rests. Though we have a lot of status but certain status has more power in our life. Interesting example: ‘women’ doctor

TWO TYPES OF DEVIANCE (Edwin Lemert)
· Primary deviance
모든 사람이 한 번쯤 engage될 수 있는 것.
· Begins with an initial criminal act, after which a person may be labeled as deviant/criminal but does not yet accept this label
e.g., person in high school, break, smoke cigarette. When teacher gives them bad label but it doesn’t work
· Secondary deviance
· Repeated deviant behavior that is brought on by other people’s negative reactions to the original act of primary deviance.
e.g., smoking하는 데 아무도 안 함. 같이 놀 사람 없음->위에 예랑 반응이 다름
other people’s negative reaction brought negative behavior-다른 term 생각나지 않음? 헷갈리지 마 self appealing prophecy?

SELF-FULFILLING PROPHECY
Individuals expected in certain way, they end up fulfilling them. If you wake up in the morning, you say “man, today is shitty day”, negative attitude, influencing other people react to you. Your action causes to happen
School system: if I were to ask this question in right side of the room, focus on right side, no left side will participate. 끝날 때쯤
· We form certain expectations of people or events
· We communicate those expectations with various cues
It can be verbal or inverbal
· People respond to these cues by adjusting their behavior to match them
· The result is that the original expectation becomes true
Tommy incarcerated in 5years. Not friendly with him, I will do it, don’t let him tackle too much, if you think he will steal, he will steal, you are criminal, it is exactly what I expected

CONSEQUENCES OF LABELING 4가지
· Institutionalization of deviance
Individual who sells you drug, 
It is a process by which members of group come to expect and support deviance by member over time
· Backtracking
Where individual can be some rob someone’s car, and they sell them. People appreciate them because they sell them in good price. Tho people get favorable reactions있어도 no longer involve in criminal activity. They’ve been labeled but individual decide not to do that anymore.
· Effective social control
Due to threat of punishment, they don’t engage in criminal activity anymore
· Unanticipated deviance
Where we don’t for see label c..reactions are causing even more
Negative reactions produce individuals engage in criminal activity
Secondary deviance랑 self fulfilling prophency랑 헷갈린다 조심해

THE LOOKING-GLASS SELF (Charles Cooley)
· We use others as a mirror to perceive ourselves
· 3steps
1 We imagine how we appear to others
2 We interpret other’s reactions
3 We develop a self-concept through the judgments of others
