Latium is the flat wide area in the middle of the mountains.
People wanted to live there because it is easily defended by mountains, has volcanic soil, good for agriculture, has good water supply. The tiber offers good transportation to sea and inland. It’s a lot cheaper to travel by water. Tiber island makes it easy for people to cross from Latium. It becomes a cross for trade (North to South). To the north is the ethruscans, they seem to have come from modern Turkey. To the south are the Greeks. The south of Italy was founded by Greeks. 
There was timbre, stone, metal, minerals and salt in Latium. Salt was desirable then. (Side note: salary= salt, natural resources). Etruscans from the North were the most important people, very powerful. 
6th century- there were 36 major cities.
· Latin culture (Latium)
· Etruscan (North)
· Greek culture (South)
They are the three cultures near Rome.
They drained the swamp and started burying people in the swamp between mountains (1000-900 bc)
830-770 BC- there was huge population growth, in Rome. They started building houses in the swamp/cemetery. They paved over the cemetery and decided to start burying on escqualine hill instead. 
Myth- kings ruled rome (regal period). There were 7 kings for 7 hills in Rome. 753 BC- founded by Romulous, and in 509 was the last known king to reside there. 
750- 725; 1st wall was built around Palatine. The wall at the bottom of palatine surrounds pomarian (sacred ground).
700- rome controls 700 m of territory. 
500 BC- rome became and important, large, complex city. It has stone buildings, market (now in the swamp), a palace, draining system, sewer system, meeting hall called a curia, where they are discussed things and it turns into the senate house. They start to develop their own practices, different from other cities. 
There were 8 kings in total but one doesn’t get counted for. King 1- Romulus. He has another king with him named Titus Tatus. He rules the Sabines. Romulous founded the city but it was hard to get people to movethere.so he builds the pomerium that will give people amunity. We will take criminals in so that people will live in their city because criminals can’t be captured there. However, it became populated just by males, women were not interested in moving there because they were just criminals. The Sabines lived north of rome. They decided to invite the Sabines to a party and they were told to bring their women (their daughters and wives). The sabines came with their women but when they got there, the criminals grabbed all the women then they kicked the Sabine men out of their city. Believe it or not, the women actually ended up falling in love with the criminals.
The Sabines take one year to gather, and to meet outside of rome to start war against the criminals. But when they war starts the women beg them not to kill their lovers by using their babies and stepping into the fight to protect the criminals. So instead, the Sabines decide to settle in, Romulous is king of the Latums and Titus rules the Sabines. They are two kings that share power. But Titus rarely counts as one of the seven kings.
