Rise of Regional DiscontentA/  Métis and Natives- Acquiring Rupert’s Land (1868) – from the Hudson Bay Company, and brings Canadians to the west. There are people who are there in western Canada, in Manitoba – the Metis – a mix of French and aboriginal background. Council of Assiniboia (1835) – Metis governing structure and an economic system that revolved around the buffalo hunt which they organized in a military fashion- William McDougall – Provincial governor sent out by the government. He is turned back and chased out of the area by the Metis. Surveyors who came in advance started setting up township lots that did not take into account Metis claims for the area, particularly in the area of the Red River – Winnipeg. - Louis Riel – Led the Metis when he was 25. His father was an early rebel and he was schooled in Montreal and he would be the one to rally the metis against the incursion of the Canadian government. Canadian forces had their supporters in the area with a large group that migrated from Ontario – Canadian Party, who sought to replicate the anglo protestant nature and individual farming, and society that they left in Ontario. - Dr. John Schultz – Leader of the Canadian Party – a merchant, doctor and his general store becomes headquarters for the party that opposes Riel and the Metis. Riel sets up a provisional government in Fort Gary and he attacks and takes over the store run by Schultz who escapes.  -  Thomas Scott – 28 year old Orangeman (anti-Catholic) refuses to abide by the rules of his captors. Scott was a difficult prisoner to deal with that the metis condemned him to death. This is important because Ontario will NEVER forgive Riel for what happens to Scott. Ontario at the time had an extremely powerful Orange order. Riel did not want to do it but his more militant followers said it was essential in showing the Metis meant business. John A. Macdonald follows a two way approach of dealing with this – 1. Negotiation, and to do this he asks Donald Smith) 2. Orders troops to head west that will take a long time to get there.  By the time they get there Riel had left for the united states. Macdonald wanted that to happen, he did not want a show trial . Demands to be met from negotiations – a bilingual legislature, schools were state supported – public and catholic, French and English. The metis will have not only their land but are also granted for their children another ½ million acres. This will come into effect with the mantioba act-  Donald Smith – runs the HBC company, knew the area, the people, asked to negotiate with the Metis- 1870 Manitoba Act; District of Assinaboia – takes the red river colony – Winnipeg, and the surrounding district of Assinaboia to create the initially postage stamp province of Manitoba. The problem was the Bureaucracy in distributing the land was horrid. Many metis simply gave up, some said when they sold their land they were swindled, yet on the other hand there are historians who suggest the given amount of land available in the west and the number of people who wanted that land the metis probably got fair market price – very low. Out of this the Metis felt themselves ill treated with many of them deciding to move further west into Saskatchewan - 1872 Dominion Lands Act: 160 acres for $10 and minimal settlement requirements over three years – must do certain things, you had to build some type of dwelling and cultivate approximately 20% of the land. to prevent people getting vast amounts of land. - 1873 – North-West Mounted Police – verified if people were settling, will become the Royal Canadian Mounted Police- 1871-1877 -- Seven treaties between the federal government and the Cree, Chippewa, Ojibwa, and Blackfoot placing natives on reserves – governed under the 1867 Indian Act. - 1876 Indian Act - There was individual family farming with certain native customs being outlawed. A pass system would be put into place, that you had to obtain a pass to get off the reserve, in order to prevent bands of tribes from coming together. Natives who were inclined to engage in individual family farming who were ambitious and wanted loans to buy farm machinery were prevented from doing so. They were treated as wards of the state and children. Banks were informed not to loan to first nations, even well into the 20th century, because they were considered too unreliable to pay. The emphasis on the reserves to obtain some social assistance, was on assimilation. To accomplish this among children you have the creation of residential boarding schools. Children would be removed from parents, especially if the parents were deemed to be unfit. Boys would do general maintenance at the schools, the buildings were often in horrible shape. School uniforms were worn to make them dress like whites. They were taught their beliefs were heathen and were not allowed to speak native dialects. Phyiscal abuse was also common, sexual abuse as well. These schools remained in effect until the 1960s.- Residential schools; Film Clip - Basil Johnson, author of Indian School Days – time in the residential schools, basil Johnson, who was assigned a number and felt as if he was not a person, the emphasis on being he was a sinner in his background and culture, and the entire goal of the schools was to make him act and think as much as possible according to a white Christian society. B/ Completing the Initial Union: British Columbia (1871) and Prince Edward Island (1873)- 1866 - Unification of Vancouver Island and New Caledonia – John A Macdonald thought it was necessary to put these two together especially with Alaska purchasing Alaska. Britain is fearful of losing BC- 1867 – U.S. purchases Alaska from Russia- Esquimalt naval base; Governor Anthony Musgrave – pushes BC to consider union with Canada, it is an economic descision. There has been little contact with BC and the rest of Canada, it is being forced to revaluate. After the government purchases rupert’s land, BC begins to negotiate its terms of entry, it is going to be bought. It is not nationalism. Its promised a transcontinental railway to link to the rest of the country within ten years, a promise for its debt to be paid off and an annual subsidy. - Britain pushes the union of debt-ridden British Columbia with Canada - B.C. joins Canada in 1871 largely for "perks" (e.g. transcontinental railway within 10 years) – when things do not go well it threatens to leave. It is a business deal with self interest. There is a recession that hits in the 70s.-  Alexander Mackenzie bribes B.C. to stay – Mackenzie needs to slow construction of the railway. There is talks of leaving confederation and receive a 750 000 dollar bribe in order to allow an extra 10 years to build a railway Prince Edward Island - forced into Confederation largely by railway debt – did not want to join in 1867. they begin construction in PEI of a railway to increase their self sufficiency but it practically bankrupts PEI. Money was not coming from Britain, so they went to the Canadian government. C/ The Canadian Pacific Railway (1872-1885) and the National Policy (1878)

Macdonald’s railway is supposed to unite the country how ever there is great scandal. -  Sir Hugh Allan and the 1872 "Pacific Scandal" – financier, promoter, shipping magnet, a connected guy with deep pockets. Allen had funnelled money into the conservative party – lots of money, it looked like he bought the charter. Millions of acres of free land with millions of dollars in grants and low interest loans creates what is known as the Pacific Scandal. He is forced to give up the charter . Macdonald decides in 1873 he will resign instead of being kicked out of office.  Alexander Mackenzie (1873-1878): Secret ballot 1874; Supreme Court of Canada, 1875 (becomes final court of appeal for criminal matters in 1888, though appeals on constitutional issues to the Britain-based Judicial Committee of the Privy Council do not end until 1949) – Mackenzie a working class man, he was a stone mason, however when he was elected he was a newspaper publisher and business man. He was not as charismatic as John A., he was a 19th century liberal who believed in small government, free trade, and was stubborn in his ways, in addition to being a reformer believing in egalitarianism. He takes over in 1873 and wins. Mackenzie has a majority government, refuses to get a knighthood from the queen 3 times, did not believe it was right because he was from a working class background. The economy flounders and he fails as a PM. Mackenzie is urged by his liberal supporters to introduce high tariffs to protect Canadian industry from US competition. He will not do so, he believes in free trade and will not compromise on this issue- John A. Macdonald returns to power in 1878 on the "National Policy" platform of high tariffs – will compromise on high tarrifs, and calls it the national policy. Said to promote urban manufacturing, proposes a national economic strategy. It is controversial and does not bring about unity entirely. Some criticized it because you have to lower your prices. Some argue that the national policy protects inefficient manufactures, and that is in the interest of big businesses.  