Deportation, Conquest, and Consequences:
· British policy introduced in Nova Scotia in 1713, in Quebec in 1763
· Quebec act introduced into Quebec in 1774 which allowed seigneurial system to rule, kept Quebec religious rights, and did not deport the French from Quebec like they had in Acadia
· After the deportations in Acadia, some Acadians returned to Nova Scotia, but many found their land taken by New Englanders 
· Quebec had a larger population which included Anglomerchants
· British wanted the French to be loyal to the crown and wanted to Anglicize/Protestantize the French
· Acadian deportation occurred during wartime panic
· Quebec act occurred during an attempt to assimilate the French as the American population was becoming rebellious and they didn’t want the French to join them
Acadia in 1713
· Acadia was owned by Britain in 1713 due to the Spanish Succession (Treaty of Utrecht)
· Britain was mostly interested in Acadia as a seaboard colony
· Acadians traded with New Englanders, so basically Acadians were already English
· Utrecht allowed the Acadians to leave if they wanted to remain loyal to France, but none of them did really because they wanted to keep their land
· They technically became loyal subjects of Britain but could continue to be catholic (not really though as they couldn’t vote and had to be neutral)
· They swore to an oath saying that they won’t fight against or for the British
· French tried to compel them to move to Ile Royale (Cape Breton) by attacking them using the Mi’kmaq, this successfully moved 2000 Acadians
1754 New Situation in Acadia
· New situation in Acadia after the 7 years war
· British lost the war in Ohio
· General Braddock was killed at Monongahela
· They British didn’t want the Acadians as enemies, but because they failed to swear loyalty to Britain, the Acadians were deported because the English were afraid that they would be attacked by them if the French could convince them to be on the French side (7000 people deported)
· Most of them were shipped to either Louisiana or some other southern states. Some of the escaped to Quebec or nearby French territory like PEI, others sent to England or even Australia
· If they went to PEI they faced deportation again in 1758 when the British gained PEI ()
· Most of them went to Quebec and West Indies
· Many tried to reconnect with their families but it was very hard (Evangeline story)
· Virginia sent Acadians to England because they didn’t want them
· England sent them to France because they didn’t want them, but in France the Acadians had less freedom than they had in Acadia, and they were also dirt poor
· 2500 returned to Louisiana, and as it had similar land to Nova Scotia (Bayous and whatnot) they diked the land and made it into farmland :3
· They became Cajuns in Louisiana
· 3000 Acadians managed to return to Nova Scotia and formed small communities in PEI, Nova Scotia and Cape Breton because they lost their original land to the New Englanders
· British allowed the return of Acadians as long as they dispersed into the population
· The deportation succeeded in some ways, as Acadia did become more English but if failed because it didn’t assimilate the Acadians into the English life
The Repopulation of Acadia after the Deportation
· Cornwallis settlers in Halifax 1749
· Brought out multiple shiploads of artificers and tradesmen (2500) to populate Acadia, though most left for New England
· Also recruited foreign protestants like Germans (Lunenburg 1750-52)
· They offered a reward for Swiss and German protestants to go to Acadia
· A church was made for Germans as there was a majority of Germans in Lunenburg rural and fishing area
· New England farmers were encouraged to go to Acadia for better farmland (exaggerated)
· Many settled up the Connecticut river
· 5000 New Englanders went to Nova Scotia and New Brunswick as well
· Many didn’t know how to manage the diked farms though so they moved to the drier mainland
· Mercantilist theory was not as popular as it was supposed to be in Acadia
· Irishman named Alexander McNutt recruited Irish to come to New England
· Scottish were also recruited by land spectators to go to Nova Scotia 
· 3rd Colonial Policy was introduced which added institutions of governance who promised elected legislature which was expected to be a local governors, but proclamation lied and there was no local government in the 1765 legislature
· It was the same as the other colonial assemblies; unpaid, mostly wealthy Halifax merchants who controlled the economy and milked the colony for money (corrupted)
· Some tried to remove the corruption (Francis Legge)
Prince Edward Island, Ile St. Jean
· Comprised of 67 divided lots which were granted to random people who owed the government money (proprietorial land owners, like seigneurs a bit)
· They had to settle the lands using foreign protestants and collect the rent for profit 
· They didn’t really recruit the settlers though
· Some Scottish (non-protestants) went there before the American Revolution
Quebec
· No deportation this time by the government
· Many French could stay
· There was no necessity to deport them
· Royal Proclamation after the Treaty of Paris instated an elected assembly, English law, and catholic religion could exist within the British laws
· Protestant settlement was encouraged in hopes that the English/ Protestants would flood in and assimilate the French
· It was too hard to get to Quebec so not many came
· Some merchants came in and took over import/export and fur trade
· There were few new families though
· They tried to control Quebec and the government in Quebec
· They managed to assume economic control but not political control
· Quebec’s economy in 1960s was mostly English as most of the French Elite had left by 1760
· The decapitation of the elites and French leaders occurred when they were replaced by Englishmen
· Ouelet argued that Quebec economy became English because the French were not enterprising, and they had the paracidic mentality in local leadership
· The English were more businesslike and thus more successful
· Many top-ranking French left voluntarily to keep their nobility, and had economic interests elsewhere
· Northwest Company was established, which kept the French population 
· There was an elected assembly, but because of English laws, the Catholics had no right to vote so the assembly was elected by Englishmen
The Quebec Act 
· General James Murray came to Canada and saw that the rich English merchants were getting into the elected assembly because the French had no vote
· He hated the merchant assholes, so he decided that it would be better to have French in the assembly than the merchants
· As well, the southern British colonies were getting pissy and he had to win over the French to keep them stable
· So, he gave Quebec the right to vote along with the right to be roman catholic, the addition of French civil laws, and criminal laws (with a judge and a prosecutor rather than trial by jury), seigneurs could also collect their duties
· General Carleton misunderstood the power of seigneurs and priests so he gave them more rights than they had in the first place haha
· Seigneurs took over powerful positions due to the enhanced power given to them by Carleton
· They kept the elected assembly which was mainly French people with a few greedy merchants
· Carleton liked the French but still had to encourage assimilation and Protestantism 
· By 1871 the French had control over the politics and the French Elite rose with their right to vote
· Everything in Quebec worked out, and so it became the best model for running a new British Empire
Revolution Rejected: Why did Quebec and Nova Scotia not join the 13 Colonies?
