· Great cultural and intellectual achievement, ‘Rome is the eternal city’ but there were citites before, like Jerico that flourished 4000 years before Rome.
Christians, barbarian shepereds destroyed jerico. The roman civilization goes far as the greek city, states develop their brilliance while rome is being constructed.  The greek invented the wheel, handwriting before, so Rome not that old and eternal!! Marseilles is older ever, it was a phenecian colonie. 
The east was always in advance then the west and Rome.
Rome was never really the capital of the civilized world, china was always ahead on different fields.
Canal buildings, textiles and printing. Even India had a lot of civilization in terms of urban planning.

Rome was certainly fabulous and the empire as well, both making a big contribution of human development. Although Greeks had the democratie, the Romans had public discussions of politics in a public space (even though the free people are a minority, women mistreated in Greece more than rome and an awful lot of slavery).
Greek world did make nice things but both will never have their aspects – Rome was never a democracy more of an aristocratic empire. Wealth was not distributed.
In Rome the senate looked around itself, and eventually the emperor will be named. His function will be to control the greedy groups a little.
Even though Rome was not as democratic and less favorable to the citizen than Athens, women had some rights and have some land. Greek women just were collective slaves. Rome developed some things, on of them being an Empire beyond their land.
The greek never developed and empire outside of Greece, their world never got unified, they set up colonies but never set up and empire. The romans will unify the entire Mediterranean and then head to the West. They discovered the way of incorporating others in their political unities so that most of these people participate. Athens tried to use their lead to attack, but exploited a lot, Sparta also too small couldn’t do it.  
How did Rome come to dominate the entre Mediterranean and eventually the world? 

They didn’t take over the world really; they just incorporated techniques and cooperated with other people. It’s really a Mediterranean empire that was built with Rome as the capital that became the center of it, but only when certain groups of religious fanatics attack. The wealthy aristocrats will form the senate of Rome also incorporate member of the elite – Greeks never did that and tried to hold down the world, impossible!!
The Roman Empire worked for commerce; it became a lake for shipping the Mediterranean where there are very few storms. Land transport was difficult and expensive at the time, slow, but best roads in the west!! The roads survived 2000 years. But still, only at the end that they advance harvest working that you can attach horses to heavy loads, but you cannot use anything!
It had always been easier and cheaper to ship them on water through the Mediterranean. The romans have a clearer concept of PRIVATE PROPERTY, more clear than today even! The romans will want to destroy your land. Very clear concept that will go in the west once Rome declines. Commerce, private properties were always dominated more by the aristocrat, a bourgeoisie, and merchants. 
During the glory years everything worked very well, the populations are much greater than greeks – first civilization Sumarians (50 000 max) the greeks (250 000 in Athens) Rome had around a million at its peak. So a lot of wealth that comes always form the countryside and not always from the city (very rarely, mainly rural wealth). An Alexandria 500 000 person, Egypt gets absorbed.
The west stays an untouched land until the romans come and make profits out of land domains and the romans make labor games of slaves to produce cereal that they exchange against wine and olives. China sends on the silk roads to India, and then to Persia, then some of those goods end up in Europe. Until at least the year 300, the empire was a world market for goods, even though not a lot of travelers. The trade never stopped completely, only diminished when the barbaric kingdom slowed it a bit. There HAS to be SALT!!!! To preserve foods, so the salt needs to be exchanged. There is always SOME trade happening! Cities will dry up otherwise!

The dynamic world of 500 BC and 200AD the population more than doubled. Rome can have a million people 4x then Athens, the romans had CEMENT. They constructed lot. Rome can go higher and build more, the greek ruins had only wood roofs unlike romans with cement roofs. The best achievement of the greeks, were geometry, they were theorists. There greatest statues came when there were no fetures, the greek world passed and then the theoretical goes away.
The romans were always practical, pragmatic, they told them how to live, not interested about the nature of life. They are law makers, political thinkers, take history from the greeks and make it better. The romans take handwriting and the greek style on papyrus (encourage trade because it only grows in Egypt along the nile and nowhere else – always trading!). They wrote rational history, some did social history and explanations. Why did the Persian develop this and that? Greek world unique? Etc… 
A lot of heavy history at that time, but generally a reason for writing history. Why? Edifiying reasons, encouraging humanity!! Greeks and romans had that unlike any others, they encouraged humanity. 
They honored the gods but kept it to themselves. Always respected the gods and goddesses, respect them and then continue your life., humanists world of the greeks and romans. Machiaveli was humanists and not like humanitarians.
The appearance of black magic and white magic – supernatural, world of humanists that are very tolerant, merchants also, and cannot stand communism so they were very tolerant.
Restaurants were butcher shops, wine merchants. You don’t want water because it is in the public fountains, water is rare!! Wine is around though. 
The axe of the roman senate got published, romans also discussed public discussion with the public sphere : citizen who is wealthy and free to devote time to the public good and discuss (not workers who work a lot). Neoliberals always see the individual fighting against the other public group of a collectivity. No greek nor roman had that thought so yay its an individual within the society.
The public space supports debates, those newspapers were oral lessons written down by people. These manuscripts are circulated and made books: the people selling the papyrus and ink will look out to get some, getting a copie, hiring a scribe, copy it and sell it.
Communication is the most important (see document studied in class projected)! Rome has good communications, the arenas with theatres and chariant races, circus. Also great public baths, fairly free world, not a shy world. They have religion, their gods become more and more humans with time though.
When? Around 500 that it emerges really. Somewhere the city throws out the King from outside. The romans themselves, between the tuscans and the latins, threw him out, and for some years addressed a small state 300 through war, (good allies unlike the greeks or the carthadginians) they went to be the capital of a unified Italy and then in 2nd and 3rd century they come into war with Carthaginians – 3 wars, triumphant Rome.

Romans win the western med. In the struggle with the carthad. As most of the land was in spain, most of the land end up in the senators hands for personal gain. Hannibal came and won over them but it was too big and he only had one small army. 
The romans are using conscriptions, peasants are fired, no taxe regain, slaves had no good life. There were 2 or 3 with the farmers. In rome, the slaves only went to the rich houses. 

First emperor Augustus : a form of monarchy. The emperors get the status of demi-gods. They will force concessions. Despite the eccentric put some reforms, protection for the soldiers with a farm, a pension or something. 
Europe always has inventions coming in and out whether the Americas only invent themselves = uneven development. 
Worldwide 300-400-500 crises with economic problems but also outsiders and settlers. This is a commercial world and they did occupy Iraq but returned because it was not profitable = it was a sea based world, this example also applies to England. 
The barbarians live in town and trade, they live and is developed.  Even across the border nothing big changes, a world of trade and commerce.
Between 200-300, dominates the med. And lasts 250-260, hits problems around the year 300 and Constantine restores order, and the decline once again sometime after 300 in the west. The east will always do better because older political entities. The network of the city is much denser. 
Inflation and Rome’s stopping of expansion and the cost of slaves rises the inflation attains a great level. The gov. keeps the price of gold at first but only to protect the rich and is useless to the others romans. The government also heats the coins only for rich. By the 3rd century long distance trade slows and over time makes no sense to run farms based on slaves.
If a free person has market relations locally it’s hard if most of the locals are slaves because they cannot buy anything. 
The production is not based on the slaves in the city only in the country. Commerce breaks out, whats the good with having slaves? They produc weat> Its for sale and there are no buyer. The slaves become landlords for their slaves! Why not turn them into tenants, not independent, semi-free tenants. Tied to the land but as long as on the land you can either share crop with them, they can give part of their harvest, or keep some land work 2 days a week. They will become responsible of themselves. As the pop flees, the number of slaves goes down as well. 
The culture of the middle ages did not have a notion of poor and rich – renaissance was the different when the wealthy wanted a different treatment. 

The roman empire was a Mediterranean based empire. It becomes an empire when there was an emperor, it ws a republic. 

Example of great achievement: the aquaducs!! The best roman ruins are around Nime, maison caree. Finally the collosseum, the theatres, arch is the base of all construction, also a typicl roman couple had no blue eyes man.

Strengh and weaknesses of the empire: overtime had economic problems, political problems (the office of the emperor never clearly defined a rule for succession, put on by soldiers). 
476 odoacer deposed the previous emperor who was a boy by a beaurocrat he got rid of him he took the symbol of emperial office shipped to Constantinople. Not very important who can be emperor. Chiefs will start calling themselves kings, but beaurocrats stopped receiving money, the problem with land. 
Carolinginan empire Lacked skills of communication to become a great empire. There ws never fast and regular communication from india and Greece. Timour conquered the med to china, anybody can conquer but not a lot can make it last like the roman or the british after you die basically.
Communication and economy can keep an empire running really. In the time of Constantine he convert he legalized the practice of Christianity. Most emperors never gave a damna bout religions  but the mystical stories were never really taken much importance. All of them get persecuted at one point or another. Only a few years later, Nicea. DEBATE OVER THE NATURE OF THE GOD HEAD! 3 entitties? Trinity is never there really… there is no quote the trinity that will be added later. That will tear Christianity apart after in the east , the romans, some were the Coptic, who claim to be older than the roman catholicas, around the 12 around jesus, some of them headed to Egypt. But we have no documents!! Living tradition I guess. 
Peter was the first I’m guessing, when we start getting written documents, letters of Paul are the first, he was not interested in details really. 
QUESTION: why didn’t the senate or the gov. make a rule bout emperor succecion?

Fighting over the nature of God, easter they say the god father is superioir than the 2 others. Some jewish Christians theres a mistake god is 1 not 3 this is not monotheists !!! 
Criticism. Debates and setteled ia churchmen and emperor Constantine a recent convert. He had a much to do in nicea, his mom Christian too. Puritin intention?? Women as profits play a large role! When we start making it defined office, women start to be shoved aside. Roman catholissms, when monastesisms was adopted, women will have a place in convents. Various mystic groups too, St Augustine, to what extent the groups influenced the empire? Manichein from Persia, but manicheans do a thing = vision is a struggle between good and evil. Devil is a tool, struggle not seen by the Christians. The catholics accept inimally the physical. Pure spirituality is good for manichaen because everything physical is corrupt. 
The church tends to stay loyal to the emperor. 

Ny religion accepted by the government has to make concessions otherwise would not be accepted. Radical examples like the anti Baptist who make no concessions, they are tolerated, but they are never official because they will not compromise what the kings and emperors need. They are ruling through their vision of their ruling because we need religion that will see our need, not conflict with our beliefs. Only one gave up power Queen Christina of Sweden, she could not accept the protestant church. 
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Birth of the middle ages:
· Carolingians

Periods between 400 500 600 we’re going through the Dark Ages until the year 1000 or 1050 when they re develop in the middle ages. 
This period in Western Europe only, (Muslims no they rocked also Persia, Asia too, invention of printing and whatever) the Americas had a depressive phase as well, Guatemalan civilization And jungles disappear. Certainly for the elites, life going downhill, the development of human freedom with the disappearance of slaves in the west. 
These ages got pejorative comment, technology exploded a bit, new harvesting techniques that allow heavy loads to be attached behind a horse = commerce is way easier!! (Leather and metal works came from western Asia unlike the Greco-romans who did not have a big technological performance). Wheeled plow, horses, makes agriculture easier and more productive, clover also helps, animal poop too.
At this time, the agricultural development will only show in Europe. Despite the word, TRADE NEVR STOPPED AT ALL NEVER BECAUSE YOU NEED SALT AND A LOT OF OTHER THINGS!!! (The silk road is an example that will never dry out)



