a. Moralizing literature, and painted his head goal. Satirizing the Romanized dribble they have. Quote from pages. 
14. How is Tom’s courage and basic honesty established?  How does he feel about his status as a “hero?”  Ch. 23-24, 452-456.
a. Hero because he has saved Muff Potter. But faces dread because Injun Joe is out there.
15. How does Mark Twain make Tom’s and Huck’s treasure hunting spellbinding? Chapter 25 to Chapter 28, 457-468.
a. Going back to the superstitions, reappearance of Injun Joe. All the suspense is around these three characters .
16. Injun Joe’s villainy is made darker in his attempt at revenge on the Widow Douglas in Ch. 29, 468-472. How? What is revealed about Huck’s character in Ch. 29-30, 472-477?
a. Made more villians because he is doing things to take stuff out on. Just wants to be bad for the sake of it. No real reason. Huck is shown as a man of honor as well. 
17. What does being lost in the cave bring out in the characters of Becky and Tom in Ch.  31-32, 477-483?
a. Their relationship comes together. Their feelings become more real than what they were at the beginning. He changes, feels bad on how he got her into this situation. 
18. What does the town’s reaction to the dreadful circumstance of Injun Joe’s death reveal about them in Ch. 33, 484-485?
19. Describe Huck Finn’s character and his role in Tom’s adventures.  How does Tom’s wooing Huck to respectability at the end both honour and lessen Huck in Ch. 35, 491-493?
20. Describe what “glory” is for Tom and for his friends in this book.  How is Tom a real hero? 
a. His glory is his adventures, this all came from his treasure hunts. The greater glory is the continuous adventures, he is a real hero because he is selfless. He feels so bad for Muff Potter he breaks the oath. Lets Becky stay behind to search in the dangerous caves.

MARTYR –a person who voluntarily suffers death as the penalty of witnessing to and refusing to renounce a religion.
--a person who sacrifices something of great value esp. life itself for the sake of principle
Tom has been unjustly punished for breaking a sugar bowl.  Again he is enjoying the feeling of a martyr over a trifling incident.  And he knows his Aunt Polly is sorry for punishing him unjustly. This martyrdom is “got up” emotion as well p. 440.  This incident readies the reader for the melancholy mood of the lovesick swain episode p. 441.

The strangling hero. Tom has been deluged with water

HERO—a man of great strength and courage favored by the gods and in part descended from them, often regarded as a half-god.
--any person especially a man admired for courage, nobility, or exploits
--a man admired for qualities or achievements and regarded as an ideal or model.
--the central character in a work with whom the reader is supposed to sympathize

Tom may be a true hero in this incident, but he becomes one later on in the novel in real life-death situations.

1. What does the ordinary and the extraordinary observer see in Anne (1116-1119)[Ch. 2, 920-923]?  How does her reaction to the drive home and through the Avenue illustrate her character?
2. Matthew wants to keep Anne.  What power of persuasion does he use?  Why is he a “kindred spirit” (1128)[Ch. 4, 932]?
3. Anne’s prayer is touching and funny.  But why does Marilla make it her Christian duty to raise this waif who is “next door to perfect heathen” (1138)[Ch. 7, 942]?
4. What does Marilla’s bringing up of Anne consist of?  How does her sense of humour mitigate her severity? What do you think of Matthew’s getting his oar in once in a while (1148-9)[Ch. 10, 952]?
5. What is the effect of Anne’s apology to Mrs. Lynde on a) Mrs. Lynde herself b) on Anne c) on Marilla (1150-52)[Ch.10, 953-55]?
6. What is at the heart of the power of this scene—the incident at school “Carrots! Carrots!” and the slate (1170-71)[Ch.15, 972-974]?
7. What is established about Anne presence of mind and her character is a crisis e.g. Minnie May’s bout with croup (1188)[Ch. 18, 988-989]?
8. Montgomery is famous for her landscape descriptions.  What about her indoor landscapes?  What is she evoking in the description of Anne’s room and Marilla’s headache (1198)[Ch. 20, 998-999]?
a. Her imagination and giving life to the room. i.e. when your young and you imagine things.  Her imagination has coloured the room. It has an aura- they want it to stay this way. Advocation of Marilla’s personality. Cleanliness is next to godliness.  Landscapes to give the personality of the characters- background of the people. 
9. Matthew is friend, father, and knight.  How is this evident in he episode of the puffed sleeves (1215-1220)[Ch. 25, 1014-1020]?
a. She is less beautiful than the other girls. Friend- always there for her; to talk to her. Father- thinks of her as his own. Knight- saves her from being dressed differently, comes to her rescue. Loves anne so much, tries to figure out what is different about her than other girls. Smoking clears his mind and he realizes it is the puff sleeves. 
10. Anne’s romantic imagination gets her into trouble.  How?  Discuss the Haunted Wood (1200) and the Unfortunate Lily Maid (1229-1233) [Ch, 28, 1027-1032].  Why is Matthew wise in telling Anne to keep a little of her romance (1233)[1032]?
a. On the surface she is scared herself. Her imagination gets her lost. It is a practical time but she gets caught up in her romances. If she gave this up she wouldn’t be anne anymore. He wants her to conform some but doesn’t want her to loose her wonderment. 
11. Anne’s “mistakes” (some mentioned on 1233, Ch. 28, 1031-1032) make readers both laugh at her and love her even more.  Discuss.
a. They’re faults about her, but makes the reader able to relate to her. You will laugh at her but you know how it feels. The mistakes make her human. 
12. Discuss some of Anne’s other “kindred spirits”[Ch. 19, 957]. What does the term come to mean?  What does it reveal about Anne’s influence over others?
a. Matthew and Diana are the kindred spirits—it is a positive relationship were they feel comfortable with each other. The bond is there, once this happens there is a blooming of lightness in the other person. Makes people remember how it was when they were young. They are inspired by her optimism. 
13. The end and the beginning of a chapter in Anne’s life—Matthew’s pride in her and his death. How is it moving (1268-9[Ch. 37, 1064-1068]?
a. Anne realizes that Matthew is getting older—she feels bad because she wasn’t that boy that he wanted. She never gets the chance to say goodbye to him. The moment that kills him is finding out that they are loosing the farm. There are times when you don’t get that chance to say what you want to, to someone you love. 
14. The bend in the road.  What does the relationship between Anne and Gilbert Blythe foretell about Anne’s future (1274-7)[Ch. 38, 1070-1072]?
a. They have been enemies—they become closers friends. There is something like between Anne and Marilla. They are also kindred spirits. Regrets not forgiving. Deep down she begins to really care for him—gilbert gives up the school for him. Bend in the road—optimism. The symbol for the decisions she has made in the end. 
15. How does Marilia’s early romance and quarrel with Gilbert’s father foreshadow Anne’s promise of happiness (1272)[end of Ch. 37, 1068]?

