The State and Crime
· The state is an institution that claims the exclusive right to exercise force in a given territory through the use of the police and armed forces
· Monarchy: transfers power from generation to generation within a single family. Earlier monarchies were absolute. Modern ones are generally constitutional
· Democracy: generally is representative rather than fully participatory. Affluent industrial societies tend to be democracies
· Authoritarianism: is a political system that denies popular participation in government
· Ex: North Korea, Cuba
· Totalitarianism: is a political system that extensively regulates people’s lives
· Ex: Nazi Germany, China by repressing reproductive rights, Canada drug laws and suicide illegal and can’t communicate having sex for money, Muslim countries force women to hide their bodies, US and China have death penalty 
·  Vagrancy Laws: William Chambliss—church, black plague and crusades led to the laws being made
· Many men off on crusades and died. Significant amount of people died from plague. 14th century England the church took care of the poordidn’t want to anymore, pushed them out
· If you are able bodied and found on the Kings land (wherever he could see) and weren’t working for someone elsecharged with vagrancy. Had to work for someone or go to prisonleads to class conflict
· The Vagrancy Laws constituted an abundance of cheap labour to England’s ruling elite, during a period when serfdom was breaking down and the pool of labour was depleting
· Vagrancy Laws also used: --Olympics to remove bums from Vancouver to clean up the streets  --no street hockey in the streets   --no loitering  --curfews  --prostitution
Criminal Law in Canada:
· British common law is major source of law in Canada
· Under BNA Act (1867) only federal government can make criminal law
· Police of Canada Act (1868)
· Criminal Code of Canada (1892)
· Uneven development of law enforcement across Canada
Classification of Law
Summary Offences
· Minor or petty offences (loitering)
· 6 month limitation on prosecution...heard in provincial court...max fine 2 000 max sentence 6 months in jail
Indictable Offences
· Serious offences (murder)
· No limit on prosecution...preliminary hearing...may allow for jury trial...may be heard in higher courts...higher penalties (2 years or more)
Functions of Criminal Law
· Providing social control
· Discouraging revenge...discourages an eye for an eye
· Expressing public opinion and morality
· Deterring criminal behaviour –Deterrence Theory
· Specific deterrence—commits murder, we put them in jail. Can no longer do harm
· General deterrence—hear of someone being punished from doing a crime, you don’t do it because you’re scared
· Maintaining social order
The State, Drugs and the Law
· Criminalization: refers to the current status in Canada where manufacturing, distribution, sale, and use of certain drugs are illegal
· Legalization: to legalizing manufacture, distribution, sale, and use of currently prohibited substances. Propositions range from regulated sale and places of use (as is done with alcohol) to no regulation, putting full responsibility on the individualfree for all
· Decriminalization: the elimination or substantial reduction of penalties for possession of drugs for personal use (i.e no intent to sell or distribute). The manufacture, distribution, and sale of these same drugs would still be illegal
· Harm reduction: refers to attempts at reducing the harm (physical, psychological and social) associated with drug use. Generally, under this view, drug use is most properly a health issue and should be handled within the medical, not the penal, community
· Who Used Opiates 1880-1890s (OPIUM=HEROIN)60% were females, average age was 40, educated and from the upper/middle class, and more likely to be white....legal at the time and cheap to import. Used for menopause for symptoms
Narcotics Legislation
· Optium Act of 1908
· Origins with Mackenzie King Deputy Labour Minister—Anti-Asiatic Riot 1907Payment of Compensationfinds that opium is easy to purchaseracial conflict
· RACIAL CONFLICT + CULTURAL STEREOTYPES = DRUG ACTS
· Another view: Asians cheap labourdiffuses the growing power of unionsAsians paid ½ of what whites were paidgambles and smoked opium which was legal but immoralconstruction expansion overno need for excess labour forcecauses labour unrest
· Shift in User. “The law would serve to socially construct a criminal pathology. The greater severity of punishment naturally led to increased business risk, risks that were passed on to the consumer in the form of high prices. The...addict became quite literally an individual who had to steal to support a craving. The legal creation of false scarcity was socially responsible for the self-fulfilling assertion—the...addict as lowly predator”something becomes illegal, you would pay a lot of money to use it or have it
· Lack of political advocacy by the medical and scientific community on behalf of the drug users
· Vocal, racist, and politically powerful moral reform movementculminates in Tempest Movement, Prohibition of Alcohol
· International diplomacy relating to China
· Specifically in the U.S: an effort by the medical profession to gain control of prescribing powersdoctors today treated with prestige and given status, used to be everyday folk. Turned occupation into a profession, why they didn’t advocate for it
Political Crimes
· May be defined as the use of force, terror, violence, fraud, deception, economic pressure, bribery, or blackmail to create, maintain, or enhance the power, interests or ideology of a group, organization, or institution to the detriment or destruction or rival groups, often causing fear in and victimization of innocent people
· Groups exist that commit them that do not belong to the State
· Crimes against the state
· Treason/riots/assassination
· Rosa Parks (refused to go to back of bus) /Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. (started Civil Rights Movement with Rosa Parks)...personal issue that was a public trouble. 
· She broke a law therefore committing a crime.. but the law was a crime itself
· Crimes by the state
· Human rights violations
· Concentration camps
· Internment camps—Japanese and Italians during WWII in Canada. Started in Great Britain
· Crimes against other groups
· Hate Crime—KKK
