· Read twice in the next 100 days at House of Commonsapproved by committee3rd reading from House of Commons, approvedSenate, approved by majority of Conservative senatorsGovernor Generalimplemented
· Last next 5 years...potentially another 5 if re-elected
· Dale McFee—CACP supports the bill.  Give sense of empowerment to victims of terrorism. Let offenders know they will be punished for things they do.  
· Provides appropriate consequences...community safety is everyone’s business
· Irvin Waller—International Organization for Victim Assistance—enhance services to international standards
· Alberta has leading crime-reduction strategy in North America
· Saskatchewan, last month, endorsed similar strategy....needs to be made federal
· Sheldon Kennedy—Respect Group Inc—longer sentences for sex offenders and removal of pardons
· Alcohol, drug dependency, suicidetrying to live with sexual assault by victims
· Toughens sentences for child sex offenses—90 day minimum sentence to 1 year. Maximum remain at 10 years
· Rehabilitation rate for pedophiles very low—keep them off the street for as long as possible
· Don’t have enough punishment...particularly for sexual predators. 3 times offended, become a dangerous offender, and life in jail
· Saw: Professional, police chief......academic, professor.....victimgenerally what you see
· Debate around it is: do we want to punish offenders more severely, or do we want to prevent it from happening by putting money into prevention that would be in prison construction?
· People caught in this: Aboriginal men and women, mentally ill, etc.
Crime Reduction Board for Canada
· A permanent and high level federal office:
· Sustaining efforts to prevent crime and bring services and rights for victims of crime to international standards
· Providing leadership for a national strategy across the federal government, with the Provinces and municipalities
· Sharing successful best practices;
· Developing national standards;
· Monitoring achievements and sharing this information with the public
· 3% of offenders will be convicted, let alone “hit hard”—this legislation will not change it
· 1 in 4 women in this class will be involved in forcible rape before they graduate—this legislation will not change it
· 440, 000 crimes known to the police—this legislation will not change it
· Won’t make places safer—schools, works, communities, streets—Crime Reduction Board WOULD
· Can’t reduce crime without spending a CRAP TON of money
· Minister of Public Safety wants to stand up for crime---don’t have action plan, not sharing best practices
1. Shift focus from offenders to victims
· Too many victims of crime with unacceptable costs and consequences—on average, each year in a Canadian city of 100,000 persons
· 6,000 adults will be victims of assault
· 1,600 victims of sexual assault, and
· 1,800 victims of thefts from or of cars

· “Dont be that Guy” campaign
· The combination of all interpersonal crime will cost victims $245 million
· Police services will cost $35 million out of local taxes and correctional services will cost $9 million for correctionsgood if you work for them, bad if you’re paying taxes
· Crime since 1999-2009, crime is remaining constant
· Only 30% of victims report to the police
· Cost of crime$83 billionServices, health care, victims (5,000 per rape)
· Property taxes going up steadily in last 15 years....less money for recreation (ones that are more likely to be involved in crime)
· Bring down number of victims, make sure additional money isn’t going into policing
· B.C. not building provincial prisons
· Duplo, first in Ontario--$600 million faculty. 2-cell unit. 1600 cells... bring them up by train
2. Safe Streets and Communities Act
· Punish sexual predators with minimum penalties....90 days1 year...protect children from sexual predators. NO. Ones who have them that happens to call the police (unlikely)
· Works on premise of “beyond a reasonable doubt”....difficult to get conviction, no other witnesses. Can get away with it because not in public
· Drug Crime Act—drug dealers carry handguns because don’t trust police to get the guy who is going to kill you
· Will get some petty, front-level people, who don’t have information to give police.....the girls who are mules don’t have the info
· Protect from young offenders—instead of treating young offenders as people we need to change, use deterrents and sanctioning against them
· House arrest—remove it
· Offender accountability—can’t be released without rehabilitation programs
· Eliminating pardons—going to cost more, allow people to lie about their conviction
· Transfer of offenders—can be incarcerated in another country. Stop bringing these people back who are dangerous
· Justice for victims of terrorism—allow people to be sued who are responsible for terrorist acts
· Human trafficking—only punishment
· Bar Associationwasting youth by only putting them in prison, can learn through bail period.
· His criticism: nothing to do with safe streets
3. What would make a difference?
· World Health Organization—The Evidence--focused on violence. Prevent violence—focus on early childhood, parenting strategies. Focus on alcohol (rape & assault drug). Get them away and out of gangs. Deal with access to guns (outlaw handguns, but can’t get them off them). Importance of “Gendering” girl doesn’t talk to police/helpful person when raped (change way police respond, talk to a woman, etc.)
· Focus on risk factors proven in scientific studies of child development
· www.crimesolutions.gov proven programs ...how to stop sexual assault, car theft, etc.
· Not on cyber-bullying or human trafficking
· Fourth R: Relationships—compulsory school curriculum program tested in London....measured sexual assault and bullying. Trains boys, particularly, how to avoid physical bullying and violent relationships. Teach girls that you don’t have to give into and when to say no
· Reading, wRiting, aRithmitic--------THREE R’S
· Crime Prevention Ottawa taught 100 teachers in Ottawa to use this—not paid by Ministry of Education
· Pre-crime prevention—SNAP, Youth Inclusion programs, Mentoring, Quantum opportunities, Life Skills Training, Perry Preschool program, Nurse Home visitation, Triple P (positive parenting program), roots of empathy, Olweus bullying prevention program, Communities that care
· Winnipeg auto theft suppression strategy
· Crime Prevention Ottawa—committee implementing Fourth R....turned around Vanier
· Reduce victimization—one dollar prevention equals seven dollars for mass incarceration
· Alberta has leading crime reduction and community safety strategy in North America, strengthened enforcement and corrections
· $1 billion in prevention to avoid $40 billion in harm to victims
· Invest in youth in the community instead of behind bars-youth inclusion programs, city wide violence reduction strategies
· Invest in changing attitudes of tolerance to active engagement and protection—changing youth relationships, positive parenting, etc
· Reduce pain of victims of crime and violence. Prisons are a reaction not a solution
· Investing as much in proven violence prevention as in new prisons would
· $1 billion for prevention to control escalating costs of police and prisonsinvesting the equivalent of 5% of expenditures on criminal justice in risk focused prevention (social, situational and problem oriented policing)
· Fewer victims= fewer 911 calls
· Lead Now—mobilized awareness campaigns coast-to-coast and got people our age to go out and votefocus on causes of crime instead of paying endlessly for the consequences. Comit to restorative justice and preventing crimes to meet victim’s needs and help community heal...establish an independent commission of diverse citizens and experts to create a 21st century Canadian justice plan

· Pro Bill C-10want punishment, because very angry with offenders (want close to “an eye for an eye”, want them to hurt)
· CRIME RATES ARE NOT GOING DOWN
· Homicides in Prairies at record levels this year
· Irvin Waller books------Less Law More Order....Rights for Victims of Crime.....
· Victim Fine Surcharge--%15 percent of fine—gov. Going to increase it....goes to victim services
· Canada one of lowest per capita police officer ratios in the world...increase, 60,000-70,000...
· 2/3 police in all of Canada responding to 911 calls...most cases solve themselves, just fill out the form and person pleads guilty
· Get off 911 system and into partnerships with communities where they can work with things like drug dealing and street robberies and prostitution
· $12 billion in policing—doubled—prevention went down
· Put money into targeted prevention instead of police—outreach to people who are more apt to commit crime
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
