    basic purpose of criminal justice is to protect all members of society including offender, from serious harmful conduct
    basic purpose more interference with the freedom of individuals than is necessary

3. modified smith principles

    criminal law should preserve the public order and protect citizens from injuries 
    law should not be based on fiction but on scientific fact
    its wrong to maintain laws that are not enforced or are unforceable
    laws must not be uncertain and made possible for people to know if acts are prohibited or not
    law should punish for guilty mind  

cost of over criminalization

    criminal law can serve as protective tariff
    might attract people to try illegal things
