You should be able to answer these in about half a page.  Each question is worth 5 pts and you must answer all of them
1. Drawing on lecture materials and the information in your textbook, what are the three hypotheses concerning the peopling of the Americas?  Provide evidence in support of and against each hypothesis.
2. Who is Kennewick Man?  Where was he found and what dates are associated with his remains?  Why were his remains so controversial and what has the most recent analysis confirmed about him? 
3. What can you say about the evolution of stone tool technology, from the first stone tools in the archaeological record through to tools made by Anatomically Modern Humans?  Make sure you include the names of specific hominins and the names of their associated technology.
4. What is the Kula Exchange? What kind of exchange is it and how does it operate?  Which people practice the Kula exchange and what is the name of the Anthropologist who documented it?
5. Clark analyzed the distribution of flint axes that were exchanged during the early Neolithic.  What technique did he use to determine this?  What kind of exchange does Clark argue was used in their distribution?  What were the social and economic implications for the development of bronze technology in Britain? Refer to the documentary we watched in class, as well as the textbook and class notes to answer this question.
6. Describe ii.  What were the first domesticates?  What was added to these plants and when?  There are specific archaeological cultures associated with this period in North American prehistory.  What are they called and what are the key attributes of each? 
7. What kind of evidence do archaeologists think is indicative of abstract thought, or
