Athena

Aphrodite

Helen

 

Death in childbirth was 1/3

Women could be as young as 14 and men 30. They could be uncles, cousins, and women were the property of the men. They were expected to produce heirs.

Women were expected to stay at home.

Fetching water gave women a chance to socialize.

Religious festivals gave them another chance to socialize.

 

Women and Festivals

-Eleusianian Mysteries (Demeter)

-Panathenaia (Athena)

-Thesmophoria (Demeter) – fall festival when the crops were planted. Women would camp out for 3 days. On the 2nd day they fasted, and the 3rd they retrieved objects that had been buried earlier in the year and they had associations with fertility (deceased piglets and clay models of penises) 

+Aristophanes – the playwright may it the subject of one of his comedies.

-Brauronia (Artemis) – Took place in Attica. It was a coming of age for girls before marriage.

 

Men dominated all aspects to life.

 

Infancy

-Exposure – leaving a newborn sick infant outside the city to die (sick or deformed). Sometimes could be raised as a slave.

-Amphidromia -  Father would take the baby and parade the baby around the hearth and name them there

Boys were good – they planned the funerals and they were a form of old age pension.

-Children were weaned at 3.

Anthesteria

-Most resembles Halloween

-3 years olds were given wine jugs to show they were weaned and could drink very watered down wine instead of milk

 

Father of Medicine

-Hippokrates of Kos

-Modern medical vocab is nearly entirely Greek

-He separated healing from religion

 

Asklepios

-Son of Apollo (omphalos)

-God of healing

-Unusual birth – his mother cheated on Apollo so she was incinerated and he handed the baby over to the centaur to be raised and he taught him how to heal.

-Had 2 daughters – Hygieia and Panacea

-Said to have raised the dead with Gorgon blood (controversial as to who it was) and the blood was given to him by Athena. Blood came from Medusa who was killed by Perseus

-He was a hero who became a god.

 

Healing in the Asklepieion

-Incubation in the abaton (sleepover where the patients had a dream, often when Asklepios visited them in the form of a snake)

-Snakes and dogs – snake shed their skin and snakes and dogs both have curing properties (dogs mainly for wounds which were the most common)

-PG. 161 – they are dedications by patients who have been cured. Offering of silver or god casting of whatever was healed. Eye diseases were most often times cured.

Epidauros has a strange round building with a fancy floor. One interpretation is that is where the sacred snakes were kept for healing.

Pergamon – Two circular building, one is where the patients would sleep over. It had a small theater, while Epidauros had a bigger theatre.

-Had tunnels with holes in the roof. Priests would sprinkle power on their head when they paraded through the tunnels

VERY Early Education

-Parents were primary educators

-Women taught daughters how to manage the household and making textiles

 

Women’s Work – Making Textiles

-Peplos

-Chiton

-Himation

-Girls were rarely taught to read and write, but schools for girls did exist

-Solon’s legislation: fathers must teach their sons a trade (most of them were farmer, but a lot of them were not.

-There was no law that you needed to go to school. If you did, you did not go until about 7.

-Tuition was cheap and the discipline was severe (physical punishment)

-They learned reading, writing, arithmetic, and music (lyre, kithara, diaulos, aulos)

-Reading was done aloud (no silent reading) and all the words were run together and there was no separation

-Poems of Homer were learned by the schoolboys because it showed them how to act like heroes (defend their polis in the way a hero would) and had to memorize long passages.

-Writing – it was too expensive to use anything other than the wax. Parchment was too expensive

-Arithmetic  - was simple, commerce was not big

-Music was very important in early education – used to accompany Homer recitation, and military (marching to the flute)

 

Plato – an uneducated man is one who lacks chorus training

-Phalanx – PG. 114

Gymnasium (gymnos): Palastra

Hermes & Herakels

-Strigil – before working you would cover yourself in olive oil so the dirt clung to it and after you would use the strigil to scrape it off.

The gods of the gymnasium = Hermes and Herakles

They were exercise centres and social centres

 

Direct Democracy Requires

-Good public speaking technique to persuade (ekklasia, Heliaia

-Rhetoric

-Sophost (‘wise men’) – set up schools where rhetoric was taught to make them good democratic citizens (undermind the old social values) but it was not ethic

-Protagoras – credited as the first sophist 

-Socrates as a Sophist?

