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Empowering the community

-police can only “do so much”

-reduction/prevention ( empowered communities controlling themselves 

HERBERT Empowering the community through co-production 

-police as a tool 

-law abiders/law breakers blurred- a division between criminal and citizen is not being made 

-active role for citizens

Police empowering the community 

-dominant role for police(community subordinate 

-disorder allowed to flourish 

-crime is imported 

-maintain boundaries between good and evil ( traditional police methods of enforcement ex: ticketing, Ontario streets act 
Why would informal social control increase? 

-still have this top down relationship, police play a dominant role 

3 reasons why broken window policing has become what we conceptualize with contemporary police culture 

Herbert-police characteristic are macho, in vulnerable, courageous, masculine

-still conception of crime fighters 

-police is what we separate us from chaos, last front of defence because there’s so many moral values that anything they do to protect us 

Herbert said: masculine and moral purpose create legitimate coercive force 

Cultural understandings of crime 

HERBERT says this is the mentally 

“Faculty system” 

System too lax 

Rational choice must be deterred 

“Social breakdown” broken informal social controls 

*middle class fearful of invaders 

-these are the people who would buy into broken window theories the most, they would want to use these tactics to protect us from bad people, broken window responds to their fear 

-average person understands crime as a product of a system that is flawed

-system as in CJS

-individuals are not deterred because the system is too lineate 

Politics of crime 

-emergence of “get tough” approaches + 

-delegitimation of social welfare ( “othering” of dangerous classes communities as sites of trouble 

=Herbert would say public attitudes about crime are set by activities those with power, they will reinforce cultural understanding 

-“othering” stigmatized others
-poor/ disadvantaged groups are more structured as dangerous rather then disadvantage 

-segregating the dangerous class from one another, gentrification would occur  

-broken windows can be very discriminatory 

Broken window policing does “work” 

-Herbert says broken window policing “works” meaning that the community gets better how police culture set up how we understand crime and it works for the political climate now 

-works because we still see policing dividing the wanting from the unwanting 

-policing as a segregative mechanism 

-seeks to deter and incapacitate( augments larger criminal justice policies 

-Meshes with politics of gentrification

Doing it better? Corrections in the community 

2 things about corrections 
1.-sentenced to serve your time in the community, community sentence 

2.-once you serve your time in prison, you will be allowed to serve the remainder of your sentence in the community, conditional release from prison, parole

Parole: conditional release from prison 

-individual would best be served in the community, conditional early release can only be effective reintegrated if they have the opportunity to use their skills in the community 

1Crime committed, charged

2Held in custody based on seriousness of crime or release, court date if you don’t show up bench warrant comes to arrest you 

3If your found guilty, either community supervision route, sentenced to probation or conditional sentence, community supervision you work in the community, conditional release is testing out your ability for full parole because you go back to the institution 

Probation 

Imprisonment is conditionally suspended

Supervised in community 

-max probation is 3 years 

-average is 14 months 

-federal stats 

-imprisonment is conditionally suspended, certain amount of control being exercised over you, and incarceration is too punishing and being in a community is going to benefit you more 
General probation conditions (standard form) 

General: standardized form: Ex: Keep the peace and good behaviour 

Specific: particular guidance: specific conditions are imposed on the charge depending on your case stats, ex: no drinking, community service

Fine: reimburse system: conditions monitored and you have to pay up 

Intermediate sanctions 

Split sentences: brief period of time in jail and then a period of probation 

Intermittent sentences: you do jail time on the weekends and in the community during the week, cannot exceed 90 days of incarcerations 

Strengths of intermittent sentence: don’t loose ties in the community 

Conditional sentences 

-imprisonment is imposed but served in the community 

-more restrictive than probation ( punitive and rehabilitative 

-tools( home confinement, electronic monitoring 

-you being out in the community is more preferable, same mandatory conditions probation would but there’s a mandatory appearance of probation officer and cannot leave the country 

Prison as “correctional institution\ 

-medical model of imprisonment ( “clients” are sick rehabilitate to “fix them`` reintegrate into community 

-Treatment model --. Vocational training, therapeutic interventions 

Prison as `correctional institution`

Medical model as repressive--. Coercive 

Does it facilitate real change?
-socially 

-individually 

-new reabilitationism= focussing on the individual
