· these are interplay of focus
· program originated out of gang leaders and tired of being repeadtly incarcerated 
· opk tried to put together a program that tried to include these 3 things 
· - need to appeal to structural forces – how aboriginals are disadvantages
· appeal to cultural forces- aboriginal are kept outside mainstream culture
· appeal to biography forces- look @ individual biography – individuals would have experienced trauma 

Sturcture and Culture Impacting Individual Agency
Colonialism 
· formalized domination (structural)
· removal/replacement of customs, values (cultural)

intergenerational trauma – didn’t have a rlship with parents/grandparents, have some sort of trauma with alcohol abuse, drugs & this just goes on

· threw things such as the Indian act were laws enforcing property ownership that impacted the lives of aboriginal people 
· Indian act continues to marginalize Indian people
· Political control over aboriginal communities is exercised by outsiders ‘white people’ e.g. Indian Education in the past 
· Threw these forms of structure(residential schools) we would see how this would attempt to eradicate the culture 
· If you want to remove someone’s culture, history, language, you target kids

Holistic Healings
-biographical trauma
-countering racial stereotypes  stigma
-explanations for social marginalization
-development of new social capital
- program tries to acknowledge these problems 
- engage in symbolic healing practices – idea was to make people feel better about who they are and allow people to counter racial stereotypes that they have within themselves
 
2 critiques about correctional programing
1) individualizes social problems – puts them back right into the situations where they came from – no better off
· these programs are  a lot more preferable because they take a HOLISTIC / restorative approach 

New Direction? Peacemaking and Restorative Justice
R.J – comes from a critical crimlogical ideology

Criminological Paradigms (way of thinking/way of seeing the world)
Mainstream (Positivist) Crim – speaking more about the crime that has been committed rather than worrying about why certain behavior is labeled criminal?
-Why certain behaviors at certain times are criminal? E.g. Homosexuality. 
FOCUS ON
-emphasizing criminality rather than criminalization
-humans are determined
-society is characterized by consensus -  share certain values, 
-willingness to work within establishment - we can all work within the system to make things better e.g. rehabilitate offenders
-advocate for rehabilitation for offenders - 
-criminologists may be objective

Critical Crim
· crime is behavior so labeled 
· humans are determined and determining
· society is characterized by conflict – people who determine law have more social/political power, which only benefits certain classes of people
· crime is a rational response to inequitable conditions – things are set up unfairly
· value-network work is impossible – we are all coming at this w/ biases, w/ experience that makes us interpret things in certain ways

positivist crim – behavior is determined by forces beyond peoples control e.g. social, bio, psych. 
Crit Crim – yes, individual behavior is constrained by larger social, economic, political forces to a certain extent, but people DO have the ability to make certain decisions 

Peacemaking crim
· peacemaking crim suggest that social and historical processes have disadvantaged particular groups and social institutions of which the CJS is one perpetuate that disadvantage
· peacemaking in their work try and see what people don’t see it 
-critique power arrangements  emphasizes social justice (idea of a more equal society that recognizes dignity and worth of all individuals is something we need to be working towards & this is where crime begins to be tackleted e.g. more equal income distribution) 
- crime is a form of suffering, Crime is a result of suffering – Because of the way society is set up we have crime in the first place. Crime is a symptom of this – it’s a form of suffering. 
-crime cannot (and should not) be regarded neutrally – because it is a form of suffering, it is subjective 

· doing stuff simply within the system is not going to help something e.g. being a nicer correctional officer. This wont help because crime is a symptom of a larger social problem

Crime
· street – sex work 
· white collar/corporate
· organized
· moral order – victimless crimes
· political
Social Harms
· intrapersonal – alcoholism, addiction (individual harming themselves)
· interpersonal – hostility, despair 
· social structural – alienation, poverty, racism, sexism
· international  - terrorism, colonialism 

tackling CJ problems from a PM approach
· nonviolence 
· social justice – all problematic relationships in scty must be eradicated to diminish criminal problems (sexism, racism)
· inclusion - 
· correct means – principles of due process and legal safeguards must be used in CJ matters
· ascertainable criteria – procedures and variables which inform decisions within CJ milieu must be understood by all parties & they all must agree to what’s happening 
· categorical imperatives – philosophical concept that moral reasoning that informs solutions must be applicable in other times/places in CJ. Morals we are applying must be absolute and unconditional 

Systems of Justice – Things that result from the Paradigms 
Retributive (positivist thinking)
-looking to past – looking at event that’s occurred and dealing with the individual who committed that past act
-blame, guilt, individual  responsibility, repairing harm
-deficits model –figuring out what ppl lack, what can we fix within individual,
[bookmark: _GoBack]-punishment  deterrence, ‘just deserts’ 


Restorative(crit thinking)
-forward looking, addresses past
-repairing harms, community harming, problem solving
-strengths based model
-promote harmony restitution, reparation, reconciliation 
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
