-New logic of control – responsibilization 

-to rehabilitate a correctional population under new rehabilitationism is going to be really targeting and we will be rehabilitating people by the level f risk they impose and level of needs they need, risk is how likely they will reoffend, needs are things that you lack that we can intervene on, distinct needs that cannot be addressed such as poverty, corrections is going to have a focus on something a lot more specific like job skills, intervenable need is not necessarily self defined, its what correction views the things you need 

-it recasting what we formally consider characteristics of an offender population (unemployed, lack of education) or their needs (for retraining) into this risk need categorization 

-what this ends up doing, it makes the individual the focus rather then the social structure that may have disadvantage the individual in the first place and new rehabilitation in this sense is apart of a larger shift in society that makes the individual responsible for their actions and the state less so 

-those who are socially disadvantage are viewed as risks and why they are in conflict with the law 
New rehabilitationism

1-transform individuals risk ( to look like whom? – Who do we suppose is not a risky person and will this automatically disadvantage certain people over other

2-social problems treated as problems of individual 

-new logic of controlling people, their needs are not structural problems we focus on the individual themselves

2- Problem we are treating social problems as problems with individuals 

-we cant do the larger problem of poverty but we can help individuals of that problem, its also highly discriminatory and that it is based on actual justice it makes us feel neutral, if you fail we can wash our hands with you and say oh well I tried, you didn’t apply this properly therefore its your fault 
Parole 

“a carefully constructed bridge between incarceration and return to the community” 

Conditional release

-supervised early release from correctional confinement

- case management process list, the offender intake assessment we assess your needs and risk and that initiates how your correctional experience is going to be and ultimately if you succeed in convincing the parole board of Canada that you have worked hard to fill the gaps (education, addiction issues), parole board will allow you to get parole from prison 

-parole: belief that prisoners should be gradually released into the community, to test and used the skills that they have been given within the environment and its going to be supervised and this allows people to no recommit crime (ultimate goal) because their feet are already firmly placed 

-conditional release, must abide certain conditions but can leave prison, no federal parole can travel outside of Canada and must report any status change to parole officer, and you must carry around your identity card and your release conditioned certificate all the time
-difference between parole and probation 

Probation is a sentence within itself 
Types of conditional release

-temporary release: escorted or unescorted, correctional worker, first type of release that an offender might be granted, numerous reasons, medical condition, family reasons, idea is that this helps you maintain ties and connections with your family, can be because your involved in some sort of community thing, if maximum security inmate you are not legible, your risk is too great so cannot go unescorted, other federal offenders are eligible after they have served ½ of their parole eligibility term 

-day parole allows prisoners to participate in community activities that will ultimately help them prepare for full parole, where your allowed out for a certain part of the day and you have to return to the prison or halfway house at night, usually granted 6 months before individual is granted full parole 

-full parole allows prisoners to serve the remainder of their sentence fully in their community, so no curfew restrictions, and federally/provincially granted usually after prisoners have served 1/3 of their sentence where they are eligible to apply for it or 7 years 

-statutory release is what happens for prisoners who do not apply for parole, or were denied release when they applied for full parole, they may be released in the community before their sentence is done and the idea is that we want them to serve the final 3rd part of their sentence in community with strict supervisions. Life sentence prisoners are not legible, this is the last effort to force the system to allow the people to serve in the community, may live in a half way house, for whatever reason they have been denied or haven’t applied for it we are forcing it, similar to conditional releases, they need to go so we can assess how their integration will be, people that do not get this release, are those that cause serious harm/detah, sexual assault, serious drug offences 
Parole 

-granted by a parole board ( assess risk 

-parole board of Canada 

-provincial parole of boards

-successful completion of day parole 84%

-breaches of parole 12%

4% for recommitting acts  

Stat releases is higher for offences reoccurring 

Support for community corrections 

Lower cost instead of incarcerating them prison (300 dollars per day per inmate, parole 5-25 dollars a day)

Increased employment – local economy benefits, no welfare/ poverty

Restitution- those that can work can afford to pay restitution, compensated for numerous things, forces them to take responsibility 

Community support- maintain ties with family 

Less “criminal socialization” –you’re less likely to be institutionalized 

Increased use of community services- access activities that will benefit you 
Better chance for rehabilitation
