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“Community liberated”
· Increase in suburbanization/technological change  non spatial communities
· Public vs. private spheres

Rethinking Community
Bauman (2001)
· Mobile – moving thru the halls/walking thru parks with groups of people 
· Stationary – waiting for the bus 
· Temporal  functional alongside one another, together in time e.g. going to work / crowd In a concert/ together in time – governed by a specific time limit
· Manifest – attending a religious service/ generations / at a concert despite you being all different you are espousing to a specific ethos
· Postulated – virtual communities, virtual togetherness of the internet   
All these compose togetherness 
· He says we need to think about togetherness rather than community
· We are becoming embedded from old conceptions of community
· Not making deep meaningful relations with people but there is a sense of togetherness 

Community transformed 
· Less reliance on neighborhoods  psychological support, cultural enrichment, spiritual nourishment 
**Site to realize common values in support of social goods 
· We do have a sense of community and we are getting through different ways and perhaps we are retreating from the public sphere a bit.
· Still optimistic as using a neighborhood as a site/place for change. Main place to tackle if we want to get serious about social problems
· Allows informal social control to develop

Importance of Community – Sampson 
· Local service quality
· Shared norms/ values – most of us share basic values and we can work on these to make community stronger
· Peer influences – having good peers surrounding you
· Crime and violence – low rates of C&V
· Job access – do u have access to a part time as a youth, as an adult?
All these are neighborhood effects 
· Community has effects on the quality of life on individual people, therefore you want it to be a positive one 
· + personal resources you have the – the less you will be impacted by where you live. 

The importance of communities on individuals
· Human capital   personal resources
· Social networks  networks/relationships  ties (strong/weak)
· Human capital is the building block of community well being, & the amount of human capital that you have dictates how well you are able to succeed in the marketplace/society
· Human capital = education, “good” characteristics – social, extraverted 
· Social networks – relationships you have w/ other people. Can be strong or weak
· Strong ties = family/friends/sports teams – bonds with who are fairly intimate
· Weak ties = people who know 
· Putman said social capital is  - composed of networks, norms, and trust  and what these things do is facilitate coordinate and cooperation for mutual benefit 
· Social capital web of respect/trust  *an important resource, people can mobilize in time of personal or neighborhood need. Ability to call upon your ties
· Located in social organization  associational ties local institutions 
· Facilitates action
· Public – good for everyone
· Private – good for personal 
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Domains of Social Capital 
You are rich in social capital if they are characterized by these 3 factors
· Tolerance – belonging
· Reciprocity – support, altruism *reciprocal relationships. Give & take
· Trust- Reliability, co-operation 

The importance of Communities
· Collective efficacy  capacity to solve collective problems (social capital, human capital, 
· Self interest tied to collective interest (altruism)
· If everyone’s life around you is better yours so will yours. As long as your norms and values are similar. You will work together to make things happen 
· Why would social capital be a better predictor of crime than poverty?
 Because rich/poor your connected so your going to look out for people connected to you.
· Poor communities
