-certain drugs are naturally worse than others
 drugs have been categorizes as soft or hard 
-drugs are obtained through predatory pushers 
-they are obtained from friends and family,  not necessarily outsiders

-enslavement hypothesis
drug use = addiction
anyone who uses these illicit drugs will one day become enslaves to their effects 

Gateway hypothesis
 soft drugs - hard drugs
*delivery method carries extra sick
*may be considered softer because of mandated doses,  

regulating fdrug use
strategies
probibition
decriminalization – regulating, in dutch culture go into a coffee shop buy upto 5 grms
harm reduction – public health philopshy that suggest that there are certain activiites that individuals have always participated in rregardless if they have been determined licit or illicit by the state so u hve to work towards mitigating the harms associated with these activities. Harm reduction proponents are not necessarily legalizing comppnents. They will things like heroin mantainence programs 
legalization- like any other components, ‘having licensing for anything ‘

Rehavilitative punishments  ofenders are addicted “sick”  curable	, its curable but there will be a relapse, we can treat them and fix them , beyond control

Fsiher uses this methaphir to criticize how effective this approach is
- incarceration  new disciplinary techniques  moticational sanctions
-target  lifestyle correction 
yeah we are movin away from incarcenation but we are moving towards techniques tht insinuate themselves more into individuals lives “ described as motivational sanctions = punishment that is going to motivate u  
thought as panoptic social control – few surveilling many 

individualized justice
-function of judiciary changes
-focus on ends rather than meqans
-function of defence counsel changes 
-judge becomes morally invested in this correction, the idea is that u want to follow due process, respect peoples rights 
approach is focused on getting to a certain end

in a drug treatment court theres a focus on the means
