· Looking at all parts of society at the same time
· not made of individuals
· the holistic perspective, all 4 in this case components and you would investigate it on one another
· you cannot do, prof words, cannot simply look at the educational system by taking it out of the system, it is shaped by the family and state and stuff, the functionalist perspective
· the functionalist perspective, living things, like an organism, a holistic perspective, the importance of looking holistically, the components act and react on each other, there can be no scientific parts of society if the parts of society are separated, you won't be able to see the relationship and statistic between parts, act and react on one another
· component parts, like family, you assume are important for the other society, 17th century -> assume its there -> where people didn't know that the parts of body are important functionally
· you assume that it is important, the 1st of sociological rules -> you need to look at society
· you cannot to scientifically study society, you have to be objective and we cannot be objective so we cannot study society scientifically
· Comte dismisses it
· direct experimental method, Comte says using it =1. define your universe, 2. make a guess of a causal relationship between events, one shaping or acting on another (dependent - dependent of the 1st variable and independent - doesn't event or isn't shaped by the second variable- variables, other events also might shape the variables, increase/decrease the effect in the experiement, if one affects another, its a causal relationship, hold constant, you should be able to control the environment)
· the methods used in natural science rarely used in sociology, cannot use direct control experiments, cannot control in real world the events, we are looking at the most complex thing in the universe, the society, and the laboratory setting doesn't approximate the real world, can we cannot use it
· we can use indirect experimental method = we don't control anything, wait for the independent variable to change by itself, you don't control these extraining variables, because if you find the evidence in the change that suggests the causal relationship
· indirect experimental method = of some limited use 
· rules - look holistically at society, don't use indirect method, can use indirect method
· social science, political science, etc = sociology, hasn't decided on the terms yet
· 3rd method, the comparative method, the most useful in sociology:  1)comparing to animal societies to understand our society, forget about us being special and created in the image of god, we can produce knowledge, esp higher animals(some argue that humans are different from animals); 2)anthropologists use it - comparing one society with another society, or cross-cultural society, Jananese society to American; 3) take the same society and compare it with different times in history, historical comparative - we use the last comparative,  he thinks the society is like a living organism, 
· the most important and most useful is the historical comparative, new political philosophy, it is the most that he uses the most, Comte is followed by Hubert Spencer
· Durkheim is also so as Marx emphasizing the importance of historical comparative, theoretically why these events happen, even the early sociologists think in historical terms
· Theory of Statics = the study of forces that begin in society; scross-cultural method, the beginning of anthropology is seen, there is one component that is always there ->in others there is always two, or four, but always there is family - the component is constant, the functionalist thinking, if it's there, its important, why? insticts: 1) civilization and 2) discontent
· igoistic - freud - concern with ourself, ego, being concerned with ourselves and not others, individualistic children, all about themselves,  to serve ourselves, represed
· 2nd is the social instinct, to join others, the weakest instinct, developed 
· 3rd 
· in order to live with each other we cannot simply life with thinking only about ourselves, we won't be able to leave side by side when you think only of yourself
· family - igoistic instinct is represt, developing the social instinct to be connected with other people to connect with the people in the past, present and future, developing the social insnict:  1) the teaching the common language, in the family we connect our activities, sharing the meaning with ourselves and others, developing the ability to connect with other people; 2) division of labor, the separation of men and women do, the earliest division of labour says Spencer is the division of labour between men and women, different people do different things, different age, learning that you are dependent on other people, one another, money and cleaning, the awareness of dependency also connects us together we realize that we need the truck driver, 2nd way of developing a social instinct etc; 3) moral idea or religion, but doesn't mean religion of any kind, but only moral ideas, modern speech confusion, in the family we are taught a moral set of ideal, we are taught the set of ideas and they connect each other -> sharing the same moral ideas, people who share different moral ideas don't get along with each other -> these 3 things are moral forces, whatever connects us together; whatever separates or divides as are immoral force; what gives us the stability in society -> the three basis in society, society is characterized by a hi9gher degree of society, interdependency, solidarity, if all three are absent, we have no harmony, all people are fighting with each other
· Comte argues if we know why societies change the way they do and it helps us to understand the problems in society
· Great French revolution 1879 -all the way through the 19th century; 1848 - period of hyer social conflict and Comte wants us to understand why and produces the stability and what has been weakened, the set of common moral ideas and we need to strengthen it to cure it.
