Assumptions in criminological theory
Level of study
Micro (smaller picture, detail) or 
macro (big picture, entire forest, not single tree)
Basis of society
Consensus (group of people who share the same values as others) or 
conflict (do not agree with others, based on power)
Individuals 
Active (Makes own decisions) or 
Passive (Internal or external factors influencing)
Criminological nexus: 
Theory, research and policy (view as triangle, all work together) 
Theories lead to research 
Policy risks outweigh the benefits

Eugenics movement – making sure only certain individuals are able to have children
Marginalized – women, aboriginals, homosexuals etc. 

Kitty Genovese 1935-1964
Attacked at her apartment building
Crawled to her apartment door when she thought that he had let, he came back, robbed her and beat her to death
Diffusion of responsibility: everyone thinks someone else is going to do something so no one does anything at all

Two systems of reasoning
Inductive 
Observe-> analyze -> explanation (theory)
Deductive
Explanation (theory) -> test -> verify/refute 

The experiment 
Is the variable X a cause of variable Y?
Independent variable - manipulated
Dependent variable - behavior
Operationalization of variables 
Prisons are often violent institutions, but does the prison setting itself play a part in generating violence and disorder?

Recidivism – return to crime (rearrests rates)

Stanford prison experiment – does prison have an impact on peoples behavior 
Zimbardo 
Recruited healthy men

The Correlation
Systematically measuring two or more variables and assessing the relationship between them (ex. Education vs. Income)
How much one can be predicted by the other 
Can be positive or negative 

Explain..
A research study found that having a pet in childhood is correlated with the reduced likelihood of one becoming a juvenile delinquent 
Teaches responsibility 
Spurious correlation
An apparent but false relationship between 2 or more variables is cause by some other variable

The demonic perspective
Trephination – drill holes into the individuals into ones skull to release the demons from ones soul 
1693 – Samuel Paris, hired kitchen slave to take care of children, rev. daughters began acting very strangely. These girls were said to be possessed. 3 names give as to who did it, sarah good, the kitchen slave Titchuba, and sarah Osborn.
Three women put on trial, asked are you a witch? have you seen satan? and how do they explain the the misfourtune of their presents? 
Salem Witch trials -1692
Punishment was burning at the stake 
Exodus 22:18 – thou shalt not suffer a witch to live
More signs became present of the devil at work 
More names were given and more people were burnt at the stake because more names were put forward

Assumptions of demonology
Look for the cause and cure of deviant behavior in the realm of the supernatural
The inquisition  (court system used by the catholic church) 
Heretics – publicly declares his or her own interpretation of the bible, making these decisions by their own freewill 
Deviance = sin (crime vs. God)
Deviance has cosmic consequences:
Harmful to victim
God
The entire cosmos 

Two paths to demonic deviance
Temptation – Demonstration of willpower against the devil
Deterministic – much more passive, the devil has taken over the persons mind and body which has resulted in evil behavior 

How to diagnose the handiwork of the devil
Trial by ordeal – God would never let anyone innocent become evil
Trial by heat – walk over burning coals with heavy, it would then be bandaged and sent home for 3 days, if it had healed, innocent, if infected, guilty 
Trial by cold water – throw person into water, if they float, guilty, if they sank, innocent

The trials
Accused must testify
Refusal was proof of guilt 
Not immediately informed of charges
Anyone could testify against him/her
Was not told who accusers were
No supporters
No legal assistance 

5 types of evidence
trial by clever test – say the lords prayer, any slip up was a sign of a pact with the devil, guilty
individual testimony – someone would attribute their own bad fortune to the bad fortune of someone else demonic
physical marks of the devil – anyone with any physical abnormality (birthmarks, scars, warts etc.)
spectral evidence – testimony based on someone’s dream or vision, the devil could not take into a innocent persons body
confession of guilt – extract a confession, if a person confessed their soul could be saved, provided a great deal of money (witch hunting was an industry)

Bring the accused back to the faith
Forgiveness and/or saving of the soul
Inquisitors better educated than their subjects and trained in questioning
Industry
Use of torture 
Torture was very common

Inquisitional chair 
Iron spider/ cat’s claw

The rack 

Religious control – more shame than pain
The hags harness – for women who were disrespectful or spoke back to their husbands, he tongue would be pierced with a metal piece each time she spoke
The dunking stool – also for disrespectful women or women who commit adultery

