· Demos – a territory and its people
· Synoikismos – political unification of small settlements
· Office of basileus (“high chief”) eliminated of diminished by rival aristocrats
· Aristocratic boule increases in power
· Peoples agora diminished by aristocrats
· Disaffected non-aristocrats back a tyrant
No synoikismos: Dark age Sparta
· Helots – slaves

Social characteristics of a polis
· Inevitable hierarchical social and political organization in settlements of 350/500+
· Minimal government interference in everyday life
· Thus authority lies in citizens sense of duty (cf. justice system)
· Thus more emphasis on rights and duties of citizens (eg. At Sparta, circa 650 BC?)
· A greater emphasis on citizenship led to more egalitarian, less hierarchical states
· Thus, friction with aristocracy
· Thus hoplite revolution, tyranny
Typical Dark Age government
· Homer and Hesoid as evidence (8th c. BC)
· Basileus (“high chief”) rules:
· Boule – made up of lesser basileis; influential advisory body
· Agora – made up of men of fighting age; as soldiers, they are the high chiefs hetairoi; little or no political role
Hesoid praises the basileis (ca 700 BC)
· Theogony, lines 80-93
Hesoid criticizes the basileis
· Works and days, lines 37-39, 220-224, 240-245, 249-251
Heroic (Mycenaean?) warfare
Hoplite panoply (named after his spear
Phalanx – wall of soldiers with shields and spears
Tyrtaios of Sparta (late 600s BC) dying for your country
Social significance of the plalanx
· Dependence on middle class hoplites gives them great leverage
· Leveling influence of phalanx makes it hard for elite to maintain superiority off the field
· Attitude of a states hoplites would determine its constitution eg. Oligarchy or democracy
The “hoplite revolution”
· Phalanx evolves circa 725-650 BC
· Teamwork of hoplites wind battles
· Leveling influence of phalanx makes it hard for elite off the field
· The mesoi (farmers and hoplites) demand accountability from leaders, more political rights
Towards tyranny (7th-6th c. BC)
· Dark age basileus
· By 8th c. BC
· Influential but conflicted aristocratic boule
· Politically………….?
Tyrants : renegade aristocrats
· Tyranny an unstable, brief phase (7th-6th c. BC)
· Tyrants: disgruntled aristocrats with a popular consistency (hoplites especially and wealth
· Tyrants would end aristocratic feuding, punish their rivals, improve economic conditions for the non-aristocrats (building projects, redistribution of land)
· Sons of tyrants were less altruistic, had no sense of accountability usually deposed
· After a tranny, hoplites and the poor were unwilling to give their new benefits
Athens : Mycenaean walls on Acropolis
Dark age social organisations of Athens
· Phylai: four lonian “clans”, theoretically genealogical
· Phratreis: subdivision of a phyle, a brotherhood (of warriors)
· Gene: vertically stratified “families” each genos led by an aristocratic “godfather”
· Demoi: rural village communities, some predating the synoikismos of Athens 
8th c. BC Athenian government 
· 9 archontes: basileus archon, polemarchos archon, eponymous archon, and 6 thesmothetai (judicial officials)
· Boule – a council of ex-archons
· Eupatridae – sons of noble fathers, the social aristocracy
· Demos, citizens assembly: role unknown, power limited

· Political rights indexed by ones wealth (medimnoi of grain)
· Peististratos ca 565-527 BC: three-time tyrant; succeeded by Hippias (527-510 BC) – son
January 21: Early Athens and Sparta
Wealth is based on how much grain your land can grow Solons census
· 500+ medimnoi = pentakosiomedimnoi, “500-bushel-men” (eligible for all magistracies and for treasurer)
· 300+ medimnoi = hippeis, “knights” (eligible for all magistracies)
· 200+ medimnoi = zeugital, “yokemen” (eligible for lower-tier magistracies)
· Under 200 medimnoi = thetes, “hirelings” (ineligible for any magistracy, but still able to vote, serve on juries, etc)
· Deck is stacked for wealthy
· Solons economic reforms: black figure pottery (dominates the greek market)

· Changing family badges
· State types with name of Athens

· 30 members of the gerousia elected for life, 28 citizens aged 60+ and the 2 kings) – can override the paella
· Paella: 7,000 (or fewer) Spartiates/homoioi aged 30+ - approves or regects the ephors’ proposals

· The Athenian way of life is worthy of the ultimate sacrifice, thus those who gave their lives preferred a glorious death to surrender or dishonour

