Ulrich Zwingli: Huldrych Zwingli was a leader of the Reformation in Switzerland.
Ulama: also spelled ulema and "uluma", refers to the educated class of Muslim legal scholars engaged in the several fields of Islamic studies and Polymath.
Transubstantiation: the belief in some Christian religions that the bread and wine given at Communion become the body and Christ.
Torah: is a central concept in the Jewish tradition. It has a range of meanings: it can most specifically mean the first five books of the Tanakh. 
Tisha B’Av: is an annual fast day in Judaism which commemorates the destruction of the First and Second Temples in Jerusalem and the subsequent exile of the Jews from the Land of Israel.
Theotokos: Mary is the child bearer the mother of Christ. 
Theodicy: is an attempt to resolve the evidential problem of evil by reconciling the traditional divine characteristics of omnibenevolence, omnipotence, and omniscience, in either their absolute or relative form, with the occurrence of evil or suffering in the world.

Ashura: is on the tenth day of Muharram in the Islamic calendar and marks the climax of the Mourning of Muharram
Ash Wednesday: is the first day of Lent in the Western Christian calendar. Occurring 46 days before Easter. Begins March 5. 
Aquincas: St. Thomas Aquinas was the greatest medieval philosopher. He tried to show the harmony between faith and reason, and between Christianity and philosophy.
Apostles’ Creed: Christian prayer: I believe in the father of almighty, the creator of heaven and earth… 
Apocalypse: is a fictional character who is an ancient mutant that appears in comic books published by Marvel Comics.
Anselm: also called Anselm of Aosta for his birthplace, and Anselm of Bec for his home monastery, was a Benedictine monk, philosopher, and prelate of the Church, who held the office of Archbishop of Canterbury from 1093 to 1109.
Abdul-Baha: was the eldest son of Bahá'u'lláh, the founder of the Bahá'í Faith. In 1892
Acts Adonai/Elohim/Yahweh: Jewish Gods name.
Advent: is a season observed in many Western Christian churches as a time of expectant waiting and preparation for the celebration of the Nativity of Jesus. December 1 to 24. 
Al-Ash‘ari: was a Muslim Arab theologian and an early follower of the Mu'tazila school before studying under Abdullah ibn Sa'eed ibn Kullaab whom he was a follower of according to Ibn Taymiyyah.
Al-Ghazali: was a Muslim theologian, jurist, philosopher, and mystic of Persian descent.
