Classical Age (480/79-323)
· During this time ancient democracy reached its top 
· Democracy: 
· Demo = people; Kratos (-cracy) = power
· Basis: liberty and equality 
· Development of the 1st and only true democracy
· It was developed in Athens
· Rule by aristocrats or tyrannies 
· Every other place outside Greek where ruled by monarchy
Theseus: synoicism of Attica 
Asty: fortified urban center
Early Archaic Demos (people on Athens): consisted 4 tribes; an aristocratic family headed each tribe
Early Archaic Political Structure Demos governed by:
· 9 archons (‘leaders’)
· King Archon (Basileus), Polemarch 
· Eponymous Archon 
· These 3 archons where supported by 6 thesmothetes (these people where the people who record the law)
· They only headed for 1 year only and then became Areopagus Council (who where all previously been Archons) (one of the jobs where to prepare the business for the assembly)
· This assembly (Ekklesia) was only attended by farmers, mercenaries and aristocrats but no poor people 
How to achieve rule by the people: reduce control of the aristocratic oligracgy:
· Legally
· Politically 
· Economically
Legal:
Draco:
· First written law code in Athens
· Wide use of the Death penalty
· Draconian: excessively harsh ( like if some1 stole a loaf of bread)
Solon: legal reforms
· Poet, business man and aristocrat
· Softened Draconian laws 
· Created law courts (heliaia) 
· Poor eligible to be members of the jury

· Political reforms:
· New Ekklesia members: the poor
· Change qualification for office: wealth (not by the family tree; bearth)
· 4 economic classes of citizens 
· New boule (council): Council of 400 (4 tribes X 100)
· Solon: Economic Reforms p.119
· Slavery for debt forbidden (because people who where in debt became slaves for the people they owed money) 
· Debts cancelled
· By cancelling the debts he made a sort of freedom which was a start of the foundation of the basis of democracy
· Commercial base established 
· More people anticipated in the government because of everything he did
· Peisistratos: typical tyrant
· Temples
· Public buildings
· Water supply
· Festivals (religious) 
· Arts 
· He died naturally 
· He was succeeded by his son Hippias
· The Tyrannicides (people who killed tyrants): Harmodios and Aristogeiton 
· Assassinated Hipparchos the brother of Hippias who succeeded Peisistratos 
· Hippias: last mainland Greek tyrant
· Hero statues in the agora p.118
· Kleisthenes: Political Reforms; Father of Democracy
· 10 new tribes 
· Council (boule) of 500; meat over festivals; their job was to prepare the agenda for the assemblies and to call meetings; its members were chosen by a draw from the hat 
· Lottery for office selection 
· Pnyx (a hill): meeting places for Ekklesia 
· Ostracism (prevent people from becoming tyrants)
· Ostraka (ostrakon) for Ostracism p.122 the more plates you get with your name the more screwed you are because people think you want to become a tyrant
· Themistokles: father of the Athenian navy p.120
· 1st to use ostracism
· Lottery for selection of archons
· Perikles: political Reforms p.120
· Pay for:
· Jury duty in Heliaia
· Attending meetings of the boule and Ekklesia 

Athenian Democracy 
· Participatory 
· Direct 
· Disadvantage: no continuity; majority cannot participate because only male locals where allowed  
· Only serve for one year if your name comes up in the lottery 
· At the end of 1 year you where audit 
Athens: Dipylon and sacred gates picture 
Athens: Agora (served many different things) picture.
Stoa poikele: meeting place of the Stoic philosophers; place of arts; had many shields from the won wars 
Agora: Stoa of Zeus (outside it had a statue of Zeus) (social place for men only)
Peisistratis: fountain water (a place where most women socialized)
Temple of Hephaistos (and Athena) p.120 was beside the agora; beside it was the old bouleterion (where the boule met); the round building in front of it was the town hall (tholos Prytaneion) 
In front of those government buildings was the status of the 10 mythical men (Eponymous Heroes)
Attic ‘owls’:
· Mint in the agora
· Bronze, silver and gold
· Oldest European currency 
Resident aliens where foreigners living in the city 
The citizens did the prosecutions themselves to the criminals

· Time for Helialia speeches
