P p (rho) is for Riace Bronzes (they where found under the sea) 
Warfare in the Archaic age (750 480 bce)
Who fight in the war, why when and how?
Chigi Vase (p.114-5)
The Archaic age also ended with war, in the beginning of the 400th.
We had pretty much agriculture at this age 
The Greeks waged wars to gain 2 things: 1. Prestige; 2. Get more territory more land as quickly as possible. These wars where usually 1 days battles, these wars where fought between march and October because that’s when they are not farming
No nighttime fighting and the prisoners who where non Greek where kept or sold as slaves. The bodys where returned to the loser.

Archaic age different kind of warriors
Cavalry warriors:
· Dark age innovation
· Aristocratic
· Small horses
· No stirrups 
Hoplite: heavy-armed infantryman 
- Panoply: hopla (equipment)
· Helmet (made of horse hair)
· Cuirass (protects the chest)
· Greaves ( the chin guards)
· Hoplon (shield)
· Spear
· Shot sword 
The Archaic Bronze helmet had disadvantages:
· don’t protect the neck 
· very noisy
· gets hot because the wars where fought in summer
Archaic Bronze Cuirass
· just the front
· they can be speared 
· Linen Cuirass:
· Gluing multiple layers of Linen together 
· Ancient form of the bullet proof vest
· More protective than bronze
Hoplon (shied)
· bronze covered
· it protected half of the person and half the person next to them
· the pictures on the shied are called shield Devices p.114-5 
· the Spartans had a big lambda 
· 50-70 pounds 
· the slaves will carry the armors and weapons for the warriors until the time of the fight
· the shield was used to thrust it through the enemy .. The short swards where used in short distance fracas 
Hoplite Phalanx: marched in time to marching songs (Tyrtaios) 
More often or not the enemies where fellow Greeks
Archaic Age = Age of Colonization 
· = Development of piracy and naval warfare 
· = Thalassocraciesin (a sea empire)
· Phokaia had one
· Samos (Polykrates) had one
· Elsewhere (p.111)
Trireme: basic fighting ship
Tri = 3; -reme = rowers 
· Three levels of rowers men 
· Very long and very narrow 
· Very few men on deck 
· Poor citizens who are rowing 
· Tope speed was about 15 km/hr.
· Main idea was to have enough speed to hit the side of the enemy ship and not so fast to get stuck to the enemy ship

(Land) battle at Himera:
Akragas, Syracuse vs. Himera, Carthage 
Himera lost because the Carthage where navy and not land 
Syracuse gained about 2/3 the island of Sicily 
More conflicts in Sicily:
· Carthage destroys Selinus
· Syracuse destroys Motya 
(NAVAL) Battle of Cumae 474 BCE
Syracuse vs. Etruscans 
The Greeks won (Syracuse)
Dedication to Zeus at Olympia p.113
· Captured Etruscans helmet
· Hicron, son of Deinomemes and the Syracusans dedicated this to Zeus after their victory
Herodotus described the Persians wars: 499 – 479 BCE
· Darius was the Kings
· The empire was splited into provinces which are Satrapy 
· Sardis was the great capital of Lydia 
Persian forces of Darius 
· Light infantry: arrows/battle axes; smaller, lighter shields; little body armor 
· Chariots (because Persians had many open land for Chariots to fight in wars)
· Cavalry: armor for hose and rides
· Navy: Phoenicians and Ionians
Ionian Revolt against Persian Rule led by Miletus
Athens and Eretria (EUBIA) help burn Sardis
Persians quell revolt, destroy Miletus
Punishment destined for Hellenes who helped burn Sardis 
Persian Wars: Phase I: 492: Mardonius marches on Hellas storm off Mt. Athos
Phase II: 490: Attack across Aegean  
It takes the Persians 7days to defeat Eretria 
Phase II: Marathon: 490 BCE
· Persians attack Eretria
· Persians cross Channel to Eretria

Herodotus: 1st historical account in European history of large pitched battle 
The Persians always had the cavalry on site but never used them
Athens won without Sparta 
Miltiades dedicated this Helmet to Zeus (at Olympia) p.110 
Marathon: Soros (heat of dirt) of 192 Athenians 

Phase III: Xerxes invades (480 BCE)
Largest invasion force or Europe until D Day in world War II canal at Mt Athos dug in mean time 
Themistokles: ‘Father’ of the Athenian Navy
· Athenian silver triremes
· Opponents exiled
· 200 triremes of Athena
· Defense league of 31 poleis  
Thermopylai: means hot gates
· Leonidas was sent to delay the Persians 
· More than 300 (not like the movie 300 only)
Leonidas, King of Sparta p.85
When the Persians told Leonidas to drop the weapons he said come and get them 
Only 2 survived. One hung himself and the other suffered shame by the people 
He lost himself but he bought time for the Greeks
Persians destroy Athens
Koraion acropolis thrown down welle
Xerxes watches his navy lose the Battle of Salamis 480 BCE
479 BCE, Battle of Plataia: last battle of the Persian Wars = end of the Archaic Age 
The Greeks have saved Greece from Persian rule.
Serpent Column
