The Agora: social, political, administrative, legal, military, religious and financial Centre.
Industrial sectors in Athens included metal workers, clay workers, Agora, Dipylon gate and Temple of Hephaistos (god of metal) 
Unemployment was illegal in Athens. Athens became a major exporter of silver, poetry and of olive oil.
There was equality at work, no matter how rich or poor you are they all get payed the same money 
Slaves in Athens where individually owned and no Greek was a slave for another slave, so the slaves where non-Greek.
The salves where got from the slave market 
Slaves had no legal right; they could not get married and could not own land.
A slave could buy his freedom but he couldn’t buy citizenships 
Without slavery this development of democracy was never going to happen, because the slaves where doing the work while the owners where doing the legal stuff.
