· Dues recorded on marble; some with tens and some with hundereds
Fifth century alliances:
· Athenian Empire: the heads where Athens and her subject poleis
· Peloponnesian League: the heads where Sparta and her allies; it was voluntarily 
Peloponnesian War Sources:
· Thucydides (he was the 1st but he didn’t get to finish)
· Xenophon
· Aristophanes (he was a comedy writer)
Peloponnesian war: strategy of Perikles (Athenians) against Sparta
· Long walls

· Typhoid epidemic (it’s a fever that killed many Athenians because of the crowd behind the long walls; perikles died because of it 2)
· Earthquake (426) but Sparta did not attack
In 425/4: Sphakteria (Messenia)

Alcibiades  was the architect to the scheme for Athens to take over Sicily; he argued that if the Athenians attacked sicily they would cut off supplies to the Peloponnese; Perikles will aim to whats best for Athens while Alcibiades and people like him cared bout themselves only; he was one of the 3 generals that where supposed to go to sicily; then when they where half way to Sicily

Sicilian Expedition: a lot of Athenians died around 150,000 
Alcibiades was invited back to Athens when the pelopennese war kept goin for another 10 years.
404: Aegispotamoi (Hellespont is where the Athenian got their food from)
