· Loyalists have the capability to stir up anger
· Diagonal-Scotland
· Diagonal Red cross is missing-Ireland
· Red Cross-Britain
· 1707-Old Union Jack in place when Ireland and Britain parliament merged
· 1801-New Union Jack in place till now
· Who were the Loyalists? 
· Majority took sides only when forced to, tried to sit on fence as long as possible
· French Canadian-weren’t convinced they’d be better off with Americans
· British navy-key component
· Loyalist Settlement-Existing Population
· Ns/NB-20, 000, 60% New Englanders mostly in peninsular NS, Loyalist Influx-NB-14, 500, NS, 19,000, PEI, 500,CB 400
· Quebec-90, 000 mostly French, 20,000 First Peoples in UC, 660 French at Windsor, Loyalist Influx-LC a couple of 1000, UC 5500 white 2000 First Peoples (20-30,000 by 1791)
· UK, Bermuda, Caribbean, etc. 20,000
· Suffered from a bad press
· Outdated, impressionistic-Loyalist literature
·  Loyalists-Unenlightened enough to see value in revolution, right wing arched conservatives
· William Canniff-wrote a book, Bay of Quinte-described them as educated, clergy, leading lawyers, prominent medical men, taking the traditional American view of Loyalists and presenting it as a good thing
· Reverend Egerton Ryerson-Loyalists of America and their times-1880-loyalist decent, wrote a book during the centennial, loyalists were founders of upper Canada, overcoming hardships, starting over, compared them to the pilgrims and the puritans
· Historiography Conservative Tradition
· Cream of American society and culture-true founders of Canada
· An army of leaders-absurd concept, small army
· Imperial Order Daughters of the Empire-IODE
· Painting-romanticized, in their best clothes
· Late 19th century, the general political culture of the Anglicans was changing
· Liberal reform was what Canada was changing into and would remain
· Liberal reform view of becoming popular-Liberal Order 
· Book-Points out limitations and exclusions as well as its achievements-critical view
· Anti-democratic tradition, liberal reform was not pleased with the Loyalists
· Representatives of a non-democratic society
· That reputation has stuck
· How has our view changed? –Tried to modify view, done by American historians, re-examination of loyalist leadership, colonial elite-studies show that loyalist leaders were not all reactionist, quite similar with each other, didn’t stand out as reactionaries, tried to fix system before revolution, taking up arms against Britain-how they differed from Patriots
· Showed they weren’t that different from rebel leadership
· Who were the Loyalists beyond status? 
· Loyalists of New Brunswick-Ester Clark wrote the book, she pulled together biographical information about 7000 Loyalists, identified military service, houses, very few had come from New England, Southern New York or New Jersey, skilled artisans, cross-section of colonial society
· Loyalists were not the most popular or easiest funded topic-anti-democratic reputation, de-emphasis ideology, more focused on political aspects, local politics had a role to play in whether people opted to become Loyalists or Patriots
· Underlined the complexity of the Loyalists then coming up with a different look of the Loyalists
· Reception of the American Loyalists in England-Benjamin West, Britannia is welcoming Loyalists, more accurate portrait of Loyalists, women and children, first nations people
· 1984-Bi-Centennial, Celebration, Ontario bi-centennial-celebration of our diversity
· 3 problems with that- 1) what was the Ontario government going to do when Ontario actually had its bi-centennial 2) really didn’t do justice to the Loyalists who were diverse, 3) did fool the minorities for a while
· Bad reputation still stuck in people’s minds even in 1984
· Loyalists got to places in 2 diff groups
· 90% American born in New Brunswick
· 55% southern new york and new jersey
· 25% southern colonies
· 5% new England
· More artisans in new Brunswick than other places
· More elite loyalists in NB than Ontario, tried to transplant their ideologies
· Lots of new arrivals
· 1780 England was losing this war, regiments fell back, families went North, came from back country-Pennsylvania, New Hampshire, Vermont, 
· In 13 colonies-60.1% English, 9.5% Scots-Irish, 8.6% Germans, 8.1% Scotch, 3.1% Dutch, Other 10.6%, Free negro 8%, Slave 92%
· Both groups came together-Germans and Scottish Roman Catholics
· Individual families split, brother fighting against brother, lots of raids on barns in town, terrorism acts
· 1784-9 royal townships were out westward
· 5 west, 10 eastward
· Butler’s Rangers were especially tested with Patriots-savage raids on patriots settlements,
· Guerilla warfare was really common
· Hannah Ingraham-1772-1869
· Women and children were left to run farms on their own, put up with patriot raids, 
· Women-scouts, spies, hid British men
· Families had to find their way north on their own, distressed that military leadership was not happy to see them, officers had to put them on rations and house them in military camps
· Wrote letters to commanders about how useless people were eating their rations
· Under Peace Treaty-US were supposed to compensate loyalist families for loss of houses etc. No one wanted to, so they decided Britain should
· 10% submitted claims, were preoccupied with hacking survival out of forest, tried desperately to feed children, more than what people could afford
· Many had loss documents they had when they had houses to prove they had it
· Many got land rights, children would get land when they became of age
· Criteria for compensation-military service, loss of property, in petitions the loyalists represented themselves as being different, motivated by patriotism to Britain, fought for their king, 
· Had lots to lose
· Most people tried to sit on fence
· Janice McKinnonen-analysis on petitions from women, only men and widows could petition for land grants because of military service, in women’s interest to describe themselves as helpless victims, sense of duty for men to take care of weak, “The Women Only Wept” –title of the book
· Memoir from Hannah Ingraham-she was 11 when they were run out, from her own words, one of the few loyalists to survive to have her photo taken, died at 97
