Classical Age (480/479~323 BCE) –From the end of the Persian War to Alexander the Great


Democracy (Different with nowadays our democracy)
Demos= people; kratos(-cracy)=power
Basis: liberty& equality
Women, slaves, resident aliens could not participate this democracy.


Polis of the Athenians (Attica)
Late bronze age: Mycenaean palaces surrounding by villages.
Theseus: synoicism of Attica


Asty: fortified urban center
Early Archaic demos:4 tribes


Early Archaic Political Structure
Demos government by:
9 archons (leaders)
King Archon (Basileus), Polemarch,
Eponymous Archon (each polis has its own calendar,
 +6 thesmothetes(people who recorded the law, but not published it.)
Areopagus Council 
Ekklesia(assembly): farmer, craftsman, no poor, but they cannot be Archons


How to achieve rule by the people: reduce control of aristocratic oligarchy
*Legally
*Economically
*Politically
So people could determine something of the laws, not only the nobles.


Drako(c. 620 BCE)
First written law code in Athens
Wide use of the death penalty
Draconian: excessively harsh

Softened Draconian laws
Created law courts (Heliaia)
The poor could become jurors
Solon: Political Reforms
  New Ekklesia members: the poor
  Change qualification for office: wealth (not birth)
  4 economic classes of citizens
  New boule (council): council of 400 (4 tribes * 100)
Solon: Economic Reforms
Slavery for debt forbidden
Debts cancelled
  He stated the principal of freedom
Commercial base established (by offering citizenship to other countries’ craftsmen)
He established the rule of democracy but only the ground level, 


Peisistratos (546-527 BCE): Typical tyrant
Temples, Public buildings, Water supply, Festivals, Arts
He died naturally. It’s very common in ancient Greek


The Tyrannicides (514BCE): Harmodios& Aristogeiton p.118

Hippias: last mainland Greek tyrant
Hero statues in the agora

Kleisthenes: Political Reforms
Father of Democracy (508 BCE)
  He change the 4 tribesto 10 tribes
  Council (Boule) of 500 (50 times 10)
  Lottery for office selection
  Pnyx: meeting place for ekklesia 
  Ostracism (annual vote to check if the archon will be a tryrant)
    Ostraka/ ostrakon for Ostracism p.122 
But only upper class could be Archons


Themistokles: father of the Athenian navy p.120
  1st to use ostracism
  Most important reform: Lottery for selection of Archons: anybody could be archon
