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How do we stop people harming others?
-we need to approach this question in both political and legal terms:
Political: what should realistically or legitimately do to dforce or persuade people to stop hurting each other? What is the most effective form of action to achieve this end? What kind o political organization or world order would best ensure that people are protected from harm?
Legal: what can we do, what are we permitted, authorized, or obliged to do, to stop people hurting each other? What are out obligations?

creating projects to help people less fortunate
reducing wealth disparities
providing help to those in need
to improve infrastructure 
supplying people with basic needs
ensuring people can enjoy their rights
goodwill 
altruism
4 principles 
protection of civilians 
political bargaining- if you don’t give what we want we wont bring humanitarianism to your country

-Humanitarian activists often claim to have transcended partisan politics, to be working in the service of the universal values of humanity

-In its most general form humanitarianism is an ethic of kindness benevolence and giving that is meant to be given to all human beings impartially.

The role of humanitarian action
Humanitarian action is based on the principle that al ;people have equal dignity, rooted in their common humanity
Humanitarian organizations argue that here is a humanitarian imperative
“an obligation to provide humanitarian action wherever it is needed and is predicated on the right to receive, and to offer, humanitarian aid.” (Fiona Terry, condemned to repeat: the paradox of humanitarian action (2002:19) 
the essence of humanitarian action, barnett and weiss (2008:11) have argued, “is to save lives at risk.” 
- at the same time humanitarianism is in crisis…
decline in the ability for humanitarians to respond to economy
no where near to reach humanitarian needs international 

Principles of Humanitarianism
Humanitarianism as an endeavor is dedicated to alleviating the suffering of distant strangers
Defining principles: humanity, impartiality, neutrality, independence, voluntary service, unity and universality
First four principles constitute the core of humanitarianism

4 core principles of humanitarianism
these principles create a humanitarian space
humanity- commands attention to all people
Impartiality- assistance must be based on need and not on race, sex, citizenship, wealth, politics or public opinion 
Neutrality- humanitarian organizations must refrain from taking part in hostilities or from any action that either benefits or disadvantages the parties to the conflict. 
Independence- assistance should not be connected to any of the parties directly involved in armed conflicts or who have a stake in the outcome. (doctors without borders refuse money from states-strings attached to the money- rely on money from individuals/citizens) 

Dilemmas of humanitarianism
Is humanitarian aid a gift or a duty
Can aid have strings attached
Individuals send contributions as gifts, but stats send contributions as well that are collected coercively from taxes; does it matter if aid is freely given? Can individuls decide not to give? are states free not to act?
And what about humanitarian intervention: do states have a moral obligation to end a massacre? Hat about the ecessity of killing people and doing harm in order to end a massacre? Are these violent actions still humanitarian?

Paradoxes of Humanitarianism
“I went to goma and worked there for three solid months. But it was only later, when I finally went to Rwanda on a break that I found out about the genocide, and realized ‘ hey,I’ve been busting my butt for a bunch of axe murderers!’” – American engineer, quoted in lischer, collateral damage
“Even the guilty need to be fed.” Fabrizio hockchild, UNHCR offical, quoted in lucher, collateral damage
humanitarian aid can prolong war and therefore prolong suffering
sometimes aid can do more harm than good

Crisis of Humanitarianism
Emergencies are getting both more frequent and more complex
“although willing to answer the call humanitarian organizations have been generally ill equipped for what they have found: war zones where civilian populations are the intended victims, where access is difficult, where aid workers
should humanitarian organizations use armed guards to secure the safety of aid workers at the risk of having the warring parties perceive humanitarian agencies as threats? This could violate principles of independence, even neutrality
when if ever should humanitarian organizations request armed protection or state support? This could violate principles of independence even neutrality
should humanitarian organizations feed and patch up the warring parties even if that enables combatants to continue injuring and killing each other? Should we continue with humanitarian aid if that aid prolong violence and conflict? 

Responsibility to protect (R2P)
Former Un secretary general Kofi Annan asked: when does the international community have a responsibility to intervene to protect a population in danger?
R2p is a un initiative that was formally established in 2005
Sovereignty is not a right, but rather a responsibility
R2P focuses on preventing harm against a population: genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity, systematic rape of women, starvation, and ethnic cleansing
Umbrella term not just responsibility to react, but also responsibility to prevent and rebuild. 

