What is the Brain?
-centre of nervous system, 86 billion neurons
-regulates the system through hormones and muscular activity
-it is like a computer in that it takes in info from environment and stores it, then produces outputs.
-frontal lobes are brains largest structures and are responsible for executive processes (ie. Decision making, planning, etc..) but are associated with a large numbers of disorders.
-parietal lobe; visiospatial processing
-occipital lobe; vision
-temporal lobe; recognition, perception, learning and memory
-cerebellum; motor-learning, balance, reflex memory, timing, posture, sequence learning, coordination of voluntary movement.
- brain stem; maintaining homeostasis by controlling autonomic functions (blood pressure, breathing, digestion, heart rate, etc...) alertness, sleep, balance, startle response
