One example of Cerberus having an impact on modern literature is Fluffy the three-headed dog in the 1st Harry Potter book/movie “The Philosopher’s stone”.  Fluffy was obtained from a “Greek man” that Rubeus Hagrid met at a pub. This further confirms the Greek connection of the three-headed dog. Similar to Cerberus in Greek myths, Fluffy served as a guard (for the Philosopher’s stone) and in order to get past him, music would have to be played to put him asleep. 
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
