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- Surveillance camera players – track or provoke people behind cameras
- video states cameras are always around us everywhere we go every day of our lives as if we are always being watched
- how do we conceptualize the cameras that are after us during daily life?
- when they move, you feel like they have an active presence
- they perform for the camera, but also for the people in real space

· embedded in a web of technology

· video displays a man dressed as an alien to show that the camera portrays everything In a different way and police arrive on scene within seconds to find that it was for a pop video
· in London there is live people watching live footage
justification for surveillance?

- figure out what to do with those ideas and which ideas are suitable
- analyze and evaluate these ideas – which ones will help you move forward
- some might not be practical, suitable or achievable
-original and creative ideas come from combining existing concepts in a new way
- ideas function as building blocks – new approach and viable solution
· arrange and sort “out there” ideas and unique original ideas might come out of them – creative stage
