· WHEN WE PAID ATTENTION TO THE VICITMIZATION OF WOMEN AND CHILDREN IN THE FAMILY, OR WHEN WE DEFINE OR CARE ABOUT SEXUAL HARRASSMENT
· DIFFERENCES BETWEEN RACIAL GROUPS, AND SOCIAL CLASSES, CAN ALSO ENTER IN
· WOMEN GAIN RIGHTS AS WE BECOME MORE IMPORTAT ECONOMICALLY – MAKES OUR “VICITMIZATION” A CONCERN FOR SOCIETY

3. In “’Night to His Day’:  the Social Construction of Gender,”  Judith Lorber states 
Gender is so pervasive that in our society we assume it is bred into our genes.  Most people find it hard to believe that gender is constantly created and re-created out of human interaction, out of social life, and is the texture and order of that social life.  Yet gender, like culture, is a human production that depends on everyone constantly “doing gender.”

· QUESTIONS GOVERNMENT POLICY, POP CULTURE, WAYS OF DOING & BEING (GENDER, CLASS, RACE, SEXUAL ORIENTATION, ABILITY, AGE, ETHNICITY)

· ASKS HOW WOMEN’S LIVES ARE AFFECTED BY INSTITUTIONAL, ECONOMIC & IDEOLGICAL PRACTICES (IN FAMILY, LAW, ETC … ALL SOCIAL INSITITUIONS, BUT ALSO AS INDIVIDUALS)

· COULD ADDRESS MEN’S AND\OR WOMEN’S PARTICIPATION IN OPPRESSIVE OR FEMINIST AND\OR LIBERATORY ACTIVITIES CONSCIOUSLY & UNCONSCIOUSLY

· WAY WE PERFORM GENDER AS A CULTURAL EXERCISE, PARTICPATE IN OUR OWN VICITMIZATION
