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1. Using Dominique Robert’s article as a theoretical framework, explain how correctional discourses about and responses to prisoner mental health issues and drug use illustrate the creation of a mental health panopticon that prioritizes security and punishment over health/mental health. 
2. What are some of our current responses to prisoners with mental health issues who “act out” while incarcerated?
3. What is problematic with these responses, and with housing individuals with mental health issues in prison, and why are they particularly traumatic for and harmful to women in prison? 
4. By drawing on Godderis’ discussion of resistance and agency, explain how the prison environment exacerbates “acting out” behaviour as well as mental ill health, including self-harm and suicidal thoughts/actions. 
5. At the same time that the correctional system is creating a mental health panopticon and in spite of all the claimed attention paid to mental health treatment, prisoners continue to fall through the cracks. 
6. Using the Ashley Smith case as an example, outline the individual and systemic failures that contributed to her preventable death.