George Stephen of the Bank of Montreal – senior partner along with Donald Smith. The year of the transcontinental is completed. Critics will say the business syndicate headed up by BMO had too many perks – free land, millions of acres, it had the already depleted sections of the railway. All its capital stock would be tax free and it gets a provision against any railway built to the south for 20 years, the monopoly clause.. - Railway and tariffs become a source of western Canadian discontent - This will lead to high prices with people saying they will be ripped off. The monopoly clause is ended early. The trade off is that any line that connects has to charge 85% to the Canadian rate- Assigned reading by Kenneth Norrie challenges western Canadian grievances - – complaints about those being excluded, the idea of Macdonald;s national policy is to attach the west as a dependent hinterland in central Canada.- Co-operative movement; E.A. Partridge; Manitoba Grain Growers Company (1906) – pooling your resources to buy and sell goods collectively run by a socialist E.A. Partridge for 27 000 members as a way to resist domination by central Canada. That is not to say the west did not progress as well. All east-west rail traffic will head through Winnipeg – it becomes a boom town – Canada’s 3rd Largest city with 115 000 by 1911. - Alberta and Saskatchewan become provinces in 1905, but do not receive control over subsurface minerals – there was disputes because the federal government retained control and the rights of the minerals in the ground. D/ Second Riel Rebellion (1885)- Gabriel Dumont – 1884, travels to Montana where Riel is. - Louis “David” Riel – American citizen now, did not forget his people, believed he was godly driven. His new name is biblical and says that the metis are gods chosen people and speaks of possibility of a new papacy in western Canada. These are dillusional views he had, and he was in Montreal secretly in the 1870s. it made him more determined to take up the cause of his people, he saw justice. He had about 250 fighters with him and establishes a provisional government- Batoche, Saskatchewan (provisional Métis government) – Metis fighters will first attack Fort Carleton where they seize weapons, and then move to Duck Lake killing 12 mounties. Macdonald will send troops out by the trans continental railway. In the mean time the border between Saskatchewan and Alberta in frog lake- Frog Lake (Cree) – promises made to them under the Indian act were not respected, big bear their leader proceeds with caution. They bring gatling guns, riel is captured- Riel’s controversial trial and execution (November 1885); Judge Hugh Richardson – tried in regina with an all white anglo jury. He will refuse to enter a plea of insanity and wants to conduct a political trial against the state. Sometimes brilliant, sometimes incoherent on the stand. He is found guilty – Judge Richardson is recommended by the jury to show compassion. In cases of treason he as no choice but to impose the death penalty. It is appealed, the court and the bench is reaffirmed in the NWT and up to the privy council in England. Only John A Macdonald can spare Riel’s life. He is urged to do so by French Canadian members of parliament, riel is seen as an offender for rights in the west. Macdonald will send a medical team, 2/3 of doctors declare riel sane, and makes the decision of justice to take his course and riel is hanged on the 16th of November 1885. The fallout will be very significant. In Quebec it was seen as anglo Ontario as imposing its will. It adds to the sense of anger in western Canada. Macondald is determined to crush this in its infancy. - Big Bear (3 years) – spared life because he counselled caution, and got out after 1 year in jail because of grave health. Maconald and others felt there were national concerns that trumped national ones, and Ontario would lead in the provincial rights movement, a so called compact theory of confederation. Ontario’s campaign in 1887 against disallowed powers were all about frustrated ambitions from Ontario governments to be the new leader in the nation. It will be joined by Quebec, who fears an anglo dominated federal government which in these years was attached to policy of a british led anglo imperialism. Theme Question - Where and why did regional discontent build in Canada during the late-19th and early-20th centuries?

 Industrialization and Social Strain
A/ Urban Life and Social Reform- Growth and signs of progress – people pouring into the west , a sign of growth. Alberta and Saskatchewan – by 1911 over 800 000 people in the two provinces. In 1904 Wilfred Laurier in his most famous quote said “as the 19th century was filled by the united states, the 20th century belongs to Canada.” That year, laurier charters a second transcontinental railway. Canadian cities are growing with urbanization. Toronto’s population was 200 000, it had tripled since 1870. Montreal’s was 300 000 – tripling in the last 3rd of the 19th century. In these settings, small shops and enterprises turn into factories that are employing hundreds, and sometimes thousands of people. There were industrial fairs attracting people to the CNE. These would speak to the idea of tremendous progress and the coming of age of a nation. 1870-1900 inflation, the value quadruples to 850 000 dollars of industrial production. More firms and companies are being established. Between 1900-12, a little more than 50 companies were incorporated in industrial concerns, by the end of that over 600.  investment is coming in at over a billion dollars (1.4) by the time the war comes around, and goes into stocks and bonds of companies. American investment is also coming. By WWI nearly 300 million dollars. American investment is going into branch plans. The business man became the hero. He was producing wealth, someone to be followed in terms of their ingenuity and their industrious. They wanted to get ahead. Early industrial capitalism was focused on maximum output and there was not a lot of regulation by the state. - New transcontinental railways: Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian Northern – laurier asks that the Grand Trunk Railway builds it, and creates a new company to build it, a subsidiary – GTPacific. Laurier helped the GTP would cooperate with western based Canadian Northern, but the two cannot reach a deal. The CN builds its own railway. At the time, this was a sign to many that Canada’s future looked very bright. - Red Marquis wheat – in the late 19th/early 20th century the price goes down by half and it increases wheat manual production techniques by twenty fold. The wheat boom occurs. Farming is mechanizing. Between 1890 and 1914 in the west. Wheat production 40 bushels in 1890, to 160 million it quadrupled. Larger markets for production of agricultural goods, in cities with more people there is more consumption.- 1907 Quebec Bridge disaster; Phoenix Bridge Company
- lack of regulation. Government was not doing its job in making sure things were done well. It was across the St. Lawrence by Qcity. And 1800 metres long, it created a world record and was an engineering marvel. Its collapse was covered in newspapers across America with 75 people being killed. The PBC was hired to build it, but never built something that long. Government inspectors were not there on site, there was no set standard, codes to follow, recommendations on maximum weight or stress on rivets were ignored because they wanted to get it done as fast and as cheap as possible. The PBC in their contract, for every month they were late they had to pay 5000 fine. This shows the need for greater government involvement.- Urban overcrowding and slums – living conditions in cities become difficult. They need to be close to their place of work because public transportation does not go to outlying areas. The arly years were street cars. The suburbs like in Ottawa, were a retreat and a way to get away from crime. Poorer parts of the city had slums. There was a polarization of wealth. In the turn of the century the poorest city was Montreal. In Ontario the bottom percent of income earners control 2% of the wealth in the province. The top 10% controls 2/3 of the wealth. Toronto does not get a water treatment facility until 1910 – sewage pumped into lake Ontario. The government did not have the money and often not the will. There were people who were pushing reform. Many are being motivated by greater social justice and are appalled at what is going on. Many will be motivated by fear, if you do not do something the social problems could turn into social turmoil. People will turn to radical ideologies. - Social Gospel – much of the early reform comes from the church and the social gospel movement. The idea of bringing the kingdom of heaven to earth. Most of the leaders were in protestant churches, particularly the participatory / less hierarchal ones. All churches at some level get involved including the catholic church. Pope Leo XIII talked about the need for catholic social relations and worried about the increasing conflict in industrial society and stressed the need for greater humanity. People are being enticed by media – movies and roller skating dance halls. These were a moral problem for people in the church. Other possible threats are social Darwinism. Reformers form the progressive movement. Urban progressives believed that with the rise of science in universities, and evidence based on social sciences, that you could research and uncover the reasons for the problems in society, address them, fix them. - Progressives; Herbert Baxter Ames, City Below the Hill, 1897 -  politician, conducts a massive social study on Montreal. What he comes up with is personal failure, class struggles, poor housing, not enough healthcare or social insurance / security. Construction. All those people are in the building trades. Those who were in cities were known to be arrested for vagrancy. Governments did not have money. The idea persisted in society, that unemployment was a personal failure and if the state provided assistance easily to people would become dependent on the state. Support would come in the form of vouchers for food or fuel. - Child labour – 11% of toronto’s work force is child labour in 1900. Everyone has to work. They earn about 1/3 of a skilled labour but it was necessary. B/ Social Divisions and the Workplace - Anti-combines legislation (1889, 1910) – in economic downturns companies would cooperate with each other and participate in working out prices. This ACL is very weak, and there were many loopholes. There continued to be enough price fixing and legislation to strengthen it in 1910. after world war I was there even the first prosecution, the bottom line is governments are fearful in these years of being too harsh on capital. They do not want to discourage investment which could increase unemployment. 