· The British treated Quebec better than Acadia
· They didn’t join because it was too far away, they had no affinity for the New England colonies
· Nova Scotia had trade ties with New England, but that was it
· The American Revolution occurred in 1775
· Nova Scotia was sympathetic as it was comprised of many New Englanders
· 13 Colonies included groups of religious dissenters, non-British foreigners, who had own assemblies and governors (New York -Dutch and Denmark-Swedish)
· There was nobody to draw the colonies together
· In the 1760s they set up committees of correspondents between the colonies
· They discussed the issues that each of the colonies had
· It was supposed to be temporary at first but in 1774 they sent Delegates to philidalphea
· They invited PEI, Nova Scotia and Quebec to join in on the congress meeting but they didn’t attend
· At the meeting New York and New Hampshire fought over ownership of Vermont 
· Vermont wanted to be independent
· Ethan Allen was an independence  and freedom fighter, a revolutionary and wanted Vermont to be independent
· 1791, Vermont became a state with its own flag and stuff
· States rights vs. central authority
· The northern and southern states didn’t agree on many things, which led to the 2nd civil war of 1861
· 1770s, minority in old British colonies were opposed to fighting England
Why didn’t the old Seaboard colonies rebel?
· The collected and elected assemblies had a form of debate
· They discussed Internal government, taxes, grievances etc.
· Northern colonies were denied assemblies as they had merchant governments and no French-Canadian majority
· Halifax merchants dominated the assembly with no local government
· Newfoundland had a seasonal government
· PEI had a governor in 1773m but it was dominated by proprietors

Southern Colonies
· They had huge populations and large growth
· They needed more space and already had strong economies that differed from British Interests
· The most populous/economically strong colonies were the most in favour of revolution
· The colonies were almost as populated as Britain was by this time
· There was a diverse population balance in New England( 50k Irish, 40k Scottish, 30k English, 12k German and 84K African slaves)
· By the time of revolution, the economic interests of the colonies became very important and different from British interests 
· New England also had most of England’s ship-building places as well as an ironworks in Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Maryland
· In Quebec there were less immigrants and more merchant families
· The south was more attractive to immigrants as there were no French speaking people, no tenure and more jobs
· The states were forced to cultivate alliances with first nations due to England’s policy of recognizing aboriginal rights to the interior land
· The states had to purchase the land from the aboriginals when they wanted to move there, but instead they just stampeded and invaded in
· Quebec gained Ohio and Mississippi area which made the merchants happy, but pissed off the other colonies
Why the Southern Colonies got mad:
· Britain introduced British taxation policy (the Sugar Act of 1764)
· Britain has huge war debt and had to maintain their military in North America
· They wanted to make Americans pay for their own defences
· The only existing taxes were customs duties, which were evaded with illegal trade
· They cut the molasses tax in half but they never actually followed it
· Colonies refused to pay for their own militia 
· Stamp Act was introduced in 1765 which was a tax on documents like land deeds, licenses, newspapers which gained revenue from stamps
· They still had less taxes than people living in England, but the taxes seemed outrageous to the New Englanders 
· They thought there should be no taxation without representation 
· They were mad at the import duties, protective tariffs and regulation of trade for revenue
· Riots arose everywhere along with petitions
· The stamp act was repealed after a year
· 1767, the introduction of more taxes on various goods (a revenue tax)
· Tea tax led to the Boston Tea Party incident (Americans dressed up as aboriginals and threw the tea crates into the harbour in an act of pure criminality)
· The British Parliament closed Boston harbour and Detroit as well
· They also suspended the constitution in Massachussets,and tried to get rid of legislature
· This brought the colonies together and they created the declaration of independence
· This declaration was not popular in Quebec and Nova Scotia, but it had resonance in England
· The Two Intolerable acts in Colonies in America were seen to be the Quebec act and the Legge act
· Quebec act (Quebec le gusta)
· Legge act (summoned men to arms during Harvest Season like a dickface, but it was diffused shortly after creation)
Authoritarianism in Colonial Governance:
· Quebec had no assembly
· Nova Scotia had no local government
· Taxation without representation in new England
· Autocratic attitude was taken when dealing with colonies