The cities are being reduced in size as the trade of the roman dries up because of inflation in the last centuries of the empire in the west. Rome may have fallen as few of 400 000 instead of the huge city it used to be. They will mainly be like market places or administrative buildings. Slave gang are useless because produce for the market but market is dead. So they convert the slaves into non free tenants so they will look out for themselves so they share crop and they keep enough to live on, + labor service off. Your land is worth nothing anymore, so it doesn’t demand a lot of work, over centuries they will make sure that the non-free tenants will stay attached to the land.
(Gregory was a living witness that will inform us)
There is no continual documentation, unlike the Muslim period. 
Cultural decline. In the place of the Roman Empire were being set up are the barbarian kingdoms; they will have higher cultural levels than after even! When the Ostrogoth’s take over Italy they still have the reminiscence of roman bureaucracy but they did not go okay with the papacy – help from Justinian. But all he did was destroy the gothic empire and the bombards come in and take over the Ostrogoth’s.
Justinian contributed more to the dark ages he is without wanting bringing the bad maker for the period. When the barbarians took over to administer because the roman couldn’t do it anymore, good intentions, but unanticipated consequences. Trying to set up the barbarian kingdoms were mixed, they would have 2 sets of laws for the people, and one for the real barbarians 20% max. When they get to the stage of taking over they come from a long way, no cultural link anymore, most of them coming from Asia but are repulsed : super control of the city, so they established themselves in the west the most.
They set up the dual kingdom (2 laws) + overtime, roman social differences is undermining the tendencies in the groups between the men. 
Big social differentiations, some of the elites only have the right to marry and be rich, the others only sink down to free peasants and even dependent.
INCREASING SOCIAL DIFFERENCIATION: elite living off the work of the poor. The initial kingdoms are more people based than place based, but overtime they settle down start getting land and kingdom established.  
More permanence state when the Ostrogoth’s, the vandals, and the new state in Spain. More important are the FRANKS! Came from Belgium, they’re more Germanic than French, but no real distinction. Initially, the period before the Carolingian the Merovingian’s, (comes from semi mythical Merovec) initially based on southern France, Gaul, the Carolingians accompany a ship more to the north and western Germany. This kingdom will be more important than the others: the franks had been in contact for a while with the romans absorbed roman culture, advantage, some dynastic stability and Clovis converted to orthodox Christianity, plus + will help the kings of the franks = religion will play a very important role.  Arians denied the divinity of Christ (monotheistic view of god) so the 3 in 1 not cool they stressed the fact that a God must be eternal and Jesus was not because he was born and died. 
The Lombard’s were Arian Christians so it gave them a bit of problems. They will convert but even then they were not liked because they were a threat. So they will prefer the Franks (Pippin III). 
Overtime the bishops of Rome; the disappearance of imperial power is not a bad thing because they are taking over the administration of the city. Patriarch in the west is still there when the cities fall under Muslim conquest. Most of the people there will eventually convert though to the Muslim. There is more than religion at play, as long as the popes administer they are okay. 
The franks will take advantage of this.

The Frankish kingdom:  the original kingdom is immediately divided by 4 and they stay fighting and massacring each other, and over time they Merovingian’s tend to become symbolic while their servants make the work: the mayor of the palace (household of the kings, minister of the interior) and as most offices, the office became hereditary like the crown and the family is called the Carolingians comes from Charlemagne.. There are no family names at the times. As the Merovingian kings do less, the mayor take place, Charles Martel was the commander when the franks won the battle over Muslims near Poitiers from Spain, they won because they were super cavalry, they are using it well and emerging as the feudal society. Heavily armored but much less mobile. Organized by the Carolingians, then the kid of Charles, Pippin the Short, starts talking with the bishop of Rome. It’s a period when the church is taking an important role in the Frankish culture. The Irish were always sheltered, Christian, the monasteries preserved the antiquity Christianity and they go to England and help them revive it. As this culture spread, the Frankish kingdom starts brining in the scholars = the Irish did civilize a lot of Europe. At this time there happens a cultural renewal in France.
Meanwhile the bishops in Rome want to be protected from the Lombard so they are talking with pippin, so the request goes to Rome and telling them to make the guy emperor and he said that it should be the man that actually rules and so over the question of hereditary of tradition. The bishop Zachary of Rome decided to give pippin the crown = renew the culture. Ruling over the franks and Charlemagne his son will conquest, he will take for himself the iron crown of Lombardy +Frankish kingdom. He will create a super empire. He acquires lands to the nobles and sons, always-super cool when he is expanding and give foreign land. Getting approval of the church always. Period when things are expanding!! But this is a different empire; he does not have a bureaucracy he is represented locally by landowners. He does not have anything to consolidate it with, no big revolution in the economic sector. His ruling was not a viable unity!! It only got Charlemagne loyal people, Charlemagne he loved to listen and stuff he’s smart, capable of governing, lots of churchmen around him supported his reign. He can pull stuff off, his persona is like Alexander the Greats’ because it won’t work when he will die. Louis the Pius (his son) did not have his energy, he was the warrior, when Louis dies, 3: Louis the German gets east, in the west he will start France, and extremely unstable kingdom in the middle that did not at all work out (Lutheringia) shortly after it will mix up with them. ----Charlemagne will revive the imperial title of the French by being in Rome helping the pope against the Lombard. He said that it was because of the pope, that the pope administered his crowning, but the crowds awaited him and it was much anticipated. But there’s still an emperor in Constantinople so its pretty weird. In 800 it will become very involved it the church. ---



The Muslim expansion: 7th century the area that’s been marginal to the civilization Syria India and Europe some trade, but also Bedouin herdsmen. Mohammad introduced a new faith; the Quran makes some references from the Christian practices. He introduces the monotheism that takes off super well, unifying through religion the city states produced very dynamic expansion and group. They come into contact in the more weak places where Christianity is struggling! Many of them will not try to resist the taking over. The Muslim world will quickly become dynamic, the conquest will change the people, in the southern Mediterranean. The Muslims got as far as Baghdad where there’s the biggest center of civilization!!! Until they took Baghdad, all the cultural antiquity is being led by the Muslims = leaders of civilization. These were sophisticated always and spread a lot. They will make Spain the most civilized part, Andorra for example, and in the 8th century they start spreading to France till Poitiers and then stopped against franks.


The cultural effect of the Carolingian Renaissance:
This renaissance, Charlemagne and others of the dynasty, encourage the church bringing them from England and Italy and encouraged the monastery to do the best in copying the texts from antiquity. A lot of the copies come from the Carolingian period. They do not have historians from before, they only copied everything! Also changed handwriting somewhat, with Carolingian miniscule which is based on Latin and now we use it! The Carolingians did leave us a lot but not much of original writings. They preserved. They renewed the imperial myth of a possible empire. Under his grandsons the empire did not expand but they only fight and fight, they are not making the empire a good place. Since they are no longer expanding, they are fighting in their own empire. Charlemagne failed to get foothold in Spain and also got problems with the king of Denmark, first time we red about the Vikings in history. Not all north men are Vikings, Viking means sailor, they are only some of the Scandinavians. The Vikings settle the first so called Russian country, an early center around Kiev before 1000. Charlemagne provokes them, when the empire disintegrates. The heavy cavalry of the franks takes a while to get there; contrary to the Vikings that are super fast and strike super fear to make everyone super scared. Pirates from Muslim bases will strike some of Europe, and some Asians come and move through Hungary through Germany and in 955 they are stopped by the east and so settle in Hungary, convert to Christianity, Christian kingdom, the Meyers the last Asian invaders of Europe.
As Charlemagne’s empire crumbles this all happens. 

As the Carolingian world declines, we get Vikings and others violence start.
There just wasn’t any economic stance! Agriculture is still not great, we’re just talking of a little harvest and grains, and you cannot build up surfaces like that. The economic base is not sufficiently developed. Given that the franks and Europe lacks any serious naval development, Muslim sailors develop sailing and they’re picking up from the Chinese (which are WAY ahead of the European). The Vikings were revolutionary with their techniques and sailing. Chinese have bamboo sails that were also revolutionary. Vikings can do more because they’re less sophisticated in general.
Also in the north the wind always varies so you can travel easier! We are stuck with land transport in Europe, so why did Charlemagne not work? They didn’t have the means of communications! The most important! Communication is always boiled down to economics. And the empire didn’t stay together, and the last period was filled with raiding, until the Vikings establish a Norman kingdom in Sicily, kicked the Muslim out, and set up Christian deals in Italy. They also settle in Normandy. 
As a result, 950 in some areas, 1000 in others, as all this fighting settles down, Europe will go through a period of 300 years of economic and demographic growth, sustained period. The real thing! First half of that period, it’ll be the German lands leading the way and Italy revival. The second half of the period the Italians go on but France becomes the center.

The emergence of a more sustained civilization then the Carolingian period. Very creative and artsy. Umberto --- best-known historian. Period when a brilliant civilization Is being born, 300 years of uninterrupted economic growth and where cities and towns will come back again except for the ideology = humanity is divided 3 those who work, protect, and pray. No room for those who sell, the merchants. The merchants make money and then pay the church for the sins they did, they funded collective projects and cathedrals. Trade with the east will pick up again, also with the Muslim world; the trade will come with many advantages. Its growth, large town, Florence 90 000 people, Paris will hit 200 000, Venice also 90 000, Milan 120 000 people as well, pretty good performance in the middle ages. 
The scholastic culture is an urban culture but still a rural culture in many ways.
When we get to the gothic architecture, and the family and sexuality. 

First half of the prosperity period: the Romanesque will give birth to the gothic after.
But now, the logical development of what happened before: the spread of new agriculture techniques, better harvesting, developing better plows, the richer lands of the north, a period of centuries that will slowly spread to the north, no land will stay uncultured, it al increases the productivity of agriculture. This is based on how the land is exploited by the rich and makes profit the most. Birth rates are very high as well. The towns will need labor and a lot of work. The towns are a dynamic world of a free place; it’s a rural world and a town world.  The feudal system goes back to the time when the ruling prince can no longer pay salaries to his representatives and he will grant them lands to keep them on land. The local nights run land, and everybody owes something to the people above them. 
People look after their domains. The peasants support the knight in the feudal system.
 


For the knights the king is only the first among their nobles. On a local level there’s some security and by around the 1000 the peasantry is attached to the soil, but not really. Until 1150 markets will be local in origin, you don’t have the means to ship off a lot of things. He can pay for a bit but not able to expand a lot. 
The feudal system will take 5 to 10% of their harvest. What exactly is the feudal system for the peasants? In Europe the peasant who has leases with their lords overtime these leases are perpetual and no end, there is no concept of inflation, fixed perpetually. Over the centuries, into the modern period, as lords have les and less to do with running things, the peasants will take control over the lands. The peasants are taking control, only the lord’s reserved domain is outside that land but they have taken over control and will be recognized as the owners of these lands. But it will have taxes and dues to the king and lord, but provided you pay them, it’s your land. 

Land that’s owned under the feudal system, lords over time, will find that just getting a % of the peasants share is not enough. Many lords will find themselves cash trapped. The lords make the rents less valuable. Initially the peasants are getting something in addition to the land, protection and justice to the peasants in return of the 10%. 

German world that starts all of this, the collapse of the Carolingians will come in, and leuthuringian land will be combined with the land. In the 10th century, as the descendants of Charlemagne are dying, the knights in the east and the west get together and pick different kings, in the west ‘Western Frankia’ (France emerging) the leaders of Bavaria and eastern provinces decided that they’re going to pick their own chiefs. So we get a different king east and west. The Meyer threat to the eastern land leads them on their third selection to pick a strong leader, Otto the 1st of the Saxon Line (ottonian) they were really good military leader. It’s an exception that when the dukes pick the head will pick a strong ruler. They will want someone to not interfere with their ruling. But you should pick a strong king still!! The Hungarian kings are not better!! The eastern part picks a strong leader Otto the 1st and 955 and letch field he wins a crushing victory over the Meyers and they set up the kingdom of Hungary Christian. We have a stronger ruler in the east than everywhere else, he will start talk with the popes, and their prestige is super low. Otto emerges as a champion of the Christian world; he gets with the popes and will come the transfer of Charlemagne’s title to the king of the eastern franks, Germany. The Holy Roman Empire ends up not in France but in Germany in the east. Otto 1st he is emperor then, he ruled by giving his dukes reasonable amounts of autonomy but its difficult. So he as well will grant huge amounts of land and civic power to churchmen. Advantage: church office has power now. Otto and his successors very generous with the church but in the land of the dukes. The future papal lands will come back to the king when the pope dies?
These kings were the emperors, took a status of holy Germanic emperors. Till 1150 it’s a viable political unity compared to the other kingdoms like France and Spain. It’s the center of the new renewed kingdom. 
 The roman emperors want the north of Italy because it was richer and better in commerce, but they will eventually lose the control over German lands.
Who really controls the church now? 

In the west they chose the capuchin kings, Hughes Capet. When the French king is executed. Hughes was a weak leader but his descendants show themselves that they can get the crowns and the French monarchy will become handed father to son.  The French kings are weak for a while, geography problem though: France is huge compared to Spain or England, them Massif Central puts in a lot of problems the rivers too so they don’t help communication. The early capuchins centralize their kingdom after, but they stabilize the monarchy for now. France has a lot of potential but no one can centralize it. 