The traditional novel of a girl growing up.
The characters in he nurturing are originals. 
A traditional novel. 
It blends romanticism and realism together. 
Highlights Anne’s optimism. 
Messenger of optimism and sunshine. 
Readers often see things different than what authors intend. 
It can mean to anticipate the best possible outcome – also can have a religious meaning. Having a optimistic over emphasis on the goodness of human—people who believe in pre-destination. Over optimistic on the goodness of humanity
Anne makes optimism real and true, she has  no pain, suffering, and anxiety. She tries to see good in others and inspire them out of them. She thinks the best even in terrible situations—realistic and courageous. 
“well that is another hope gone…” She comforts herself by telling the truth in a romantic way—this she finds comforting. She is sure they meant to be good to her
child justify the neglect and possible abuse that may have occurred to her
she can see peoples lives from their point of view—can understand other people. 
She came her as a wise women. 
Attempts to justify that they were right and perhaps she deserved it. 
True optimism.—to not grow small, vindictive, bitter. 
Anne is brought up with a strictness to wifeivery, making sure Anne is not in vain. She does not show her love to Anne. – not till she is old that she tells Anne she loves her. This upbringing is between two people Marillia and Matthew. 
If it had been Matthew—he would have been worried and spoiled her. So true, clear and natural. She can be didactic without pointing a finger. Anne improves in health and happiness. PEI accepts her happily. – All this things are quirks. 
She becomes a favor with many people. 
She tries to fulfill Marillas practical side. She is being “cured” of her mistakes. But indeed these are not her mistakes. 
Don’t give up your romance Anne. 
She will not let failure keep her down. Anne is skeptical about predestination. 
Very deep theology construction. – Very deep comment about what is wrong with predestination. She is a girl that tells what is true in her heart and spirit. This truth is damming. 
Sense of hope and lightness. 
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Beatrix Potter

Coraline is the real thing, a great novel. 
Opening a door unlocked is such a fantastic journey. 
Seems hardly written at all—the language is as intense as poetry. 
Some of the great books were written out of love for particular children. 
This book is about the terrors of another world.
In a horrible way this story is true—all that Coraline thinks she wants. A door that usually leads nowhere. 
It calls into play not just our sight but also touch. 
A little bit like her that is like peter rabbit—curious and curiouser. 
She opens the door because she is bored with her parents, end of summer blues, new place with no one to play with,
Her parents are busying working and have no time for her. 
They tell her to run along
Her dad makes recipes so she feeds herself from the freezer of the empty fridge.
They get her boring clothes for school 
Does she do it mostly because she is proud and is an explorer. (She tells this to all the adults she meets in the real world) 
Curiosity is at the heart of an explorer. – She does something naughty, she takes the key and opens up the doorway. But it is nothing like she thought, sinister, grey, fogging and just nasty. Another world is what it is, it begins and ends at her house.
Coraline is cursed after opening this door. She is wanted by the “other mother”. It turns out to be a dreadful nightmare world. 
She tolerates a lot from the other inhabitants. The mice warn her not to go through the door. The tea leaves warn her as well. None of this deters her. The stone with a hole to give her some safety. The car urges her to keep it with her
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Technology is part of the plot—jack niven cellphone 
Tank’s cellphone—Blink having it keeps jack niven at bay
Blink reads newspapers and watches TV 
Lives on the street, teenager who’s step dad beats him