+Aristophanes – play writer 

+1st true Greek philosopher

+Used the Socratic method to get people to think for themselves – using questions and answers to figure things out

+Impiety and corrupting the youth – Socrates was condemned to drink hemlock

 

Plato

-Socratic dialogues

-Laws

-Founded a school called the Academy (first institution of higher learning – specialist teachers and integrated curriculum)

-He thought educating only a few people properly and letting them run things could achieve the ideal polis

-‘The Republic’ & Sicily

 

Aristotle

-Not Athenian by birth but spent most of his life there

-Tutored Alexander the Great for 2 years

-Founded the school called Lyceum

-Systematic Research

-‘Constitutions’

-Combined philosophy and science

 

Diogenes the Cynic

-PG. 139

-Accused of defacing the coinage of the colony so he moved to Athens

-Believed doing what comes naturally was what was right

-Wandered the streets with a lamp looking for an honest person

 

Stoa Poikele: Stoic

Zeno – aristotle called him the inventor of dialectic + pre socratic philosopher in south italy.

 

These people lived in the Classical times of Athens

-Epicurean – highest good is pleasure

-Slave and women were welcomed

 

5th Century Wars

-Persian War (499-479 BCE)

-Peloponnesian War (431 – 404 BCE)

Thucydides- historian 

Xenophon- historian, philosopher 

Aristophanes -play writer 

 

Strategy of Perikles

-Elected general

-Very effective military leader and speaker

-Pay for jury duty

-His strategy was to avoid battle at all costs

-Move all the population of Attica behind the Long Walls (legs of Athens)

-Move the animals across the channel and wait out the Spartan annual invasion (they would go through every spring and destroy all the crops)

 

Sphakteria (Messenia) (where the Peloponnese battle was faught)

-Spartans were forced to surrender or they would starve to death

-Surrendering was the biggest shame

-Lost prestige

-Boost for Athens

-Peace of Nikias – athenian politician 

 

Alcibiades and the Sicilian Expedition

-Thought they could get rich

-Wealthy aristocrat

-Entered 7 chariots in the Olympic games (most ever)

-Good commander (elected several times)

-Once saved Socrates in battle

 

Religious Vandalism

-Herms mutilated

-Slaves were tortured to get in

-Eleusinian Mysteries mocked

-Alcibiades was charged and when he found out he jumped ship and went to Sparta. He then had to leave in the middle of an earthquake after being found in bed with the queen and then he went to Persia

 

Syracuse Quarry

 

Arcaic VS Classical (PG. 176)

-Straight and symmetrical vs an ‘S’ curve (contrapposto – the relaxed stance)

-Proportions – the head is not proportioned to the rest of the body (head is bigger than the torso) while classical has everything taking up 1/8th

-Anatomy – classical was realistc/idealistic while archaic was not

-Expressions – archaic smile vs calm classical

 

Hollow Cat Bronze

-Cheaper than stone

-Hollow cast did not take as long (one year for stone)

-If you mess up on stone statue you had to start over, if bronze messed up, you just replace it

-Easier to handle because it’s light and easier to balance

-Bronze statues were often melted down so they were harder to find

-E.G. à Myron – Diskobolos (Roman copy of Greek bronze) PG. 176. We know it’s a copy because bronze wouldn’t need one, but its marble so it needs a support. It has the calm expression, realistic anatomy, and standard proportions

E.G. à Polykleitos Doryphoros (Roman marble copy of Greek

E.G. à Pheidias: Zeus at Olymipia

E.G. à Praxiteles: 2 marble statues of Aphrodite (PG. 176)

E.G. à Lysippos: Agias (an athlete)

 

Riace Warriors

-PG. 178

-Mostly bronze, but have silver and gold details

 

Halicarnassus: Mausoleum

-Tomb of Mausolus

-PG. 191

-The mausoleum was a result of a contest

-The crusaders wrecked it

-Another 7 wonders of the ancient world

-About as high as Desmaires building (12 stories)

-PG. 169 – columns  - Corinthian order

-Aeolic order – PG. 170 – rarely used and little has been found

 

Corinthian Capital

-Acanthus – weed that grows all over Greece an Asia Minor

 

 

Classical Orders of Architecture: Uses

-Used on public buildings

-Used on Odeions (singing places, like a theatre but its smaller, has a roof, and has a sunken orchestra)

Bouleuteron

-Did not have a roof or stage, and this is where the council prepared

 -rows of seats

Theban Hegemony – 371 -338 BCE -started in leuctra after spartan defeat

 