		-When asked who did this to them, the girls gave the names of three women
			-Sarah Osborne - Liv
			-Sarah Good
			-Tituba 
		-The three women were put on trial being asked “are you a witch?”, “had they 
seen satan?”, “If they weren’t witches how had the seen the contortions?”
-Tituba plead guilty
	-Salem witch trials of 1692
		-All three women sentenced and convicted to death
		-Tituba’s confession showed the skepticism
		-Whole Salem community caught up in the witch craze
		-Even dogs were executed for being accomplices to witches

	-If the individual does not exercise this ability then there will power 
is weak and they cannot stand up to the devil
		-Possession model	
			-Believed the devil has taken over an individual’s body and mind 
			-In order to cure the victim, an exorcism needs to be performed
		
	How to Diagnose the Handiwork of the Devil
		-Often through the Trial of Ordeal involving tortious methods
			-Carrying hot pieces of iron or walking on coals
-If the wounds inflicted improved within three days, then the priest 
would declare that God is intervening
	-Tying legs and feet together and being thrown into water
		-If sank, meant God intervened
		-If floated, guilty
	-The body was viewed as less important than the soul so inflicting pain 
was seen as proper
The Trials

Five types of Evidence to Convict 
	-Trial by clever test

-Physical marks of the devil

Authority/ power? The church
What was considered to be a crime? A sin
Explanations of deviance? Temptation or possession 
How were the guilty determined? Trial by ordeal (by heat, cold water, confessional devices, spectral evidence, physical marks of the devil, individual testimony, the lords prayer
Rationale/purpose of punishment? Save your soul, deterrence, restore order, cosmic consequences 
Nature of punishment? Cruel and unusual, public, shameful, symbolic 

Age of the monarchy 
The late middle ages 
King Harold ruled
Princes held absolute power within own borders
Law was localized (no consistencies)
1066 – battle of Hastings 
William of Normandy became new ruler

Rise of the monarch 
Society based on feudalism 
William awarded main officers land and developed barren’s courts
Church was a centralized and uniting power
Monarch needed blessing of the church 

The emergence of an absolute monarchy
Monarch has the power to rule the land freely, with no laws or legally-organized direct opposition in force
Proposed as a solution to the violence of the 16th/17th Century
Local autonomy taken away in exchange for peace and safety

The divine right of kings
The king does not get his power from the common people but rather God
Authorized by god to rule
What does this imply to the masses? Means he should be obeyed in everything he does
Sinful for subjects to resist the monarch = heresy to the throne
Form of social control

11th century – pledge system
Tythings
Small paramilitary group 
Everyone over 12 years 
Ensure payment of taxes to monarch 
Hundreds (100 Tythings) had a constable appointed by nobles
Reported to shire reeve (kings representatives)
Male citizens between 15-60 required to possess weapons for “hue and cry”

Emergence of the kings court
Streamlined procedures and made them fairer
Barrens local courts diminished in popularity
Circuit judges -> laws based on local customs replaced (judges who travelled to different counties, hear trials and come back and establish a consistent rules with punishments)
“based on situation of similar facts”
established common law 

Trial by battle
Trial by cursed morsel: forced to feed food with a feather, if they chocked guilty, if not, innocent
Trial by wager: 12 reputable people to testify to their good character they would be found innocent

The king’s court
Trial by jury replaced trial by wager
Grand assize – go out into community and charge those who had violated the law
Petit assize – has the responsibility of judging the person in front of them 
Three different type:
Exchequer (Taxes)
Court of common pleas (conflict or disputes)
Kind’s bench (Criminal court, supreme court) 

The king’s justice: royal cases
All crimes against the king’s peace
Massive criminalization of previously non-criminal acts
What is the Bloody Code?
Most punishments were death

What is the social contract?
An imaginary agreement wherein people freely give up some their individual autonomy and rights in order to ensure their own safety and well being of the entire group
If an individual breeches this, it makes sense that the government provides punishment 
The greatest good for the greatest number 

What was the “justice system” like during the middle ages?
No due process

Not fair or just trial
No legal representation 
Guilty before innocent
Law was not codified at this time

Everyone who committed any crime no matter what gender, were put together (disease spread was very apparent)

Cesare Beccaria (1738-1794)
Essays on Crimes and Punishments
Criticized the inhumanity of the justice system at this time 
Book was prohibited

Utilitarianism (the greatest good for the greatest number of people)
Hedonistic Calculus 
Intensity
Duration (how long will it last?)
Certainty (is it guaranteed?)
Immediacy (will it be immediate?)
Punishment must be rationally calculated 
A small amount of pain more than the pleasure felt