Athenian resources for war
· Financial resources in 431 BC (T=talents 1mil-2mil)
· 600T revenue each year from the “allies”
· 400T internal revenue each year (taxes, leases)
· 6,000T of cash on the Acropolis
· 500T of bullion on the Acropolis (gifts, plunder)
· 40T of gold in the Athena statue (=480T of silver)
· 900T in funds of the other gods
· Military resources in 431 BC
· 13,000 hoplites and 16,000 other men under arms
· 300 triemes and 100 more from the allied states of Lesbos, Chios, and Samos
· Extensive walls around the city, Piraeus, and the Long Walls in between
· Sparta: superior and larger army, fearsome reputation
431 BC: contrasting strategies
Swindling Athenian assets
· 431 BC: 7880T reserve of cash and bullion on Acropolis
· Plus annual revenues of 400T (domestic) and 600T (Delian League)= 1000T
· 422 BC: 2000T of coin left on Acropolis
· Plus annual revenues of 400T (domestic) and 1000T (Delian League)= 1400T
· 412 BC: emergency fund of last 1000T tapped
· 407/6 BC: golden statues on Acropolis melted down for coins
· 406/5 BC: emergency coinage of plated bronze
Cost of the Athenian fleet
· 170 rowers +14 soldiers +16 sailers and officers = 200 men
· Fleet of around 200 triremes (late 5th c. BC) thus 34,000 rowers +2800 soldiers +3200 sailers = 40000 men total to be paid
· 0.67 drachmas/day/man thus 133.3 drachmas/day/ship
· A 3 month campaigning season would cost such a fleet 2.4 million drachmas =400T =10.320 kg of silver

· New king Darius III on throne in 336 BC after a few years of turmoil
· Isocrates: “if you conquer Asia, you will by then have achieved the limit of what is humanly possible”
Legend of Alexander
· 32 years old when he died
· King who lead the battle
· Never lost a single battle that he was involved in
· Heracles wore lion skin on head (alexander is portrayed like this)
· First one off the ship at troy
· Battle of Granicus 334 BC 
· Cleitus the black (later murdered by alexander)