· Revolution broke apart the 6 new Iroquois confederacy, traditional allies with British against French
· 2 were neutral
· 2 neutral were on British side because French attacked them
· Joseph Brant-Mohawk man- 2000 settled at Brantford River
· Deseronto- aboriginal leader
· British was forced to give up Ohio interior to Patriots
· Americans did not want to give up territory-upper Canada became close to war with Americans because of this with Americans
· Treaty of Greenville-gave Ohio to US, British withdrew from Detroit and other colonies west
· Black Loyalists-NS, 
· 1775-royal governor offered freedom for any slave who went to British side
· Irony-American rebels argued for right and liberties of white colonists and initially Americans banned blacks from the military, slaves were a bounty for white people
· Brits were ones who offered liberty
· Many blacks took opportunity and fought with British, other fled into woods, hoping to wait it out
· North-black fled to NYC, carpenters, pilots, working in navy yard, free to marry, go to theatres, 
· America said British had to acknowledge American independence for a treaty to be negotiated
· Major blow to interests of loyalists, meant that those who had land confiscated weren’t going to get them back, those who had nervous were nervous about going to homes if they were still there-treatment from other people, Guy Carleton-evacuated loyalists as best he could-sent naval ships, promised free transportation and land grants, rations for a year
· Determined to fulfill promise of freedom but American negotiators had inserted a clause for return of rebel slaves
· Carleton decided he would interpret it liberally and made the statement that people of colour who went to British isle were no longer slaves, evacuate them before Americans could do anything about it
· Evacuated them to NB 
· 3000 free slaves and 1500 slaves owned by white loyalists came North to NS/NB
· Anti-Slavery Movement-religious sets that emphasized path to God
· Had to figure out your own sins
· ‘Am I not a man and a brother?”
· Slavery continued to exist in British north America but it was gradually fazed out
· Governor Simcoe was an aboriginalist-had to compromise work, best he could do was a promise that no new slaves would come in and that they would be free after 25
· Courts and juries tended to not uphold cases with property/slaves
· 1807-slavery abolished and ownership of slaves would become illegal in Britain
· Compensated slave owners for loss of property
· Resettled in Africa-1792
· Small rural communities along coast out Eastern Canada-married with white settlers
· Significance-Lots came North-surge in population, NB-came into area with a small white/native population, 2000 in Quebec
· Loyalists clamored to have separate colonies-not happy with existing colony, not happy with Catholic Church, lack of an assembly, both NS/NB were split up and 3 colonies are set off. NB, Cape Breton, and Upper Canada
· 1820-Cape Breton is reunited with NS because of small population
· 1791-Quebec is divided into 2 Canada’s, Upper and Lower
· Loyalists are back in the majority in these territories-tried to conciliate them
· Better off under Crown then Americans
· British government is only willing to go so far, compensate land grants, British government learned they gave too much democracy, allowed too much political freedom, resolves not to make same mistake again
· Do allow elected assemblies, French Canadians are allowed to vote if they meet qualifications, set power checks on assemblies
· Upper House-elected officials, Legislative Council, Executive Council-cabinets, law has to pass through both houses, governor has authority to squash it, or send it home and colonial secretary can approve it
· Hierarchy of people in the system
· Do 2 other things to put a check on it 1) set aside 1/7 of the land for the support of a Protestant Clergy-wording vague, not sure what Protestant Clergy entails, 2) set aside 1/7 of land in Canada’s as Crown Reserves-rented or sold basically to provide governor and his administration with a source of revenue that wasn’t under control of assembly
· Form of governance-more restrictive, English system of local government by appointed magistrates, old Virginia system, New Englanders expect to have local town government, severally cut back under constitutional act
· Township meeting once a year-only power is to elect a tax collector and to decide legal stuff
· Basic agricultural duties
· Simcoe has conservative ideas-foster creation of gentry, offers large land grants, doesn’t work out the way he wants, most of the guys held land as speculation, evolved into large states, decides to get a leg up by using troops to build roads and to populate towns, establish capital at a place he calls London, sideswiped by governor in chief-Carleton-recalls the troops,
· Simcoe has to look for other people
· Difficult to determine who was loyalist-entitled to land grants and people who weren’t
· Simcoe recognizing that there is a flow northward of people who want land, 1792-Proclamation offering land grants beyond loyalists who will swear allegiance to Britain
· 1791- 30,000 people
· Politics- isn’t dealt with really, was a certain amount of division in the new colonies, in NS, NB larger loyalist elite who were trying to set up a kind of gentry society, run into opposition from other loyalists, 
· Upper Canada-not enough loyalists, local authority, lack of education, place capital in a small town called Toronto-York-1792-small population, set out a small number of people to run the country, it was a native town
· Made life difficult for British officials
· Few families moved to Upper Canada from NB
· War of 1812-provides an opportunity for loyalist colony to create myth about themselves-Militia Myth-idea that loyalist farmers turn out eagerly to fight Americans, it really is a myth, regulars in military who saved Canada
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Next influx in population after 1812 war, Irish Protestants in Upper Canada, flood in, more loyal to Britain than loyalists ever were