The responsibly to protect
Four –fold goal:
1. To establish clearer rules, procedures and criteria for determining whether when and how to intervene
2. To establish the legitimacy of military intervention when necessary and after all other approaches have failed
3. To ensure that military intervention when it occurs is carried out only for the purposes proposed, is effective, and is undertaken with proper concern to minimize the human costs and institutional damage that will result and
4. To help eliminate, where possible the causes of conflict while enhancing the prospects for durable and sustainable peace 

R2p 3 core claims
A responsibility to protect, prevent and rebuild
1. Every state has the responsibility to protect its population from harm
2. The international community as a whole has a responsibility to assist the state in fulfilling its primary responsibility to protect
· Only if the state is unable or unwilling to fulfill its responsibility, that the international community may intervenes, and act in its place. 
i. If a state fails to protect its citizens and if peaceful attempts to ensure protection has failed then the international community has a responsibility to intervene through coercive measures ie. Economic sanctions or military intervention
· Sets the bar high for when military intervention is needed. Just cause seen only in the two situations
1. Large-scale loss of life, actual or anticipated with genocidal intent or not which is the product of deliberate state action state neglect inability to act or state failure.
2. 

Are good intentions enough for humanitarian action?
What justifies humanitarian intervention? I the R2P just an imperialist concept? A Trojan horse to support intervention and the interests of the western powers? 

The life and times of Arendt
Born into a family of secular German Jews near Hanover in 1906
1933- involved in the Zionist movement first in Germany and then in France
1941- after having been interned in a French camp she escaped to the usa 
Lying in politics
truthfulness has never been counted among the political virtues and lies have always been regarded as justifiable tools in political dealings

Why do politicians lie?
Arendt is particularly concerned with how lying became a normal professional obligation
Lying is not the result of a sinful human nature but rather it is the result of a political system where popular sovereignty no longer has the right of disclosure
Politics is the systematic distortion of truth through defactualization in which we no longer believe that the public deserves to know the facts and truth

The pentagon papers
A top secret us department of defense report on us political and military involvement in Vietnam from 1945-1967 commissioned by robber mcnamara without the knowledge of president Johnson or secretary of state Rusk
The documents were leaked by Daniel Ellsberg to the new york times in 1971
Revealed that the us has secretly enlarged the Vietnam war by bombing targets in Laos Cambodia and coastal Vietnam (not reported in media). Stated that the real objective was not an independent non communist Vietnam but rather the containment of china 

Daniel Ellsberg
Worked on the pentagon papers and leaked 43 volumes to the new york times. Initially went underground for 13 days following the leak, but then surrendered himself to the us authorities to stand trial
Arrested an charged with conspiracy, espionage, and theft of government property
Released on bail day of arrest. Free for the full two years of his indictment
Trial was dismissed in 1973 after evidence of government misconduct included coercion, and illegal wiretapping was introduced in court.
Ellsberg: “I felt that as an American citizen, as a responsible citizen, I could no longer cooperate in concealing this information from the American public. I did this clearly at my own jeopardy and I am prepared to answer to all the consequences to this decision.”

Edward Snowden
Us computer specialist and former cia employee and nsa contractor
Leaked classified documents outlining top secret us isteeili and british government mass surveillance programs including prism, ckeyscore, tempora and the interception of European telephone metadata
Charged with espionage and theft of government property. Fled to the us to avoid prosecution and living in Russia under temporary asylum
James clapper;: snowdens actions have done “huge, grave damage” to us intelligence capabilities. John keey: the nsa has gone too far and some of its surveillance activists must be stopped
Disclosures have fueled debate on patriots vs traitors mass surveillance, government secrecy and the balance between privacy and security. 