1886 – the Ontario standards act. One inspector is hired for the entire province - Larger, more alienating, workplaces – jobs are becoming more intense and alienating. In the small shops in the early phases of industrialization a person would take pride in their work and see the end product. You would often know your boss. Now there is a move towards assembly lines and the idea of job breakdown into smaller parts so they can be reformed by less skilled lower paid easily replaceable people.  - Scientific Management, Frederick Winslow Taylor – American engineer who believes you control the movement of each worker so they produce the max efficiency. This is the idea of stop watches etc. prior to 1872 unions are illegal in Canada and considered to be a conspiracy and a strength to trade. Employers did not have to recognize them even if they were. People would have to go on strike- 1907 Industrial Disputes Investigation Act: compulsory investigation and conciliation, but the report is non-binding; Deputy Minister of Labour William Lyon Mackenzie King puts faith in the influence of public opinion – employers make an application to the government to the IDIA and the government says you cannot go on strike or be locked out. You cannot go on strike until a conciliator is appointed, someone to look at the problems and make a report. the problem is the report is nonbinding, no one has to pay attention to it. What king believed was that by putting it forward it would show who was in dispute and the force of public opinion would change peoples ways. Before the act is declared, king believed you do not compel settlements, it is not sincere in the heart. - 1886 Ontario Factory Act C/ Unions- Assigned reading by Peter DeLottinville on Joe Beef’s (Charles McKiernan’s) Tavern demonstrating an emerging working class culture – this was a place for emergency assitance for strikers, he created a place where transiats could stay, and a place where workers gathered, sung their own songs and made fun of employers. There was one case where working class culture is emerging. There are other examples. The rise of unions, an opposition to conditions faced in the work place. One of the most prominent early examples was the knights of labour. -  Knights of Labour – comes from the us in the early 1870s and by the mid 1880s has over 10 000 members in Ontario. It takes into its ranks skilled and unskilled workers and promotes political party for labour, talks of the general form of society creating an egalitarian system. It is peculiar, it is not crazy about strikes because it wants a cooperative society. It wants to promote arbitration, a settlement imposed by a neutral 3rd party. Many skilled workers become impatient with the knights of labour. Skilled workers are facing immediate challenges like the status of their jobs. They want wages and hours of work with bread and butter issues to be stressed. They claim that their interests are being watered down by the interest in general reform.  - Skilled workers gravitate to craft unions affiliated with the American Federation of Labour (formed in 1886); craft unions come to dominate Canada’s Trades and Labour Congress (formed in 1883) - There is the development of craft unions, comprised of people from certain skills, skilled workers, who affiliate and link themselves with American unions. This dynamic creates division in the Canadian union – skilled would not accept the unskilled and their unions would often not cooperate with each other. There would be division between English Canada workers and those in Quebec. 

- Catholic unions in Quebec starting in 1907 – priests as counsellors within unions. What we get is immunization but there is increasing division in Canadian labour. Skilled workers in Ontario will dominate the major central body in this country which is called the trades and labour congress. - Craft vs. Industrial unions, including its regional dimension (frontier areas, such as the West, gravitate more to industrial unions and radicalism/socialism)  - This division between skilled vs unskilled, skilled will stress wanting to join industrial unions – regional dimension. In resource dis____ areas in company towns with miners and other people, less skilled workers, people who are coming for more opportunity, western Canada radical industrial unions take hold because of bad conditions for miners, creates division and weakens the movement- Rise and fall of the Industrial Workers of the World in Western Canada – a movement starting to emerge, socialist, government, and by 1910, a group called the IWW advocate socialism, general strikes, the only way they are going to beat mine owners is by starting strikes, everyone off the job. They emerge in western Canadian mining sector, railways. Their popularity is also do to the fact they print literature in many languages, and provide medical services and all types of recreation. They are still regarded as a threat, many of their organizers from the US are deported, and throughout this process, the attitude of the skilled workers who are looking after wages and hours of work are supportive of the actions against radical groups like the IWW. As we see industrial capital emerging there are problems and protest, the protest has its own divisions in its ranks, why labour cannot accomnplish things within its own ranks. Theme Question – Outline the rise and social consequences of late-19th and early-20th century urbanization and industrialization in Canada. 

 Great Depression: 1929-39 B/ Richard Bedford Bennett, 1930-1935 - "Blasting" Canada out of the Depression by raising tariffs – worsened the situation, Canada was a trading nation, commerce plummets and unemployment by 1933 is 30%. - Bennett blankets (newspapers) and Bennett buggies (cars pulled by horses) - Prairie hardships: falling wheat prices; dust bowl; grasshoppers- 1934: Dionne Quintuplets; Dr. Allan Roy Dafoe; Quintland in Callendar - 1932 and 1934: Failure of free trade within the Commonwealth – negotiations were unsuccessful, no one is willing to take the first step in lowering tarrifs. If one side signed and the other didn’t, one side would be vengeful and voters would be angry. - Assigned article by Laurel Sefton MacDowell on work camps (in Ontario) developed by General A.G.L. McNaughton. – conxtet of Ontario where the second largest number of work camps were established for single men. Camps were established in 1932 and remained in place until 1936 when they were ditched by King. They were to occupy the young men, and there was fears they would turn to radicalism in their despair and their increasing desperation in their condition. They were to build civilian infrastructure. Most were established in BC, and earlier highways created – number 7. issues, Andrew McNaughton – Chief of Defence Staff – saw the camps that were isolated as a way to rebuild military infrastructure. They were run like bootcamps by the department of national defense. Men were purposely isolated, they found themselves forgotten. There was little in terms of recreational facilities, worker committees were banned. Men were working as well with primitive equipment, to keep them isolated for a long time and to save costs (road building). Banff created for a post depression tourism. They are paid 20c per day for their work, grow angrier. Refer to themselves as slave labour or the Royal 20 centers.- Relief Camp Workers’ Union –They congregate in Vancouver in 1934. Gather 1000 men, organized by the relief camp workers union. No one would take responsibility for the workers. They decide to take their protest to Ottawa- Arthur “Slim” Evans – RCWU leader.