· Newfoundland has a fish economy, a seasonal population, and the market is in Europe only so Newfoundland’s interests coincide with those of England, they also host the British Navy
· PEI only has 1000 people who recently arrived there, they are isolated geographically from the issues and almost all of the colony is proprietors with large estates
· Quebec is dependent on the British economy due to their merchant population, and they want to keep the fur country as far away from the colonies as possible, they also now have enhanced positions for seigneurs, priests and the roman catholic church thanks to the Quebec act to they are quite happy
· Nova Scotia is just like fuck that yo
The Attack from America:
· Americans think British will use Quebec to attack America (which they do) so Americans launch an invasion on Quebec to counteract this
· Vermonters capture lake Champlain fort and launch an attack on Quebec from there
· 2 rebel armies are sent up the Richelieu to Montreal (with Richard Montgomery who conquers Montreal)
· Carleton concentrates his forces in Quebec 
· The Main attack on Quebec comes from Benedict Arnold through Maine
· Only 600 of the 1100 people who go make it there (because of climate and such)
· Arnold wants to fight on the plains of Abraham, but Carleton is like, nah I’m not a dumbass like Montcalm, I’m gonna chill in my fucking reinforced town
· Americans have no artillery so they can’t do shit because Carleton is inside the walled city
· The military enlistments of the Americans end in winter
· Arnold sends a crappy winter attack on December 21st
· Blizzard begins during this assault as they make their way along the St. Lawrence river
· They reach a block house and Montgomery is killed 
· Benedict breaches the wall finally, but he gets wounded and his troops get trapped in Quebec’s narrow streets
· They also have dampened gun powder so that sucks
· 426 of his troops are taken prisoner and the others camp through winter only to retreat
· Basically the attack on Quebec fails miserably
· The Americans try to urge Quebec to join them but Quebec is like nahhh
· Most of the colonies don’t have religious freedom like Quebec does and Quebec doesn’t want to join either side until they know who is going to win
· Some Canadians do go to America when they think Americans are going to win
· When Montreal is under rule by Americans, the Quebecois are mistreated
· Anyone who favours the British  goes to jail
· Americans steal food and pay with worthless pieces of paper 
· Americans also close the churches  in Montreal
Nova Scotia’s Reason for not joining:
· Most of Nova Scotia is comprised of New Englanders
· Halifax spends money locally
· More troops are there as the revolution makes underway
· When British try to siege arms in Massachusetts Nova Scotia sends arms to the British
· Rawlyk argues the New Englanders missed intense debate in new England, so they weren’t really aware of the issues
· Some revolutionaries did exist in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, Cumberland and St. Andrews
· They declared themselves Fencible Regiments (they would only fight to defend themselves)
· First Peoples (the Mi’kmaq were invited to join the revolution 
· 3 of them did join (but were not authorized by the chiefs who repudiated them and kept out of the war)
· Maliseet from New Brunswick did join 
· The Iroquois join the British because they are loyal to them
· This is the last time the first nations really matter in wars
· After this, their land claims get ignored, their numbers decline and reserves are created to help protect them
1775. Fort Cumberland
· Main British spawn in Cumberland settlement
· Jonathan Eddy is a New England immigrant, a member of the legislature, ex military guy and the leader of the radical patriots in Cumberland
· He goes to Washington out of Cumberland and proposes to be the head of invasion force
· Washington is uneasy about letting him attack nova Scotia, he also doesn’t want to supply eddy
· Washington rejects him and gives him some money to recruit men from Maine
· He gets 180 men to go to nova Scotia and 100 more to Cumberland
· Eddy Rebellion (a bit of a joke) becomes the tipping point for nova Scotia
· It is fairly successful at first as they win at fort Cumberland, but most of the locals stay in their homes
· Michael Franklin raises the alarm in Nova Scotia and tells the British in Halifax about the invasion
· After 5 weeks of siege, relief force arrives and Eddy wants Cumberland to retreat
· Farms of any of the suspected rebels are burned and Eddy returns to Maine and joins congress
· Many new Englanders stay in nova Scotia (Richard Uniake)
· Most of nova Scotia ignores the war because they are isolated geographically and they are distant from British garrisons
· Both Quebec and nova Scotia have to choose, but they have divided populations and many people just sit on the fence waiting to see who will win and decide then
· Americans are slow to develop a navy, but they do have people willing to launch their privateer raids in Nova Scotia
· This convinces those who were on the fence to take England’s side