England:

Never had feudalism, developed from German and Danish raiders. The Danish kingdom unites the English kingdom but after the death of 1066 u get a 3 way fight to the crown, a Danish an English and the duke of Normandy. And its not clear who is close but the leading are the Danish and Harold, Harold wins when he gets the word that the Norman duke was a candidate, Harold has a little crown and invites William on the south coast and fights him stupidly and dies and gives him his crown. William is just a nerd and he can only govern through the feudal system.  Precocious centralization but not based on autocracy, only will work if they in favor of the King, Charles the 1st will lose the support of the nobles in there. 
Lil volunteers will run England with periodic problems that will set them off, king John, the wars of the roses. 

Spain:

Fairly poor, the wealthier Muslims in the south they keep fighting them! The Muslim theory is not unified, they keep fighting and the 1492 the final empire dies and crumbles. The Spanish kingdoms are expanding. Most of Castile is baron; sheep farming is very destructive on the land and hard. Spain a warrior mentality, handicapped them. The macho image comes from the Reconquista period and some say it never died out, for the northern Italian peninsula, the cities never died and Roman law never died. Venice can’t exist without commerce, Venice is on coral island you can’t grow anything there, so the initial venetians flee an import foods. It’s just one of the trader cities in Italy, it will be the commercial center of Europe with sailing and trading with the rest of Europe. Trading world!! 1000 rise of the communes in Italy.


The middle ages were a time of art and music architecture as well. There’s a new emerging culture for women, but also pragmatic aspects of the new culture. The new period when domes and arches become important and where European architects can work with stones and stone ceilings. Fresks in Italy, mosaics, and paintings on glass. Marvelous illustrations adapted to manuscripts. 
A lot of considerable building of Pisa in Italy. Facades really start getting tall and walls become columns that hold up heavy ceilings = true gothics. 
But still I the Romanesque period buildings become more sophisticated. 


The first crusade:

The empire in Constantinople, not the western empire, the eastern, has been shrinking for some time, the Muslim world is reorganized by the celgic Turks not the ottomans, converted to the Muslim and became militants Muslim warriors expand at the expense of the Greeks, these people had been threatened but were reserved for a bit. Some emperors put up and keep Constantinople Christian. But the eastern emperors get involved, popes not happy with the east, more and more Greek practice are separating and through this the western world will soften the image of Jesus (development of the cult of Marie) the idea of Marie is that god is nice for u and will be nice and save u unlike in Constantinople where Jesus is a sever judge. The west will take it to being feminization of Jesus, the idea of religion will develop about the images of gods. 
What the emperor wanted above all was to be able to hire soldier in the west to fight with them against the Muslims but will not get them. The offers will be ignored but in middle 11th and the papacy will look at it as an affirmation of its priority and organize a military event. They’re not going to Constantinople but to Jerusalem, the Muslim forces will go south but the Christian world will get out of control. Popular preaches will set up poor people to massacre the people. Christ freed them from their debts? The popes behind this were not good organizers and they will get involved in issues. Despite horrific planning, they travel through Syria and pull off a victory when help shows up and helps them against Muslims but the armors help too much. 
There were two columns and helped them, a kingdom of Jerusalem is set up and a couple of ditches are set. Then the Muslim world reorganizes and throws this into the sea. 
In the later period there will be 6 crusades along the way, German nights, they don’t kill Arabs but slaves now. The younger sons will need land and by combining kings and popes u get to put a religious ideology and save your territory. 
The first crusade succeeds but it’ll not last, the idea of crusades does last though.

The rise of the great medieval … the gothic period, the system of architecture opposed to the Romanesque. Gothic is a French style; France becomes the dominant kingdom in Europe. 
Invention of the clock and all, society is organized a bit, a great age for developing mechanical devices. 
The gothic architecture is making the walls more columns and not so much wall but a lot of glass. The art is becoming a lot more naturalistic; the gothic period is just as good as the renaissance at capturing the reality, naturalistic art. Will be abandoned, and the Renaissance will enhance it as well. Period of dynamic developments. 

Background:
Starts in 1150 in Paris and spreads and we have the first great gothic architect Abbot Suger. We’re looking at the Romanesque period, Europe is calm, the raids of the Vikings forgotten, Europe is starting to attack the holy land (the crusades). Only the first Crusade was successful, but later they went to Jerusalem and failed as well. They are shipping out the most violent people, and it calms Europe down. Europe is already is full economic growth, everything is going well. The world is getting much more sophisticated. Rich bankers control the emerging communal economy; they look over the affairs of merchants. Towns acquire control over their affairs, like mini republics. London, not including Westminster, builds up communal movement. You do get struggles between local knights with the noblemen, the middle class does not have a lot of rights, and they are trying to find new ways to running their affair. Dynamic society that can sustain a population. 
The efficiency of agriculture is getting high; you can start planting the good of the house, and feed way more. Agriculture is more efficient in the middle ages than it was in Antiquity. A lot of inventions, BS talking about romans. 

Crusades:
They keep exploiting violence, after the first one the others will only lead to frustration, over time they become more cynical and more straightforward land grabbing. The crusades pushed kings to cooperate and take control over their kingdom, papal and royal cooperation: we need to discuss. In the second part of the period, the Kings of France do it better. Grabbing resources in Northern Italy (Economic growth and very rich). Europeans are trading far and fast, wealth of dreaming in Germany. Efforts fail. The German nights will oppose the emperors decision to take over control. 

The popes think they rule the world basically because emperors have to obey the papal rules; they’re too powerful and can excommunicate people! Nobody can play for the papacy!
But the French kings build up their power in France they go not in the richest area, they built them around Paris very slowly, start coming in the Duchies through marriage or through military means, they build a small island around Paris and build power. Over time, they’re building u a better power base. They still don’t have beurocracy but slowly those kings reorganize justice, locally, and you can appeal an idea. But only over time, where the legal system is complex. At the end of the gothic period, created was the Parliament of Paris is set up, it is not the equivalent of the English parliament, and it’s the estates general, representative institutions of the French people. The Parliament are law courts starting to be specialized. France is starting to build up a legal bureaucracy, although they didn’t build up a civil bureaucracy. They bring in that they start granting the lands to either their brothers or younger sons of theirs. Not the old sons because they’re going to become King. They give them an appanage, a territory – emerging as the strongest kingdom in Europe. Paris becomes the center of learning; it’s the center of Europe. The future monarchy is settling a bit, the English can’t compete with dis. In terms of prestige, the emperor is still #1, he’s German but the French kings are still very powerful. 
The French kings start going to Italy?? 1314 Bovine the French win a battle against the emperor backed by the king on England – WOW IMPRESSIVE but no biggie just bourgeois but it shows the power of the French kings. Churchmen looking for careers, kings may favor granting powers to the church, Kings will also try and take control of the church. Tensions between the local clergy (incompetent) and the big church system. The church is always with problems, constant tensions, and stupid things. There are universities for the formation of theologians but not all can become priests, but peasants! Knowledge and status of the clergy, a lot of problems! The nobles dominate the higher offices of the church = problems! Lower offices go to peasants in the countryside too but sons of noble get more chances.
Jews are forced to be bankers!!!!! They can’t go in Europe unless they are bankers they’re obligated so like they don’t have a choice!!! 
They also lended money under pressure and obligation, church influence is important but since king Philip the fair, if you’re a king u can stand up to the church but its too useful for u so no one does it. 

The heresy = 2 routes, one is water and one through the mountains that formed the Balkans where there were a lot of peasants, preserved the heresies of antiquity, as the church gets richer we are getting people criticizing the church and alternate religious leaders: church that’s too rooted in the material world. The church is pretty comfortable, the line between the primitive value and a heretic is hard to define, some look like saints but they’re not when they start getting after the hierarchy of the church. Catholic message is ‘accept the world as it is’ but the heretics more like rejecting the physical world, close to the Manichean belief: struggle between good and evil on basic terms. But god will always win in the end. The Manicheans see the 2 as equals and do not know who will win but the physical is evil and the spirit is good. The cathar of the middle ages who becomes close to the church in francec that means perfect, they preach pure spirituality, they’re not very demanding, they preach for themselves and we need to respect them but their expectations for u are not so high, but in Languedoc he becomes tolerated and close to become an official religion until the crusade will try and stop it but the pope tells him not to. a
Valdo de lyon lived like jesus preached a bit and all, because of that the church accepted him. Heresys get some base in southern france but don’t spread too far from there, may have gone on mountains.
The Dominicans against the cathars, domini and catitti goos wondering preachers, when there’s a threat, these preachers are welcome but when theres no threat its different,heresy reflects the fact that the church is living in a material world but jesus was a poor carpenter. For them it is unnecessary for the bishop to have such big cathedrals and riches = religious heterodoxy weird, but the moderate tendency will be tolerated because religion will unify people and the religion that’s too demanding will separate the community so not good. The cathar just want respect, give up sex and all, extreme practices is too demanding from any king of making it a official religion. 

In the west, the image of catholic is changing to be a more open religion less judgmental whereas the eastern remains believing in the idea that Chirst is the judge but in the west they develop the idea of a purgatory and Mary is seen like an angel to help the population and help Jesus not be too harsh of a judge.

The northern kingdoms grow after 1150, Germany was the heartland of the empire, and they cannot centralize their lands though, as seen before.  Habsburgs are important emperors basing things on their lands (research). Philipp Augusts is taking control, the famous bataille des bouvine proves their power and how they won. France becomes dominant in Europe up to the crisis.

Magna Carta: speaks of freeborn Englishmen in the 13th century it’s the nobility, not the average English man or woman. But the 17th century will change it into a great popular document that will be mixed in 17th century politics. In the 17th century

Introduction:

Study of the crisis in the late Middle Ages that will bump us into the renaissance. The founders, poet Fransesco Petrarch is a thinker of the middle ages but laid down a blueprint for cultural development. Florence basis of cultural development instead of Rome. Early humanists of the renaissance will apply it. So we’re into the emergence of the Renaissance. 

The church is no longer the center of expression, apparition of civic architecture. Learn everything and master everything pretty smart luv them. Check out Giotto with his interest in the world itself dignity of the human figures, (on the board Mantegna).

Mantegna: fave of teach, paganism NO THIS IS A TRAP BELIEF it was a Christian period but used gods of antiquity as symbols. It’s a different kind of Christianity (more Italian then northern) The garden of paradise but Venus takes it over and it becomes a swamp she ruins it, but Minerva the goddess of prudence comes and saves them, called ‘The triumph of virtue over vice’. Renaissance tells us that it’s up to all of us to understand the piece ourselves. This is not a puritan age, Venus represents nothing but sexuality the society wants the citizen to be a good citizen, learn music and dance get a mistress, why not, and be a good dad but sexuality is very represented and even encouraged. The sexuality of Christ, for example, where he might seem dead but the liveliness of his sexual organs proves that he is still alive (focus on sexuality in the arts mainly).

IMPORTANT: IT’S NOT AN AGE FOR SCIENCE IT’S THE LATE MIDDLE AGES few exceptions like study of light but that’s more being done by the painters…or the universities, medieval scholastic system. Leonardo didn’t publish anything about science. 
30 years from the first telescope so no science development really it focused more on white magic.


Actual lecture:


End of 1347 people start dying like flies. Italians coming back from the black sea brought it with them, present during a rush in town where the plague shook the Mongols too, 1348 stroked Europe with no defense except when you draw a line and forbids the crossing of it. The first passage of the plague was like 100% mortality keeps coming back periodically in the early 18th. Earthquakes early 14th scattered the insects from the plague I guess, through southern Russia and through Europe, but why haven’t we seen the plague in Europe? Estimates, 3rd of the population of Europe died. Within a year, cities are at war with each other, so wars were also very present. It’s because we tolerated Jews! Way to deal with people dying let’s kill Jews, others will go about whipping themselves or anti Semite anti heretics. 
14th century periodic famine comes through Europe. Winters were colder, more rain, dramatic effect of the harvests so the climate was different. The crops were affected, the spaces between the villages are disappearing and people are filling the land everywhere brings in the marginal lands. Transport has not developed to the point where it can make up to regional shortages, bring in wheat from the middle east but how do you get it inland. The roads are pretty bad, you’re trapped if it rains, transport if just not very good and problem because you can’t make up the regional shortage! Starting soon, new products come in the Americas, the tomatoes and potatoes but it’s still not here society is becoming vulnerable there’s a lot more hunger. 
First problem in the 14th: there is periodic famine and no real way of correcting it, population growth and field expansion lead to a problem, one of them is pollution, soil erosion and expansion of farm land. Compared to the number of mouths, not enough.