Gets involved with Merlin and his gang--- she believes she deserve them (pg 139). She is clever, quick, alert, can act descivley, works with caution. Big sense of guilt—feels like she deserves all this suffering. Lack of self-respect. Brent never believes she murders someone. Guns are her panic, but she must wield one to save Brent. She is threating him with the thing she is most terrified about.

Once upon a time is meant to transport us into a different world, a world full of magic. All these things suggest where you are going, a secondary world. When a bed time story is told imagine a child with a grandparent sitting in a rocking chair. On TV we are also expose to fairytales—stories by Hans Christian Andersen. The coldness in the golden compass—need myths from the fairytales to write successful books. 
The real stories, anne of green gables she really is an ugly duckling.
Fairytales have something adult novels do not generally have. They live happily ever after. 
They have everything—they are the parables of the people. They offer hope, they challenge us. 
Tolkien on Fairy Stories talks about fairytales. They have been related to the nursery. 
Fairy isn’t like tinker bell, fairy is a realm. Fairytales are essential to us. They take us to a secondary world. Secondary world is another word for fantasy. Fantasy is created by an author- a sub creator. Metaphor for creation
Discovery is seeing things as we are meant to see them. To clean our windows—the drab things we see being cleaned. We have to be taken to a secondary world in order to come back and see what is really meaningful. Tree, lighting, earth, starts. 
Fantasy
Recovery
Escape
Escape from the ugliness of man made things. Escape includes the satisfaction of old longings. To fly to swim to the bottom of the see. The absence of separation between man and beast. The interconnectedness of the world, fairytales let us look at what is important. 
Consolation 
Fairytales give readers and we need. Consolation is the happily ever after, and it gives us joy so important it is like grief. He likeness it to the joy of redemption. He was a catholic and the resurrection of Christ.
Eucatastrophe- happily ever after 
The four are the building blocks on why we need to know fairy stories. While he is doing this he elevates the writer to sub creator. 
His list of fairytales include lord of the rings, the hobbit, golden compass. They all take us to another place and give us a clear view on how important love is. 
Literally we are offered escape and the interconnectedness of the world. It is important not to forget that we are animals and we are naturally connected to them. 
Perrault’s tales relate to the French court of 1666. He adds to the old tales passed down orally. Riches, styles, beautiful objects, beautiful services, the magic, the bit of humor 
There are often morals tacked onto these stories. 
Secrets, adventure (in Tolkien’s essays this is another element he makes a great deal about). 
Perrault’s works compared to Grimms are light, sunny and witty. Puss and boots catering to the court (trickster, take off from the smart cats), Sleeping Beauty (magic hedge), Blue Beard (haunting tale, guilt) 
Grimm Brothers—scholars, working on dictionary, collecting fairytales, our versions are edited so children can enjoy them—generally they are gory, violent and viscous. Actually like poetry—female jealously. Jealously is devouring. Snow white and the Seven Dwarves—the innocence, temptation, love. Frog prince—keeping promises even when they are horrible. Princess is forced to keep the frog, when she does this he turns into a fantastic prince. Hansel and Gretel—the horrid that adults can be towards children, the witch in the woods, the gingerbread house. Hungry child’s dream and terrible deception. Beauty and the Beast—shorter version of an old novel. Remarkable for the wealth of the old world, melchoney, must leave them to take the place of her father. Sad secret on part of the beast. 
Many fairytales have this animal bride motif. The conflict in any young person who has to leave one home for another. The conflict when they fall in love with an ugly person.
These fairytales are full of archetypes. The archetypal figures walk through the works we have studied. 
Hans Christian Andersen—religious melconhy. He himself was lonely. He never fit in anywhere. Gorgeous fantasy worlds—social satire (ugly duckling) All his story ring with the love and the understanding of the poor. Snow queen (Kay and Gerta, old women and her garden, robber girl). The great paradox. Ariel: the sea witch, tongue cut out—hopes she will get a soul. Andersen invites the young readers in by telling them to be good or bad. 
Tolkien is calling happily ever after a necessity. But in the little mermaid this does not happy. Ugly duckling is about finding yourself, social satire, different points of view of rooted creatures 
Alice in Wonderland: Put her in a curious world and make sure she is fine. If you can see what happens down there as an imaginative experience then it is light and comic but if you think that it is real. Its not a fairy story for Tolkien because everyone knows it is a dream—but they all forget it is a dream and wonderland really exists. 
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