Macedonia: Pella: pebble mosaics like lion one

-PG. 188

 

Philip II of Macedonia

-PG. 192

-Means “like horses”

 

Philip’s Army

-PG. 115

-They were professionals (they wanted to be there rather than being forced to be there)

-Regularly drilled and wore standard uniforms

-Deeper phalanx – gave it much more pushing power and they were armed with a longer spear (sarissas)

-Cavalry – to a greater extent than previously seen

 

Improved Siege Warfare

-torsion catapult: oxybeles

-Siege tower – helepolis (means city taker)

Philip II Expands Macedonia

-Illyria (married a princess who liked to fight alongside her husband. They taught her daughter how to fight on horseback)

-Epirus (wife become mother of Alexander the Great)

-Thessaly (gained two more wives)

-Delphic amphicteony

 

Battle of Chaironeia (338BCE)

-Ends Theban hegemony

-Sacred Band monument – troop picked soldiers, 150 male lovers. A lion.

Olympia: Philippeion

-Chryselephantine statues of Philip, Alexander and Olympias -gold accent head statues.

 

He was assassinated by a badly treated ex lover. She was killed by guards immediately afterwards.

 

Vergina: Tomb of Philip II? - in vergina, macedonia., -long white entrance.

Alexander’s Inheritance

-Vastly increased kingdom

-Well trained army

-Philip’s plans to invade the Persian Empire

-PG. 194

 

Alexander’s Devine Ancestry

-PG. 163

-Achilles and Hector

-Heracles – travelled to the end of the earth preforming impossible things, and Alexander thought of himself to be doing something similar and wanted people to think of him doing the same thing

-Mother claimed that Zeus had visited her in the form of a snake and that he was the father of Alexander

 

Battle #1: Granicus Rivervs Persian Satraps

-Took 30,000 men

-He won

-The went inland to the Persian capital

Ephesus: temple of Artemis – in turkey

-Burned down the night Alexander was born

Priene: temple of Athena – in ionia (turkey)

-Basileus Alexandros

At Halicarnassus, Alexander

-Restored Queen to throne

-She adopted Alexander

 

The Gordion Know of Midas: “Whoever unites the knot will rule Asia”

 

Battle 2: Issus (333BCE)

-PG. 195

 

Enroute to Egypt: Siege of Tyre

-Fortified city

 

In Egypt

-He becomes pharaoh

-First Alexandria

-Oracle of Zeus Ammon

-Ptolemy: mathematician, astronomer, geographer, astrologer, and poet of a single epigram in the Greek Anthology.

 

Battle 3: Gaugamela (331BCE)

 

Babylon: Ishtar Gate – in iraq, big blue “gate” has an arc.

 

Susa: The Tyrannicides Harmodius and Aristogeiton – prime example of democracy after killing tyrant.

 

Persepolis: Burned in Revenge?

 

Alexander needs to take over Persia but Darius has been killed by one of the governors so he can be king.

 

Alexander and Roxane she is a bactrian princess.

 

Hydeaspes River (Porus)

-Alexander and his cavalry come up against war elephants

-The horses are terrified and the men don’t know what to do or how to deal with them

-They treated them like trees and hit their legs

-Alexander wins the battle but loses his horse (it had been with him since his teenage years) he buries the horse and names a city after it.

 

Roxane and Alexander had a son, but it died in infancy

 

After that he wanted to go further into India. His men did not want to follow him however. They had defeated Persia and mutinied. He tried to bribe them, and scold them, and when it didn’t work he retreated to his tent to sulk.

They went down the Indus, through Gedrosia. It was a desert with little/no water. They thought the ships would come and dig wells but that didn’t work. There were flash floods too. Alexander survived but 1/3rd of his men did not

 

324: Mass Wedding at Susa

-Between Persians and Macedionians

-He married one (or 2) Persian Princesses

-His men married women of Persian nobility

 

Babylon: Death of Alexander

-June 10th, 323 BCE

-Wasn’t from an ex lover or a battle wound

-We don’t know.