· The elite (15%), originally defined exclusively by birth, later (after 700 BC) by wealth to
· The ambitious mesoi (50%, cf. hoplite revolution)
· The dependent poor (35%), known as thetes at Athens
· Productive eris: hoplite revolutions, tyrannies
· Destructive eris: stasis
Sparta’s “perfect blend”
· Monarchy, oligarchy (gerousia), and democracy (apella’s veto right, audit of outgoing ephors)
Return of kingship
· Phillip II (360-336 BC) and Alexander III of Macedon (336-323 BC)
· “Rule without accountability” is tempered by the king’s virtues (e.g. philanthropia)
Tyranny as a passing phase (7th-6th c. BC)
· Tyrannicides Harmodios and Aristogeiton
· Not a stable form of constitution
Oligarchy: the commonest constitution
· (landed) wealth the usual criterion for rights
· Aristotle: “in reality, oligarchy is the rule of the rich, and democracy is the rule of the poor”
· Sparta favoured oligarchies to foil Athens
· Oligarchy revolutions in Athens: 411-410 BC, 404-403 BC
· Distinction between oligarchy and democracy faded after Alexander
Athenian demokratia
· A broad oligarchy founded by Cleisthenes (508 BC)
· Grew more radical in 4th c. BC (e.g. Eubulus’s theoric fund)
· Forcibly shut down by Macedonians in 317 BC
· Successfully harnessed ambitions of the kalokagathoi
Defining demokratia: concepts of liberty and equality
· Athenians connected demokratia with the rule of law and believed that it was a forum for the ideals of liberty (eleutheria) and (political) equality
· Eleutheria was behavioural, not ideological, and applied in both private and public contexts
· Equality limited to participation
Critics of demokratia
· Eleutheria a mistaken ideal that distracted people from life’s true purpose
· Dangerous capriciousness (e.g. Mytilene, 427 BC)
· Old oligarch
· Plato: democracy is versatile, but lacking in principle or commitment; agendas are often set by the lowest common denominator
· It is more just to give people power in the state proportional to their talents and abilities
· Our representative democracies respond to these criticism 
Empire facilitated demokratia
· Empire funded privileges of citizenship
Rural Attica: hurdle to participation?
Pnyx – place where people would meet once a month
· Speakers platform (bema) at the pnyx
· Demosthenes the rhetor (a speaker)
· Ostraka – ostracism; names on pots
Trireme: “cradle of democracy”
· Takes a lot of money to keep these workers happy
Oath to not rebuild – later decide to rebuild and employ workers
Periclean building project
· Transfer of Delian League treasury from Delos to Athens in 454 BC
Athena Parthenos statues
Erechtheion (Athena polias V)
Anti-tyranny decree of 336 BC
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Athenian education; Aristophanes’s Clouds (play about education and generation gap)
· Those marginalised by the demokratia
· Paideia before the mid 5th c. BC
· Paideia in Classical Athens
· Elementary and higher education
· “universities” and hymnasia
Aristphanes’s A Parliament of Women
· First produced circa 392 BC:
· Time of economic recession and low morale for Athens
· In Corinthian War against Sparta
· Similar theme to Lysteria (“women on top”), but verging toward New Comedy (little political satire)
· Praxagora: owing to mens incompetence, government of Athens should be handed over to the women
· Why?: womens domestic competence
· Women in disguise successfully infiltrate the ekklesia and get they psephisma approved
· Praxagoras new “communist” constitution that the women will run:
· No more pricate property, everything held in common, thus no more crime, law trials, or gambling
· All men and women as common property for sex; the women solicit sex from the men; and ugly women get sex before the beautiful ones
· It takes a polis: all children raised by everyone
· Men will not work in the fields, just lounge around at home, getting ready for dining and sex
· Why does the arrangement sound vaguely familiar: where did he get this idea?? SPARTA
· Praxagoras new “communist” constitution that the women will run
· The situation plays out : three crones, a girl, and her boyfriend:
Marginalised members of Athenian society: metoikoi
· Metics (resident alies):
· No political rights
· No land
· Paid taxes
· Served in armed forces
Slaves
· 115,000 slaves
· Athens a “slave state”
· Not obvious as a radical minority
· Many statues
Athenian courtyard house
Children are represented as small adults in training
Aristocratic erastes (penetrator) and aromenos (penetratee)
· Education: informal and limited to the wealthy
Clouds (423 and 417 BC)
· Finished last in 423 BC
· Stepsiades: simple Athenian
· Phidippides: his urbane son
· Logos: speech, word, story, account, rational thought, logic