Ellsberg, snowden and arendt
Time magazine poll: 70% of those aged 18-34 believe that snowden “did a good thing” in leaking information of the nsa surveillance program
Snowden” sole motive was to inform the public as to that which is done in their name and that which is done against them
Daniel Ellsberg: snowden believes that he has done nothing wrong. I agree wholeheartedly. More than 40 years after my unauthorized disclosure of the pentagon papers such leaks remain the lifeblood of a free press and our republic. One lesion of the pentagon papers and snowdens leaks is simple secrecy corrupts just as power corrupts” 

Hannah Arendt: Truth in Politics
Arendt on Philosophy and experience
Arendt insisted that her philosophy is grounded in personal experiences
She never perceived herself as a professional philosopher “I do not belong to the circle of philosophers”
She sees the personal experience of political events as the point of departure and reflection
In all her writings, the experience of the holocaust and ideas of jewishness are very important.

The experience of the holocaust
When ardent heard for the first time about Auschwitz, about Nazis who systematically exterminated innocent people in death camps. She couldn’t believe it “ that was in 1943 and at first we didn’t believe it.. and then a half year later we belived it after all, becase we had the proof. It was really as if an abyss had opened. This out not to have happened. And I don’t mean just the number of crimes. I mean the method the fabrication of corpses and so on. Something happened there to which we cannot reconcile ourselves. None of us ever can.” 

Whither truth?
In part, it is this experience of the holocaust and her own identity as a jew who did face persecution who fled Germany and who escaped a French internment camp that field her exploration of lying and truth in politics. 
How could we have been so blind to the truth
Why and how were we deceived
What does it mean for politics id truth can so easily be hidden? 
Truth and politics written in 1967 also takes the Eichmann case and totalitarians as its inspiration. Namely: exploring the enormous harm that political lying can do 
“The following reflections try to come to grips with two issues” the first being the legitimacy of telling the truth under any and all circumstances and the second being “the amazing amount of lies… about what I had written, on one hand and about the facts I had reported on the other.”
“No one has ever doubted that truth and politics are on rather bad terms with each other, and no one, as far as I know, has ever counted truthfulness among the political virtues. Lies shave always been regarded as necessary and justifiable tools not only of the politicians or the demagogues but also of the statesman’s trade why is that so.” 
Machiavelli would say that we have to lie in order to do what must be done
Arendt v. Machiavelli
How would ardent argue against maciavelli? 
Why should we consider telling the truth a political virtue?
Fiat veritas, et pereat mindus: let truth be done, though the world may perish!

Paradoxes of the truth
“Conceptually, we may call truth what we cannot change metaphorically it is the ground on which we stand and the sky that stretches above us.”
On the one hand, truth can be despotic in that it permits no debate
On the other hard, truth is fragile and vulnerable to distortion manipulation and lying
“And the mere telling of facts…leads to no action whatever” truth is incredible important but it can easily be rendered powerless 

So why do we lie?
Ardent argues that lying is closely linked to action: an undeniable affinity of lying with action. Which changing the world.
The abilities to lie and to act are similar aspects of human freedom, since no animal other than ourselves can lie and act to change the world
Animals can display joy, cunning rage, and fear but cannot express discontent with a world they cannot change they are not free in that sense.

Lies as violence
When Trotsky “learned that he has never played a role in the Russian revolution…[he] must have known that his death warrant had been signed.”
Stalin’s lie serves not only to erase Trotsky’s name from history but also to destroy Trotsky himself completely
Political lies “harbor an element of violence” and when sufficiently “organized” tend “to destroy” what they ”negate”
Lies often are in the service of violence, not only violence to erase the truth but also to justify violent acts
George bush and the political lie
2003 state of the union address: George w. bush cited a forged document stating that saddam Hussein obtained nuclear bomb making materials from Niger
this intentional lie and others including erroneously linking saddam Hussein to September 11th and al Qaeda convinced many legislators to authorize and support the Iraq war
the purpose of the war : to disarm Iraq of weapons of mass destruction; weapons Iraq did not have. No evidence of such weapons have been discovered. 
February 2009 senate intelligence committee found that bush deliberately misled the American public about saddams relationship with al Qaeda and led the nation to war on false premises
These deceptions have been unmasked and yet many still believe the falsehoods that Iraq had weapons of mass destruction and worked with al Qaeda on sept 11th 