- 1935 On-to-Ottawa Trek; July 1st Regina Riot – Armed Ottawa trek. Road in and on top of box cars. The government thinks it is a publicity stunt. People think they will lose their enthusiasm, they don’t their numbers grow. In Alberta there are 2000 of them. Bennett is growing concerned. He does not want them to reach Winnipeg, the general strike is still seen as a hot bed of radicals. They get to regina and Bennett wants the railway to say they are dsinterfering with private property. Men taken off railways and put in the regina fairgrounds. Slim Evans allowed to go to Ottawa, it does not go well. Bennett calls him a communist – true – evans calls Bennett a dictator, evans goes back to regina and on Canada day there is a rally among the On to Ottawa trekkers, and a riot. 100 arrested nearly 80 are wounded. To Bennett these people were dangerous radicals. People were determined to exploit the depression to advance their revolutionary ideas. C/ New Parties/Reformers - Cooperative Commonwealth Federation; 1933 Regina Manifesto –(early NDP) social democrats. In 1932 it emerges out of the old Progressive party and some labour MPs. In 1933 it releases the Regina Manifesto – the bounding principles of the party. What strikes people is the conclusion that it talks about the need to eradicate capitalism, to replace it with democratic socialism. The first leader of the CCF – JS Woodsworth said that the CCF would follow the ideas of the ____ labour party. Practical policies, advocating for unemployment insurance, crop insurance for farmers, and they would follow parliamentary procedure. This allowed the party to appeal to more extreme parts of the labour movement.  They are not going to nationalize land so they can appeal to farmers. 47 seats are up for grabs, they win 7 seats, which makes them an official opposition. The next year they are up for election in Saskatchewan. 55 seats up for grabs, CCF wins 7. first test nationwide, parliament of 245, they win 7 but they get over 400 000 votes and about 10% of the popular count. Canadians turn to new solutions and elect unorthodox governments at the provincial level.- 1935 - William "Bible Bill" Aberhart and Social Credit in Alberta:  C.H. Douglas; A+B Theorem– made new york times. Evangellical Christian radio preacher, effective speaker, used religious imagry, head of principle of the Calgary prophetic institute. He talked about his conversion of the social credit theory that was developed by a Scottish engineer by the name of CH Douglas. He said the problem was the idea that the reason for the depression was under consumption. They blamed this on high bank interest rates, manipulation of the money system, conspiratorial, and anti Semitism. Aberhart was able to connect to Albertans, and got them to understand where he was going which was key. He propounded something called the A+B Theorem – A+B=C A=wages and salaries C= price of the good B= all the other things that goes into the price of a good. Under consumption we only get A. if we can afford as a society all the goods on the shelf, poverty in the midst of plenty (a in the midst of c) we need to get the equivalent of B, he is going to give everyone B in the form of a social credit dividend – 25 dollars a month. In 1937 he introduces the social credit dividend – funny money- and is overturned by the courts, demands more provincial rights, but under aberhart social credit dies.- 1934 - Liberal Mitchell Hepburn in Ontario; Congress of Industrial Organizations; 1937 strike at the General Motors plant in Oshawa; “Sons of Mitches” – said he was running for the little guy in 1934, onion farmer by background from SW Ontario, hadn’t finished HS, very heavy drinker, rumours of being a womanizer, charismatic, gift of the gab, connected with people. Promises – he would reform to make sure the ordinary Ontarian would not be forgotten, even though his onion farm was worth 50x more than the average in the province. Always good with symbolism. Soon after becoming elected, he has all the government cards of the former tory government wield in and auctions them off to whoever wants them. A sign of undeserved privilege and wealth, criticism. In other respects he is quite orthodox, doesn’t believe in social welfare, self made man, he is not a supporter of organized labour, entrepreneur. Most prominent example of this was in 1937 at the general motors plant in Oshawa – the McLaughlan Plant in the 20s – GM workers wanted to join an American led organization called the Congress of Industrial Organization, effective in organizing in cutting industry. “Sit Down Strike” – members occupied the factory until they got what they wanted. Asked Mackenzie King for a second RCMP detachment, has a fall out with king, who wouldn’t send his second contingent, damaging his relations. Hepburn as a result will send the OPP to the plant and recruits a special force, many university students, to act as temporary constabularies – police officers – sons of mitches. Workers get increased wages, better deal on hours of work, the CIO is not initially recognized.  Example of people who spoke of reform and do not deliver, but Canadians still willing to turn to new unorthodox solutions. Dawned on RB Bennett as he comes up for relection in 1935. D/ The 1935 Election and the Return of Mackenzie King-  Bennett's ‘New Deal’ -- inspired by Franklin Roosevelt’s New Deal program - 1934, Bennett shocks the country by going over the radio to announce Canadian version of the New Deal. He spoke of the need for unemployment insurance, national programs, minimum wages, subsidised housing. Many wondered why he had waited so long – his sincerity. Those questions would soon turn into a cascade of criticism. It was revealed that would be deception of unemployed insurance, nothing was prepared. What he was counting on, introduced in the last session of parliament before election in the throne speech, didn’t think he would have to discuss the details of the plan, no details when king wanted to see them.- “King or Chaos” - Bennett was discredited, King was able to run the 1935 election with making few promises. Either King or Chaos – 173 liberals elected, compared to 40 conservatives, a massive victory. King begins to lower trade barriers, slight upturn in the economy. King refuses to increase grants in aid of the provinces to help with social welfare, sticking to the idea that it is fundamental to run a budget. - 1937 - Judicial Committee of the Privy Council declares federal unemployment insurance unconstitutional - He sends bennett’s proposed unemployment insurance scheme to the courts to test the constitutionality. The courts report that unemployment insurance is a provincial responsibility at this time. The economy tanks in 1937.- 1937-40 - Rowell-Sirois Commission recommends Ottawa obtain control over income, corporate and inheritance taxes in exchange for establishing a national unemployment insurance program and a National Adjustment Grant - he appoints a royal commission, the idea was does the federal government, as a constitution in its structure give Ottawa enough powers to deal with emergencies like the depression, the commissioners say no it does not. What it will recommend is that Ottawa obtain control in what was jointly administered in income taxes, cooperate taxes, and inheritance taxes. In return, Ottawa needed to deliver 2 things – it establishes an unemployment insurance plan – national – and it provided grants to the provinces national adjustment grants on the basis of population. King is aware many of his advisers support the ideas of the British economist John Maynard Keynes - John Maynard Keynes – pump money into the economy to offset bad times, and paid it off when times were better with higher taxes. Strongly advocating this idea was king’s minister of labour - Minister of Labour Norman Rogers; Minister of Finance C.A. Dunning; adoption of Keynesian style deficit financing – demanded an extra 75 million dollars in social assistance. King’s very conservative minded finance minister CA Dunning wanted nothing extra, budgets had to remain balanced. King as the compromised politician decides to split the difference, an extra 40 million injected in the form of social assistance. An inherit acceptance of the Keynesian approach by King, government’s role by the end of the depression will change. Theme Question:  What economic, social, and political effects did the Great Depression have upon Canada? Second World War, 1939-1945A/ Period of Limited Liability- Canada declares war on September 10, 1939 – United in declaring war, only a couple people opposed it, Woodsworth. We wait a week because we want to show from the Statue of Westminster that we are independent – symbolic level, US had neutrality acts in place, they would not provide armaments to belligerents. Army is aprox 5000 people, let it descend in the interwar period. Mackenzie King declares Canada will fight a war of limited liability initially, we will emphasise the provision of matierial over man power (not sending troops overseas). Other promise – no conscription for overseas service, divided Canadians in WWI - Quebec promised “no conscription for overseas service”; war of “limited liability” – political stronghold for the liberals, would not be accepted. Like world war I, this was Europe’s struggle, and Britain’s struggle. Limited liability approach serves him well in the early part of the war because WWII does not start to heat up until mid 1940 – early period is the “phony war” – people preparing, the war heats up with blitzkrieg and the fall of france in June 1940 and the Battle of Britain – mid 1940-1941. King was able to make political headway in the province of Quebec- Justice Minister Ernest Lapointe – argues if duplessis is reelected, the MK government will resign – cabinet will be controlled by the cabinet, more likely hood of conscription. As a concequence, duplessis was tossed from office-  Maurice Duplessis  to Adélard Godbout – Maurice – premier of Quebec, reformer, elected in 36. in 39 he calls a snap election