Now that the crusades are over, violence is very present. We get the 100-year war (117) takes place in France, the center of the civilization. War between the King of England and another groups. Disastrous for the culture based in Europe, buildings and arts. In the 14th century moves in a symbolic direction. Artistically changes. The 14th century one of the most catastrophic, worst since Justinian. 
For a little while, things are going to get a bit better for the peasants. Over this century, feudalism dies in the 1500. There will be a fairly quick recovery. 
Somewhere around 1400, we start reversing the dynamic. In Italy it was precocious like Portugal too, in England sporadic, France, very late. The dukes of burgundy are involved with the English in the 100-year war, 1477 it goes on and does not help French recovery from the crisis. In Germany, the recuperation will be slow, and never regain their strength and at some point we go into a long period of economical growth till 1620: long period of growth.


In Italy, we start getting literate laymen, don’t practice poetry all that much, they need to read contracts and what not in general, literal Italian and then Dante will write nice poetry, showing aspects of Humanism but still is the greatest of the medieval time, basically writes about a journey in Hell so it’s not really romanticism but medieval. 
You can only know what God wants is through faith, you can do things with your mind but God is free and you can’t put limits on Him, Pure logic is tested. Radical nominalism. 

Marcellus Arpedua writes political science, writes tracts where he upholds the power of the emperor against the priest. Marcellus said that priests should not run earthly things, but that should be the princes and kings. Developed a theory that government rests on the consent of the governed.              

Ferguson thought of it as a period of 1400 in Italy, Petrarch lives during the plague, dies in the early 1370 and wrote of the crisis. He detests the scholastic culture and gothic of France. He has a plan: to improve the languages of the time especially Latin, let’s get back to Cicero and his knowledge. Along the way he encourages people to learn Greek, a few Greeks come but by now the culture has evolved and the Italians will be disappointed and find them like rhetorisicm. Perfect Latin, and back to the purity of antiquity. The best way to do it is to find the manuscripts made in the Carolingian revival. You have to understand Aristotle. They will find Greek manuscripts, Poggio finds some. They will also find some coins in the soil to confirm the presence of some kings. We date copies by the evolution of the language and text: this is what the renaissance will develop. It has a superb sense of history but not a good age of History. Machiavelli writes as a historian but it’s not that good, his writings are more like political science, he’s super boring very big loser little analysis too much detail.
It’s the linguists and the philologists that burst with a sense of history that is gotten by Petrarch. 
Like Marx, never a historian but has a historian sense because he could analyze it best, a sense of thinking like Lorenzo Valla that stood out, he was a linguist but has a brilliant historical analysis. Middle ages had chroniclers not historians, but in the Renaissance we have a sense of history with documentation and trying to figure out the differences of the Roman society and the one of the late middle ages. 

Disciples of Petrarch in Florence will become the new Rome; he will find them there first. Florence is a latecomer to the middle Ages. 1200 leading Italian city-states, Florence plays political games. It becomes towards the end of the middle ages a leading player. They catch up with the north; build spectacular cathedrals other than Sophia in Constantinople. They will crown the architectures with dome but they’re pretty stupid because some hole was too big and they really failed in architecture. 

Florence will go to play the role that Petrarch went to attribute to Rome initially, it remains a second class city at this point when Florence and the other cities becomes over then 100 000 people, the banks were richer also, all in the end of the medieval ages, 

Why Florence? 
Just a band of intellects were interested there, Boccaccio, known (amongst other things) for his odd erotica and one of the earliest historian from antiquity. Entertaining writer and boring writer, but we get a school of people dedicated to Petrarch, all Florentines: and ask themselves why should Rome lead this revolution and not Florence? Florence is really where it’s! IT’s the new Rome they say!
So they get a sort of fan club of Petrarch. The bankers of the renaissance will pour their money in humanism because the humanist scholars start showing their importance to the bankers (usually bad people who don’t care about humanism).
Salutati becomes chancellor of Florence, like secretary of foreign affairs. Florence is a city-state and is the most powerful banking state with investments in England and France. They need diplomacy to protect their wealth. That’s why it will hire a brilliant Latinists, Salutati, he will get Florence out of a tight situation using examples out of antiquity with knowledge of Greco roman and roman history. Florence will be at war with the duke of Milan at one point though but Salutati will come up with an example and will not give in to Hannibal. A republic of free men that will not be beaten cannot be beaten because everybody is free and pitching in – Milan is a tyranny where no one is free at that period in time. 
they will say that the king will be limited by, not the barons, but by the popular souvrenety, the elite of the commoners. England keeping up with France to a certain extent but will profit from the crisis. 
The souverain will almost get control of France, Jeanne D’arc is an important figure.

England, precious centrilasation and Herni II responsible for the murder of another man, John and Richard are weaker, and England tends to fall back. In all cases theres not a real state behind the kings, so if the regime they set is not strong and sharp things will fall apart very quickly.

In northern Italy, what’s Luxembourg and Belgium today, YPRES AND GHENT rise of civilization start developing wool manufacturing will become long distance trading and silk production and will be geared to a mass market, its anticipating modern capitalism. Why does it emerge initially? Much of the land in Belgium is recovered after the feudal system is done, we start getting some port towns as well ANTWERP which was the most important port city in northern Europe, it’s a political development that will not let it stay a super important port city in the future.

Florence’s Renaissance
· Italian Renaissance (Principalities and the Papacy, sponsors)

· Renaissance in northern Europe and Spain for example – Christian humanism that is opposed to Italian humanism that was civic. 


Salutati encourages Florence in a war against Jean the duke of Milan and in that war, Florence refuses to surrender, fights on, and then the duke is killed by the plague and the threat disappears and because his sons were too old to rein. Salutati’s humanist message had rallied the Florentines and helped with the fight with the papacy when they threaten to excommunicate Florence. By using the language of siceral Florence defended liberty against tyrannies. The kings of northern Europe are interested in liberty because they don’t like the papacy taking control over them and Florence understands them. The humanist message had done a lot for Florence!
What is humanism about? Using language for useful things, rhetoric. Florence had large meetings you attend and if you want to speak you better know how to speak, the rhetoric, and the buzzwords that will make people react. Ciceral speaks glowing language of rhetoric, he’s a senator and wants a handful of rich romans to dominate but he knows how to speak and so tricks people into listening to him talk about. Humanism appeals for the wealthy families of Florence like the Medici and Pazzi. They will sponsor the artist of the renaissance and the humanists all to gain more prestige and influence for their families and all the smaller groups under them with union of interests. 
Donatello, Brunelleschi and Masaccio. Donatello is probably the most famous, his statues of romans fighting for their country will inspire Florentines when Donatello will get influenced by the Florentine style of the renaissance. He is contributing to this renaissance. His friend Brunelleschi went with him to Rome and came up with the mathematical perspective for 500 years they will dominate western art. They were influential because they would expose their sculptures in public, mostly nude. Outside of the church, saying that he does not need the church and D will put it in the center of the public space. As for B, his hospital 1419 was supposed to be the first building built using the motifs of antiquity the first time in a thousand years. But he did mistakes and could not distinguish real antiquity and imitations. In addition to this, there was a dome. 1427: saving the honor of Florence, they will make it famous inside and outside the city. M dies young but Michael Angelo will make his reputation. He uses as models the statues of other artists. Collaboration between artists and humanists where they meet in informal circles around families. Find out who Lorenzo is. 
Humanists are anti-determinists, individualism within the collectivity. Pico believed in Jewish mysticism, white magic, black magic, tried to figure out mathematical figures to find demons and angles. 
Florence is utterly dominated by humanism. It’s an urban and elites, activist movement. It’s based on republicanism. By that time there aren’t a lot of republics but once the city-state had conquered their independence, we have little republics. Then medieval period the large ones swallowed the small ones and a couple fell under the power of a new tyrant (a military person). 
Venice has a doge, so it’s more a figurehead the duke but the committee, which has the power to murder anyone, controls him. So it’s not a republic only Florence is a republic. Venice was more of a constitutional monarchy not a republic. 
In the south the kingdom of the 2 Sicily’s, that backward kingdom is a player in Italian politics, with the Papal States, a duchy; Florence, Venice and Florence will run Italy. Genoa is still an independent republic, but it was more interested in the private profits, so it’s more dominant by its neighbors because the wealthy of Genoa will think of how good of an investment is it. They tend to pull their money out and Genoa will be very dependent by then.
In Florence, the Medici and the Pazzi also make money but in the crisis they will think like patriots and not like capitalists and the city will survive.

How does it spread from Florence to the principalities?

The glory of the renaissance at Florence starts attracting the interest of city-states that competed with it back in the Middle Ages. The princes are interested and the humanist scholars need sponsors to make money, you can teach the children of the wealthy but it is preferable to do research and a sponsor and there are so many available in Florence. The renaissance in Italy does not go through the university system very much. Petrarch like most Italians did not learn Greek, but when Florence conquered Pisa, out of fear, it shipped out the university to Pisa so they can study there and then come back after. Elsewhere, the scholastic tradition in Italy is different (medicine, law, science). The renaissance scholars are pens for sale, looking from patronage from princes. The princes will bring in brilliant figures to be around their courts. 

Why does the papacy get on board? The papacy had been in bad shape during the 14th cent, dominated by France, then we had the return to Rome 1478 and then we have 2 major popes. Embarrassing for Christianity when they trash each other, in 1508 finally, there will be a conference picking the 3rd pope and it’s really a messy period. Martin the fifth is elected pope now, its prestige is down, revenues as well, and martin and his successor will be both involved in a struggle with the council of Christianity. This leaves the question of who is in charge of the church etc. Eugeniusz his successor will manage to calm down, 1440s, the popes re once again in control and will build up their prestige.  Lorenzo Valla will burn the papacy; he will do it with a manuscript he launches in the 1440 after he made a humanist study of the political claims of the papacy. At the time he was working with the king of Naples, one of the only people born in Rome who contributed to the renaissance. 70% are Tuscan or Florentine. Valla worked for the king of Naples, a squabble started and got worse because Naples was a contestant of Rome and the house of Anjou also claimed the crown of Naples. The king of Naples will ask Valla to look at a document to know who is now the new ruler. The donation of Constantine, the document says that ‘I, Constantine, I discovered that the empire is too great of a land to rule by myself so I want to give power to pope Sylvester the first in the west’ and ever since the papacy started producing this document to claim their superiorities rested on the fact that it was been given power on the western side. A number of scholars suspected it was fraud, except Valla that will say it in a very critical way He will publish a manuscript entitled the refutation of the donation of Constantine. In that text he demolished the document. He is a humanist and a historical philologist, he analyses the Latin of the document, being full of errors and grammatical errors. He asked the question of what empire Constantine hard governed, would he really publish this document with errors and not give it to a professional? Then he goes through the terms of the document and the way it is constructed and the ideas that it presented, the system that is described is feudalism that is unknown to the Roman Empire. Constantine would pay people to represent him and did not use the feudal system. So who was Constantine? Very ferocious and he fought along wars to unite the empire and would never want to split it. But let’s pretend that he did want to divide it and share it with another man, it’s logical if he wanted to run the east and give power to someone else to govern in the west but the deal breaking question is: Who is he going to chose? He will obviously choose a bureaucrat, not an unknown Pope Sylvester the first (who had no public experience whatsoever). He is nobody until Constantine made the religion correct. NCIS!! But after Valla has written no one comes to the defense of the papacy, there was no defense possible. What does the papacy do to Valla? They simply hired him. He found copies of the Old Testament and come across copies where he will doubt things He searches a lot but never published anything. Rome is not extreme and took the safe place, don’t murder if there is another option.