-It was rumored he was poisoned

-Or he died from drinking too much

 

Alexander’s Gold Sarcophagus

-PG. 163

-Babylon to Vergina

-Ptolemy

-Siwa (Zeus Ammon) was where he supposedly wanted to be buried instead

 

Alexandria, Egypt: Alexander’s Tomb

 

Alexander Sarcophagus (PG. 181)

-Never held his body

 

Hellenistic Age – 323-30 BCE

-Marked 3rd great expansion of the Greek world

-Hellenization of former Persian Empire (the former Persian empire adopts their ways)

 

Wars of the Successors

Alexander’s generals struggle for control

4 major dynasties emerge (Hereditary Dynasties) 

Many changes take place

 

Changes

Hellenistic monarchs were

-Generals of large, mercenary armies

+Patrons of the arts

+Objects of ruler cults

+Language of administration (Greek: Koine)

 

Kingdom if the Ptolemies = Egypt & Cyrene (323-30BCE)

Ptolemy Soter I (Saviour)

-He wrote the history of Alexander’s campaign

-The capital was Alexandria

 

 

Ptolemy II Philidelphos

-He married his sister

-Shocked the Greek world

-They have bug eyes: sign of intelligence

-Sister was Arsinoe II

-Established a library – papyrus scrolls. It was not open to the public. Only for scholars but not just Greek, all languages

-Library was associated with Mouseion: which was a research center

-The scholars lived there and were funded by the state to research things like anatomy

 

Cleopatra VII of Egypt

-Last Hellenistic monarch

-Only monarch to bother learning the language of her people

-Her death ends that period

 

Changes in Coinage

-Went from mythical gods, to people who were real, but were worshipped as gods

 

Alexandria: Changes in Cities

-Originally established as an island offshore.

-Private housing became larger.

-Fortifications went from mud brick to higher, thicker stone because of Siege towers.

-These Hellenistic cities had palaces as kings ruled them

 

Anexandria: Pharos

(Example of Benefaction)

-Benefaction of a man from the island kenidos

-Tallest Greek structure

 

Changes in Sculpture: use and subject

-PG. 180

-Went from gods to regular people

-Went from calm to whatever mood was needed for the moment

-Changes in proportion and posture (went from unrealistic and simple to proportionate and complex poses [‘S’ curves])

-Changes in expression, size and group (expression was appropriate to what was happening in the scene

 

Kingdom of Attalids: Pergmon (281-133BCE)

-Philetarios was the founder; Attalos: First king

-He was a unic and he funded the city with the treasure on the hill and then passed it on to his nephew

-In 133 the last Attalos died, and he willed his kingdom to his kingdom

 

Pergamon Acropolis

-The funds for the dynasty was kept

-Steep acropolis = unique architecture

-Hanging stoas

 

Athens: Agora: Stoa of Attalos II

-PG. 172 – llong with many window looking spaces.

 

Athens: Stoa of Eumenes II

-Prefabricated in Pergamon – long with tall arches.

 

Pergamon Library consisted of parchment scrolls (animal skin)

The Library at Alexandria consisted of papyrus scrolls (plant fibre)

 

Attalids defeat the Galatians

-Nomadic European tribe

-(“The Dying Gaul” sculpture)

 

Pergamon: Great Alter of Zeus

-The remains of the alter were sent to Berlin

 

Gigantomachy PG. 179

-Twisting body

-Expressions and anatomy

 

Seleukos I Nikator: Kingdon of the Seleucids

-This kingdom was established by Alexander’s general (Seleukos Nikator)

-PG. 197

 

Athens: Olympieion

-PG. 197

-Corinthian order, temple of Zeus

 

Didyma - ionia

-Was in Seleucids

-Kingdom shrank in size over time and became independent

 

Ai Khanoum, Afghanistan

-A Greco-Bactrian city

-Coins of their rulers imitating Alexander with animal heads on their own

 

New Helenistic Gods

-Serapis (healing god)

-Isis (concentration on fertility)

-Tyche (goddess of good luck)

 

Macedionia: Kingdom of the Antigonids (271-167 BCE)

-Antigonus the one-eyed

-Demetrius the Besieger

-They were kings, father and son, in Asia Minor

-Demertius decided he would besiege the island of Rhodes

-Failed and left his equipment behind, and it was turned into one of the 7 wonders

-Colossus of Rhodes

-Ten stories high, made of bronze and took 12 years to build. Only stood for 65 (earthquakes) but the remains were seen for 900 years

-Stood BESIDE the harbor, not over it. That would have been impossible

 

Hellenistic Changes

-Government

-Language

-Coinage

-Cities & Architecture (larger and mix the arc.)

-Sculpture (proportion and posture and expression was more life like)

-Religion (new gods were introduced)