The phrontisterion of Socrates
· Phrontisterion: where money can buy knowledge to make the Wrong logos prevail over the Right one
· Poking fun at intellectuals
· Socrates misrepresented
· The inverted world of the phrontisterion
· Stepsiades is out of his depth
The new theology
· Olympian gods replaced by the Clouds
· Socrates the atheist worships the new goddesses of his slippery logos
· Versatility and power of logos in Athenian society 
Parabasis: Aristophanes addresses the audience
· Parabasis: complaints about reception of first Clouds
· A. first takes the moral high ground:
· Chides the audience for not heeding his advice
· Eschews the cheap laughs to make a serious point; wants to educate Athens
· A. then tries Wrong logos to bribe the judges
Strepsiades flunks out
· Reinvention of language to suit the Wrong logos and accomplish the paradoxical
· Legal exercises to drill the priority of Wrong logos over facts
· Young Phidippides is sent to learn these new tricks in his father’s stead
Clouds: agon of the Right and Wrong logoi
· Victory of the Wrong logos ironically leads to destruction of its home
· Right: takes moral high ground; conservative, unpersuasive, hypocritical
· Wrong: glib, unprincipled, promote self-interest, uses dialectic 
Gymnasion as the ideal school
· Plato: physical education essential to well-being of ideal state
· Aristotle rebuts Plato: importance of the unnecessary and non-useful liberal arts for productive citizens
Curbs on pederasty in the gymnasion
· Laws of 4th c. BC Athens reinforce self-control of supervisors, removal of high risk individuals
Clouds: triumph of practical sophistry
· Pheidippides solves creditor problem simply on a logical/sophistical basis
· Strepsiades still cannot master the new education, resorts to physical force
· Ph. Justifies beating his father, inverting social conventions
· S. reconverts to Olympian religion, burns down the phrontisterion 
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Draconian justice (circa 620 BC)
· Arbitrary application of unwritten law
· Crimes now adjudicated by state
· But no public prosecutor, so family retains some power
· Laws distinguish intentionality 
· Trial by jury
Exceptions to the rule:
· Miasma, thus tried by Areopagos boule
· Special courts: Palladion – 2nd degree murder; Delphinion – justified murder; Prytaneion – unidentified killer; boat off coast at Phreatto – exiled person kills and stands in a boat to get trial
Procedural details of Athenian justice
· Brief duration (klepsydra)
· No lawyers, but logographoi available
· Citizen males only may bring action, speak
· Testimony of slaves
· Witness testimony
· No cross-examinations
· No summations
· No jury deliberation
· Successful prosecutor in civil case had to execute judgement himself
Athenian jurors (dikastai)
· 201-501 per case, sometimes 1001L why? Hard to buy out all of them; employment
· Up to 5000 jurors each day out of 6000 in heliaia (other 1000 busy as nomothetai)
· Second vote needed if prosecution wins – to discuss penalties 
· Prosecution pays forfeit if it gets less than 20% of cotes: why?
· Juries are sovereign and their decisions without appeal
· Jurors identification tags – personal name, fathers name, town you came from
· Kleroterion
Jurors psephoi – hollow spindle = condemn; solid spindle = acquit
End of ostracism
· 417 BC: last ostracism
· Graphe paranomon (=”charge of illegal activity”)
Social context of trials
· Rise of the logographoi in leat 400s
· Graphe paranomon: three strikes policy
· Socrates (399 BC)
· Alcibiades; Charmides and Critias the Tyrants
· Lysias (metic and logographos)
· Eratosthenes: a Tyrant who killed L’s brother
· The cripple’s disability pension
· Demosthenes
· Neaira 
Commercial courts (dekai emporikai)
· Disputes over maritime credit
· Sea trade crucial to Athens survival, but most traders were metics
· Requirements for action
· Litigant had to be merchant or shp-owner
· Piraeus involved
· Written contract of loan
· Loans average 3000 drachmas, due with interest at end of voyage
· Interest rate of 12.5%-30% why? – if the ship goes down they don’t have to pay back the loan (insurance for lenders)
Wasps of Aristophanes
· Lovecleon: aged father and trial-addict, loves Cleon
· Hatedcleon: cynical son, hates Cleon
· Cleon is exploiting people like is dad
· Lovecleon the trialophile:
· “cleon our boss”
· Poverty of the jurors
· Choruse suspiciously views Hatecleon as a would-be tyrant
· Agon between lovecleon and Hatecleon
· Lovecleon: we jurors are as powerful as Zeus, and live comfortably too
· Hatecleon: Cleon is just using you, and cheaply too
· Rehabilitating Lovecleon:
· Trial of the dog, Labes, which results in mistaken acquittal