Rapid urbanization
In 1950 there were 86 cities in the world with a population og more than 1 million by 2015 there will be at least 550
Cities have absorbed nearly 2/3 og global population explosion since 1950
It is epected that hald of the population of asia will live in urban areas by 2020 while Africa is likely to reach a 50 per cent urbanization rate in 2035
Between 2011 and 2050 the world population is expected to increase by 2.3 billion passing from 7.0 billion to 8.6 billion
At the same time the population lving in irban areas is projected to gain 2.6 billion passing from 3.6 billion in 2011 to 6.3 billion 2050 urban areas are xpted to absorb all pipulation gortwth 
Asia is projected to see its urban poplation inctrase bu 1.3 billion afirica by 0.9 billion an dlatin America and the Caribbean by 0.2 billion
Rural populations are projected to start decrrasing in about a decade and there will likely be 0.3 billion fewer rural inhabitants in 2050 than today
Population growth is therefore becoming largely an irban phenomenon 
Urbanization is expected to continue to rise in both the developed and undeveloped world
Bu 2050 urban dwellers will likely account for 86% of the population in more developed regions and 64% of that in less developed regions
World population will reach 67% urban by 2050
Megacities
Megacities populations in excess of 10 million
Hypercities populations in excess of 20 million
20 million was the estimate dpoplaton of the entire world at the time of the French revoltuon in 1789
by 2030 2 out of 3 people will live in an urban area

numbers don’t tell the whoel story
population numbers alone don’t determine the pospects and fate of a city
addis ababa Ethiopia and hamburg genmany have the same population, but gernamnys urban population is not 99.4% slim dwellers as in ethiopias
the problem that cities face are much more complicated than simple comparing numbers

The rise of slums
There are more than 200,00 slums in the world
Number of slum dwellers worldwide is now over 1 billion
In sub Saharan Africa 61.7% of the urban population live in slums in southeast Asia 31%

What is a slum
A slum is a heavily populated informal urban settlement that is characterized by what it lacks
Un operational definition: a slim household lacks any one of the following five elements:
Access to clean water: access to a sufficient amount of safe water for family use, at an affordable price, available without extreme effort
Access to sanitation: access to a human waste disposal system either in the form of a private toilet or a public toilet shared with a reasonable number of people 
Security of tenure: evidence of documentation to prove secure tenure or de facto protection from evictions
Durability of housing: permanent, adequate, safe, secure structure in a non-hazardous location
Sufficient living area: not more than two people sharing the same room. 
Champagne glass of income distribution
The stem of the glass is getting thinner. In 1960 the income of the wealthiest fifth was 30 times greater than that of the poorest fifth; now its more than 8- times greater
Do citizens of the slums owe anything to the state? If the government gives nothing to the citizens of the slums, do slum dwellers owe anything to the state? loyalty? obedience? taxes? military services? 

The pride of rapid urbanization
More than 1 billion people now live in  slums the majority of them in the developing world
The locus of global poverty is moving to the cities= the urbanization of poverty
Left unchecked the slum population is expected to reach well over 2 billion by 2030
This requires a concerted effort on the part of municipal authorities civil society actors and the international community. This is a problem for all global citizens

The city of the future
The city of the future we think of steel and glass skyscrapers reaching to the sky like economic cathedrals
But he reality is that for most of the worlds population the future is made of cardboard, sheet metal, plywood, mud bricks, odds and ends, slapped together to approximate the shelter and security of a home. A city of squalor, pollution, filth decay and despair. 
A life of severe deprivation
7 out of 10 childhood deaths in developing countries can be attributed to just five main causes: pneumonia, diarrhea, measles, malaria and malnutrition
fifteen percent of children under give years in the world are severely malnourished almost half of whom are in south Asia

Statistical horrors in context
Over ten mullion of the worlds young children die each year and in over half of these deaths malnutrition is a contributory cause
The coast of preventing these deaths is relatively small $13 billion a year for ten years would provide basic health and nutrition for every person on the planet 
Slum life
Slums embody the worst of urban life poverty inequality and insecurity
How can we overcome the apathy and lack of political will that has proven to a barrier to helping slum dwellers attain lives of dignity prosperity safety and peace?