saying he is going to warn the people of Quebec that Mackenzie king will try to take powers away from the provinces in a power grab. King wants him removed from office because the war would require more power but as of now limited liability would not pose problems. Godbout comes to office in 1940, a liberal. Early 1940, resolution passed by Ontario legislature saying Canada was not doing enough for the war effort. But the war had not started to heat up at that point. King new it would but it hadn’t. king takes this opportunity to call an election, elected 1935 so an election was coming, assured manion he wouldn’t call it for a few months, breaks agreement between the two, manion and the conservatives were not ready, scramble for a policy, talk about national unity coalition government. - 1940 election – William Lyon Mackenzie King defeats Robert Manion – conservatives were not ready, liberals won huge victory – 173 seats to 40 conservative seats. B/ Rise of Big Government- War Measures Act and the suppression of groups, including the Communist Party of Canada (which re-emerges in 1943 as the Labour Progressive Party) – Canada will put 1 million men and women into uniform by the end of the war. War Measures Act bans organizations that were considered to be fascist, anti british, passivist, by mid 1941 – 35 of those organizations were prohibited. Communist Party of Canada – germany and Russia signed non aggression pact were cooperating and the communists referred to this as an imperialist war of aggression on the ally side. May 1941 the nazis invade Russia with Russia becoming ally – the communist party remains banned however, long standing repression of communists, governments abusing its powers in this respect. In 1943 the communist party is sort of legalized, allowed to reemerge as the labour progressive party, not until the 50s is it allowed to be the communist party, wins a few seats 1943 2 in Ontario and a few federally, reelected in the Montreal working district. Raising money through victory bonds 12.5 billion raised. Rowe – Siroi commission reports the crisis of war, government needs money. As a result of the Rowe-Siroi commission, its recommendations are largely implemented. The federal government will get control over income taxes, and cooperate taxes in exchange for agreeing to, and implementing, unemployment insurance scheme – big government, big taxes – greater then 3%, far more money needed to run the war. The GDP in WWII was 60%, far more tanks, planes, vehicles, to do this we have a new government agency, the creation of Department of Munitions and Supply- C.D. Howe, Canada's Minister of Munitions and Supply – very prominent cabinet minister, represents the area of port Arthur, thunder bay. Engineer by baqckground born in the US. Not afraid to use government, major tax breaks, tries to get industry to retool for wartime production. Creates crown cooperations - Crown Corporations; Research Enterprises Ltd (radar) – 28 Crown Corps, government owned enterprise to produce small arms, aircraft, RADAR. Inflation in WWI brought social tensions in labour. In WWII inflation becomes a problem in the early part, nearly 20% over the first 2 years of the war. People have more money to spend because they are working, less consumer goods, dislocation between supply and demand. - Growing federal power through the adoption of the 1940 Rowell-Sirois Commission Report -  Wartime Prices and Trade Board – in 1941 imposes a wage and price freeze. Rationed supplies through coupons, mandatory. Alcohol, meat – beef, coffee, tea, gas, sugar, molasses, tires, nylons and synthetic rubber, black markets, even with cigarettes (taxes increased on it), lots of people upset with wage freeze by large most people were patriotic, obeyed the rules, thought program was a success. From mid 1941-mid 1945, total inflation is around 3%. C/ Beyond Canada's BordersCanada growing in its contribution in the war. 42 000 canadians die in WWII. By mid 1941 there were 250 000 troops in England defending it from a possible german invasion. Eventually the questions of why Canada wasn’t involved came up, Mackenzie king didn’t want involvement because of high casualties, inscription. Canada deos not get involved until 1943 on the medeterranean front and the NW European front, airforce involved a bit earlier. - Criticism of British command; Dieppe and Mountbatten, August 1942 – Dieppe was first major military venture of our own choosing. Second division gets involved, wanted to get involved because the Americans who came into the war were already fighting, a matter of pride. 5000 men in second division. Mountbatten determined this go ahead. Everything that could go wrong, did go wrong. 2211 come back of the 4000 something toops, over 1000 are killed. They run into a german convoy, germans know they are coming. They land late in broad daylight. We did not have large battleships because of shallow waters, inadequate air support, landed at the wrong spot, because were pebbly, cannot get grip. Besides prompting Canadians to demand control over their troops. Dieppe creates pride. - CBC radio report on Dieppe by Rooney Pelletier  - talks of being careful of saying it is a complete victory, results are not in yet, says it is a great day for Canada because this will pave the way for the future invasion of Europe and that valuable lessons were learned.  - No 6 bomber group - 1943- Functional Principal - Canada as a superpower in certain domains (Combined Food Board) – used in postwar period as well as a middle power, in certain functions we ranked as a premiere nation. In military strategy we are the 3rd largest, but we are not in the big powers, agricultural production we are high. Demand representation on the ally combined food board, powerful organization, push it against the Americans and british, suggesting that if the british oppose us we might not be forthcoming with terms of warloans – repayment in postwar period. - Moving closer to America: Permanent Joint Board of Defence (August 1940); Hyde Park Agreement (April 1941); Lend-Lease (U.S. arms to Britain for British bases in the Western Hemisphere); Alaska Highway, Aleutian Islands (1942), Kiska and Attu. – while we become more prominent we draw towards the US – in both military and economic areas. On the military side, a lot of people in mid 1940, expected Britain would fall to the nazi’s. convinced it would happen, desperate times for Britain. Canada was the ranking ally for Britain – US was not in the war, Russia was not on our side, we are the most important ally. If Britain falls, we are going to be a prime target even with geographic isolation. Where are we going to turn for protection? The us. What is born in august 1940 – Permanent Joint Board of Defence. Agreement defence pact like NORAD to treat the NA continent as one defensive unit. Economic side. By mid 41, Britain owes Canada 800 million dollars for war orders. Britain cannot pay Canada, we need the money to pay off trade deficit with the US. The states doesn’t want us to be an economic basket case, US heading to war, branch plants in Canada, Mackenzie King travels to NY state to meet with Roosevelt and come up with Hyde Park agreement – what the US agrees to do is purchase more Canadian goods to help deficit, allows Britain to use some aid the US gave it under lend lease. Lend-lease account used in Canada, Americans are financing, allows Canada to come through currency crisis. D/ Conscription and Social Welfare- June 1940, National Resources Mobilization Act – fall of france, NRMA passed, for home defence, conscripts people on the homefront, no conscription service promise still kept because it is not overseas. 80% in Ontario vote yes, 72% vote no in Canada, in Ottawa it was broken in ridings, vanier no, lowertown no. He has an issue. Quebecers wanted to fight for Canada, and it should be voluntary. - 1942 Plebiscite – a vote of people, not a referendum, non binding, asking the canadian people’s opinion. Will you release the government from its pledge of no conscription for overseas service. - La Ligue pour la défence du Canada – La Bloc Canadienne, against this completely. - J.L. Ralston (Minister of National Defence) – wanted to get men into uniform, cannot play politics with peoples lives, resigns. Personality wise he was a colonel, he would not leave post until given permission, Mackenzie King does not accept his resignation. Campaign casualties rise – medeterranean, Normandy, he goes overseas to assess the men, will not relent on it after seeing condition of troops. Mackenzie King fires him.- Bill 80 (conscription for military service in the Western Northern Hemisphere) – King passes this after the Plebiscite, can send people to Iceland, Greenland, Alaska but not Europe.