Looked at Christian humanism, there was reformation in Germany in the early 16th because the unanticipated consequences of the Christian humanists. They wanted a less formal faith to be taught; they questioned the changes of the church introduced it the Middle Ages. Luther is not a man of the renaissance, Luther’s approach to human history is that no human being has ever done anything worthwhile is they didn’t have the grace of God with them because the grace of God is everything. Luther is even the opposite of the renaissance, because he said that we couldn’t do anything without God. Humanist, using their approach in order to bring about religious changes, trained him. He is certainly not the first to break with the church, Johann Juss had brought before a critic of salvation that anticipated Luther as well. This declaration made a shock but a year later Luther will come back and do another declaration. Juss was right and he anticipated the break, he also took teachings 30 years later from Wikleff? In addition to the Greek romans also separated when the popes excommunicated each other’s. Also, the Egyptian claim to go back for the first years after Jesus’s death. Also the maronites trace back their origins to the crusades. The juss movement does not break out from bohemia unlike Luther’s movement. It spread into the Low Countries into eastern Germany, through Scandinavia. It spread quickly and was not isolated because of the reactions it got. Luther didn’t use it the right away, he will latch on to it very quickly and will become a master of the printed text. He is not that good in debate he is a master of the written text, the master of the German language also. He had a greater influence on the German language more than any other author of any language; it impacted an evolution in the language. He will impact it by stating how not every written text must be in Latin. Luther will be a living master of the printed word and a long-term effect on the decline of Latin, and a rise in the publication in German. When others translate his first works he was terrified: a catholic education will lead you to be shocked by how Luther was a conservative that loathes rebels. He thought that the popes since the Middle Ages changed things and he wanted to change things and go back to the way it was. He absolutely loathes radical Protestants who try to push his reforms in a social direction. He is opposed to the kingdom of heaven on earth. Royal authority is divine for him. 


Don’t forget, the reformation has connection to the renaissance. Knights would have the right to an indulgence (pay for an out from purgatory), but with time other people wanted that right too. This required a long document to officialise the transaction. Then the printer appears and starts to take up the indulgence form. With the printing press we start getting a mass indulgence industry, theoretically the church is clear on indulgence. 

The papacy in the renaissance now needs money more than before to rebuild Rome in the time of Antiquity. Where can they get the money? Rome has been depending from contributions from the northern kingdoms. The French are stopping those transactions annetes. 
The local princes are taking powers in their local lands but usually the church laws neither do nor agree. The man protecting Luther, Saxony prince, he can’t lean on the archbishop (opposed to the French king that can). 

In the German situation, the emperor and the princes cannot control things, so more and more Rome depends on money from German. The German parliament had already objected it; a lot of romans are taking advantage of them. So the Reichstag thinks that the bureaucrats in Rome are taking advantage from them. 



Specific German problems in the early 16th

Nothing major, but a lot of malaises. The crises of the middle Ages are long over but the emperors themselves have not recovered yet (loss of the investiture struggle ex). Friedrich the 3rd begging from charity, the imperial power is under disappearance. A few reforms are being undergone, starting a little bit of centralization. The empire is still a bit weak. Economically speaking, it is neither great nor catastrophic; he price of silver per unit falls away for example. The German mines will get abandoned for the little amount of profit it’s bringing in. Especially the Dutch are trying to sail more and more, getting better seamen. You need the state behind you. New cities are leading the way in the south; some of them are the Swiss towns too, completely free from the empire. They become sovereign cantons, some are cities like Zurich and some are just forests. The government is too weak to maintain the authority. Economically, things are declining a bit so German is not recovering really well from the crisis of the middle ages.
There are also social problems: the great princes and dukes of Germany are going well but the small nobility are in a lot of trouble: their revenues are fixed, they’re desperate, and they become robber barons for example! The nobles try to squeeze more out the peasants too. Luther becomes famous there because the German knights and even the peasants will protest in the name of Luther (see document from workshop booklet). If you are born the subject of the sultan, you will stay like this. Inside you will know a Christian freedom and not lead a revolution! In your heart you know where to find Jesus but in politics you will obey the sultan. So Germany has some problems at the time.



Church Problems:


This is not the time when the church is the most corrupt! There are times that weren’t even documented. Many people thought the church was corrupt: but don’t be naïve in writing it and taking it in the literal term. Some church practices seemed corrupt, but don’t go too far by saying the popes are the most unholy at that time. Accusation at the clergy says they are ignorant. New religious movement of the bros and sis of the holy life, from the Netherlands they spread into Germany they teach religion and literature to laymen. It’s to read the bible etc., and when the printing press comes up, the most famous text is from one of them Thomas à Kempis ‘the imitation of Christ’. It’s not written to convert you just a series of spiritual exercises to imitate Christ. It was a manuscript at first. People incapable of handling a public are the clergy; slowly growing literacy there’s an increasing questioning of the worthiness of the clergy to teach. The reformation will bring in the greater education of the clergy when the lay people become educated and capable to read. Subsequently, more people become fascinated by the religion because they are now capable to read.

Only 7 people will decide who will be king: 3 of those 7 are archbishops (the archbishop of Maines is one of those 7), 3 are church princes (the equivalent of Dukes) and the 7th person is the prince of bohemia. Often, there happens to be imperial elections. Very complex, but it doesn’t have to be on the death of an emperor and the successor can be elected in advance. In this case, the election of 1519 concerns us. Until Charles the 5th will be elected emperor. 

Remember that Luther was never really concerned about indulgences and it was almost an accident that he became famous because of that; he was concerned with salvation more than anything else. When he writes up a protest in the form of 95 propositions for discussions- in Latin, hand copied and sent to a number of ecclesiastics. He wanted to discuss the selling of indulgences with other ecclesiastics and did not want a public reaction! To Luther, scholastic psychology was more important than indulgences. Amongst the people who received it said ‘finally someone will stand up to us!’ and they translated the text and printed it. When it was published, it will be reprinted 20 times in German in Germany. In spite of himself, Luther will become famous and as his superior, the archbishop of mains, he will pocket 50% of the money from that indulgence sale. He will just pass the document to the pope in Rome and tell him to deal with this and get Luther to be quiet.
Luther’s opponents, the Dominicans, will not stay calm and things will get messy. The reactions after 1517 are interesting the most.


Luther:

He was a university professor of theology, taught in the north and became a part time philosophy professor. He is happy in vittenburg but he is a troubled man. 1512 finished doctorate but before he was an Augustinian man: a teaching working in the world order because they don’t stay in a monastery in day but only at night (they are canons). He joined the Augustinians in 1505, he was a young man that worked hard and he wanted to become a lawyer. His hard working father and move up the social scale. Luther will disobey his father and join the Augustinians a religious order he them becomes a fanatic, a canon when it comes to fasting and all, he was the best monk / canon. He was such a fanatic that Von Staupitz his superior would tell him to stop because his health was deteriorating. He was devoted to the rules of his order, because he thought that his soul was in danger because the church was teaching that after we die we go the heaven hell or purgatory according to your merit. He kept examining himself and knew that he didn’t merit heaven because he didn’t love Jesus. He couldn’t be enough to please him so he would push himself to extremes. Von Staupitz will then guide him through Augustine and then Saint Paul. You go to heaven or hell depending on your faith. He believed that none of us deserve heaven. Jesus died for our sins, we accept that and its not a question of merit, you have faith and that will be enough. Simplistic Catholics will pick up on this and will twist around his theory. Luther is worried about false faith at that time. Tauler will also have an influence on him. He will become a doctor of the church after that and knows peace, he wins the Augustinian order in Germany and his university over to his idea in salvation. The man running Vittenburg, (Saxony) Friedrich The Wise, did support Luther. A number of Luther’s followers from church Sundays would look at him as the ordained priest. He became famous and the wheel starts turning to launch an inquiry.

The confessor of Fredrick the wise, Spalotin, is one of the followers of Luther. He will get friendrich on board with Luther, even though Fredrick does not understand Luther. Fredrick had a group of relics. He had maybe 2 million years out of purgatory! As Luther develops his thoughts, he would (in 1519) clarify his thoughts and come to the conclusion that this is all a croak. They are not on the same page but he will always protect Luther.

Elsewhere, the church would send Cajetan to spy on Luther after pope Leo asks him to calm Luther down. Luther is chocked when he is called in front of Cajetan, he comes as a doctor of the church wanting to discuss salvation and cajetan is there to tell him that the pope has authorized the indulgence sale even if he does not obey the pope. Luther, being a doc of the church, has the duty to question everything and is not condemning everything. He is calling to discussion and people do not want to discuss and no one would talk to him. He is called to Rome to explain himself because he is being looked harshly from the church. Frederick orders him not to go, but then everything stops: in 1518 is noticed that emperor maximilien is dying. There is going to be an imperial election soon, so now turn to pope Leo noticing that he has political ambition in Italy. They all knew that after maximilien dies Charles of Spain would come forth but Leo thinks that Charles will become too powerful so in 1518 Leo would do everything in his powers to influence the election in Germany. He wants the king of France Francis. To be elected. In Germany you have to reassure the electors and then buy some of them but Henry couldn’t compete with Charles sand Francis because Frederick was the only hope Luther had.



Politics will interfere. Luther was wrong because for his success the princes became involved and stay involved. The inquiry on Luther is started in Rome and he will not go, following the orders of Fredrick and they will proceed towards excommunications. In 1519, the process will take up to the end of 1520 when Luther is expelled after the imperial election, when proceedings are launched against Luther, he will become very provocative. At the time of the Avignon papacy he says that’s when it collapsed. After the election, Luther is in hot water in terms of being a doctor of the church; he is safe in vittenburg, Fredric protecting him.
1. Luther published more and more, gaining widespread support In Germany. Some of those who welcomed him as a champion are backing away. A lot of churchmen are realizing that they do not want to split with Rome but at the same time he finds secular support with the princes.
2. Important developments: Fredrick the wise, after the election write to the emperor in Spain, a massive revote goes on in Spain in the communes, important to Spanish history (might have been the moment when Spain could’ve had a bourgeois revolution) he writes to Charles and tells him that during the electoral campaigns, u promised that u wouldn’t make decisions about Germany unless u come to Germany and met them the lectors got that promise that he cant do a thing for Germany without finding out from the Germans before. Now Frederick writes to Charles and reminds him. Once Luther is excommunicated, you will be asked to arrest him and execute him because the church does not kill or punish. Fredrick warns Charles that Luther has not yet had his say; he is asking him not to ask even if Luther is excommunicated before listening to him. In 1520 when Luther is excommunicated
3. Luther wilt el the nobles that if a reform of the church is evident and the hierarchy blocks it because of the interest of the families, it is not only right but necessary that the Christian princes force that reform on the church. Luther would say that the state must intervene when the Christian message is blocked by a problem in the church. Luther seems to be saying that the nobility can protect the church and right away the princes of Germany will see that if they follow Luther they might be in control and that’s what they want. 


Luther will be kidnapped, Fredrick would ask the men not to tell him where he is but Luther would after come back to vittenburg because radicalists would take over and he would do it against Fredrick’s okay. He will show how much he disapproves of radicalism; he will do so in the clothing of an Augustinian canon. He will show his conservative side as well. He issued and appeal for the council. 
A catholic priest, Munzer, would also support Luther’s ideas, when he dies in the peasant’s revolt he is fighting for agriculture change. As far s the rest of peasants go, Luther is sympathetic but orders them to put down their arms, when they don’t he will publish the document read in class. The massacre will be carried out

During Luther’s disappearance, he grew a beard and pretended to be part of the nobility. He would write theological papers, and at one point, many will start noticing his true identity. Scholars like Thomas Muntzer started working on the idea that maybe we could realize an ideal divine kingdom on earth, but Luther won’t be associated with that idea. He returns to Vittenburg dressed as an Augustinian canon. Whatever Luther says about being not political he knows that if his movement becomes radical Fredrick will not support it. He realizes that having a rupture with Rome is not enough, he will have to reconstruct? Many churches. Luther is horrified that non-university students will start teaching religion. Luther does not belief in popular preachers, so he will start setting up a church. But during his absence Fried got together with other nobles and decided that if the emperor comes for Luther they can resist. He will help Luther complete the rupture of Luther with Rome within 3 years. God hates Same structure, same building churches like before. Most Germans will conform to whatever happens. The Reichstag condemned Luther and then he left with some of his followers. A future parliament will condemn the Lutherans. The protests of the pro-Lutheran against the pro-imperials, the word protestant is born from that. 1555 – decisions will get force of law in every German territory the prince will decide the religion for everybody and u either conform or leave. Either Lutheran or catholic, and after, Calvinist. You can go to whatever state. The emperor will remain catholic but the prince can now decide the religion of his territory. 
France will start practicing religious tolerance at first. 