· Hatecleon dresses up his father, teaches him etiquette for hobnobbing with the aristocrats
· Lovecleon transformed, and ready to be hauled into court himself
· Drunk and disorderly, carrying on with a hetaira, and without a care
· Has learned to be an aristocrat
Greek economy
· A “normal” Greek economy, versus the Bronze Age palace economies, versus the extreme examples of Athens and Sparta
· The ways in which Athens was a “slave society” and what a slaves life was like
· Command/redistributing economies
· Agrarian economy
· Ideal of self-sufficiency (autarkeia)
· Corinth: first trading superpower
Government regulation of trade
· Thasos: prohibition on import of foreign wine
· Piraeus: 2% flat tax on all imports
· Tax-collecting contract awarded to highest bidder
Windfalls
· Siphnos (circa 530 BC): 10% to a treasury at Delphi, rest distributed among citizens
· Athens (483 BC): Themistocles persuades Athenians to build trireme with Laurion silver
Stymphalos: prevalence of foreign currency
· Mercenary wages
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Spartan economic model
· Xenophobia (fear of foreigners) 
· Internal trade with periokoi; no coins
· War as economic production for Spartiates
· Helots in Messenia manage agrarian economy
Athenian economic model
· Revenues nearly 2000 talents a year
· Heavy reliance on impots
· Exports: olive oil, silver (Laurion after 483 BC) and pottery
· Profits of empire (460-600 talents a year)
· Coinage Decree (420s BC)
· Cosmopolitan Piraeus
Slavery
· Acropolis building accounts: equal pay for slave, metic, and Athenian
· Debt-bondage: abolished at Athens by Solon
· Messenian helots: own communities, family life
· 4th c BC enslaving Greeks thought wrong: Aristotle on natural slaves
Maritime loans
· Only evidence for both financing of trade and for productive credit
Banking and bankers
· Passion the banker: 50+ talents (=300,000+ drachmai) on loan at any given moment 
Greek attitudes to war
· War was:”…a part of the fabric of [Greek] society on a par with earthquakes, droughts, destructive storms, and slavery.”
· Homer:”…Ares, most hateful of the gods”
Sack (persis) of a city – breaking of rules in war
Alexander encounters elephants (326 BC)
Aristophanes, Acharnians (425 BC)
· Choral ode 
· All of you there. I hope youll note this resoursful, brilliant man/ what a wonderful stock hes got of things for sale because of the truce
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Dikaiopolis’s big idea
· In the Assembly, only Dikaiopolis seriously wants to end the war and sees through the fraudulence of the ambassadors
· The speech of Dikaiopolis/Aristophanes on the chopping clock justifies his attempt to make a peace treaty
· Soon the whole chorus is won over to D’s point of view, see the self-servingness and corruption of Lamachus
· The chorus’s advice in the parabasis: poet as educator of the state
Dikaiopolis celebrates his peace
· Celebrates rural Dionysia
· Diaiopolis set ups a market open to all (except the bellicose Lamachus)
· The Megarian attempts to sell his two daughters so as to avoid starvation for himself owing to an Athenian embargo
· D. purchases Boetian delicacies from a trader in return for an informer from Athens, one wrapped up in straw like a pot for export
· Becomes like a god whom the farmer and the anxious bride supplicate
· The agon between Dikaiopolis and Lamachus highlights the immediate and drastic differences that striking a peace treaty can make
Anthropomorphism: Eros – lust, object of desire (everything in the natural world is given a human face)
· Nike: goddess, winning
· Gods as civic badges: Athena 
Kronos devouring his children
· 2 deities: sky (male) and earth (female)
· Sky laying on earth
· Producing titans
· Sky killed titans to protect his position
· Kronos was born
· Cut off his dads (the skys) balls
· Kronos eats his children
· Kronos swallows a rock which spares Zeus
Gigantomachy: titans vs Olympians
Minan snake goddess
· She is overthrown and her power is broken up and given to the Olympians
Artemis of Ephesos
· Male and female together
Medusa 
· Gaze turns you to stone
· Male fear of female power
· Fear of castrating a male
· Hair of servants
· Snakes have eternal life
· From the earth
Zeus battles Typhoeus
· Child of the earth mother
Apollo slays Python
Cybele/Phea
· “mother of the Gods” from Phrygia
· Att(h)is – male partner dies again and again
· Sparagmos – sprinkling of bloody gore (to give earth fertility) 
Demeter
· Sister of Zeus
· Goddess of the earth
Persephone
· Captured by Hades 
· Becomes wife of Hades
Triptolemos
· Demeter and him have sex
· He gives her power to grow plants
Eleusis
· Place where that all happens
· When persephone is with her mother it is the growing season