The challenge of the slums
To meet the challenge of slums the un created a cities without slums initiative that is major part of the un millennium development goals
To publicize the seriousness of urban problems especially in the global south
To improve its ability to attract funding with which to tackle the issue 
End hunger halve between 1990 and 2015 proportion of people who go hungry and whose income is less than one dollar a day
Universal education 
Gender equality eliminate all gender disparity in education
Children health
Gender equality
Maternal health
Combat HIV/AIDS and other diseases
Environmental sustainability
Global partnership
The language of slums
The term slum was first published in 1812 in a glossary of London slang by James hardy Vaux it meant racket or criminal trade
By the 1830s and 1840s that use had shifted the poor were now living in slums instead of practicing in them
In late Victorian Britain the term slum didn’t just describe poor areas it was used pejoratively as a comment on the supposed moral degeneracy of those who swelled in poor areas. For the 19th century liberals slums were places where the scum of society the criminal and the incorrigible resided and exulted in their squalor and moral bankruptcy 

The precarious life of the slums
85% of the urban residents of the developing world occupy property illegally with no security of tenure or right to live in their homes
employment tenuous and exploitative and dangerous very little pay and no benefits 

Cairo: the city of the dead
More than 1 million people use mamelukes tombs as prefabricated housing they literally live in a graveyard filled with the bodies of the wealthy sultans and emirs
A graveyards caught between highways and road congestion 
The first residents were paid tomb keepers for the wealthy families of Cairo: paid to guard family tombs from burglars and vandals or to sit vigils
Poor quarry workers moved in for housing and in 1967 refugees and the displaced from the Sinai and Suez during the 1967 war
A tomb vault can become the apartment for a family of 4 a string between gravestones becomes a laundry facility and become writing desks or beds 

The treason of the state: the demolition of bunuwal nagar
Banuwal nagar in 2006 was a dense culture of about 1500 homes outside Delhi India
Its residents were mostly masons bricklayers and carpenters laborers who came to the area in the early 1980s to build apartment blocks for middle class families and stayed. Women often found work cooking and cleaning in the more affluent surrounding areas
It was not the poorest of slums and could even be seen as prosperous. It acquired the settled look of a poor yet thriving community- it has shops and business people rented portions of their homes to tenants. The slum has some running water and toilet facilities and school. 
In April 2—6 banuwal nagar was demolished
Eight bulldozers arrived to level the slum and trucks came to take people away. People tore down their own homes trying to salvage as much as they could trying to salvage as much value as possible before the bulldozers destroyed everything. 

The treason of the state
About 2/3 were taken to bawana essentially a more desolate slum on the outskirts of the city that has been designated a resettlement site. If they could prove former residency in Delhi or legal title to their slum homes they would be resettled and allotted modest property entitlements
1/3 of the slum dwellers couldn’t get enough documentation to show their eligibility fro relocation their homes were demolished and they got nothing. The renters also had to fend for themselves. 

Banuwal nagar Today
Today the slum and its residents have vanished and it is now a shopping mall in a middle class neighborhood
The slum was a nuisance they say it was dirty congested and dangerous now we have clean roads and nice place to shop
When Davis writes of the treason of the state to look after its people this is what he means. The ability for the state to bulldoze entire settlements, leaving the people with nothing a state that does not fulfill its part of the social contract provide for the security of the citizens. 

Waste Pickers
A waste picker is someone who ekes out a living by salvaging recyclable and reusable materials that have been thrown out as garbage by others
Waste picking has expanded especially in developing countries under pressure of rapid urbanization. In many cities waste pickers provide the only garbage collection 
The one job that is always hiring waste pickers serves as a cushion to the poor who lose their jobs. Children often work as waste pickers to support their families
Very little solid data on waste pickers due to the informal nature of the profession porous international borders seasonal changes in the workforce and the diffusion of worksites
Fear amongst academics that solid quantitative data would lead to a crack down against waste pickers
Estimated 1.5 million waste pickers in India and 250,000 in brazil 