- Public Works Minister P.J.A. Cardin – resigned, thought this was a move towards conscription - Le bloc populaire canadien-  Ralston to General A.G.L. McNaughton – after King fires Ralston he calls back McNaughton, wants to get men to volunteer for service. King faces a cabinet revolt – ministers threatening to resign. Now passes conscription- November 1944 - King imposes conscription for overseas service, but only for the bare minimum of 16,000 men – military analysis said this was the minimum needed, 2500 get overseas, 69 killed. French Canada upset about conscription but realized king held off as long as he could, English Canada not happy with king either. - Moving to the political left: Leonard Marsh and the 1943 Report on Social Security (Family Allowances to create a more humane postwar world and to pump money into the postwar economy to offset an anticipated downturn) – bigger government and planned economy seemed to function well, they were scared of going back to the way it was before the war and wanted social welfare to continue. After the war there were 100s of thousands of soldiers returning home, when you’ll need unemployment. The party that stands for this is the CCF. During the war the labour movement became more powerful, labour movement doubled during the war. Growing influence of government advisers. Leonard Marsh recommends adoption of Family Allowances – baby bonus. Keynsean idea, put money into the government, smooth out the postwar downturn. - John Bracken; Progressive Conservative Party – conservatives moving in this direction, meet outside Toronto in Port Hope, the Port Hope convention opts for a number of social welfare programs, social housing, national health. In Winnipeg they elect their new leader in 1942 John Bracken – former progressive party premiere, overture to their new image, and as an overture to bracken they are now the progressive conservative party. In 43, Ontario election. CCF gets 34 seats, tories 37. People are turning to the left. - Growing popularity of the Cooperative Commonwealth Federation; Tommy Douglas elected Saskatchewan premier in 1944 – CCF in the lead on the national opinion poll. 1944 throne speech baby bonus implemented, veterans legislation, everyone has the right to retrain as long as they qualify, 5% of the population university students, veterans, universities transformed. - 1944-1945 - New welfare initiatives (Family Allowances; National Housing Act; PC 1003, generous veteran’s benefits) – low down payment PC 1003 gives unions the guarantee that if people want to join the union, the company must now recognize you.  E/ Repression and Attempts to Hold Back Change- Feb 1942 - Evacuation/Internment of Japanese-Canadians; British Columbia Security Commission – from British Colombia Mackenzie King received tremendous pressure to forcibly remove the Japanese population. There was suspicion they held loyalty to the emperor in japan and they would use their fishing boats to bring in a Japanese force onto the coast. Only days after the US acted to remove and intern their Japanese population, Canada also acted. - Assigned article by J.L. Granatstein and Gregory Johnson provides some justification for government actions against Japanese-Canadians – British Colombia Security Commission – carried out the order of removing the Japanese. Japanese assets were sold off at bargan basement prices, boats, homes, and they were placed in internment camps houses didn’t have proper heating or plumbing. Despite the injustice there may have been some reason to worry. One was that the government did not have proper personel to effectively survey the Canadians, they didn’t have intelligence officers that properly spoke Japanese. Unfortunately, in an absence of information, a tendency to air on a side of caution,to bed into this wartime myseteria and racism. They point out that the Japanese consolate, the representative of japan in Vancouver were sending notices to the Japanese population saying they would be welcome back in japan, namely the first and second generation Japanese to fight on behalf of the emperor. As well, the Canadian Japanese association did not seem as far as the Canadian government was concerned, to adequately condemn the Japanese invasion of china in 1937, all these things resulted in the internment and evacuation something for which our government in 1988 officially apologized for and offered 20 000 dollars in compensation for each survivor. - Estevan Point on Vancouver Island shelled by Japan - Change for women? – In early 1942 Canada’s government is faced with a shortage of labour and the need to recruit more men into uniform. It begins to urge single women and then after wives and mothers to join the workforce providing wives and mothers is through breaks in the tax system. As well, state run day care. The labour force participation during the war increases dramatically. From 24.5% of eligible female workers in 1939 up to 33.5% by 1944. women enter a whole number of positions that were formally occupied by men. Bus drivers, 370 000 go into factories to work on munitions. As well, nearly 50 000 women dawn a military uniform which didn’t happen in world war I. - Canadian Women’s Army Corps; Royal Canadian Air Force (Women’s Division); Women’s Royal Canadian Naval Service – women face considerable discrimination. At the civilian plants and workforce, men were the managers who get paid more then women. Many Canadians also expressed worry that by taking over so called traditional male jobs, women would become less feminine, they would be enticed by higher pay, they would stop their domestic responsibilities. Sources spoke of child neglect, juvenile delinquency and she should be back in the home. The propaganda said women were there soley to “back the attack” once the shooting stopped, they would be heading home. In the military women get less pay then men the type of jobs they do, cooking, clerks, doing laundry. Use of film -- "Wings on Her Shoulder" (1943) – certain degree of pride that these women had earned their military uniform and were making an important contribution. This will plant some seeds of change, although there were concerns by men that even when women dawned a uniform they would still look feminine. The women took over jobs in order to “release the men to fly” they were bookkeepers, married women whose husbands were overseas. Women got the same treatment as men. Women felt great pride in their service and getting the uniform. As the war years came to an end people said women should accept home life. Many women did want to return home, they wanted to get married and they put motherhood off for years. The federal government does help along this process. For those who want something different, the government does not want them to have that choice. The state daycare is ended, the tax breaks that brought wives into the workforce are ended. No protection is given as thousands of them are fired. The labour force participation rate declines at the outset of the war period. Many women spoke of greater independence, self confidence, a good number of women took advantage or programs that were offered by the department of veterans affairs. Women go back to school and in the 50s they head back to the workforce. Traditional female jobs like secretarial work. People were still proud, and harboured considerable optimism about their countries future. Theme Question - Describe the impact of the Second World War upon Canada and its people? How effective was Mackenzie King in coping with the strains created by the conflict? Post-War Canada, 1945-63Concensus – times were good, that concensus will break down and bring diefenbaker into power who will change direction. A/ Government, Economy, and Society- William Lyon Mackenzie King (1945-48); Louis St. Laurent (1948-57) - C.D. Howe (Minister of Reconstruction) – in charge of a new department of reconstruction and establishes major tax breaks for industry to quickly retool from wartime production to civilian production. In 1947 following difficult negotiations the national and provincial governments hammered out a new deal on tax control. He moves from reconstruction to become the minister of trade and commerce. He welcomes US investment, few criticized him because jobs were plentiful and basking in good times. - 1947 federal tax agreement with most provinces – federal will need the money to engage in major projects. Ontario and Quebec resist, but Ottawa controls the majority of money. It is the time of big government. - Pent-up wartime demand, Family Allowances- The economy is bolstered with strong consumer demand, wartime savings are released into the economy, as well as family allowances. The idea is that you are pumping up the economy, and the postwar slump doesn’t happen. This brings a concensus of the government as effective economic measures.-  U.S. investment; 1948, C.D. Howe becomes Minister of Industry, Trade and Commerce - . He moves from reconstruction to become the minister of trade and commerce. He welcomes US investment, few criticized him because jobs were plentiful and basking in good times.- Trans-Canada Highway and St. Lawrence Seaway – 158 million dollars goes into construction on the trans-canada highway. In the next decade the st. Lawrence seaway is starting. - 1952: Old Age Pensions for those 70 and older – social security. In 1952 old age pensions for everyone 70 or older. It eliminates the initial program which was means tested (below a certain income). Canada’s growing prosperity proved critical into bringing us a new province.