Lutheran churches:
Structure is not much different, communion in both kinds, Lutherans refused the idea that the clergy is special; it’s just an occupation like any other. Holy moments or spaces go against the protestant thought; only God is powerful so every moment is powerful. It’s heresy to ask God for a miracle, heretics! Protestants don’t like sacraments. Communion and baptism. Baptism will cause some problems because all Christians are big on baptism but at what moment?
People will start reading more and more the Bible, suggesting that the baptism is a decision from an adult. Jesus was 27-30 years old when baptized. Governments look at baptism as something that unifies baptism and are horrified when the debate about age comes in. Everywhere, ‘Anabaptist’ anti-child-baptism, they will start getting persecuted Geneva 1525 by drowning on chairs. They take their religion seriously and they will even take up arms in the 1530. They’ll go pacifist after by cooperating with governments and living abroad in Asia for example. Some people need tenants and many of them will make tenants, pacifists. Switzerland mainly German speaking, some Italian and French. It’s a federation of sovereign cantons not including Geneva. Very dynamic but much smaller than the low country cities. Local artisan industries, there people like Zwingli, around the time Luther is breaking with Rome, is also a scholar, had an MA, started being critical of the papacy, then had a position of public priest. He started reading out and commenting on passages of the Bible. He took 1 book of the New Testament and went through it, from beginning to end. He was the first to do that and the church in Zurich was packed because it was just so new. They were all eager to know what was in the New Testament. Some preachers and laymen start noticing, 1522, in Zurich, there was always tension because the church was controlled by a --- in basil?? Some people started eating meat now, Zwingli started defending those people. When Luther sets up a church in Germany, Zwingli has also made a rupture with the church. Luther rejected Catholicism that was contradicted by the New Testament while the Swiss will reject all notions of Catholicism not supported by the New Testament. Because it was an urban movement, it will be based entirely by the word. The Swiss movement is based on written text and that’s how they go much further. 
Calvin never liked Zwingli and did not like his writing but the 2 are close in their approach of religion. 
Christian the 2nd was the king of the unified monarchy (united by queen Margret) and the king lived and acting in Denmark. The Swedish started noticing how outsider it would be a revolt. Christian called for discussion with the nobility and had all the Swedish massacred. Pope Leo the 10 came down in favor with Christian. Vasa started a war with king Christian. Bugenhagen started looking at Sweden as----- The house of Vasa takes control on Sweden gradually and they’re in debts to German merchants. They start preparing a really good army, Swedish troops become unbeatable even against huge odds. The Lutheran Swedish troops believe that only God will decide when they will die. The political situation: they will break with Rome and set up Lutheran churches tied with the Swedish monarchy. All of Scandinavia has gone Lutheran and no other place after that. 

Henry is king and Arthur dies right before his father. Henry 7th was preparing a coalition with Spain and the alliance with Catherine de Aragon. But they talk it over with Pope Julius the 2nd and think of marrying Henry 5th with Catherine. The marriage with Arthur is annulled and therefor Henry is allowed to marry her. As he starts to age and Catherine as well, he starts worrying about the future of the dynasty because he only has a son. But even though in England you’re not obliged, BUT the only sovereign queen had been Empress Matilda, she kept the title, her cousin Stephen revolted and left very bad press, immoral feminine rule. So henry is worried that his daughter Mary will have the same situation. The Tutors got the crown in York and Lancaster. So Henry will start wondering why God did not reward him with a son. The pope’s couldn’t help Henry because a lot of wars were breaking. Crypto Lutherans Like Thomas Cromwell, an ancestor of Oliver Cromwell. He is a lawyer politician close to Henry and one of those Crypto protestants encourage henry to seek a solution to his marriage: ask the archbishop of Canterbury to annul your marriage. Henry still has his doubts, so he will proceed step by step through parliament and will tie the landowners who control parliament with them. Henry will have the decisions of archbishop crandber, his marriage is annulled, and Catherine goes to the nunnery. He will go through 5 marriages and finally have his son Edward the 6th. He counts on public opinion. Henry will order that all books should be translated in English and not Latin. The English are catholic, English catholic not Roman Catholic. Henry, 1549, dead as Christian English catholic. He hands his son to a protestant, so Edward declares England protestant in 1549. The most militant and radical. After Edward dies, Mary is on the thrown. She’s Spanish Catholic (different than the English Catholicism because extremely hierarchical). 1555: she wants to restore Catholicism but she has a number of handicaps. One, in danger for her life when henry has the rupture with Rome and the militants around him pushed him to execute her, he would have wanted her to marry an English Catholic, for the longest time she wanted to become an old maid, all of a sudden she’s queen of England. The most desirable woman in the world. She’s looking for a husband, she reaches out to the relatives, the Hapsburgs, Charles sends word and tells her to marry his son, Philipp of Spain. Mary marries Philipp of Spain, big mistake. Under her reign, England will go badly in the wars of that family. Philipp liked her and respected her, Philipp can’t do it anymore. He abandoned her and looks after his business in Spain and the Netherlands. She has problems with the papacy now, she wants Catholicism restored. But what about all the lands Henry sold off to the parliamentary? A restoration of Catholicism is seen to be coming. But the restoration will not work. Mary comes out of this with a Bloody Mary nickname, a bad reputation and an age of repression is born. History will only reinforce that prejudice after. 
After her death, her half sister Elizabeth is pushed to publicly confess her Catholicism. English law says that you cannot have the throne if you’re not the legitimate offspring of the royal couple. Mary was the legitimate queen of England; Elizabeth was the child of the king and his mistress. So Elizabeth can’t be catholic and queen at the same time. She was politically very powerful. She didn’t declare herself catholic but became queen.


She’s conservative, she’s going to set up a protestant church and not a radical church, the closest to Catholicism she can have. It’s the Anglican Church. That won’t be protestant enough for some, so it’s the moment the reign of Elizabeth when people will start calling themselves puritans demanding an end to the catholic structure. The puritans can be considered Calvinists. But many people won’t take the name of Calvinist, still practicing it (neo-crypto). Calvin is a religious fanatic. He is however misrepresented; he has a moral hole on many, 
Guillaume Farel in Geneva. 

Much more militant than the Lutheran, The religion of Calvin is elitist. Opposed to the roman catholic church. It’s the council of elders that conquers and determine church policy. Then at the county level, delegates are sent to discuss. Then you’ll get a national council where delegates, responsible to the local churches, will determine the policy. No ecclesiastical hierarchy.  It’s only the leading citizens dominating the elders, or bourgeois. Calvin is not a warm loving man but he leads the most democratic religion. The Calvinists are a minority, but they did not worry because of the elitist set of thinking. Calvin believes in pre-destination. Luther more, but he didn’t stress it as much: you’re slaves to your own passions, think what you want. The Calvinists are haunted by it, according to Max Weber, this plays out to favor the development of capitalism. Calvin believes in private property but he argues that all occupations are good in the eyes of God. So all trades are equal. So the only signs to be chosen is in the honest success in your work, an honest trade will lead you to be in a good minority. Weber says that if only the leading businessmen are concerned that’s a sign of capitalism! Wealth that is spent wherever is wrong for them. The capitalists under Catholicism bought their way into the nobility, capitalism is there but is not so strong. 
This has nothing to do with Marx, Weber looked at mentality and Marx looked at economics. He did not refute or support him; cold war mentality and only that set Weber against him.

Geneva forms preachers under Calvinism. John Knox. Queen Mary Stewart of Scotland. After various events, she is thrown out. She goes into protective custody and gets executed. She left behind her child with James, James the 6th of Scotland. He will be brought up protestant and the monarchy will be Calvinist. He will succeed also Elizabeth 1st and will become James the first of England at the same time. In the low countries, there will be a revolt of the duch nobels and the dutch merchants. All 17 provinces of the Netherlands will rise up to Philip of spain, during that 80 years war, the Dutch will win their independence, and along the way the Calvinist church will not surrender, Calvinism will become the religion of a goof % of the population. Prince William will convert to Calvinism as well, the 7th northern provinces will be Calvinist and break free, setting up the Dutch republic. In both cases Scotland and the Netherlands the Calvinist church must make compromises with leading

War is always the justification. The beginning of travel and votages of the Portuguese and Spanish lands. 
Columbus, originally faithful to the Portuguese empire, he also sailed for Spain. He knew he wasen’t in Asia when he arrived to the Americas but he was convinced that it was a new road to Asia at least. Could pass 3 to 6 months without seeing land, so whatever Columbus did, was not super spectacular compared to other sailors. Nobody;s been around Africa since 500 B.C some Phoenicians. Point around Africa were Portuguese bases. 
Portugal was a fishing country so they have maritime experience and will come forward overtime with some inventions from the east (making ships more maneuverable, using the triangular sail). In the Mediterranean a lot of harbors are hard to access, the triangular sail will allow them to move against the wind etc. 
Portugal has the technical means, with the compass, the astrolabe (through the Muslim world), maps start to get produced, charts as well. Everything is ready for an expansion but they need more than the technical readiness, they also need the will to do it, majorly political needs. Ceuta was a Moroccan city, its hereditary governor running it as a monarchy and is usually at war with Spain. New dynasty in Portugal, Avisa, John the Ist or JOAO the first. 
The portugese know the price of spices in Europe. If they could get around Africa they can get to the sources of the spices and it’s easy once you get around Africa. They’ll get buy the Italians and Muslims who make the price higher. They will reduce the price by 95%! The Portuguese will do that and get to Indonesia. 
All of Europe is suffering from a lack in bullion. Europe is still behind China (no paper money).  They have to rely on the Gold then, getting it from mines south of Timbuktu.  The Portuguese will use the cooperative Muslims for services when needed, bringin in the best theoreticians with their trading captains, putting theory in place to expedy. Prince Henry is 3rd in line to the throne, he will finance all of these voyages. Having religious positions, he gets money and puts all of it into exploration. A small fleet of Portuguese head south. Scurvy is a major problem too.  1427 will send his best captain to get behind  with  Gil Eaens getting beyond Bojador?? Overtime, the Portuguese will learn that the fastest way was to go by the coast of Brazil, having good winds, fresh water, and continue, saving months of travel. 
1488 before Diaz gets back to Portugal , getting to the south of Africa. 

Once the Portuguese got around Cape of good Hope, they informed Christopher Columbus that they could go east by going east: they’ve gotten around Africa. Chris then finds the king of Aragon and queen of Castille to sponsor him and let him travel. The Portuguese make money off sugar canes? Just after 1460 private enterprises take over. 
Columbus was an expert in publicity and spreads the news of ‘reaching Asia’ before getting back. 
What are they doing in Mexico and Peru? DRAMATIC EFFECT ON EUROPEEAN CAPITALISM.

Vasco de Gamma: does not get a good welcome to Calicut where he got 1000 miles from where they usually go.  They have canons, fire power on their ships. After that, Cabral will bring a larger fleet and convince the rulers to use it. 
 



Arriving in the Indian ocean, the Portuguese announce to the world that they anybody trading here needs a lisence from the king of Portugal. They even make them pay for the license! Portuguese just want to establish trading basis, an area in which their subjects are under the laws of port. Not the land law. Ex, in the 15th century, even in Africa travelers and traders need to respect Portuguese law. 1440 they reach Indonesia, set up bases in mlasia. They will get japan into the worldwide system of trade and COMMUNICATION, the silk road got us there but never was it used to news.  
When the kingdoms of spain become united, 60 years later, king philipp of spain becomes also king of Portugal, Under his reign, all of the Portuguese and Spanish parts in the Americas are united. 
Dynamic for Africa is getting estructivem because portugese ppl have the arms and can attack. You’re gonna have to keep supplying them with slaves = Europe is distrucive to Africa, driving it backwars (scissor effect).
When the English, French, and dutch intervene it gets worse. 


In the Americas:

Free booting, working out of cuba, they will set out to attack and concquer Mexico. Mexico city was larger than anything in Europe also better administered. It’s a well established empire. They don’t work metals and don’t have the wheel. How can 100 or so spagnards concquer them?
Cruel, brave and naïve civilization, when the spagnards will start a civil war in the inca empire, the indian pop. Will be shoscked that they didn’t keep their promise, killed the emperor.  
There’s fire arms that will give you an advantage. 
The American civilization have intergroup trading but little movement and contact. Population of the am. 100 million when the Europeans got there, then it’s going to    drop to a million and a half or 2 million. 

In mexico and peru they discover silver mines. Neither spain or Portugal was in position to be running that wolr dtrade empire. The Portuguese will not use Lisbon as a center for exchange but use Antwerp (beligium today) it will become northern Europe’s biggest port.  After the north gets independent, the travels will stop to Antwerp. 
With spain, they first came as concquerers and pillage the land, but quickly they will take over admisinistrating the large American cities they find there. For the gold, silver and potatoes, Europeans will be bringing goods to exchange. Spain is underdeveloped, not enough goods produced in spain to keep trade going. They will have to buy their goods in the loew countires, England and north western france. + Charles and philipp of spain will constantly fight massive wars. 
Northest Europe still dominates trade, and soon China will re assert its place, lost somewhere around 1800. 