· Virgin warrior

· Fancy sanctuaries on the Acropolis
· Athena Parthenos
· Worshiping outside the temple
Priests and priestesses	
· Usually members of the elite, male priests for gods, priestesses for goddesses
· No expectation of moral uprightness or a different lifestyle
· Priesthood might be elected, hereditary, or bought
· Seldom devoted a lot of time to religious activity
· Did not monopolize communication with the gods
· Not organized into priestly groups or hierarchy
· Not generally consulted on religious issues by states or individuals
· Duties: supervise sacrifices, other events on religious calendar
· Financing from the state; priests do not control the money
Prayer
· Invocation: call upon the god’s name(s), patronymic, habitual residence, function, etc to identify and glorify him
· Argument: considerations that might persuade a god to help (e.g. past services rendered)
· Petition: wish of the praying person
· Vow (optional): promise of goods or services for an answered prayer
· Chryses – first prayer
· Mantiklos Apollo (700-675 BC)
· Lesbos – tavros festival: sacrifice of a bull centred on fertility
· Mt Lykaon in Arcadia

· Cleansing (ketharsis) through pity (eleos) and fear (phobos)
· Production liturgy (leitourgia) of wealthy :choir-master” (choregos)
Aeschylus (ca 525-456 BC)
· First completed in 499 BC
· Persians (472 BC), Oresteia trilogy (458 BC)
· Wrote 70-90 plays, of which 7 survive
· ‘stiff’ 2 or 3 players on stage, very poetic
Sophocles (ca 496-406 BC)
· Completed first in 468, then every year yntil 406
· 120+ plays, 20+ major victories, always finished 1st or 2nd
· 7 plays survive, including Oidipous Tyrannos
· “Sophocles represents men as the ought to be”
Euripides (480s-406 BC)
· Competed from 455
· Wrote 90 plays, but won only 4 times
· 18 or 19 playes survive: the volume of his ten “greatest hits” (Medea, Bacchae) and a volume from his collected works
· “Euripides represents men as they really are”
· Very controversial
· Slang used
Archilochus of Paros (ca 650 BC)
· One of the earliest lyric poets; apparently a soldier too
· Born on island of Paros but helped to colonise the island of Thasos
· Said to have been engaged to Neoboule, but her father broke off the engagement; and A’s revenge was to attack them with virulent poetry
Tyrtaios of Sparta (ca 650 BC)
· Said to have written a poem on the Spartan constitution
· Best known for his war poems (Second Messenian War)
· Coincides with Sparta’s adoption of the harsh “Lycurgan” system

Solon of Athens (early 500s BC)
· Athenian reformer: census, hektemoroi, recall of exiles, economic measures etc
· Wrote poems to justify his reforms to skeptics
· Later (erroneously) called a democrat
· Called one of the Seven Sages for his wisdom
Xenophanes of Colophon (mid-to late 6th c BC)
· Born in western Asia Minor, but spent most of his life in Italy and Sicily
· Poetry deals mainly with ethical and philosophical themes that closely parallel the science of the day
Anacreon of Teos (mid-to late 6th c BC)
· Born in western Asia Minor, but brought first to the court of the tyrant Polkrates of Samos, and then to Athens by the sons of Peisistratos
· Favourite themes of wine and love
· Renowned for his wit, polish, and craftsmanship 
Pindar of Thebes (early- to mid 5th c BC)
· There survive all of his victory songs (epinician odes) that were sung by choirs for winners at the Panhellenic sanctuaries 
· Writing from at least 496 to 446 BC
· Very handsomely paid
· Alexander spared his house in Thebes
Alkaios of Mytiene (ca 600 BC)
· Prominent politician from one of Mytilene’s ruling families; exiled at least once by the tyrant of Mytilene
· Favours themes of politics and the aristocratic symposium (drinking party)
Sappho of Mytiene (ca 600 BC)
· From a leading family of Mytilene, through politics never figure in her poems
· Favoured theme is erotic passion; form of private conversations with family and close friends (lovers?)
· Hailed as the “tenth Muse”
· Rare example of an educated woman leading her own life
Mesa temple (to Sphrodite, Dionysos)
· Womens only sanctuary 
· Demeter 
· Men were not allowed in nor to look in
April 8th: Greek science
Making sense of the kosmos, part 1
· Mimnermus of Smyrna (ca 600 BC): how the sun travels from sunset to dawn
· Xenophanes of Colophon (ca 550 BC): from myths of gods to the scientific method: the overlap of religion and science
· Thales of Miletos (ca 575 BC): geometer, engineer, and astronomer, one of the Seven Sages
· Anaximander of Miletos (ca 550 BC): first map of the world; the universe in symmetry and balance; evolution of life
· Anaximenes of Milos (ca 525 BC): biological model of the universe as a living and interactive entity
· Democritus and Leucippus (5th c BC): the universe consists only of void and atoms 
· Parmenides (early 5th c BC): spherical nature of the earth; Moon shines by reflected light from the sun
· Aristarchus (3rd c BC) first proposed the heliocentric universe and worked out how one might determine the distance to the sun and moon
· Hipparchus (2nd c BC) mapped the stars; explained the motion of the planets and could predict astronomical phenomena (helped by centuries of Babylonian data)
Aristarchus of Samos
· Heliocentric universe
· Diurnal rotation of earth on its axis
· Sun 300 times the earths size
Hipparchus precession of the equinoxes
Eratosthenes measures the earth
· At noon on june 21st, the sun casts no shadow at Syene but is 7.2 deg from zenith at Alexandria:
· Accurately calculated size of moon and distance to the sun (804 million stadia = 149 million km)
Archimedes the mathematician
· The Sand Reckoner: calculates extremely large numbers
· 1 followed by 80,000 million million zeroes = “a myriad of myriad units of myriad-myriadth order of the myriad-myriadth period” (exponential notation)
· Just 10^63 grains of sand in the universe
· The puzzle of Hieron’s crown: discovery of specific gravity/density