Seeing slums differently: two visions of Nicaraguan trashpickers
Anthony bourfain: no reservations Nicaragua
2008: the first world conference on waste 

the fight for equality and freedom
all three authors struggled to accomplish essentially the same goal: ewuality and freedom for all

martin luther king jrL early life
born in 1929 grew up the son of a Baptist minister in Atlanta Georgia
left high school early to attend morehouse college at the age of 15. Graduated with a ba in sociology
atteneded seminary in Pennsylvania and graduated from boston university with a PHD in theology
Married Coretta SCOTT ON THE LAWN OF HER PARENTS HOUSE IN 1953 AND HAD FOUR CHILDREN
BECAME A PASTOR IN MONTGOMery Alabama at the age of 25

Malcom X: early life
Born in Omaha Nebraska in 1925 the 4th of 7 children his home in Lansing Michigan was burned by the KKK
Father was a civil rights activist and supporter of black pride. Three of Malcolm’s uncles were killed by the KKK
His father was killed by a streetcar when he was 6, many believed his father was pushed by white supremacists
His mother had  mental breakdown and the children were separated and put into foster care
Dropped out of school and got involved with drug dealing, gambling, racketeering, robbery and prostitution
1945 burglarized wealthy white families send to prison in 1946 for 6 years
converts to Islam in prison. After his release he becomes a minister for the nation of Islam 
real name: malcom little

Frantz FanonL Early life
Born on the Caribbean island of Martinique in 1925; a French colony at the time
His father was a descendent of African slaves. His mother was an illegitimate child of mixed African Indian and European descent.
After France fell to the Nazis in 1940 Martinique was blockaded. The Vichy French toppos forced to remain on the island abused, harassed and sexually assaulted the people
At the age of 18 fanon fled the island to escape the abuses of colonialism and colonial racism
Fanon joined the French army in WWII and fought in Casablanca. Alsace, and Colmar. When allied forced crossed the Rhine ranons regiment was bleached and all people of color were removed. 
Fanon studied medicine and psychiatry in France. Worked as a psychiatrist in Algeria until being deported 

Martin Luther king jr: Ideology
Expose the racism, prejudice, discrimination and brutality that existed in the southern united states
Use non violent means to highlight violence and ensure support. Link of non violence to Christian imperative of turn the other cheek, and Gandhi’s non-violent activism
Use civil disobedience to promote change
Did not align with any us political party or candidate
African American as well as other disadvantaged Americans should be compensated for historical wrongs, to help close the economic gap between whites and non whites 

Malcolm X: Ideology
Believed African Americans should stand up and fight for their freedom; with guns if needed
Harshly critical of capitalism: leaned toward communist and socialist view point
Believed the fight should be for human rights internationally not civil rights domestically
Believed that the Christian religion was based on the white culture and has been imposed on African Americans by slave masters
Advocate for black nationalism defined as self determination fort he African American community
Many African Americans stated that Malcolm x articulated their complaints concerning inequality better than the mainstream civil rights movement did 

Frantz Fanon: Ideology
Analyzes the role of class, race, culture and violence in struggles for national liberation
Advocates for the use of violence on the part of the colonized as a necessary stage in the development of a national consciousness and a national culture
Because of the violence of colonizer, the colonized must use counter violence to gain independence
Logic of violence: once violence begins it takes its own course and produces more violence. 

Martin Luther King Jr. Movement
•	Southern Christian Leadership Conference: created to harness the moral authority and organizing power of black churches to conduct non-violent protests in order to promote civil rights reform
•	Used media coverage to expose racial oppression of Jim Crow Laws
•	Arrested 29 times for leading peaceful demonstrations against racial injustice
•	One of the organizers of the March on Washington – more than 250,000 people
•	King won the Nobel peace prize

Malcolm X Movement
Nation of Islam: black separatist group claiming black superiority
Taught that Africans belonged at the top of the social order
Whites were the devil and only took advantage of the black race
Advocated political and economic independence
•	He would leave the nation of Islam, and convert to Islam after a pilgrimage to mecca
•	Changed views and saw all humans as equal. Argues against black supremacy arguing that the two raced could be brothers and could cooperate and coexist
•	“Civil rights, for those of us whose philosophy is Black Nationalism, means: “give it to us now. Don’t wait for next year. Give it to us yesterday, and that’s not fast enough.””