- 1 April 1949 - Newfoundland joins Confederation; Joseph Smallwood vs. the Responsible Government League – They had almost gone broke during the depression with Britain taking over control of the colony – the commission government. Britain at the end of the war was badly strained and had suffered tremendous damage wanting to release control of Newfoundland. In 1946 it established a national convention with 40 delegates to produce a referendum question on newfoundland’s future. At first when it meets, confederation with Canada is not on the ballot but one man changes that – Joseph Smallwood brings Newfoundland into the country. He was an effective speaker and radio broadcaster as well as a union organizer who argues that confederation with Canada will bring Newfoundland social programs it could not afford, railways promised by Ottawa he works out a deal in advance of the vote, that Ottawa will provide social programs, assume the debt of Newfoundland, and opposing him was the responsible government league who wanted Newfoundland to have control over its own destiny – self government which warned that as part of confederation Newfoundland would lose its distinctiveness and control over its tax dollars. The campaign is set for 1948 there are 2 votes on the ballot there are 3 options – responsible government (independence), confederation, continuting with the british commission government. It was a bitter campaign with smallwood receiving death threats in parts of Newfoundland. The first result gave responsible government the slight edge at 45%, with 41% with confederation, and 14% for commission government of Britain. Commission is dropped from a second ballot in 1948. confederation with Canada, based on the promises that would come to the island, with the results 52.3% in favour of confederation and becomes the 10th province. - Growing prosperity – unemployment does not get above 6%. Canadians were earning more. Between 1945-60 the average annual salary doubles to 3200 a year. With more disposable income they were buying more in things like suburban malls. Over 200 parking lots built. Ottawa’s first suburban mall was billings bridge. More Canadians see themselves as becoming apart of the middle class. They were buying things that spoke of the good life, electric stoves, automatic clothes dryers, there were 325 of them purchased, and in 1953 there were 100 000. TV – more Canadians could afford a home, over 1 million new homes are constructed mostly in suburbia that were affordable, lands are cheaper, mass produced, bungalows between 45-60.  suburbia has a strong social side, the image of the stay at home wife and mother devoted to children and supporting her husbands career - Baby Boom – 1945-1961/62 fertility rate among women age 15-49 increases rapidly. People were optimistic and it went 87/1000 women in 1941 to 117/1000. - Youth – youth had clear expectations on how they should behave. But kids were suppose to be respectful of authority and look for acceptance moreso then individuality. Despite this concensus there was the concern that not all kids were following this role, some were rebels. The expanding teenage market Hollywood seemed to appeal and attract to the youth market and movies were made that talked about alienated rebellious youth.- 1954: Rebel Without a Cause (James Dean); Blackboard Jungle; Elvis Presley  - RWAC – rebelling youth, idea of rebellion was brought to the forefront because he died later that year in a highspeed accident. Blackboard Jungle – youth gangs and kids who were picked from a school in los angeles. What made the film worrying was that the sound track included rock and roll music – a threat to social stability. Rock Around the Clock rock and roll was corrupting youth that alarmed white Canada because theroots were in black blues. In Ottawa one catholic high school suspended girls in 1957 for attending one of the 2 concerts that came to Canada. - Crestwood Heights (1956)   - Women, not all were accepting of the role of housewife. Book looked at the working class district of Toronto. While many women in the book talk of loving their home, others talked resentfully about having to cut their careers short. More women are heading towards the workforce. Married women and mothers heading into work. B/ Foreign Policy- A "middle power" 1947 Canadian Citizenship Act; 1949, end of appeals to the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council; 1952, Vincent Massey becomes the first Canadian-born Governor-General Support for collective security – Canada emerged as a middle power after the war, ridding itself of the vestiges of its colonial past. Its own citizenship in 1947, no longer british subjects. Canada is taking a more active role in international affairs through the UN. The lesson we pick up in the prewar period was that isolationism did not work and appeasement did not work. Even though we hope to build bridges between west and east most people see what unites us to the US is the Soviet Union. Closer to the US on economy and that the soviets are a bonefied threat. They are expanding in eastern Europe- Igor Gouzenko, a cipher clerk working at the Soviet embassy in Ottawa – reveals as soviet spy network across north America. This anti communist bet to Canadian foreign policy is supported by the church. - 1946 Kellock-Taschereau Royal Commission- 1947 U.S.-Canada Joint Statement for Defence Collaboration – soviets say we are a puppet to the US, we close the Canadian embassy in Russia. Canada in these years sees its interests as being served through the creation in 1949, of NATO. - Canada benefits from America’s European Recovery Plan- 1949 North Atlantic Treaty Organization:  multilateral rather than bilateral pact; Article 2 to encourage economic links among NATO members - NATO includes the nations of western Europe, US, and Canada to offset communist aggression, a mutual defense pact. Serves Canadian interest in many ways. It is a multilateral rather than a bilateral pact, if it was bilateral we would be outweighed, we get access to decision making, and promotes trade among member nations. We do not get all of these thigns, article 2 is almost forgotten and NATO is soley a military alliance. NATO takes in undemocratic governments, Canada only wanted democracies being apart of nato. Turkey and Greece and Portugal were taken in for strategic positions. - 1950-53 Korean War – korea divided by the north and the south and in june 1950 the north invades the south. This is a test of collective security. The US gets the UN to back south korea. Canada is reluctant to participate but eventually will send ground troops, airforce, and navy that costs us 309 lives. Why we get involved is because it is seen necessary in collective security to beatback collective communism, give us access to decision making in the war, seen as giving us economic benefits, Canadian companies supply the US and it is worth 300 million dollars to us during the war. There are limits to our influence. Canada told the US not to approach, because of warnings, the Chinese border making the Chinese come into the war lasting 3 years. C/ Searching for Communists and Security Risks at Home- CBC - If you were a communist you could lose your job, such as at the CBC- Assigned article by Gary Kinesman: homosexuals seen as security risks; “fruit machine” – a combination of anti communism and ideas on what constitutes acceptable gender roles result in considerable repression against Canadian homosexuals. At the time consensual sex between homosexuals was illegal. The idea was the RCMP was looking for homosexuals because it was said if you were gay, the soviets could blackmail you. Such people were purged from Canada’s civil service, any government post considered to be sensitive. Trying to identify homosexuals the government toyed with an idea created by the first chairs of the psychology department at Carleton – dr. wake, you looked into a machine, it would show images, and it looked at the dilation of the pupil and you would look at the male physique. D/ A Crumbling Consensus- Apprehension over too much American control: 1951 Royal Commission on the Arts, Letters and Sciences; 1957 Canada Council; 1957 Royal Commission on Canada’s Economic Prospects; Walter Gordon – Vincent Massey RCALS, Royal Council created to give subsidies to Canadian performers, Stratford festival gets money, people fed up with US control. This was headed up in the Royal commission by walter Gordon, money taken out of Canada rather then reinvested. - 1956 - Suez Crisis; Egyptian president Gamal Nasser; American president Dwight David Eisenhower; Minister of External Affairs Lester Pearson; international peacekeeping force under an integrated U.N. command – the result of the French and british along with the israelies, the canal was nationalized. The Americans were determined to get the british out. Lester pearson, minister of external affairs recommends the first UN force, Canadians upset to sign with the Americans against the british forcing the british out. Peacekeeping - different countries in charge of their troops, won lester b pearson the nobel peace prize.- 1956 Pipeline Debate (extra funding for the American-owned Trans-Canada Pipeline Corporation passed through closure) – libemrals pass through parliament through the use of closure to pass extra loans to the trans-canada pipeline coroporation – American owned despite it’s name. If those loans were not pushed through the whole project – an oil pipeline from Alberta to Ontario, would have been jeopardized. To the conservatives this was another example of Canada playing to the needs of American corporate capital. Back in 35 the liberals were elected, but so used to power they held parliament in contempt. E/ John Diefenbaker (1957-1963)- Proposed 15% trade diversion from America to Britain – it was an unrealistic plan at this time in 57 there were few areas of Canada uk trade that could be cultivated. Britain was looking to the EEC.