Europe gets its omination from arms + holding the trade. 

Development of printing:

Around 1455 , in Germany,. By 1100 europeans are making paper and in China as well. Printing was just reinvented in Europe. It might have been known from before surely, Marco Polo getting to asia got a good report from there and would have known. Johann 1450?? 
1455, a guy who’s been working on printing pulls it off, Gutenberg. 
Schoeffer will be known as a very important printer. Gut invents mobile characters, a series of metal letters produced, 40-50.  He also brings the text down onto the page : THE PRESS. He didn’t invent it, the romans of antiquity did. The wine press. Gutenberg thought of adapting it to the printing technique.
Th inik becomes thicker as well under him, oil painting. The basic use of oil, thicker than water, makes ink thicker and prints better. All of this gets done around 1455.  Paris lyon and venice will adapt it, later going to London. London was never a center of education etc but printing yes

The development of printing

A regular mail system (starting in the 17th century) across Europe is non-existent at the time. Local printing either. The news is printed in pamphlets but it’s not regular. Places of public discussion are inspired by ‘agora’, cafés linked virtually by the press. It will get bigger and not limit itself to a public speaking place like before but throughout the whole country. For example, it played a role in the witch persecutions. Up to the French revolution there will be developments in illustration but not major changes in technologies of printing (metal) and that until the IR. (1814 the times of London first press). 

The family

Changes during the modern period. 
In the West:
The evolution to the nuclear family, not getting many generations living together. Overtime, the nuclear family ties Europe’s economic situation with the population situation because the age of marriage is becoming more rigidly controlled by economic situations. Marriage gets delayed and not dependent on the extended family so more tied to the economic situation. Demographic family reconstitutions keep records. This too is an age where the power of the father is strong and reinforced. The women also know a real role, especially in the French revolution, but the radicals will send them back to the household, worst period was the first half of the 19th century, only breaking into the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th. For children, child disease will stay a problem also childbirth. 
? Responsible parenthood and prostitution? They’re denied access to jobs and to keep their children alive.



From the 16th to the 17th century: 17th century economically is not a good time (a crises), now it’s more said to be a stagnation. In Spain, about 11 million at the beginning of the 17th and 9 at then end, some overseas but the population is dropping still. Spain has a bad century. France as well will fight with them ‘who will dominate Europe?’ Spain will lose and 11 years of continuation, 1659, France is still stronger and Spain no longer known as strong = defeat is catastrophic and will only recover in the 20th century under Franco. Spain was one of the most important military powers but will go down. For France, the population and the economy is still quite the same, progress in commerce but Louis the 14th’s war are catastrophic. 2 exceptions: the Dutch Republic and England: making money out of others troubles. The Dutch are transport experts and will help their economy on the 17th based on trade. A bit later the English, bigger, will replace them in the second half of the 17th. Occasionally crisis, a couple of exceptions, not a very good century in all. Not bad for everybody: when the 30 year war emerged in the beginning it’s horrific for Europe the German started it and when it’s almost over it got out of their control when spains Dutch intervene they will keep it going despite the Germans. Over a decade do actually end it, in the meantime, the French and Spanish will fight their wars in Germany and it rages on. So 1 massive destructive, 1648-49, France and Spain will eventually survive revolutions inside their countries. When that’s over, Louis 14th will find himself the strongest ruler in Europe, fighting a list of wars and will not win any, most of Europe will gang up to him. Always a tendency in Europe when one power is too strong the others tends to oppose them. 
William of orange will bring England against the French.
War is a massive problem in the 17th, costs go through the roof, the countries can’t afford it. France is in constant revolt in each province but it does not spread to all the provinces because it stays regional.

Taxes are up: they build a big army. Snowball of absolutism: more tax money more oldier more soldiers more tax money. We’re building up power in all major kingdom. In France, the estates will meet in1614 but nothing is accomplished, the nobles and delegates did not function very well. 
In france, end of 16th, the prot kinf henry the 4th converted to catholisism but instituted limited tolerance for protestants in france. Louis the 14th will stop that and try and make it completely catholic, catastrophic effect on French production because Protestantism is rooted in the artisan classes (who will leave). 
Regalism in the 17th all around the person of the King, the Prince Soleil Louis 14. 

Here will be a couple of ruptures.


Antiabsolutism:
· Dutch, it came out from their revolt against king phillip (religiou and political reasons) he and the netherlnds tried to introduce the catholic reformation in the trading Netherlands. Provokes revoltes for 80 years. 7 provinces of the dutch republic hold all the power and govern the Netherlands. Stateholder in times of war, the military governor can govern without consulting him. The house of orange reinforces its powers and in 1814 manage to convert it into a royal throne. The netherlnds becomes a monarchy under their house. 
· The English case is different: the new tudor dynastiy lived a change and English propaganda will develop the idea that the queen saved England from philipp the 2nd.  Gotten itself close to Protestantism, and already in the 16 century the parliament is playing a major rule. The house of stewart, son of mary queen of scot, james the 6th of Scotland becomes james the 1st of England. He used to struggle in Scotland with the aristocracy but does not work out in England. The importantce of the parliament and gentry in England, he will rule till 1635 and is always in trouble with the parliament, cutting his requests. Duke of Buckingham will be his advisor and take over after his death. Creates an alliance in spain, him and james’ oldest (Charles) son will go to spain, unknown to the public. 1625 Charles ocmes to the thrown, he marries a French princesse and has a sister from the disciple of the prime minister of Louis 13th. Henriette Marie . The duke stays his royal favor, marries a woman and stays his advisor. The parliament is not happy and Charles fail to keep control: right to collect customs, gives the king independent spending from taxation, obligatory in England! Parliament intended to send a message, testing for Charles 3 years.  He will then govern, desperate for money since the par. Not lending him. Parliament constantly attacking Buckingham. Charles replaces him by: St.Strafford (a physician, Charles makes him governor of Ireland, stripping the irish parliament (English in riish) acts like a tyrant and prepares absolutism), Archbishop Laud, of canterburry (he believes that the church should uphold total power), the Queen herself (she shares a good romantic and poltical relationship with him). 
The king will then take care o the country without the help of parliament. The petition of right will make him stop summoning parliament. 10 years no parliament, it’s legal and its called at the will of the king. 
Charles’s sis Elizabeth is living in exile in England.

Newspaper by 1619 we get papers translated and the English are starting to have their own papers, talking about the 30 year war. Charles bans newspapers after that. 


The event with the 3 prisonners and how the king handeled it. Charles shows himself strict. Money is still a problem though, his 3 friends adivse him to take a taxe that already exists and develop it into something big : SHIP MONEY a taxe in England that did not depend on parliament. 
John Pym: questioning about how legal it was to practice this taxation and It will be voted as legal: Charles abolished absolutism in England, got taxation through royal decree and courts, ignoring parliaments. 
Charles goes after Scotland, introducing Laud’s reforms into the Scottish Calvinists but they will rebell against papacy and the introduction of catholisicm. They don’t like bishops playing a big role, or the religious ceremony. The clergymen has become more worthy than you : catholisicm. The idea of the clergy as an intermediate between u and god. The scots revolte and send an arm force against their king, they will cross the border and just sit there. They did not go to London and provoke the king, they just sat there sending letters.

Several everyday press in England.strafford and laud will be arrested and executed by parliament, considering itself as a law court and finalise it. A first stage in blocking absolutism! Then the parliamentary forces divide and put in plates limits to the king’s power, and a majority that wants to stop, believing the problems are the court of the star chamber and executing Stafford and laud. 
Charles will make a political comeback, he believed that Ireland will revolt. The king and the parliament want to crush the revolt, and they will need an army. 

Communications go through the capital of London. Charles falls back to oxford and within a few months, it leads to civil war between Charles and parliament. This war will be nul, neither side can win, but after a few years radicals take over, purging parliaments of the moderists, Cromwell and company will reform the army. His idea was that they’re lacking the spirit to win, they don’t need the king with them or against them because God was behind them helping. 



Development of the civil war. 1649: radical developments in the army, 2 groups, the levelers and the diggers will start talking about modern democracy, one man, one vote. Every man should vote for the English parliament. They also say that every man should have property. The diggers even seized some terres and set up a communal farming system but Cromwell is against it. He’s a member of the gentry and has property, he is somebody and has no intention of having the agricultural system ruined. 1650 england becomes a republic. The theaters and all the hwore houses are closed down in the name of religion. This is not socialism but working towards a liberal system, a military dictatorship. He thought of re-creating a monarchy but the army was divided and no one unifies he English. 1659, a general dearing civil war, declares for the son o fhcarles, Charles the 2nd if we can work with him. Parliament hasn’t met in a while eiher and they’re re convened and give the crown to charle in 1660 and for 25 yeas England will go through a smooth period. Once Charles dies, he had neglected the queen and had no inheritor on his death the crown goes to his catholic brother. James the second will demand tolerance for all along with the Anglican church. How do we get rid of james the second because the association of catholism and absolutism is bad. He has no sense of politics, a soldier, and then when he dies the thrown will go to his daughters. Mary is on the throne after, William of orange,is only a prince in the netherland and wanted to be king of England, he invades England and the army was blocked by the winds and the last day before leaving the wind changed and sailed to England. James leaves and William and mary are in London, just a questoni of negociations about the throne, they sign a bill of rights guaranteeing the parliament rights and Habeas Corpus: you cant be arrested and only rrested if it’s a specific accusation. When William and mary sign it, no absolutism in England from now on. Because of weak rulers after no one sets it aside. England is now a constitutional monarchy.

Absolutism still reigns except in the Netherlands and in England. Some political opposition here and there. Newspapers in France spread, slight liberalization of society. En. In the second half of the 18th century will enforce that: perio of economic progress, relatively good time, with a few exceptions (agricultural workers are not better off), but most other trades are better off (except for the Dutch that aren’t doing that good) but generally speaking. The English had a headstrart, economic growth around the time of 1660s. The rest of Europe 60 years later. Edgy English. 
Living longer, less disease, less rapid deaths, purchasing power will go up slightly in the 18th century. Not consumer society, but still well off. Ships are a bit faster than the 16th century. One major development is suspension for wheeled vehicles, more comfortable travel in the late 17th century, even travels from one city to another, beginnings of mass transport in cities. Everything remains roughly traditional; a new thing is the beginning of a transformation in production that will be felt outside of England in the 19th century. The English economy is freer than others but the industrial revolution has nothing to do with it. English banks are well developed but don’t play a big role in the IR, textiles and cotton trade is very protected of an industry. In a free economy but well protected.
We now break the cycle that’s been here since we’ve started around 3000 B.C since written records, same pattern: population grows, until a level of population with regards to the capacity of the society to cloth and feed them, overtime the crisis occurs, weather or shortage, a catastrophe.  The population of England takes off and the IR changes everything, much larger population can now be supported. 
Why did it occur?