Frantz Fanon: Movement
•	Influences liberation movements of the Palestinians, Tamils, slum dwellers of South Africa, and African Americans, especially the Black Panthers
•	Huge influence on anti-colonial and national liberation movements. Influences revolutionary leaders such as Malcolm X in the USA, Che Guevara in Cuba, ect.
•Actively involved personally in the Algerian Revolution (1954) and becomes the leading intellectual for the Algerian rebels
•	Deep influences on Jean-Paul Sartre and the emergence of existentialism 

Consequences: MLK Jr. 
•	One of the most widely revered figures in American History
•	Helped to achieve the voting rights act (1965) and the civil rights act (1968)
•	Assassinated outside a hotel in Memphis, Tennessee, 1968, days after the passage of the civil rights act
•	The assassination caused a wave of race riots in Washington DC, Chicago, Baltimore, Louisville, Kansas City, and dozens more

Consequences: Malcolm X
•	His speeches on violent rebellion radicalized the civil rights movement and arguably accelerated the passage of the civil rights act
•	Significant in the growth of Islam within African American communities
•	After splitting with the nation of Islam, Malcolm X received death threats
•	He was assassinated in 1965 by 3 attackers in front of 400 people while preparing to deliver a speech. He sustained 21 gunshot wounds. The assassins were members of the nation of Islam
Consequences: Frantz Fanon
•	The leading anti-colonial thinker of the 20th century, influences many colonial struggles for independence
•	Joined the front de liberation nationale in 1955 following the outbreak of the Algerian revolution (1954)
•	His anti-colonial book The Wretched of the Earth  (published 1961) was censored in France
•	He died of Leukemia 1961. During his illness he continued his anti-colonial work, delivered speeches, and wrote.
Violence or Non Violence
Non violence does not work as affectively as violence or as fast

Radical critiques of liberal democracy and world order
Two articles are deliberately very provocative; zizek and bradol want to get under your skin and they want you to get angry
We can see zizek as writing in the spirit of marxs ruthless critiqu and bradol as writing very much like a Socratic gadfly attempting to sting us out of complacency and towards action

Slavoj zizek
Slovenian philosopher cultural critique and former presidential candidate for Slovenia
Called the elvis of cultural theory and subject of 2005 documentary film zizek celebrity philospher
Intensely critical of neoliberals and the idea that liberal democracy is the only path to freedom
Frequent oped writer for the guardian and the new york times
Currently exchanging letters with nadezhda tolokonnikova a jailed member of the political punk protest bak pussy riot 

The violence of liberal democracy
Zizek is highly skeptical of both liberal democracy and capitalism he sees these as tools of oppression rather than tools of emancipation
Instead of the freedom and collective self rule promised by democracy we’ve instead gotten the totalitarian rule of capital. Liberal democracy serves not freedom bur rather the enslavement of all to capitalism. 
Argues that democracy has become fundamentalist and that lberal democracy is just another form of nationalist racist and religious fundamentalism
The choice liberal democracy sets up fundamentalism or democracy is false. This false choice ensures that the political is shit down and that nothing will really happen in politics global ca[ital will continue to reign supreme.
Democracy today is not the living breathing activity of politics. It is the death of the political as it forces us to assume that anything that is not democracy is totalitarian and necessarily horrible. And yet it blinds us to the totalitarian and horrible characteristics of democracy today. 

Violence + exclusion= democracy
For zizek violence and exclusion defined liberal democracy
Liberal democracy = imperialism, racism, illegal detention without legal council, supporting the rich at the expense of the poor, the erosion of civil liberties, and the destruction of freedom. It is a political system that not only accepts deep inequality but through global capital promotes greater inequality 

Jean herve Bradol
Jean herve bradol medical doctor and president of medicines sans frontiers (MSF) doctors without borders
Accepted the noble peace proze awared to mdf in 1999 

Sacrificial international order
Humanitarians cannot escape their own complicity in the sacrificial international order
Humanitarian actors while opposing sacrifices find themselves in the position of having to make and justify them. Sacrifice is inherent in decision concerning what projects to undertake continue halt or when not to respond to the suffering of distant strangers
The issue before humanitarian actors operating within the sacrificial international order is to critically reflect on their own implication in world order and to deliberate on which forms of sacrifice they will oppose or grudgingly accept
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