- Pearson’s miscalculation and the 1958 election - Diefenbaker said Canada lost its roots and the liberals were arrogant.. everyone thought the liberals would win. Diefenbaker begins to move away from the consensus the liberals seem to promote, the ideals and policies. Diefenbaker will be less procorporate, less pro American. In some ways his government is progressive, diefenbaker was one of the few in 42 of civil rights and one of the few to criticize the government of its evacuation of the Japanese Canadians. - Diefenbaker’s "Canada of the north" and the "roads to resources" programme - inexperienced as a parliamentary leader, comes to parliament and says he learnt a lesson, the slim minority government the conservatives had they should step aside and let the liberals take over. An election is called for 58. He strikes the imagination of the population in the election when he promotes something called the roads to resources program – resources in the untapped potential of the far north. And in 58 he wins a massive majority government of 208 of 265 seats, including 50 seats in Quebec of 75. things will turn bad – the roads to resources turns into failure.- 1960 Bill of Rights – weak, first attempt, only applies to federal laws, does set the basis for our present charter of rights and freedoms in 1982. - Poor economy and 1959 cancellation of the Avro Arrow – the economy takes a nosedive and goes into a recession, it makes the government look ineffective. He tries to inflate the economy and puts in another 1.5 billion into social assistance, unemployment in Canada and the us remains stubbornly high. Measures the government also took to control a rapidly rising debt as a result of some of the measures only made the situation worse, namely in may 1959 the cancellation of the Avro Arrow fighter plane – considered to be canada’s crowning achievement in aviation, far ahead of its time. It was very expensive to build, there were no orders for the plane outside Canada, and the direction of the future was not for fighter planes, but nuclear weapons – Intercontanental ballistic missiles. 14 000 people are put out of work outside of Toronto -  Diefenbaker and Quebec – a problematic relationship after 1960 when the new Liberal Premier, Jean Lesage, ushers in the Quiet Revolution – problems with the quiet revolution. Diefenbaker insults the new Quebec giving it just 2 minor cabinet posts despite the fact he elected 50 from the province. Then he believes token gestures will be enough. Diefenbaker gets a minority government the next election and gets 14 seats, and when his government falls he has 8 seats. He falters on defence policy-  1962 Cuban Missile Crisis: NORAD – it made Canada look like a dependable ally in a fight against communism that he had taken his Canadian nationalism too far. The crisis occurs when JFK goes over national television and announces Russians installed nuclear weapons in cuba, 150km off the coast of florida. Diefenbaker calls for an international inspection team – doubting the American claim according to critics. The Americans establish a blockade around cuba and people are scared of the superpowers that could go nuclear. For 2 days, diefenbaker refuses to place Canadian troops on high alert like the us counterparts (NORAD) - criticized- 1963 BOMARC Crisis – intercontinental ballistic missile to be established on Canadian soil to replace the avro arrow. What the government discover is according to US law nuclear weapons, and the BOMARCS could only be armed with these, the us had to maintain control of these weapons outside of the US. Diefenbaker waffles back and forth, doesn’t make a decision and becomes criticized. He sees criticism from the chief of staff of NATO, his defence minister resigns over this issue, diefenbaker ultimately didn’t accept the missiles- 1963 - Opting for Lester Pearson  - another election in 63, pearson promised that if he was elected he would seek better relations with the us, a new deal with nationalist Quebec. Pearson gets almost a majority government 128/265 seats Theme Question: In what ways did “consensus” characterize post-war Canada? Were things different under John Diefenbaker?Pearson wanted to establish a better relation with Quebec, one of the policies was meant from the Canada pension plan – Canadians 65 or older. Allowed Quebec to opt out of the national plan and made its own plan as long as it is comparable to the national plan, seen as essential to deal with a province that was blossoming under the quiet revolution to have Quebec run by Quebecois. Before 1961 quebec was run by duplessies – he heralded the agricultural sector, the church, conservative, would have a number of supporters for his traditional nationalism, many would consider this to be quite deceitful – while he is stressing conservative nationalism, Quebec is falling under the control of, in the business sector, anglo capital and American capital – contradiction of what he says and what is happening, strong coalition of supporters in rural Quebec and the church Canada’s Social Service State and Quebec’s Quiet Revolution A/ Emergence of the Modern Social Service State- "60 Days of Decision"-  Extending family allowances; support for higher education; Canada (and Quebec) Pension Plan (1965); Canada Assistance Plan (1966)-  "Cooperative Federalism" - Medicare (1968): Introduced in Saskatchewan (1962); Shared cost federal-provincial program that must be universal, portable, and meets minimal national standardsB/ Dealing With QuebecPearson wanted to establish a better relation with Quebec, one of the policies was meant from the Canada pension plan – Canadians 65 or older. Allowed Quebec to opt out of the national plan and made its own plan as long as it is comparable to the national plan, seen as essential to deal with a province that was blossoming under the quiet revolution to have Quebec run by Quebecois.- Maurice Duplessis (Union Nationale, 1944-59) -  he heralded the agricultural sector, the church, conservative, would have a number of supporters for his traditional nationalism, many would consider this to be quite deceitful – while he is stressing conservative nationalism, Quebec is falling under the control of, in the business sector, anglo capital and American capital – contradiction of what he says and what is happening, strong coalition of supporters in rural Quebec and the church- Duplessis’ coalition/basis of support: Major capitalists/investors; Catholic Church; a vast patronage network; agricultural sector; and some Quebec nationalists (1956 Quebec Royal Commission of Inquiry into Constitutional Problems presents Canada as a French-English pact) – establishes this in 1953, Canada is formed as a pact between French and English and as a result, Quebec has special status to protect and promote the french language and culture. The quiet revolution is a rejection of this era - Basis of opposition to Duplessis:  urban areas; federal social welfare programs that challenge church power; wider recognition through the mass media of the disadvantaged state of many in Quebec; organized labour (Asbestos and Thetford Mines, 1949); academics/intellectuals (including Pierre Trudeau and Gérard Pelletier who started Cité Libre) - represent the urban middle class, church has less control and the middle class is frustrated. In 1970 2/3 of the graduates of the UofM will end up in the government, government will take over the church, do not want to work for anglo capital. Labour, authoritarian government is unacceptable. Pierre trudeau was against this. It didn’t allow Quebec to blossom in an industrial age. The change comes when duplessi dies in 1959. - Paul Sauvé (1959-1960); J. Antonio Barrette – paul sauve has a massive heart attack, dies. -  Jean Lesage (Liberal, 1960) and Quebec's Quiet Revolution – lesage gets in power, under lesage a rejection of the past, told quebecers to look forward to the future, to run Quebec, Quebec for quebecers. - Ministry of Education; Superior Council  - provincial government takes over, CEGEP is created, business schools, church stays on a bit but the education department is transformed. - Development Fund for francophone business – 100 million dollar fund for businesses - Department of Culture; representation in Paris; making French the language of work – to protect and promote the French language, Quebec house is established in france, a far more aggressive Quebec, they believe this is their territory, going to push  its control.- 1962 provincial election and the nationalization of hydroelectricity by Hydro Quebec ("Masters in our House"); Minister of Natural Resources René Lévesque – government seeks the majority mandate and nationalizing hydro to become masters in their house. After being reelected in 1962 quebec’s minister of national resources leveque buys out at the cost of 600 million dollars most of the hydro generation of Quebec and becomes the largest hydro electric power generation company in the world. - Battle over taxes – 25% income and corporate taxes, by the time he leaves Quebec controls 47% of income taxes. - 1966 - Daniel Johnson and the Union Nationale (in 1968 Johnson spoke of "equality or independence" for Quebec within 10 years)- 1963 Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism - tried its best to come to an accommodation with this government. Establishes this to say the provincial government should nto be the only ones people should turn to to promote their rights