Occurs only in England in our period, and the next time, in 1830s is Belgium. 60 years of head to every other country. They’re already established and proceed slowly because no one is a competition. They will take 60-50 years to get from the first experiments to a working system of industry. In the second half of the 18th, the profits of the country was very low so people will put in their capital in something more profitable, 1 or 2%. Investments in land also growing because it’s still there and it is safer. But nonetheless, profits were low so some of the capital went to the IR. The initial capital investment is low because the machinery is not expensive, it will bring back profits. You’re going to need the banks + states, with banks playing an Indirect role, not direct. The English case is unique.
Good times overall, economically, development of a market everywhere, good transport and is improving in the 18th. In England, they’re also investing in toll rolls. This goes to maintaining the roads. Canals are being dug; there are tolls but much better communication. England has also excellent shipping, the commercialized economy is good. The port cities are important but they’re not the ones who get industrialized. The general textile trade, especially wool in England, but it’s difficult to mechanize. The techniques will get complex on cotton and other animal fibers, but cotton will be the branch the most transformed but not really important in India. The more important is the Indian cotton not English. The idea of freedom of commerce is very limited, only English are profiting. Maybe internal freedom of market but not with other countries (Irish). The cotton industry is developing, people looking for other clothing materials (wool), warm clothes for the cold winter is cotton: the demand is there starting in the 1740s = growing industry. It’s well protected, even though it’s not the best. Spinning and weaving, then the work of finishing and printing. What we’re studying here limits itself to spinning and weaving: not making clothing, but producing the cloth. We’re talking about the transformation of cotton spinning, from the old method of the wheel process to the industrial process. Who thought of it? No one, a number of people will work on the blockage of the production of the cotton clothing the 18th. The blockage is an accident, in the textiles; overtime there is a break in the equilibrium by Kay, inventing a machine called the flying shuttle. He set out to inventing it, but not for a good reason. Kay was a weaver; he wanted to solve the problem of the size of cloth produced before. Before the weaver could only do it as big as he was (2 hands) but Kay invented a sliding machine, but didn’t change the nature of the industry. But the unanticipated consequence was that the weavers now work faster! At first, it’s not a problem: 1730 demand has not taken off, but by the 1740s, greater PP orders for cotton are going up, the weavers are getting out of work because they don’t have enough thread. The equilibrium was broken; by 1750s this is being a problem. So associations of the merchants of cotton will start talking about a prize to someone that comes off with a solution where the spinners will start producing faster. This is where it starts, consciousness of the problem and all men will work about it. James Hargreaves will come up with a first invention, the Spinning Jenny. He’s a good artisan, and it was rather than attaching 1 thread to a wheel, he attached 6. That simple technique will not cost much more and nothing is really changing, but some will push until 20 threads: it does not completely solve the problem because the cloth will be less resistant. The industry of the manufacturers will get a break, James sold a few machines and many could copy the machine, they do and the industry profits a lot. This was a first resolution.
Few years later, Mr. Arkwright: born capitalist. He sets out and marries a wealthy widow. He has ambitions, tours the countryside, pays peasant girls to take their hair and produces wigs. Production is getting bigger and hears about the problem in the cotton trade. Hears there’s money to be made and hears about entrepreneurs who built a large manufacturing workshop in the silk trade. And that worked well. So Arkwright will notice that they don’t need silk, no point in mechanizing it, but why not use the techniques: hires a Swiss watch maker, a good technician, and they will use the technique for where the demand will make it profitable, not silk. They study the factory and it works, expensive but get with partners: build the Arkwright Water-Frame. A bigger machine, can’t work it by hand. So they would rent an old grain mill and use waterpower: the water wheel made it work. 1769: they start producing a thread. Getting the strong thread faster and the quality of the thread make competition jealous. Arkwright is willing to teach others but is charging a lot for others to use it. But when someone discovers the story, they take Arkwright to court because he ‘copied’. In the end he is guilty, lost the machine, and anyone can copy it. It’s largely a wooden machine, can’t fit in home, needs bigger power to function (water power). Crompton will combine the water frame and the Jenny into one machine in the end of the 1770s, he called it a Mule. He then hesitates, copyright it? But he tests it and produced a very good thread. Competition is jealous, but doesn’t tell. He is offered a life long pension to give in, he tells him doesn’t get anything but everyone now knows it. But in the end he gets the pension. Still limited to waterpower though.  The steam engine.


[Where did steam power come from? The Greeks invented it, but no greater use for it. After Rome it vanishes. 17th century England, they develop iron and coalmines. Ground water becomes a problem. Intelligent English men in 17th century work on pumping water out, and by the end of the 17th century they do discover it, Newcomen discovers it and creates the Newcomen machine, very expensive, badly designed. But in the 1760 we get an advance in steam power, by the 1770s it’s used when the demonstrator at the University of Glasgow (the only one taking technology seriously at the time) is concerned with technology and asked James Watt to repair their steam engine that day. He was shocked at the inefficiency of design, and will very quickly decide that it should have 2 chambers instead of one. The problem of water and vapor, the use of fuel will be better. The steam engine has got to be metal to resist the heat. We talk about a moving piston in the vacuum chamber, not sure that they can make it. Metal on metal? We don’t have a good iron in England. They will eventually get it done, Watt meets with the great metal worker and entrepreneur James Wilkinson, will get it done. Watt and Boulton and Wilkinson get the steam machine working. The textile workers want the machine and Watts will first say ‘No’, wanted to keep control over the process, but will eventually rent it to people. HE will ask for a percentage of the gains they will get. Also No for the cotton industry, Watt, the genius, did not know what the overall dynamic was. Watt knew that cotton production went up, sold more, so even if and when his machine worked, how could he make gains with 0 profits from the cotton industry? Boulton will talk to him and Watt does give away. The steam engine is so far a piston, but when running a factory you need circular movement. It will take months for the conversion and he only does it after. 
Once he has done that, the textile trade will now move from the rural grain mills and rivers and set up factories wherever there’s cheap labor available.]

The price goes through the floor now. New markets are now opened up; the secret of industrialization if you make less per unit sold but you sell so many more units. The hand weavers and spinner try to keep competing but the speed is going up. But they can’t make their living anymore and only the technology will be able to do it. The saturated market continued to develop and the English will realize that they’re stumbling in the IR. 
Neff argues that none of this was new; advances in textile industries in Italy had been a first IR. Or like the silk company. But the IR is about investment; instead of circulating capital now what’s important is fixed investment and capital. Investment in equipment is new. Starting to get mass-produced beer even. 
But this is the first time that investment in the means of production, or the machines, has become the dominant factor. Neff is wrong by saying the opposite, this is new. Now the technology will improve, spinning different kinds of thread too is developing. The metallurgical industry is now better; also machine building is being transformed. Textiles, metallurgical trades and industrial engineering are all being transformed with the steam engine.
For some reason, Watt does not want to make the steam engine bigger, so when he dies they do that. The lighting system wasn’t good enough so only in the 1820s will the gas lamp be developed to allow work to go night and day. The initial factories are just buildings with little machines, so it will take time to develop full and good lighting. 
By the 1820s, the whole system is in place. It will also be the revolution in railway transport too. 

Why does nobody compete? Only visible in the 1890s, when outsiders notice how the nature becomes, black and polluted, factories growing fast. IT will become socially visible; Europe will get into the revolutions and wars of Napoleon. No one is taking risks at this time; radical shifts in investment are not good at that time. Even after the fall of Napoleon, a depression is put in place. The English are unique and are blessed with their unique IR.
Overall it’s a very positive thing, bringing us our comfortable life style of today. Also there are things such as pollution, but it’s not directly linked (develop on ecological problems but there are more benefits.) But it wasn’t like this before, during the IR, work is a lot, days are longer and women will replace men with children too in the textiles. As you get to the end of the day, accidents occur too. Little liability for the owners too. The working conditions are difficult for a while too, noise, pollution, heat and what not. Housing conditions also just as bad, diseases. Working 6 days a week, 13 hours of work, but cows milk and opium is a good mix. But many problems will come up; a German company will sell cough medicine, Heroine. Invented by Baer. Conditions are rough, but it will be reformed: it will take liberals to forget freedom of s, e… to want and achieve progress. To improve all of these conditions, you will need to limit economic freedom. Smith, a pre-I thinker, persuaded that the invisible hand would solve everything.  State intervention is needed for progress at this point, taxes and government intervention. 
 A new disease, cholera, spreading in the water, in the 19th century. The wells and sources are infected, you can bring in water only in piping: very costly. When you realize that the taxation is needed from this, you realize that you should avoid the extremes (communism nor no government role is good). Best aspects of both will bring us the progress of the 19th century.
Nonetheless, the IR came about like this, specific small improvements. 




Enlightenment in 18th century:

The IR gives optimism to the intellectuals of the 18th century. They’re basing this on science of the 17th century. Intellectual and economic progress is present. England is very rich, France, larger and less rich, they all combined greater liberty. Censorship is leaving and liberty is coming along nicely with improvement: the enlightenment. IT’s like a return of the renaissance humanism. They are not praying, they’re not trying to liv holier lives but it is human-centered. But it’s not the same, it’s now quite elitist but it aims to improve the lot of everybody. The renaissance were only interested in the elites in the city, but now everybody. They’re very paternalist and are not democrats, but want the best for all. The emphasis on science is also new, no longer has any major thinker really taking white magic seriously. They’re looking for the science of society: sociology. Unfortunately, we call them philosophers but they’re really just intellectuals. Think of Voltaire, writes and what not, is not a philosopher, not a systematic thinker, but they prefer pragmatic reforms. They consider systems tyrannical. In this 18th century, they’re engaged thinkers, they want reform in society, not revolutionary. But people like Voltaire become stars in society. These people are comfortable in society, they don’t want to abolish the society of right now (18th) they just want to improve everybody’s condition.
What do they want to do with sociology? Overcome the handicaps and problems of years of superstition and ignorance dominating society: they want to overcome prejudice and superstition. They don’t respect tradition, they question everything, Kant really came up with the slogan ‘Dare to know’ ‘Question everything’, the King, the church, any doctrine, look at it and judge it by reason. What does it do for us? Or for the majority? They’re inspired by Pierre Bail? too. Liberate yourself from ignorance and superstition and blocking our development. 
How do we do it?
Education is the awnser! Rousseau, wrote a novel about education, got the people talking. But the enl. Is a naïve age, not asking themselves ‘Who educates the educated’. All education is ideology. We all have out ideological prejudices, good to be reflective but there’s no such thing as a neutral education. At that time it was considered neutral, so it was the key and initially it was a very optimist age. Overtime there will be problems, society didn’t improve as quickly as wanted. In the 1750s, the Encyclopedie de didertot et dalembert gets in troube with religious authorities. It gave lines for Jesus and pages for the Heretics, it also did not say he was the son of God. The government of france wanted the encyclopedie out, helped businessmen but got them in trouble with the church. Finally, when gov needed money from the church, they gave way and told them that it would withdraw the encyc’s permission to publish. Malesherbes weites a letter for Diderot to warn him and get it done and hide it. He tells him that he needs weeks, but he said ‘send it to me!’ and the police are never gonna search my basement! (good friend). So the encyc goes on publishing, changing the place to claiming its produced in switzerland. But the church comes back, saying they wanted it stopped, but they say it’s smuggeled from outside. IT’s still produced in Paris, not legally, but fell into the grey zone of tacid permission. The government won’t allow it but it’s still going on. It slowed down the work and quality, so Diderot became sole editor and major writer since others dropped out. His own carreer suffered because of all the work to write it. So it does get out, but  is still being blunted as a project, and it gets enl thinkers worried. They become aware of the resistants to their ideas. 
Then anaccidental and unexcpected event threw a damper on their excpecations, the Lisbon earthquake. The thinkers love to think that Man had mastered nature bcs food is more available, like its domesticated, 1755 it’s a disaster. They were a long way from mastering nature. That sets off a wave of pessimism. Rousseau poses the question of ‘what if it isn’t this or that mistake that’s the problem but what if it’s the whole process that is wrong?’. So he kills off the optismism of most, b the 1760s, the ppll are still asking the same questions but they’re a bit lost, no confidence like before. Instead, 1789, the beginning of a transformation in france will come up and they will say that that’s the solution! ::::: the French revolution. They will rally to it, Condorset and Lavoisier. It was an attempt to realize the best thoughts of the enl thinkers.
Before that, in terms of politics, they had no plan. They just wanted improvement, maybe by reinforving the power of the king? Or limit the power of the king? So opposite political conclusions! But the movement is unified for enli through education for all. Geneva, where the social contract is censored, the middle classes are furious bcs of that, they refuse to vote anyone into office: constitutional problem. It was the forst time ppl quote rousseau in a political crisis!! Voltaire will jump in and said that these ppl are a minority, no one is speaking for them, inhabitants rights! This exposed rousseau as a less radical self. 
The American revolution also, where americsn colonists rebelled and developed a slogan ‘no taxation without representation’ but they just dnot want to be taxed by the british government. The french’s role in the American revolution is important. It made the british realize that reconquest is not worth it. It got them some support.
The last revolution, 1780s a dutch moevemetn, against the british for the americans, they do badly though, blame William the 5th of orange to sabotage it, groups of republicans (patriots) organize a renewal of the rebulic, armed. In 1787 prussia intervenes militarily, England giving financial support and did not want to see William chased away. The French were allied with the dutch but couldn’t mobilise its troops, so the Prussians come in and end it fast. The crown heads of urope will not tolerate enlg theories to be applied and will step in to stop them. This is 2 years before the French revolution! The republicans that were shut down by the Prussians, will go to france and ally themselves and join the French revolution.

Enl thinkers question everything and under certain curicnmances will become revolutionary even if they guy that said it first is not truly a revolutionary. They are both revolutionnaires and also not. Eve of the most radical revolution, goes further than the English revolution, envolving altl the French and set up modern democracy. Giving us the cotrine, rights of man and citizen, becomes humans rights that’s still important today.
