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The National Convention
· Disorganized French army won battle over Prussia thus protecting Paris
· Frech extended territory over Austrian Netherlands, rhine, swiss land
· Revolution spreak in the wake of the successful French armies
· Infant French Revolution was at war against all Europe ; saved by the weakness of the coalition of nations
· In the Conevtion the leaders Jacobins were splitting 
· New political group emerged: montagnards; represented Paris and most were of provincial birth
· Popular revolutionarists- sans culottes. They feared the convention was too moderate and demanded direct democracy. 
· King convicted of treason and guillotined on a vote of 361-360. 
· Everyone now looked to the mountain wing of jacobins to stop any royalist movements. 
Background to terror
· France started to loose territory and enemies threatened to invade France 
· Economy suffering
· May 31, 1793 Commune of Paris, under pressure from sans cullote assembled a host of demonstrators and insurrectionists who invaded the convention and forced the arrest of the Girondon leaders(considered too modest). 
· Mountain now ruled in the convention
· The convention was attacked and rebelled against by peasants who were supported by royalists and emirgres. 
The Program of the Convention
-aimed to protect ideals of F.R and to stop counterrevolutionaries 
- to repress counterrevolution, convention set up the the Committee of public safety
- Convention+ Committee  of Public Safety set up the ``Reign of Terror`` designed to protect the Revolutionary Republic from internal enemries 
- to conduct the government in the midst of the war emergency the Committee of Public Safety operated as a joint dictatorship and war cabinet. 
- committee called on all able bodied men to defend nation against foreign enemies
- in 1794, abolished slavery in French colonies (St. Domingue) however reinstated by Napoleon. Finally abolished until 1848. 
-  committee launched movement of Dechristianization and created a new republican calendar. 
-Dechristianization contributed to the development of the cult of reason, which sprang all over France at the end of 1793. 
- Robespierre disliked the Dechristianization movement, believed it would aleniate the masses from the Republic and ruin such sympathy that was held for Rev. 
- Committee ordered the toleration of peaceable Cathilic, and in June 1794 Robespierre introduced the cult of the Supreme Being, a deistic natural religion, declared the recognization of God as existent and the immorality of the soul.
- by spring of 1794, the French Republic possessed an army of 800,000men; largest ever. Continued to win Revolutionary military victories. Won the battle of Fleurus in Belgium. 
- military success made French less willing to put up with the dictatorial rule and economic regimentation of the Terror. 
- Robespierre and the Commite antagonized all other political parties 
- working class radicals of Paris also no longer supported him.
A group in the convention obtained the ``outlawing`` of Robespierre on 9 Thermidor (July 27, 1794); he was guillotined along with fellow associates
The Thermidorian Reaction
· The terror subsided
· Convention reduced powers of the Committee and closed Jacobin club. 
· Uprisings broke out. Insurrection of Prairal in the Year III when a mob all but dispersed the Convention by force. Gave a taste of modern social revolution. 
· Triumphant element consisted mostly of the bourgeoise class which had guided the revolution since the constituent assembly 
· Some people got rich over the revolution ( made money by wartime gov contracts or had profited by inflation or by buying up former church lands at bargain prices)
· Thermidorians were still insistent on democracy . Produced the constitution of the year III, which went into effect at the end of 17595 
The Constitutional Republic: The Directory, 1795- 1799
The Weakness of the Directory 
-first formally constituted French Republic, known as the Directory, only lasted four yeas
- new constitution also impacted new territoeis (eg., Belgium), commited to successful expansion
-  Republic called the Directory governs France and sends armies to spread revolutionary republicanism in Europe. 
-Directory= hands of substantial property owners 
-constituonal republic was dependent on military protection to put down Royalist mob. Led by Napoleon. 
The Political Crisis of 1797
· In March 1797, the first free election held under republican backings
· -republicans feared a resurgence of royalism 
· English was in a horrific state of economic and financial depression and were wanting peace.
· Coupe dèestate of Fructidor(Sept 4, 1797)-previous elections annulled . After coup gov broke off negotiations with ENg
· With Austria signed treaty of Campo FOrmio incorpating Napoleons ideas. Treaty recognized French control of Belgium , left bank of the Rhine, and the French dominated Cisalpine Republic in Italy. In return, Bonaparte allowed Austrians to annex venice and most of mainland Venetia. 
· French revolutionary republicanism spread rapid through much of Italy, creating new republics with classical names. 
The Coup d'Etat of 1799: Bonaparte
-directory turned into ineffective dictatorship
- second coalition formed by Austria, Russa and UK and there was once again general war b/w France and second coalition. 
- Bonaparte led the coup where armed soldiers drove the legislators from the chambers.
- Proclaimed a new form of republic, which Bonaparte entitled the Consulate. It was headed by three consuls, with Bonaparte as the first consul. 
The authoriatarian Republic: The Consulate, 1799-1804
· Napoleon guided France under a form of enlightened despotism. 
· Set up new constitution which provided for universal male suffrage
· First Consul made all decisions and ran the state
· Obtained peace. In Feb 1801 after defeating Austrians he got them to sign the treaty of Luneville,  in which the terms of Campo Formio were confirmed.

The Settlement with the Church, Other Reforms
-signed agreement (concordat) with churchrecognizing Catholicism as official religion. Clergy now paid, pope given right to depose French bishops. By signing concordat, the church recognized the Republic. Previous land and tithes not returned. 
· No person was held to be under any legal authority except that of the stae
· No more estates, legal classes, privileges, hereditary offices, manors
· Jobs open to talent
· Creative, critical intellectual debate became impossible in France
· No tax exemption because of birth, status
· Established sound currency and public credit
· Established Bank of France in order to assist government financing
· Five codes emerged- Code Napoleon( civil code), codes of civil and criminal procedure, and the commercial + penal codes.
· -codes legally and judicially uniformed France. 
· Dubbed empire for life
· France became formidable European power whom many nations were intimidated of. 
· Old barriers of privilege, tax exemption, localism, and caste exclusiveness had disappeared under Napoleon’s reign
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Napoleonic Europe
· Napoleon imposed a broad political entity on all of Europe 
· Innovations of a kind made by F.R spread to conquered nations
· Germans, Italians, Dutch and Poles worked with the French emperor to introduce the changes that he demanded, and which they themselves soften desired. 
· Britain, Austria, Russia & Prussia united to defeat Napoleon. 
The Formation of the French Imperial System
The Dissolution of the First and Second Coalitions, 1792-1802
· When Austria signed the peace of Campo Formio in 1797, the first coalition was totally dissipated. Only British naval forces remained engaged with the French. 
· Austria’s acceptance of the peae of Luneville in 1801 dissolved the second collation, and in 1802 UK signed the peace of Amiens. For the only time between 1792 and 1814 no European power was at war with another.
Peace Interim
· Napoleon re-captured Haiti
· Reorganized the Cisalpine Repubic into an Italian republic with himself as president 
· Reorganized the Helvetic Republic, making himself mediator of the Confederation of Switzerland. 
· Reorganized Germany
Formation of the Third Coalition in 1805
· Britain and France went to war again in 1803
· Napoleon sold Louisiana to the US
· Austria, Russia and Britain formed third coalition 
The Third Coalition, 1805-1807: The Peace of Tilsit
· Napoleon wanted to invade ENG with thousands of boats and barges in which he gave the troops amphibious training in embarkation and debarkation. 
· France lost battle of Trafalgar which established the supremacy of the British navy
· The Treaty of Tilsit: Russia and French became allies. Napoleon persuaded Alexander to be emperor of the East. 
The Continental System and the War in Spain 
· Napoleon attempted to conquer England economically by shutting out British goods and shipping from all European ports. 
· Berlin Decree: forbade the importation of British goods into any part of Europe allied with or dependent on himself. Therefore formally established the Continental system. 
· France invaded Spain; Spaniards regarded the Napoleonic soldiers as godless villians who desecrated churches. 
· Spanish guerillas and rebels fought against French army in the five year long Peninsula War in Spain which Spain won. 
· France soon started to loose battles e.g., in Portugal where British army defeated French .
The Austrian War of Liberation, 1809
· Alexander found Napoleon unwilling to support his expansion into the Balkans. 
· Napoleon hurt by the fact that Napoleon had made moves to re-create a Polish state, setting up what was called the Grand Duchy of Warsaw.
· Alexander offended by Talleyrand’s selfishness to betray Napoleon
· Austria proclaimed a war of libeation in April 1809. Napoleon won though, and took considerable territory

Napoleon at His Peak, 18809-1811
· Napoleon married Marie Louise, 18year old daughter of the Austrian emperor and nice of Marie Antoinette
· Now by marriage nephew of Louis XVI 
· Surround himself with a newly made hereditary Napoleonic nobility, 
· Made himself a heir; made position hereditary; similar to monarch 
The Grand Empire: Spread of the Revolution
The Organization of the Napoleonic Empire
· Empire included the entire European mainland except the Balakn peninsula in 1810 and 1811. 
· Napoleon used his family as a means to rule other territory e.g., Napoleon’s younger brother Jerome ruled Westphalia
Napoleon and the Spread of the Revolution
· 3 steps occurred in all the states that Napoleon conquered:
1) Military conquest and occupation by the French troops
2) Establishment of a native satellite government with the support of local persons who were willing to collaborate with the French and who helped in the drafting of a constitution specifying the powers of the new government and regularizing its relationships with France. 
3) Sweeping internal reform and reorganization, modeled on Bonaparte’s program for France and hernce derivatively on the F.R
· A great reformer and man of Enlightenment
· Wanted government to be rationally constituted that is deliberately mapped and planned, not merely inherited from the jumble of the past 
· Wanted to spreak his Code Napoleon- believed his code was based on the very nature of justice and human relationships, and he believed that it must therefore be applicable to all countries .
· Against feudalism 
· Established the legal equality of individual persons 
· Legal classes were wiped out; society made up of legally equal individuals
· Nobility lost its privilegs in taxation, officeholding, and military command.
· Careers open to talent 
· Manorial system removed 
· Peasants gained rights; no longer under the legal jurisdiction of lords
· Church lost its position as a public authority alongside the state. 
· Tithes, church courts, inquisition, church property, all abolished
· Toleration became the law; Catholics, protestants, and jews received same civil rights.
· For secularization
· Internal tariffs removed, and free trade within state borders promoted
· All countries of the Grand Empire, some of the main principles of the F.R were introduced under Napoleon
· Many supporters in newly conquered land, found supportsters also among many progressive nobles and in the Confederation of the Rhine
· All dependent states were required by Napoleon to supply him with money and soldiers. 
· Encouraged innovative scientific research and rewarded the scientists who pursued it but forbade any works against him (e.g., exiled Germaine de Stael)
· Further evoked the atmosphere of far-spreading majesty in which Napoleon would have liked the peoples of Europe to live. 
The Continental System: Britain and Europe
British Blockade and Napoleon’s Continental System
· Aim of Napoleon was to kill of Britain’s commerce and shopping, in the short run to weaken the war-making powers of the enemy government by undermining its revenue and its navy and in the long run to weaken the enemy’s position in the world of markets. 
· Britain highly industrialized, could produce cotton cloth and certain other articles by power machinery 
The Failure of the Continental System
-Much trading between parts of the continent had always been by sea, this costal traffic was now blocked by the British
- tariffs aimed at serving on French interest and did not serve dependent sovereigns. 
-British just ended up trading to other places due to their control of the sea. 

The National Movements: Nationalism
The Resistance to Napoleon: Nationalism
· Increased resistance in occupied countries
· Continental system resented because it was used primarily to benefit the French
· Internal resistance + external resistance
· Nationalism used as a tool to resist napoleon
· Mixture of conservative+liberal;antiauthocratic
· Hatred against napoleon united the British during a social crisis
· Spainish wanted to restore clergy and bourbon kings
· French motivated divided Italy to unite
The Movement of Thought in Napoleonic Germany
· German rebellion was very influential; against not only the ideas of the Enlightenment but also against the ideas of the French Revolution. 
· Ideas viewed as gothic
· Cultural and philosophical revolutiuon
· Germans came to be viewd as intellectual leaders in 19th century
· Previously germans had lacked nationalism
· Proliferation of german literature
· Cultural revolution ensued
· Each ppl, he thought, meaning by a people a group should share the same attitudes, spirit, or culture (J.G Herder)
· A sound civilization must express a national character: volksgeist 
· He thought all ppl should develop their own genius in their own way
· Idea of volksgeist spread to other nations
· According to herder and followers, good laws were those that reflected local conditions or national idiosyncrasies. 
· Increased german nationalism not only aimed at expelling Napoleon but also german ruler influence. Democratic in that it stressed the superior virtue of the common ppl.
· Father Jahn opened a youth movement, spread anti-semetic and anti-french and anti- aristocratic ideals. 
· J.G Fichete
· Moral and metaphysical philosopher
· Doctrinated that the inner spirit of the individual creates its own moral universe
· Shared rousseau’s belief that the sate should be the embodiment of the sovereign will of a ppl.
· State= human salvation
· Very strong german nationalist
Reforms in Prussia
· French successfully invaded Prussia 
· Prussia had a moral advantage, least compromised by French. 
· Prussia lacked a sufficient army to overthrow napoleon
· Scharnhorst and gneisenau tried to invoke a feeling of loyalty and nationalism in citizens and soldiers. 
· Reconstruction of the state, prerequisite to the reconstruction of the army, was initiated by Baron Stein and continued by his successor, Hardenburg.
· Stein changed Prussia, brought about equality to all classes and spread out duties. 
· Abolished serfdom and the concept of hereditary subjection of peasants to manorial lords
· Gave peasants rights
· Prussia reduced old patriarchal power of the lords and gave legal status and freedom of movement to the mass of the population, thus laying the foundation for a modern state and modern economy.
· Stein exiled, but his reforms were influential
The Overthrow of Napoleon: The Congress of Vienna
· Continental system working badly
· Britain amassed large wealth that could have been used to assist European governments financially against Napoleon
· Alexander I resented alliance with France. Got very little in return
The Russian Campaign and the War of Liberation
· Russia withdrew from continental system on dec. 31/ 1810
· Napoleon assemble an army with soldiers from all of his colonies.
· Napoloeon won battle of Borodino however his army fell in Moscow. Retreated because the burnt land was insufficient to live off. On the journey back winter killed his army. Grand Army died. 
· all European nations and napoleon’s colonies fought back against him. 
· Napoleon assembled new army but they were untrained, and he got smashed at the battle of Leipzig, known to Germans as the Battle of Nations.
Restoration of the Bourbons
· France lost control of Belgium
· Viscount castlereagh succeeded in getting Russia, Prussia, Austria and Great Britain to sign the treaty of Chaumont. Each power bound itself for 20 years to a Quadruple Alliance against France, each had to provide 150k soliders. 
· Defeated Napoleon
· Talleyrand suggested Louis XVI III be the ruler.
· Bourbon king would be peaceable, wouldn’t want to conquer. 
· Louis XVI III
· Created a charter of 1814 to gain support
· Gracious gift of a theoretically absolute king
· Promised legal equality, eligibility of all to public office without regard to class, and a parliamentary government in two chambes. 
· Recognized Napoleonic codes, concordat with church, redistribution of property
Settlement before the Vienna Congress
· First Treaty of Paris, confined France to its boundaries of 1792
· Napoleon exiled to island of Elba on the Italian coast
· Russians refused to discuss turkey and Balkans, retained Bessarabia, kept Finald
· British refused to discuss freedom of the seas; barred all colonial and insular con	uests
· Revolits in L.A were to be left untouched
· Britain kept many of its colonies
· Britain remained as a growing and dynamic system; much supremacy
· Spainish and portugese reduced powers
The Congress of Vienna
· Representatives from all over Europe
· France represented by Talleyrand, minister to Louis XVIII
· Castelreash and Metternich, with support from Talleyrand, wanted to produce a balance of power.
· Wanted to restore the liberties of Europe
· Freedom of European states from domination by a single power
· Hoped that a proper balance of power would also produce a lasting peace
· In an attempt to control france, it was surrounded by powerful kingdoms 
· Germany remained divided, while many other kingdoms were formed
· Congress ignored the yearnings of German nationalists for a great unified fatherland
Polish Saxon Question
· Question of whether or not to unite or divide Poland, and who should rule under which political ideology
· Russia and Prussia demand all of Poland for Russia and all Saxony for Prussia. 
· Main problem at Vienna was to restrain Russia from gaining an excess of land+power.
· CAstlereagh, Metternich, and Talleyrand signed a secret treaty, pleding to go to war if necessary against Russia and Prussia. 
· Alexander then offered to compromise
· Fine with a reduced polish kingdom
· Congress created new Poland, called Congress Poland
· Prussia ended up receiving two fifths of Saxony, rest remaining to the Saxon King
Hundred Days and their Aftermath
· White terror (aristocratic and émigré upsurge) spread
· Napoleon escaped from elba, and again proclaimed the empire
· Lost at battle of Waterloo to Duke of Wellington
·  Napoleon exiled to St. Helena 
· Second Treaty of Paris signed; more severe
· Minor changes to frontiers
· 700 million francs 
· Army of occupation
· Episode called the Hundred Days
· Alexander deveised the Holy Alliance. Proposed that all monarchs sign, a statement by which they promise to uphild Christian principles of charity and peace.
· Nationalists and democrats unsatisfied with end results
· Peace of Vienna thus brought to a close the great political and military upheavals that had spread across Europe in the wake of the F.R
· F.R and Napoleonic empire demonstrated how a new, more open system of social and professional advancement enabled a nation to exercise power more ffectively than any traditional, monarchial states.
· Events modernized society
· Reshaped society


The Advent of Isms
· Combined forces of IR and FR led to proliferation of new doctrines and movements
· Many isms originated from the Englightment 
· Appearance of so many isms shows rather that ppl were making their ideas more systematic 
· Ppl obliged to reconsider and analyse society as a whole 
Romanticism
· Not political 
· Theory of literature and arts
· Act based on emotion and not reason( contradictory to the Enlightenment)
· Rejected the emphasis on classical rules and rational order that had shaped aesthetic theory during much of the 18th century. 
· A movement in the arts and literature that originated in the late 18th century, emphasizing inspiration, subjectivity, and the primacy of the individual
· Insisted on the value of feeling as well as of reason
· Loved mysterious
· Strong appeal towards Gothics
· Love for ideas of originality or creativity 
· Romanticism added cultural and emotional passions to the more political ideologies
Classical liberalism
· Liberalism: opposition to royalism
· Emphasis on the rights and liberties that individuals should possess in every well-ordered, modern society.
· Liberals were typically individuals of business and professional classes 
· Believed in modern, enlightened, efficient, reasonable and fair concepts
· Confidence in self government and self control 
· High value on parliamentary or representative government
· Freedom of press and free rights of assembly
· Favoured explicitly written constitutions 
· Were not democrats; feared giving every man the right to vote
· Only as time went by did universal suffrage come into hand
· Mill argued women should have same voting rights as men
· Subscribed to rights of man in the American and French revolutions 
· Emphasis on the right of property, laissez faire economy 
· Wanted to omit guild system, disapproved work unions 
· Freedom of trade; lowering or removing tariffs 
· Disapporoved of church and aristocracy 
· Tolerance and education 
Radicalism, Republicanism, Socialism
· Radicalism
· Philosophical radicals aimed to reform the English criminal and civil law, church, Parliament and constitution. 
· Waved aside previous historic knowledge and preferred to focus on the root of the problem
· Radical=root (latin)
· Demanded parliamentary reform
· Detested Church
· Radicalism=democratic, wanted to give every man the opportunity to vote
· Radicalism led to republicanism
· Republicanism
· Often joined together in secret due to police repression
· Looked for further revolution to further advance liberty, equality, fraternity
· Demanded universal suffrage 
· Favoured parliamentary government
· Anticlerical- viewed Catholic church as an enemy of reason and liberty. 
· Opposed monarchy
· Socialism
· Shared political views of republicanisms
· Favoured communal ownership of productive asets 
· Disliked competitions as the governing economic or social principle and set forth principles of harmony, cooperation, or association. 
· Rejected laissez faire of liberals 
· Fairer and equal distribution of income 
· Robert Owen
· Created a model community for his employees
· High wages, reducing hours, schools, etc
· Saint Simon- 
· Him and his followers were among the first clear exponents of a planned society 
· Advocated public ownership of industrial equipment and other capital 
· Charles Fourier	
· Subjected all social institutions to a sweeping condemnation. 
· Society should be organized in “phalansteries” 
· Louis Blanc
· Proposed a system of social workshops, or state supported manufacturing centers, in which the workers should labor by and for themselves without intervention of private capitalists. 
Feminism
· Sought to expand the rights of women in both public and private life
· Argued that the rights of man existed for women too
· Attempted to secure voting and civil rights for women
· Further the rights of women in education, cultural life and the economy. 
· Egalitarian feminists: sought political rights for women 
· French feminists in 19th century tended to focus on the social, cultural or legal rights of women rather than on campaigns to win the vote. 
· Taylor and Mill produced important works on the social, legal and political inequalities that women faced 
· Mills’ argument: women were inherently equal to men and on the utilitarian ground society could only benefit from the increased participation of women in public life. 
· Many feminists resorted to writing 
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· Conservatism was strong
· Aimed to uphold institutions of absolute monarchy, aristocracy, and church
· Opposed the constitutional and representative government sought by liberals.
· Main advocator: Edmund Burke
· Advocated gradual adaption
· Humanitarianism 
· Increased concern for unnecessary cruelty inflicted on others
· Barbaric torture and other means gone
· Condition of life imporoved 
· Increase in morality 
The Dike and the Flood: Domestic
· Many states wanted political peace
· Britain wanted to preserve Old England 
· Germany, Italy, Austria and central Europe wanted to preserve the Habsburg dynasty.
· Alexander, Russian tsar, was feared by representatives due to his ambitions which including wanting to mix Christianity into politics.
· The left wanted represenatative government and freedom
· The right wanted to preserve old traditions and power
Reaction after 1815: France, Poland
· White terror broke out
· Upper class youths murdered Bonapartists and republicans
· Catholic mobs killed protestants at Marseilles and Toulouse
· King could not control reaction and violence 
· King`s nephew assassinated, the Duke de Berry further proving the point that counterrevolutinariers are violent and should be omitted. 
· Louis XVI died, replaced by the father of the nephew who had been murderd; Charles X; against revolution
· Aimed to omit liberalism and constitutionalism
Poland
· Vienna settlement had created a constitutional kingdom with joint union by Alexander and Russian empire
· Dispute between those who wanted to uphold liberal principles of voting and legislative processes vs. Alexander who wanted to make all the decisions
· Secret clubs and societies were created specifically at the UNIVERSITY OF VILNA
Reaction after 1815: The German States, Britain
· National ideas glorified the German common people and carried with them a kind of democractic opposition to aristocrats, princes, and kings.
· Burschenschaft clubs formed; a king of german youth movement, 
· Professors and political leders assassinated
· Metternich intervenes
· Believes the increased german hope for a unified Germany, would threaten the position of the Austrian empire and all of Europe
· Formed Carsbad decrees in order to silence nationalistic and liberal movements, omit Burschenschaft movement, and to monitor educational institutinos
Britain
· Increased social problems surfaced as a result of a developing industrial economy
· Corn Law enacted to protect domestic agricultural businesses
· 
· Raised the protective tariff to the point where import of grain became impossible unless prices were very high
· Economy starts to detoriate
· Wages fall
· Employment increases
· Riots broke out
· Habeas corpus suspend and agents provacateurs used to obtain evidence against agitators
· Workers massed together demanded universal suffrage and parliamentary representation
· Peterloo massacre
· At a meeting, soldiers shot and killed some protestors
· Frightened british government rushed through the SIX ACTS(1819) to combat radicalism and liberalism
· Various European government promoted reactionary policies everywhere they could reach in the years following the peace of 1815. 
The Dike and the Flood: International
· Holy Alliance suppressed revolutionary and liberal activity, 
· In a resulting trend of the congress of Vienna, governments continued to meet in order to discuss tactics to main stability and peace
The Congress of Aix-la-Chapelle, 1818
· Principle item of discussion was to withdraw the allied army of occupation in France.
· Army withdrawn
· Private investors paid the reparation fine; French gov paid them back in due time
· Tsar Alexander suggested a permanent European union to and an international military force to safeguard the recognized sates against violence.
· In an attempt to suppress Atlantic slave trade and pirates it was suggested that the British use their naval power however the idea was put down due to the dominance Britain would get and the restriction it would place on the freedom of the sea.
· Growth of international institutions was blocked by the separate interest of the sovereign states. 
Revolution in Southern Europe: The Congress of Troppau, 1820
· Revolutionary agitation in southern Europe
· Revolution in Spain; used French ideas of liberation against them. Disapproved of bourbon kings and wanted a constitution.
· Revolution in naples as well
· Metternich feared the spread of revolution and reaction called a meeting of the Great Powers at Troppau. Specifically believed that the 
· Metternich persuaded Alexander to follow his political views
· Metternich drew up the protocol of Troppau. Hled that all recognized European states should be protected by collective international action, in the interests of general peace and stability, from internal change about y force. Collective security against revolution.
· Neither france nor UK accepted it
· Russia, Prussia, and Austria signed it
· Authorized Metternich to dispatch an Austrian army to naples who silenced the counterrevolutionaries and placed the incompetent Ferdinand the 1st as absolute rulers.
· 
Spain and the Near East: The Congress of Verona, 1812
· Liberals and revolutionaries from Italy fled to spain
· Alexander Ypsilanti, led a band of armed followers, hoped that all Greeks and pro-Greeks in the Turkish Empire would join him. 
· Possibility of Turkish empire converted into Greek empire worried Metternich
· Alexander 1st and others refused support for Ypsilanti`s cause
· French government proposed to the Congress of Verona that it be authorized to dispatch an army across the Pyreness to silence revolutionaryies in Spain.
· Revolutionaries were persecuted, exiled or jailed
Latin American Independence
· Latin nations remained vulnerable to the imperial interventions of outside powers. 
· Movements for national independence emerged in Latin America and used the turmoil in Europe as an opportunity to break free from the weakening Portuguese and Spanish empires. 
· Brazil separated from Portugal in 1889
· British increased exports to Spanish America. 
· Movement for independence lacked the more widespread popular character that it had developed in the British colonies that became the United States. 
· Creoles resented English because they possessed all the powerful positions and forced the rest of the population to live in hardships.
· Increasing number of Creoles, landowners, churchmen, wanted independence
· Revolts were wide spread 
· First revolts were against Joseph Bonaparte after Napoleon made him king of Spain in 1808.
· Disconnected struggles between those fighting for independence and those who remained loyal to the Spanish crown.
· Bolivar became liberator of Venezuela and Colombia. 
· Tsar Alexander urged the Congress to mediate between Spain and its colonies. 
· British favoured Spanish American Independence
· Thanks in part to the use made by the British of their sea power on this occasion, the Latin Americans were able to obtain independence. 
· New republics received moral support from the US
· The Monroe Doctrine: Any attempts by European powers to return parts of America to colonial status would be viewed as an unfriendly act by the US 
The End of the Congress System
· After Congress of Verona no more meetings held
· Congresses failed to make progress toward an international order 
· Everyone was satisfied with status quo
· Congresses failed in silencing the separate interests of the Great Powers. 
· Holy Alliance vanished
· Cause of liberalism was advanced by the collapse of this highly conservative international system.
· Collapse of system opened the way to the uncontrolled nationalism of the sovereign states.
Russia: The Decembrist Revolt, 1825
· Alexander the 1st death was the signal for revolution in Russia.
· Secret societies formed everywhere even amongst police
· Many wanting a republic, democracy, a constitution!
· Constantine, Alexander`s brother, favoured to take throne because of open mind to innovations in state.
· However Nicholas took the thrine and imposed an unconditional and despotic autocracy
· Many cops, revolutionaries killed or forced to labour. 
· The Decembrist revolt was the first manifestation of the modern revolutionary movement in Russia- of a revolutionary movement inspired by an ideological program. 
· 
· San Martin liberated Argentina and Chile, and both combined in the liberation of Peru.
· Mexico`s upsurge silenced by middle and upper class leaders 
· Much dispute in L.A between land and territory 

· Conservative leaders of Europe wanted no more Robespierres who resorted to the terror and no more Napoleons who sought to dominate the continent
· Congress of Vienna organized the Concert of Europe against revolution. 
· Between 1820 and 1848 a series of revolts rocked Europe
· Principal causes were liberalism, which demanded constitutional government, fundamental freedom, and nationalism, which called for the reawakening and unification of the nation.
· In 1820`s, concert of Europe crushed a quasi-liberal revolution in Spain and liberal uprisings in Italy, and Tsar Nicolas 1 subdued liberal officers.
· Greeks however successfully fought for independence from Ottoman Turks.
· Italian liberals and nationalists failed to free Italy from foreign rule
· Tsar`s troops crushed a Polish bid for independence from Russian rule
· In France, rebels overthrew the reactionary Bourbon Charles X in 1830 and replaced him with a more modern ruler, Louis Philippe; a little later Belgium gained independence from Holland
· Year 1848: year of revolution
· France oust Louis Philippe out of power and establish republic
· Italian and german attempts at unification failed
· Above revolutions were eventually crushed by superior might
· By 1870, nationalist aspirations fulfilled
· Hapsburg Empire granted Hungary independence in 1867
· Germany _ and Italy became unified
Romanticism
· Emphasized the liberation of human emotions and the free expression of personality in artistic creation 
· Encouraged nationalism
· By encouraging innovation in art, music, and literature, romantics greated enriched European cultural life
· Argued that the philosophe's excessive intellectualizing and their mechanistic view of the physical world and human nature distorted and fettered the human spirit and thwarted cultural creativity.
· Emotion over reason
· Feelings and imaginations= human essence
· Beliefs led romantic to rebel against the strict standards of aesthetics that governed artistic creations
· Artist and poet over scientist
William Wordsworth- Tables Turned
· He wanted poetry to express powerful feelings and also contended that because it is a vehicle for the imagination, poetry is the source of truth.
· He represented a shift in perspective 
· Imagination and feeling, not mathematics and logic, yielded highest truth.
Realism
· Rejecting religious, metaphysical, and romantic interpretations of reality, realist aspired to an exact and accurate portrayal of the external world and daily life. 
· Used the empirical approach: the careful collection, ordering, and interpretation of facts employed in science, which was advancing steadily in the 19th century. 
· Emphasis on objective reality 
Henrik Ibsen- A doll`s House
· Henrik examined with clinical precision the commercial and professional classes, their ambitions, practices, and families. 
· Wrote four realist plays that drew attention to bourgeois claims that thwart individual growth
· Wrote about social issues
· In a doll`s house writes about a woman leaving her husband and children in search of self realizsation

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The Congress System, International Relations 1815-1826
Hegemony or balance? Reaction or reform?
· Hegemony: no balance; Leadership or dominance, esp. by one country or social group.
· The assumption that if imperial powers reunited; they could rule 
· Metternich: Reaction to odious ideas of philosophes; contain them; take action against hegemony                                                               
· Promoted nationalism through strict policing
· 
· Castlereash+Wellington: conservatives, both aristocrats, both Irish, out of country for an extended period of time, viewed revolutionary ideals negatively
· Formation of many alliances
· Quadruple/quintuple alliance( 4 powers Prussia, Russia, Britain, Austria that had united to defeat napoleon)
· Holy alliance (all Christian states united, in an attempt to rule the world under Christian principles)
· Troppau protocol(German confederation) 
· The Preliminary Protocol of Troppau (15 November, 1820), promulgated by Metternich, consecrated the right of the great powers to intervene in the internal affairs of other states where revolution may threaten their rule or interests. Among the European powers, only Great Britain took objection to this principle and refused to abide by it.

· The Peterloo Massacre (or Battle of Peterloo) occurred at St Peter's Field, Manchester, England, on 16 August 1819, when cavalry charged into a crowd of 60,000–80,000 that had gathered to demand the reform of parliamentary representation.

· Possession of property= personal independence and political liberty

Industrial Revolution in Britain
· Before 1800 work was done with hand tools. After it has been increasingly done by machines. Human manipulation of forms of energy found in steam, electricity, etc.
The Agricultural Revolution in Britain
· From 1688-1832, the British government was substantially in the hands of these landowners- the “squirearchy” or “gentlemen of England”. 
· Agricultural experimentation: many landowners seeking to increase their money incomes began experimenting with improved methods of cultivation and stock raising
· E.g., drill seeder and horse-hoe
· Improvement required an investment of capital, 
· “Enclosure Acts”: government passed bills to authorize the enclosure by frences, walls, hedges, etc of the old common lands and unfenced open fields. Land thus came under a strict regime of private ownership and individual management. 
· Ownership of land was under hands of a small class of wealthy landlords
· Result: increased productivity of land and of farm labour. 
Industrialism in Britain: Incentives and Inventions
· Britain had become a colonial empire with an opportunity to sell to many ppl if only the economy could produce more. 
· Profit was a motive which led to the searching of more quicker methods to produce. 
· Abundance of capital that could be invested
· Series of successful inventions in the textile industry. 
· John Kay- invented flying shuttle: 1 person instead of two needed to weave cloth on a loom
· Spinning jenny- mechanized spinning wheel that enabled workers to increase their production of yarn
· Water frame (Richard Arkwright)- device for the multiple spinning of many threads
· Arkwright introduced the steam engine to drive his spinning jenny
· Eli Whitney- cotton gin: speeded up removal of seeds which greatly increased the output of cotton. 
· 1702, Thomas Newcomen built the first economically significant steam engine, which was soon widely used to drive pumps in the coal mines. James Watt made improvements to the steam engine. 
· Steam engines used as method of transportation
· By the 1840’s the era railroad construction was underway in Europe and US
· IR mainly affected the manufacturing of textiles, with accompanying development sin the exploitation of iron and coal. Cotton mills. 
Social Consequences of Industrialism In Britain
· England became over populated as did Ireland
· Population tripled 
· New cities rose 
· Manchester turned from  a market town to an immense city
· Unless inherited from the Middle Ages, a city had no legal existence. It was therefore difficult for Manchester and the other new factory towns to deal with problems of rapid urbanization, such as provision for police protection, water and sewers, or the disposal of garbage. 
· Poor conditions: closely packed, short supply, disintegrating family life 
· New factories required unskilled labour. Skilled workers found themselves degraded in status. 
· Mechanical work required children, some as young as six
· Women also word
· Long work days; 14 hours 
· Few holidays
· Low wages; not enough to live on
· Factory owners, the new cotton lords, were the first industrial capitalists
· Self-made men who owed their position to their own intelligence,persistence and foresight
· Luxurious life
· Donated money, honest men, 
· Believed they did poor favour by offering them work 
· Robert Peel- pushed the first Factory Act through Parliament: act purported to regulate the conditions in which pauper children were employed in the textile mills, but it was a dead letter; provided no adequate body of factory inspectors. 
· English had no trained, paid, professional gov administrators, nor did they yet want such a class; preferred self-governing and local inititiative. 
Classical Economics: Laissez Faire
· Industrialist were strengthened in their beliefs by the emerging science of political economy.
· Adam Smith
· Argued that certain natural of laws of production and exchange be allowed to work freely in economic markets.
· Criticized older mercantilism
· Thomas Malthus, David Ricardo and the so called Manchester School
· Created term “Laissez faire” 
· Held that there is a world of economic relationships autonomous and separable from government or politics. 
· World of free market and is regulated within itself by certain natural laws, such as law of supply and demand. 
· Persons should follow self-interests
· Gov should not interfere
· Promoted free trade 
· Concentration of working ppl in city and factory opened the way to improve lives
· Increased philanthropic work
· Workers mingling and talking together developed class interest and common political aims
· Organized labor unions by which to obtain a larger share of the national income

· Many isms originated from the Englightment

Romanticism
· Not political 
· Theory of literature and arts
· Act based on emotion and not reason( contradictory to the Enlightenment)
· Rejected the emphasis on classical rules and rational order that had shaped aesthetic theory during much of the 18th century. 
· A movement in the arts and literature that originated in the late 18th century, emphasizing inspiration, subjectivity, and the primacy of the individual
· Insisted on the value of feeling as well as of reason
· Loved mysterious
· Strong appeal towards Gothics
· Love for ideas of originality or creativity 
· Romanticism added cultural and emotional passions to the more political ideologies
Classical liberalism
· Liberalism: opposition to royalism
· Emphasis on the rights and liberties that individuals should possess in every well-ordered, modern society.
· Liberals were typically individuals of business and professional classes 
· Believed in modern, enlightened, efficient, reasonable and fair concepts
· Confidence in self government and self control 
· High value on parliamentary or representative government
· Freedom of press and free rights of assembly
· Favoured explicitly written constitutions 
· Were not democrats; feared giving every man the right to vote
· Only as time went by did universal suffrage come into hand
· Mill argued women should have same voting rights as men
· Subscribed to rights of man in the American and French revolutions 
· Emphasis on the right of property, laissez faire economy 
· Wanted to omit guild system, disapproved work unions 
· Freedom of trade; lowering or removing tariffs 
· Disapporoved of church and aristocracy 
· Tolerance and education 
Radicalism, Republicanism, Socialism
· Radicalism
· Philosophical radicals aimed to reform the English criminal and civil law, church, Parliament and constitution. 
· Waved aside previous historic knowledge and preferred to focus on the root of the problem
· Radical=root (latin)
· Demanded parliamentary reform
· Detested Church
· Radicalism=democratic, wanted to give every man the opportunity to vote
· Radicalism led to republicanism
· Republicanism
· Often joined together in secret due to police repression
· Looked for further revolution to further advance liberty, equality, fraternity
· Demanded universal suffrage 
· Favoured parliamentary government
· Anticlerical- viewed Catholic church as an enemy of reason and liberty. 
· Opposed monarchy
· Socialism
· Shared political views of republicanisms
· Favoured communal ownership of productive asets 
· Disliked competitions as the governing economic or social principle and set forth principles of harmony, cooperation, or association. 
· Rejected laissez faire of liberals

· Robert Owen
· Created a model community for his employees
· High wages, reducing hours, schools, etc
· Saint Simon- 
· Him and his followers were among the first clear exponents of a planned society 
· Advocated public ownership of industrial equipment and other capital 
· Charles Fourier	
· Subjected all social institutions to a sweeping condemnation. 
· Society should be organized in “phalansteries” 
· Louis Blanc
· Proposed a system of social workshops, or state supported manufacturing centers, in which the workers should labor by and for themselves without intervention of private capitalists. 
Feminism
· Sought to expand the rights of women in both public and private life
· Argued that the rights of man existed for women too
· Attempted to secure voting and civil rights for women
· Further the rights of women in education, cultural life and the economy. 
· Egalitarian feminists: sought political rights for women 
· French feminists in 19th century tended to focus on the social, cultural or legal rights of women rather than on campaigns to win the vote. 
· Taylor and Mill produced important works on the social, legal and political inequalities that women faced 
· Mills’ argument: women were inherently equal to men and on the utilitarian ground society could only benefit from the increased participation of women in public life. 
· Many feminists resorted to writing 
Nationalism: Western Europe:
· Arose initially as a general reaction against the international Napoleonic system 
· Nationalism became a deliberate and conscious program for political action 
· Volksgeist: national spirit, applying its emphasis on national differences to their own people. 
· Argued that in order to preserve and perfected cultural nationalism each nation should create a sovereign state. 
· Nationalism=revolutionary 
· Outspoken nationalists persecuted 
· Germans obsessed with nationality 
· Hegel: 
· After witnessing the Napoleonic years, concluded that it was evident that in order for people to enjoy freedom, order or dignity it must possess a potent and independent state. 
· A movement in the arts and literature that originated in the late 18th century, emphasizing inspiration, subjectivity, and the primacy of the individual
· Friederich List
· Held that political economy as taught in England was suited only for England
· Founder of the historical or institutional school of economics. 
· Doctrine of free trade, designed to make England the worlds industrial center by keeping other countries in the status of suppliers of raw material and food. 
Nationalism: Eastern Europe
· - Poles and Magyars had long been political nationalists
· Nationalism in Eastern Europe was more cultural than political
-- early in the 19th century, new national patriots began to demand the preservation of their historic cultures. 
· - Slavic Revival
· – branches of slaves began to develop new nationalisms. 
· – Russian Slavophilism or the idea that Russia possessed a way of life of its own, different from and not be corrupted of that of Eruope, became a Russian affirmation of the fundamental idea of the Volksgeist. 
Other Isms
· Conservatism
· – upheld the institutions of absolute monarchy, aristocracy, and church and opposed the constitutional and representative government sought by liberals. 
· – built on ideas of Edmund Burke 
·  Ppl must change its institutions by gradual adaptation and that no ppl could suddenly realize in the present any freedoms not already well prepared for in the past. 
· –similar to nationalism since it stressed the firmness and continuity of national character. 
· - Humanitarianism
· – heightened concern about the cruelty inflicted upon others. 
· Torture and other barbaric ways omitted
· Conditions of prisons, hospitals, etc improved; higher quality of life 
· Serfdom omitted 
· Increased moral interest

The Dike and the Flood: Domestic 
· - Metternich wanted to maintain a system in which the prestige of the Habsburg dynasty would be supreme
· - everyone wanted to maintain European state system 
· Metternich wanted to convert the revolutionary Alexander to conservatism 
· - privileged classes denounced liberals, nationalist, republicans, 
Reaction after 1815: France, Poland
· - after Napoleon’s return to France when he escaped from Elba King  Louis XVIII is ousted out of power.
· White terror: White Terror is the violence carried out by reactionary (usually monarchist or conservative) groups as part of a counter-revolution. In particular, during the 20th century, in several countries the term White Terror was applied to acts of violence against real or suspected socialists and communists.

The February Revolution in France
· Reformers planned a protest against King’s wishes
· Shit got ugly when national guard showed up 
· Someone shot at the national guard who killed 20 ppl afterwards
· Enormous riot
· Louis Philoppe ran to England
· - unseated a monarch in 3 days
· Republicans forced the proclamation of the republic 
· Social republicans vs political republicans
· Provisional Government abolished slavery and created workshops
· National workshops became in practice only an extensive project in unemployment relief
· Women excluded 
· Too many ppl wanted work, not enough work
· Constituent Assembly replaced Provisional Government with a temporary executive of its own 
· No social republicans
· All five members against Louis Blanc’s socialist ideas
The June Days of 1848
· -constituent assembly vs national workshops 
· Workers from the national workshops got desperate, invaded and eliminated the Constituent assembly, calling for a social revolution.
· However the the national guard restored the constituent assembly.
· Assembly, in an attempt to omit socialism, decided to get rid of the national workshops. 
· Labouring class resisted
· All power given to General Cavaignac and the regular army
· Bloody June Days
· Workers vs the national guard
· Class battle
· Abundance of death
· National guard+ assembly won
· Deported many ppl to colonies
· Chartist agitation for electoral reforms was revived by the February Revolution in Paris. 
· Chartist petition signed by 6 million
· Class war occurred just like it had in France
· Duke of Wellington maintained social order 
· Revolutionary committee arrested on the day set for insurrection 
· Social revolution lingered over Europe 

Emergence of Louis Napoleon Bonaparte 
· Constituent assembly set about drafting a republican constitution (led by general cavaignac).
· Attempted to create a strong executive power in the hands of a president to be elected by universal male suffrage.
· Four candidates: 
· Lamartine (poet; moral and idealistic republic)
· Cavaignac (republic of disciplined order)
· Ledru-Rollin (chastened social ideas) 
· Louis Napoleon Bonaparate(unclear of intentions but won)
· Louis Napoleon Bonaparte
· Tried to seize power at Strasbourg and at Boulogne;but failed
· Escaped prison
· Advanced social and political ideas through writing
· Ppl voted for him due to his popularity
· Restored universal suffrage
· Sprang a coup d’etat and placed himself as emperor
· Became Napoleon III
· Second republic died as a result as did its egalitarian, anticlerical regime with socialist or at least antibourgeoise ideologies, 
· Liberalism and constitutionalism dead 
· Parliamentary gov dead 
· Constituent assembly dissolved and replaced by the Legislative Assembly
· Strange assembly
· Comprised mainly of monarchists and some republicans 
· Eliminated socialists in an attempt to omit the social bandwagon
· Intervened forcefully against the revolutionary republic 
· Used religion and school to dissuade  socialism
· French military forces sent to rome to protect the pope, they remained there for 20 years. 
· Antirepublican governmn
· Legitimist vs Orleanist 
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The New European Ism: Realism, Positivism, Marxism
· Revolutions of 1848 failed in Germany, hungary, Italy and france
· Enlightened ideas gone 
· Cry for enlightened governments and administration (constitutional gov)
· Peasantry emancipated in the german states and Austrian empire
· Serfdom and manorial restraints were abolished 
· New freedoms for peasants
· Free to move, find new jobs, enter labour market
· Peasant emancipation strengthened the forces of political counterrevolution
· Consequence of 1848 revolutions: new kind of intellectual and political realism. 
· Future was now to be determined by present realities rather than by imaginings of what ought to be. 
· Increased prosperity
· Propertied classes felt secure
Materialism, Realism, and Positivism
· Materialism: holding that everything mental, spiritual, or ideal was an outgrowth of physical or physiological forces.
· Called realism in literature and the arts
· More ppl came to trust science  
· Religion not trusted; unscientific and not to be taken seriously
· Necessary to preserve the social order against radicalism and anarchy
· Bougeoise invention to delude the ppl
· Positivism
· Auguste comte 
· Saw human history as a series of 3 stages, the theological, the metaphysical and the scientific. 
· Coined the word sociology 
· Observation of actual positive facts to develop broad scientific laws of social progress
· Religion of Humanity- basis for a better world of the future
· Insistence on verifiable facts
· Avoidance of wishful thinking
· Questioning of assumptions
· Dislike of improvable generalizations
· Contributed to growth of social sciences
· Realism
· German term Realpolitik
· “politics of reality”
· Ppl should give up utopian dreams
· Should follow their own practical or strategic interests 
· Meet facts and situations as they arose 
· War accepted as a strategic option 
Early Marxism
· Engel and Marx joined the Communist league
· Communist league demanded an unified indivisible German republic; democratic suffrage, universal free education, arming of the people, a progressive income tax, limitations upon inheritance, state ownership of banks, railroads, resources and agriculture. 
· Communist league crushed due to its radical views
Sources and Content of Marxism
· Marxism merged German philosophy, French revolutionism, and the British industrial revolution.
· Marx mingled with Young Hegelians
· Expected the course of history to lead to a free and democratic society
· Believed promise of F.R had not yet been fulfilled
· Hoped for a more personal emancipation from the trammels of society, government and religion.
· Marx developed idea of alienation of labour
· A social experience and state of mind produced when human beings in the historic process of mechanization become estranged from the objects on which they work. 
· Distinctive feature of modern capitalist societies. 
· Argued the wealth or capital that workers produced was regularly used against them in the social and political institutions of capitalist societies.
· True freedom would become possible only when private property in capital goods was abolished.
· The Communist Manifesto 
· Said workers were deprived of the wealth they had themselves created
· Ppl exploited
· Religion used to keep workers uiet
· Proletarian had no country; oppressed
· Iron Law- held that the average worker could never obtain more than a minimum living standard, current economic system held out no better future for the labouring class 
· Labour theory of value- value of any human made object depended ultimately on the amount of labor put into it
· Surplus value- workers being robbed, bourgeoisie obtain extra wealth 
· Dialectical materialism
· Dialectic- all things are in movement and in evolution 
· All history and indeed all reality is a process of development through time, a single and meaningful unfolding of events in a clear historical direction. 
· History shaped by impersonal forces
· Differnce between Hengel and Marx
· Hengel emphasized the  of ideas in social change, Marx gave emphasis to the importance of material conditions or the relations of production 
· Material conditions or the relations of production give rise to economic clases.
· E.g., agrarian conditions produce a landholding or feudal class
· Class battle e.g., bourgeoise revolutions against feudal interests
· Bourgeoise= private owners of capital
· Proletarian= wage worker who posses nothing but his or her own hands
· Marx predicts the proletariat masses will overthrow the bourgeoisie and abolishes private property in the means of production; thus the social revolution.
· Assumed revolution would create a classless society, because class arises from economic differences which will disappear. 
· State and religion also disappear because they were by products of the bourgeoisie’s interests
The Appeal of Marxism: Its Strength and Weakness
· Claims to be scientific
· Rested on study of actual facts and real processes 
· Strong compound of the scientific, the historical, the metaphysical, and the apocalyptic. 
· Working ppl weren’t an army like Marx thought so; they still held to religious beliefs
· Some had national loyalties to country 
· Led to improvement of working rights
· Wages rose
· Workers unions develop to meet workers interests
· Right to vote
· Some ppl wanted to better society through government reforms rather than a class war   
Bonapartism: The Second French Empire, 1852-1870
Political Institutions of the Second Empire
· Napoleon III came to power because of the fear of radicalism in a discredited republic. 
· Nothing like his uncle
· Felt more concern for the plight of the working class 
· Embraced public opinion 
· Gave ppl suffrage
· Gloried modern progress
· Promised to govern equally in the interests of all
· Held that forms of government were less important than economic and social realities
· Authoritarian political institutions
· Building program (Baron Haussmann) 
· Built railways 
· Constructed boulevards and public squares
· Modernized sewers and water supply
Economic developments under the Empire
· Saint Simon: early socialists
· Gold rush in California
· Increased European supply of money
· Railway net work grew 
· Industrialization
· Iron steamboats 
· Suez canal built
· Large corporations formed 
· Bank emerged 
· Investment encouraged due to the right of limited liability 
· Stocks and shares grew
· Conducted a humanitarian relief for the working class
· Hospitals and asylums formed
· Free medicine
· Social welfare
· Organized worker unions formed with right to strike
· Napoleon III believed in international trade
· Formed union with Belgium
· Reduced import duties
· Created free trade duty with UK 
· Set aside 40 million francs of gov funds to assist French manufacturers in making adjustment to British competition 
Internal Difficulties and War
· Free trade policy made enemies among certain industrialists
· Catholics objected to his intervention in Italy, where he briefly joined an anti Austrian military campaign in 1859
· Granted more leeway to Legislative Body 
· Louis Napoleon ruined himself by war
· Empire evaporated on the battlefield in 1870
· France got into a number of wars including the Crimean War against Russia. 
· Second Empire went the way of the First

German Empire
· Bismarck= great heir of Germany and administrator
· Cries for unification of Prussia and Germany for a greater German nation
· Army the most powerful tool; not controlled by gov/state
· International realization that German Reich was extremely powerful and a war with German would create a European hegemony.
· An expansion of Germany would bring significant population that wasn’t German
· Germans believed they could obtain economic prowess
Bismarck System
· Belief that there will be peace
· Bismarck doesn’t believe that there will be peace but believes that peace can be obtained through the networking of alliances 
· France disallowed to form alliances because of their revolutionary nature and because it is believed that France will never accept not being the most powerful nation. Bismarck believes France will want to challenge German’s hegemony.
· Bismarck’s first alliance: Dreikaiserband
· League of 3 conservative nations agreeing to act together to main peace
· Russian Empire, Austria-Hungary, German empire
Dual Triple Alliance 1879
· The Dual Alliance was a defensive alliance between Germany and Austria-Hungary, which was created by treaty on October 7, 1879 as part of Bismarck's system of alliances to prevent/limit war. In it, Germany and Austria-Hungary pledged to aid one another in case of an attack by Russia.
Alliance with Rumania, 1883
Friendship with Bulgaria, Greece, and Ottomans
Reinsurance Treaty, 1877
Mediterranean Agreement , 1877 
· Attempt to restrain Russia 
Pax Britannica
· Britain’s feeling restrained by the domination of Germany
· Strong likelihood of war between Germany and Britain
Reichstag: Distribution
· Central problem for Bismarck that his politics were old fashion and unpopular
· Mixture of left and right wing supporters
· Increased cries for socialist aspects to be introduced into society
· In 1890 socialist party is the largest
· Increase in socialism accommodated with increased urban population
· Bismarck initiates wars with countries that support the same political ideas as the political german parties that he despises
· Bismarck bullies other nations in order to achieve what he wants
· Kulkurkampf, 1870-1878
· Alliance of Steel and Rye, 1878
· Anti Socialist Laws, 1878- 1890
· State socialism, 1880+
· Gave into some socialist demands in order to prevent the full, revolutionary socialist game 
· Corruption of Wilhelm
· Lizard Funds

· Third World= developing countries; no specific geographic location; dispersed
· Although retaining important differences in languages, culture, and social practices, all countries were drawn into a world economy and a world market. 
· Society became far more modernized
· Europeans were called westerners and gained the biggest rewards.
· Scientific ideas changed ways of thinking everywhere
· Railways builts in some colonies
· Imperialism: the government of one people by another
· Disappeared after WW2
· Economic and cultural aspects of colonial systems continue to influence post-colonial societies
· Imperialist rivalries of the European powers, while representing Europe`s world supremacy, contributed to the disaster of the WW1, and so to the collapse of such supremacy as Europe had enjoyed.
Imperialism: Its nature and causes
· European civilization had always shown a tendency to expand.
Old imperialism
· Trade conducted on a Cash and carry basis
· Older empires had been maritime and mercantile
· Europeans developed territorial claims
New imperialism
· No longer satisfied purchasing what local merchants provided
· Wanted goods in a quantity that preindustrial handicraft methods couldn`t supply
· Moved into ``backward countries``
· Invested capital into machinery
· Introduced class problems by introducing wage earning workers
· Developed a huge financial stake in governments and economic enterprises outside the West
· To secure investments, Europeans aspired for political and territorial domination.
· Large power gap between the power of European and non-European states.
· Industrialization allowed European powers to grow 
· Democratic and nationalist movements produced large and unified european peoples
· European governments grew financially through taxing, borrowing, and spending
· Non-European states failed to grow
· Political instability allowed for European imperialism
· Europeans had larger armies
· Small armies with modern warfare could easily win
· The usual consequence was that the local ruler signed a treaty, organized the government, or accepted a European advisor.
Incentives and Motives
· Europeans tried to spread their way of life
· Missionaries went to other remote areas to spread their religious values. Some killed in the process.
· Scientists required geographical expeditions for their observations and discoveries
· European life required material goods, many of which only tropical regions could supply.
· Interdependence on other nations for raw materials like rubber
· Industrial countries also attempted to sell their own products 
· Intense competition between all imperial powers for control of new markets
· Trade barriers introduced(tariffs) to protect domestic business
· Neomercantilism:
· Idea to create a large self-sufficient trading unit, embracing various climates and types of resources, protected if necessary from outside competition by tariffs, guaranteeing a market for all its members and wealth and prosperity for the home country.
· Imperial powers motivated by profit
· Money investd in the backward countries yielded higher ROI`s
· Cheap non european labour
· Heavy and unsatisfied demand for non european products
· Invested capital spread 
· Increasing capital spent on undeveloped regions in other parts 
· Capital= property of individual small savers or of large banks
· Investors demand political stability thus the profit motive, or desire to invest surplus capital, promoted imperialism.
· Europeans motivated to be imperial in order to due to their need for imports. Only by enormous imports could Europe sustain its dense population, complex industry, and high standard of living. 
· High demand for products in colonized nations
· Pressure upon european governments to assert political influence in Africa, Turkey and China
· French investors had a huge stake in the Russian empire
· French government urged French banks to buy Russian bonds. Strategy to make a profot for bankers and small investors in order to build up and hold together a military ally against Germany.
· Joseph Chamberlain
· Believed the community should and could take better care of its members and that the British community could advance the welfare of Britons
· Introduced municipal socialism, including public ownership of utilities
· Favoured self government. Allowed for colonies like Canada to obtain independence.
· Urged colonies to charge lower tariffs to UK
· Plan was to bind empire together by economic bonds
· Died, goal unaccomplished
· Proposal was followed after WW1
Working Classes and Imperialism
· Marxists believed that the workers obtained higher real wages through the inflow of low priced colonial goods. Bad though, because it blocked the formation of a true international world proletariat of all races.
Additional reasons as to why European powers wanted to colonize
· European countries motivated to acquire colonies to which surplus population could migrate without abandoning the native land. 
· Governments often annexed territory simply for fear that another might do so. 
· Having colonies= sign of power 
Imperialism as Crusade
· European powers believed that they needed to colonize in order to rescue those unenlightened nations.
· White race deemed to be more superior sta
· Idealism+ humanitarianism+ greed= imperialism
· Many ppl left homeland to go to new impoverished colonies to further build their nation in the hopes that it was advancing the work of humanity.
· Salve trading, barbaric acts of past eliminated

Russo Turkish War of 1877-1878: The Congress of Berlin
· Many wanted Russian power on the shores of Bosporus
· Crusading motives, in a nationalist and imperialist age, reappeared anew in the form of Pan Slavism
· Patronized by the Russian government because it diverted attention from internal and revolutionary woes.
· Tool against the turks
· 1877: Russia declared war on turkey. Move against Ottoman empire
· Suez canal in ottoman empire ownd mainly by britiths; gave them immense trading and legal power
· Ottoman state collapsing
· Russians defeated turkey
· Turkey forced to reduce territory and to grant independence to some substate nations
· Turkey:weak. Un able to keep out foreigners.
· Through diplomacy Bismarck was able to maintain peace among the state divided Europe
· Treaty of berlin prevented immediate threat of war however there were problems
· Balkan naitonalists and Russian pan salves were satisfied
· Turks upset by loss of territory
· German influence grew, exposed turkey for their resources by the completion of railway into turkey
Egypt and North America
· Egypt= time of reform and economic development
· Government modernized its  legal system, encouraged traddding and shipping , allowed foreigners to make railways on its land 
· Egyptain cotton exports rose
· Egypt obtain trading prowess
· Egyptian gov borrowed a lot of money from eng and france, put itself in a bad financial position
· Nationalism led to foreigners being abdicated and riots
· British invaded Alexandria and took power of suez, defeated Arabi and took control.
· Egypt became a british colony; somewhat
· Maintained peace and stability in Egypt
· French upset at Britain`s control of Egypt and its resources
· French built colonies in Algeria and Tunisia and penetrated Morocco
· Rivalry for the spoils of the Ottoman Empire thus created enmity among the great powers and constituted a fertile source of the war scares, fears, and diplomatic maneuvers that preceded WW1. 
· Young Turks won control of ottoman empire in 1908
· Forced restoration of the constitution of 1876 and introduced many reforms
· During ww1 egypt separated itself from British, becoming an Arab state
· New Turkish replublic; sought to undergo nationalist and secular revolution
The Partition of Africa
· Africa= the dark continent. Not 
· Africans skilled in many arts 
· Lived in tribal communities
· Agricultural
· Africa met the assault of Europeans at atime when its powers of resistance were reduced as a result of internal war between tribes
The opening of Africa
· Missionaries, explorers and individual adventurers first opened Africa to Europe. 
· Scot David Livingston: humanitarian+ business man Well liked by Africans
· H.M Stanley: journalist  who saw the opportunities in Africa, and got support from Leopold II, king of Belgians
· Leopold II
· Commercial promoter
· Conquered Congo
· Many european powers pushed by small organized minorities of colonizing enthusiasts to seek an opportunity that may expire if not seized
· The Berlin Conference of 1885
· Bismarck asked the African question of wtf they should do
· Two goals: 1 to set  up the territories of the Congo association as an international state, and to fradt a code governing the way in which european powers wished to acquire African territory should proceed
· The Brussels Conference
· Took to protect the rights of loca ppl, correct social problems, and reduce liquor and firearms distribution
· Effort at internationalism failed because Europe had no international machinery by which the hard daily work of enforcing general agreements could be carried out. 
· Leopold sought to make profit from Congo, abused the ppl and his power. 
· Leopold used up resources and got rich.
· Leopold needed investment from capital from gov for further development
· Borrowed from his gov and in turn gave gov right to annex the Congo in 1901
· Government freed the Congolose from oppression and exploitation
· Indirect rule: colonies acted through the existing chielf and tribal forms
· Europeans all over Africa resorted to forced labour as a result of the Africans concern for the value of money
· Slavery despised and abolished by Europeans  wherever they could
· Chiefs provided able bodied men for labour
· Men separated from wives, who also worked on the fields,
· Africans used for european benefit, but nothing was done to benefit them or to protect the social systems in which they had previously
· Conditions imporved as more enlightened colonial administrators built up¸
· Slowly a westernized class of Africans grew 
· Nationalism grew in Africa challenging european powers
Friction and Rivalry between the Powers
· Increasing revolts against Europeans
· 80k ethopians defeated 20k Italians in 1896 
· First time Africans successfully defended themselves against  euopean power
· Germans were latecomers in colonial race
· French and german wanted a belt across Africa
· French and german belts cut by the north-south british belt 
· British sought to increase Egyptian territory
· General Kitchener and Winston Churchill defeated the local muslims in 1898 at Omdurman and pushed forward to Fashoda where he met Marchand
· Fashoda crisis brought BRItain and France to the verge of war. 
· Both sides talked shit and threatened to strike
· France backed away; started a wave of briiths hate by French
· Discovery of diamonds and gold in the Transvaal brought the issue of outsiders to a head.
· British capital and british ppl pured in
· Transvall refused to pass legislation needed by mining corporations and tis ppl.
· British went to war with the two small republics, known as the Boer War. Was between the Transvaal State and the Orange Free State.
· Once subdued and borught within the british system the two republics were left with their self governing institutions. 
· Transvaal+ orange free state+ cape coloney+ Natal formed the Union of South Africa, received semi independence status along with Dominion of Canada
· Fashoda crisis and and the Boer War reveled the British`s unpopularity in Europe.
· Rivalry between the Great Powers over African damaged international relations and helped prepare the way for WW1
Imperialism in Asia: The Dutch, The British, and the Russians
The Dutch East Indies and British India
· British India and the Dutch East Indies= ideal colonies
· Europed received more imports than exports 
· Export surplus testifies to the profitable colonial area.
· Both had rich and natural resources, shown signs of industrialization
· However population divided by religion and language, making it easy for Europeans to govern
· Neither region had any self government
· Ruled by a civil service, honest and high mined by its own light, 
· Best positions reserved for Europeans
· No foreign power directly challenged the British in India or the Dutch in their islands
· Euroepan powers continued to expand into new territories
· Dutch also expanded territory in order to preserve their imperial position
· Suppressed internal revolts 
· Exploited their huge empire by a kind of forced labour, the `culture system`, in which the authorities required farmers to deliver, as a kind of tax, stated amounts of stated crops, e.g., sugar or coffee. 
· Preserved native cultures and suppressed western and revolutionary thought by using native language and not dutch
· Indian Mutiny
· Hindus saw the British as dangerous opponents of their ancient religious traditions because the British outlawed the suttee, forbid widow burning, etc
· Muslims motivated to protect Islamic doctrines
· Propaganda spread 
· Sepoys, indian soldiers, mutinied (left) and rose against the British
· British put down rebeliion with much brutality, aided by the fact that western and southern Indian took no part in it
· Uprising persuaded the british to a radically new course of policy, 
· British ruled directly  through a collaboration between the imperial power and the Indian upper classes. 
· India= large manufacturing company
· Free trade turned  Britain into the worlds workshop and India into a supplier of raw materials. 
· Large and productive railway network system 
· British in contrast to the Dutch, decided to use English to place instructions, and not the native Indian languages
· Increase in Indian influence through increased Indians in positions of government  officials and businessmen 
· Class of westernized Indians formed
· Demanded more of a role in the governance of their nation
· 1885- Indian National Congress formed
· Nationalism spread
Conflict of Russian And British Interests
· 1850- increased Russian pressure on inner Asia resumed
· Russians wanted to spread their type of civilization: mainly political simply wanting more land
· Russia pushed against the Ottoman Empire 
· Advanced into the thinly settled reginos of western Africa 
· British fought two afghan wars to keep AFG as a no man`s land between Russia and India
· Touched India but kept away by an Anglo-Russian agreement 
· Russian advances in Turkestan increased pressure on Persia
· Britain granted Persia loan taking the customs in the Persian gulf ports as collateral
· Russia granted Persia a loan too taking other customs as collateral
· Persia was loosing control of its affairs
· Persian nationalist revolution ensued
· 2 spheres of influence
· British sphere in southern Persia
· Russian sphere in in northern Persia
Imperialism in Asia: China and the West
China before Western Penetration
· China: many opportunities to profit
· China: civilized center of the world surrounded by less enlightened people.  
· Qing dynasty failing to preserve order or to curb extortion
· Taiping Rebellion
· 1850-1864; more than 20 million ppl perished
· Rebels attacked Manchus, who had come from Manchuria two centuries before, as corrupt foreigner ruling over China. 
· Grievances= poverty, extortion
·  Chinese war lords developed
· Manchus managed to put down organized Taiping resistance after 14 years
· Europeans began to penetrate during this time of instability 
The opening of China to the West
· Europeans wanted Chinese products, but the Chinese wanted nothing from Europeans.
· Opium only thing Chinese wanted
· When Chinese tried to control flow of opium, British went to war
· FRA AND UK join forces 
· Number of treaties emerge d
· Resulting complex of interlocking agreements imposed restrictions on China or conferred rights upon foreigners and came to be known as the `treaty system`
· Europeans granted certain cities to trade with
· For loosing chinise paid large war indemnities, 
Annexations and Concessions
· Europeans start to conquer more territory in Asia
· Japan starts to imperialize. Became very modern. Defeated China in battle over Korea as a result of their improvement in warfare and strong organization
· Forced China to sign the traty of Shimonoseki in 1895, giving Formosa and Liaotung peninsula to Japan and recognizing Korea as an independent state.
· Japanese shows the Europeans that they are ``european``
· Russia, Germany and France joined together in demanding that Japan give up the Liaotung peninsula. Japanese gave in. 
· To combat the Japanese, the Chinese began plans to reform and modernize
· Loans from Europe needed to undergo transformation
· Frantic scramble for further concessions in 1898
· Germans extorted a 99 year lease on Kiaochow Bay, plus exlusive rights in the Shantung peninsula.
· Great powers start to call dibs on certain cities and trading ports to strengthen their imperial position
· Open Door policy introduced by US
· China should remain territorially intact and independent and that power having special spheres of influence should main the five % Chinese tariff and allow buinsessmen of all nations to trade without discrimination.
· Order of Literary Patriotic Harmonious Fists, dubbed the Boxers, by hostile Westerners, broke out in insurrection in 1899.
· Killed foreigners, besieged foreign legations, pulled up railway tracks
· Disliked the European influence in the administration of their country
· European powers joined by Japan and the US set a combined international force against the insurgents who lost
Russo Japanese War and its Consequences
· Russia and Japan increasingly opposed each other`s intrigues in Manchuria and Korea
· Japanese wanted raw materials and markets on the Asian mainland
· Russian gov needed an atmosphere of crisis and expansion to stifle criticism of tsarism at home
· Russians given permission to build the Chinese Eastern Railway, improving their economic prowess. Japanese jealous.
· Japanese signed military alliance with GB.  Alliance lasted 20 years
· War broke out in 1904 between Russia and Japan ( who the US backs up) 
· Japanese wont the battle of Mukden, and defeated Russia
· President Roosevelt wanted a deal that wasn`t too lopsided
· Treaty of Portsmouth: Japan recovered from Russia what it had won, and lost in 1895, and a protectorate in Korea which remained nominally independent until it was annexed by Japan in 1919. 
·  Russo Japanese War= first war between Great Powers since 1870. First time a nation of non white ppl had defeated a nation of white ppl in modern times
Consequences of Japanese victory
· Russia shifted its attention to the Balkans, contributed to WW1
· Underground movements developed to strengthen Russia contributing to the Revolution of 1905; prelude to the great Russian Revolution of 1917
· Japanese proved that they could learn to become a Great Power.
· Increase in nationalist revolutions
· Japanese victory and Russian defeat can therefore be seen as steps in three mighty developments: WW1, Russian Revolution and the Revolt of Asia. 
· These three events put an end to Europe`s world supremacy 

New Imperialism
· Marx: History always repeats itself. The first time is tragedy. The Second is Farce”
· Bismarck seeks to destroy German revolution. Wants to maintain peace.
Innenpolitik or Aubenpolitik
· Innenpolitik (domestic politics) vs aubenpolitik(foreign policy)
· Bismarck’s foreign and domestic policies interconnected and affected each other
· German’s place of importance is becoming increasingly more important
· Trying to silence other nation’s attempts to attain hegemony
· Bismarck Believes that Germans are special; other countries follow a simple path of normality Germany doesn’t

· With the increase in over production, it was necessary to obtain new markets in order to expand your product and sell it to them. 
· Capitalists did not want to increase wages of workers( this would create equality; something capitalists despised) hence they had to imperialize in order to main stagnant profits.
· Not everyone wants to imperialize, only a certain, small portion of people, aristocrats, want to obtain more affluence and influence. Aristocrats still hungry for power (e.g,. kings)

· Increased growth of nationalism

Indirect Rule

using the natives to control their own land via through the tribal rulers

Prestige

· Colonial service agents carefully chosen

· British purposely sent their most talented men to work in their new colonies in order to make the domestic population that all Britons were like that
cultural assimilation
· Educating the youth led to increasing number of protestors
Economic dislocation and domination
· Arrival of Europeans dislocates domestic population
· What people used to do they can no longer do
· Forced to do wage labour
· Industrial production increases
· Economic dependency grows of colonial powers from domestic 
· Slave labor inevitably grows
If all else fails
· Use violence and barbaric treatments to horrify the crowd and to intimidate
· Some hands were cut off in the Belgian
· Use starvation as a tactic 
· Genocide occurs with the murders of the Herrera tribe; are driven to the desert and shot down  



· Progress was believed to be inevitable and beneficial
· Liberals viewed progresss as steps in attaining further scientific knowledge, inventions, economies, constitutional gov, and protection of fundamental human rights
· Many groups felt oppressed: denied workers righs, women denied simple rights
· Cultural assumptions challenged by increased interest in sciences
The Advance of Democracy: Socialism, Labour Unions, and Feminism
· Artisans and laboring classes had always been suspicious of bourgeois liberalism’s optimistic view of free competition, unrestrained private enterprise, laissez faire, etc
· Workers pressed for social legislation and sued their political power to gain a greater measure of social democracy
· Two principal lines of action for workers movement
· 1. Abolish the capitalists, led to radical forms of socialism
· 2. Bargain with them, led to formation of labour unions
· Socialism: extinction of the private employer as such
· Trade unionism: workers had every reason to keep their employers prospering in business in order that bargaining with them might produce better economic results
· Workers set to organizing unions, socialist thinkers to perfecting their doctrines
The Trade Union Movement and the rise of british labour
·  Rise of bourgeoise liberalism gave legal freedom to labor unions
· Prosperity of the 1850’s favoured the formation of unions, for workers can always organize most easily when employers are most in need of their services. 
· Craft union: union of skilled workers in the same trade- first typical organization
· Industrial unionism, or the joining in one union of all workers in one industry, such as coail or transportation, regardless of the skill or job of the individual worker, began to take shape at the same time
· Increasing number of workers unions formed, more in Britain than anywhere else
· British better at forcing collective bargaining among emplyers
· British Labour party was formed at the turn of the century by the joint efforts of trade union officials and the middle class intellectuals
· Aimed to defend the unions as established and respectable institutions
· Taff Vale decision: held a union financially responsible for business losses incurred by an employer during a strike. Union workers outraged, but voted in members to go to parliament who overturned the deicision
European Socialism after 1850
· 1864: first meeting of the International Working Men’s Association
· Marx used it to publicize his ideas from Capital
· Paris Commune destroyed First International , and eventually it died 
· 1875: Marxian and Lassallean socialisted united to find the German Social Democratic Party, 
· Increased of socialist parties in 1880 all over Europe
· All various socialist parties came together to establish an international league in 1889, known as the Second International, met every 3years and lasted until 1914. 
Revisionist and Revolutionary Socialism, 1880-1914
· New socialist parties of the 1880s were all Marxist in inspiration
· Marxism strong in Germany and France, weak in Italy and Spain
· Not successful in England; workers preferred their trade unions
· Fabian socialism in England
· Very English and against Marxism
· Held that no class conflict was necessary or even existed, that gradual and reasonable measure would in due time bring about a socialist state, and that improvement of local government, or municipal ownership of such things as water works and electric lighting, were steps toward this consummation
· Marxist and Social Democratic parties on the Continent grew rapidly. Marxism turned into a less revolutionary “parliamentary socialism” except indeed for the Russian Socialist Democratic Party, since Russia had no parliamentary government
· Increasing influence of labourers in parliaments
· Marx’s prediction that proletariat’s conditions would get worse was false
· Real wages rose about 50% between 1870- 1900
· As a result of greater productivity of labor through mechanization 
· Growth of world economy 
· Accumulation of capital wealth
· Gradual fall in prices of food and other items that workers had to buy
· Marxism went through a period of revisionism led in France by Jean Jaures, and in Germany by Eduard Bernstein, Social Democratic member of the Reichstag
· Revisionsts belived that they could obtain their ends through democratic channels, without revolution and without any dictatorship of the proletariat.
· Syndicalism
· Ideas was that the workers’ unions might themselves become the supreme authoritative institutions in society, replacing not only property and the market economy, but also government itself.
· General strike, where all workers would stop working
· Karl MKautsky arraigned the revisionists as compromisers who betrayed Marxism 
· Lenin stamped out revisionsism in Russia
· Marxism transformedNo longer that revolutionary. Why:
· 1. Increased living standards for workers 
· 2. Workers had gained right to vote and as a result could benefit from new public policies 
· 3. Had created political parties and increasingly powerful labour unions, all of which protected their interests and helped them acquire a larger share of the national income
Feminism
· Increasing number of campaigns for women’s rights 
· Received less pay, many restrictions
· Wanted access to education and universal suffrage
· Susan Anthony and Elizabeth Cady Stanton joined with European feminists to establish an International Council of Women in 1888
· Women in Britain went violent to show their anger for being disallowed the vote by male politicians
· When arrested, the suffragettes went on hunger strikes to which the police responded by painful forcible feedings
· After WW1 gained right to vote 
Science, Philosophy, The Arts, and Religion
· Increased interest in sciences
· New inventions, 1875- 1905: # of patents tripled 
· Scientific and technical advance was as completely international as any movement has ever seen
Impact of Evolution
· New emphasis on biology and life sciences
· Charles Darwin
· Most influential intellectual theme of the era
· Held that the way to understand anything was to understand its development 
· Rise of geology after 1800 had opened the way to evolutionary ideas, 
· Darwin offered evidence with a scientific explanation 
· By evolution Darwin meant that all species are mutable, that no species is created to remain unchanged once and for all 
· All life was interrelated and subject to the same laws
· Whole history of living things on earth was a unified history unfolding continuously in a single complex process of evolution
· Darwin thought that species changed by a kind of chance
· Struggle for existence resulting in the survival of the fittest through natural selection of the most favoured races- races meaning not human races but the strains within a species
· Scientists rushed to defend and churchmen to attack him
· Changed conception of nature
· A good organism was one that survived where others perished, adapation replaced virtuel outside it there was nothing right
· Social Darwinism
· Doctrines were put to various political and cultural uses to show that some people were naturally surperior to other others, such as whites and blacks
· Or that upper and middle classes deserved these blessings because they had proved themselves fitter than the shiftless poor, or that big business in the nature of things had to take over smaller concerns 
Genetics, Anthropology, and Psychology
· Gregor Mendel
· Arrived at an explanation how heredity operates and how hybridization can take place
· Anthropologists began to study the physical and cultural characteristics of all branches of human kind
· Physical anthropologists: study different races saying some are better than others
· Public became more race conscious than Europeans have ever been fore
· Cultural anthropologists: seemed no culture or society was better than any other
· Sir James Frazer
· Demonstrated that some of the most sacred rpactices, rites and ideas of Christianity were not unique but could be found among numerous premodern societies and that moreover, only the thinnest of lives divided magic from religion
· Anthropology, undermined traditional religious beliefs
· Psychology launched as a natural science by German physiologist Wilhelm Wundt
· Ivan Pavlov: conditioned dogs to salivate automatically
· Implied that a great part of animal behaviour, and presumably human behaviour, could be explained on the basis of conditioned responses
· Sigmund Freud
· Came to believe that certain forms of emotional disturbance like hysteria were traceable to earlier forgotten episodes of patients’ lives. 
· Stressed dreams as a key to understanding the unconsciousness 
· Related his findings to religion, war and education and art
· Great influence
· Unconsciousness rules
· We are unaware of our real motives and desires
· Human sexuality; ppl are driven by sexual motives
· Ideas viewed as disgusting 
The New Physics
· New physics represente done of the great scientific revolutions of all time
· Antoine Henri Becquerel discovered radioactivity, observing that uranium emitted particles or rays of energy. 
· Notion emerged that atoms weren’t simple but complex
· Einstein’s theory or relativity
Trends in Philosophy and the Arts
· Most European intellectuals viewed science as the model for all forms of knowledge
· Drawn to positivism or to the belief that scientific methods provided the only positive knowledge
· Anything unknowable to science must therefore reamin unknowable forever- agnosticism, the acknowledgement of ignorance
· Herbert Spencer- all philosophy could be unified, organized and coordinated through the doctrine of evolution
· Frederick Nietzche
· Unsystematic, radical thinker to whom it is easy to do less than justice
· Low opinion of democratic societies
· Developed concept of Superman, a new kind of noble being who would create new ethical values and philosophical truths that would enable him to dominate and dazzle the multitude.
· Courage, love of danger, beauty of character was prized more highly
· Argued that all humans, were driven more by their instincts and a will to power than by reason  or raitonal tought
· Writers turned to portray realisitic societal problems
· New physchological theories appeared in fictional portraits of troubled characters and irrational human behaviour.
· The arts followed the intellectual developments of the age, reflecting as they do today, diverse attidues of relativism, irrationalis, social determinism, linguistic ambiguity, and intersest in the operations of the unconscious mind
· Impressionism is a 19th-century art movement that originated with a group of Paris-based artists. Their independent exhibitions brought them to prominence during the 1870s and 1880s, in spite of harsh opposition from the conventional art community in France. The name of the style derives from the title of a Claude Monet work, Impression, soleil levant (Impression, Sunrise), which provoked the critic Louis Leroy to coin the term in a satiric review published in the Parisian newspaper Le Charivari.
· Impressionist painting characteristics include relatively small, thin, yet visible brush strokes, open composition, emphasis on accurate depiction of light in its changing qualities (often accentuating the effects of the passage of time), common, ordinary subject matter, inclusion of movement as a crucial element of human perception and experience, and unusual visual angles. The development of Impressionism in the visual arts was soon followed by analogous styles in other media that became known as impressionist music and impressionist literature.
· Impressionsits rejected tradiditonal styles of academic painting in France and turned instead to the representation of everyday life and the colorful play of light in the natural world
· Gained international influence and became aesthetic startingpoint for artists
The Churches and the Modern Age
· Religion no longer looked for guidance
· Many principles of religions questioned
· Darwinian evolution challenged the value of Christian ethics as well as the traditional picture of Creation, 
· High criticism of the Bible, an effort to apply to the Scriptures the techniques of scholarship long applied to secular documents, 
· Protestant churches less sucdcesful than the Catholics in protecting their membership from disintegrating effects of the age. 
· Attendance decreased
· As a result of the decreasing trust in the Bible, there seemed no other authoritative sources to rely on
· Divided between modernists and fundamentalists 
· Fundamentalists dnied the most indubitable findings of science
· Modernists were willing enough to accept science and to interpret much of the Bible as allegory, 
· Roman Catholic church proved to be more resistant to the trends of age.
· Through documents, announced faith in rationalism and sicnce
· Catholic church reaffirmed in a skeptical era, and against Christian modernists, its faith in the supernatural and miraculous 
· Pius XVI convened a general church council
· Established church’s power as the highest and final
· Ultramontanism: the unconditional acceptance of papal jurisdiction, prevailed over the old Gallican and other national tendencies that had long existed within the Catholic Church.
· Papacy gained independence from national or secular authority in the Vatican City
· Leo XIII carried on the counteroffensive against irreligion and instituted a revivial of medieval philosophy as represented by Thomas Aquinas. 
· Rerum Novarum upheld private property as a natural right within the limits of justice, but it found fault with capitalism for the poverty, insecurity, and even degradation that it left its laboring classes in.
· Declared much in socialism was Christian in principle 
· Jews
·  Liberalism allowed them to act as citizens and to enter businesses or profession like  everybody else
· Freed froma legal discrimination
· Emancipated!!!
· TWO NEW TRENDS WITH JEWISH EMANCIPATION
· 1. Some feared assimilation that would lead to a loss of Jewish identity and perhaps even the disappearance of Judaism itself.
· Rise of anti-semetism
· Increase of Jewish massacres
· Some states wanted one common identity or nation
· Zionism
· Hoped to established a Jewish state in Palestine, in which Jews from all around the world could find refuge
The Waning of Classical Liberalism
· Man should be a free standing specimen 
· Liberalism contributed to the growing movement for women`s rights
· Individual wasn`t simply formed by race, class, church, nation or state but was ultimately independent of all such collective identities
· Individiduals capable of rational thought and compromising with others
· Opposed all imposition of force upon the individual
· Religious tolerance 
· Govs should be constitutional and limited in power
· Parliamentary representatives
· Economy and government should be separate
· Toleration, constitutionalism, laissez faire, free trade, and international economic system
The Decline of Nineteenth Century Liberalism: Economic Trends 
· Free economy produced many hardships
· Economic downfall. E.g., depression
· Demand for tariff protection to protect domestic businesses
· Industrial revolution occurring everywhere not just UK
· Increasing resistance to buying shit from England
· New competition led to imperialism 
· Neomercantislim rose: attempts of governemnts to subordinate economic activities to political ends.
· Economic nationalism
· Save your economy, not caring of others
· Placement of trade barriers, e.g., tariffs
· Government became intertwined with economy 
· Installed standards for companies
· Social service state developed, a state assuming responsibility for the social and economic welfare of the mass of its own subjects.
·  New liberalism and the welfare state
· Acceptance of the enlarged role of the government in social and economic matters
· More favourably disposed towards workers and the disadvantaged classes than toward business
Intellectual and Other Currents

· Karl Lueger
· was an Austrian politician, mayor of Vienna, and leader and cofounder the Austrian Christian Social Party. He is credited with the transformation of the city of Vienna into a modern city. The populist and anti-Semitic politics of his Christian Social Party are sometimes viewed as a model for Hitler's Nazism.
· Edouard Drumont
· French journalist and writer. He founded the Antisemitic League of France in 1889, and was the founder and editor of the newspaper La Libre Parole
Eugenics
· Belief that science could improve the human race 
· Perhaps through medical experimentation 
· is the applied science of the bio-social movement which advocates the use of practices aimed at improving the genetic composition of a population, usually a human population
· attaches to racism; belief that u cannot help those less fortunate
· belief that if you don`t do something the human race is doomed
· this is how Nazism grew
· the principal opposition to this is the religion
Beleaguered Certainity
· religious truth
· condemned by many 
Age of Anxiety
· there is no certain truth
· nothing is absolute 
· 
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The International Anarchy
· German empire was the strongest and most obvious of the new structures which armed power had reared
· All European states believed large military forces were essential for their national existence
· Military service became a law for all men
· Few wanted war
· It was believed previously that Europe was heading towards a path of progress
· Popular expectation of future wars as well as the large standing armies helped to produce the great war 
· Also caused by the interlocking system of international alliances, Germany`s desire for a greater role in world affairs(which challenged Britain`s earlier ascendancy and raised nationalist anxieties in France) and the ongoing conflicts in the Balkans
Rival Alliances: Triple Alliance vs Triple Entente
· Germany aspired for more greatness as a result of their industrial innovation and increased productivity. 
· French nursed the chronic grievance of Alsace and Lorraine, annexed to Germany in 1871
· Britain jealous of German`s prowess in the colonial world, and they even turned up in England selling their goods there
· Bismarck feared that another war would tear Germany apart
· Triple Alliance formed in 1879 with Austria-Hungary, and Italy who joined in 1882
· Members agreed to back each other up if one of them got into a scrap with two or more powerful nation
· Bismarck also signed reinsurance treaty with Russia
· After Bismarck`s retirement, Russo- German agreement collapsed
· French allied with Russian- Franco-Russian Alliance (1894)
· British proudly liked to go on their own way; ``splendid isolation``
· Boer War and the Fashoda crisis tainted Britain`s image
· Germany insulted England by helping the other side during the boer war
· Naval race between Germany and England heated shit, and drew England towards Russian and France
· 1902: England formed a military alliance with Japan against their common enemy, Russia
· 1907: Britain, France and Russia formed the Triple Entente. Each nation supported the rule of their teammate in some colony. Britain never explicitly stated the extent to which it would help in times of war.
The Crises in Morocco and the Balkans
· Germany attempted to break up French power in Morocco when Kaiser William II made a startling speech in Morocco attempting to motivate the population to gain independence. 
· Germany was attempting to break up the new understanding between France and England however they made the Triple Entente stronger
· Germany`s annexation of the French CONgo, increased British hostility to the Germans
· Due to the ethnic and religious divisions, an element of the Austro-Hungarian population, namely the Croatian and Slovenian nationalists, wished to get out of the empire and join with Serbia across the border. Serbia became the center of the South Slaw agitation
· Young Turks, whose long agitation against Abdul Hamid has been noted, managed to carry out a revolution
· Wanted to restore liberal parliamentary constitution of 1876
· Wanted to stop dissolution of Ottoman Empire by taking steps to have delegates from Bulgaria and Bosnia sit in the new Ottoman parliament
· Russia wanted control at Constantinople, while Austria wanted full annexation of Bosnia
· Russian and Austrian foreign ministers met in secret in 1908 to come to an agreement. They agreed to:
· Russia would favor Austrian annexation of Bosnia and Austria would support the opening of the Straits to Russian warships
· Pissed off the Serbs who wanted Bosnia for their own
· That same year Bulgarians and Cretans broke from the Ottoman empire
· Conference never called
· Fact: the Serbs, the little Slave brothers of Russia, had their toes rudely stepped on by the Austrians by the annexation of Bosnia
· As a result of the two Balkan wars, Turkey lost and many of its territories annexed. Most importantly, Austria was  determined to shut off the Serbs from access to the sea, which they would obtain by annexation of Albanian territory.  Albania became independent which pissed off the Serbs, and disallowed them from having access to the seas.
Sarajevo Crisis and the Outbreak of War
· Bosnian nationalist assassinated Archduke Francis Ferdinand, the heir to the Habsburg empire in Sarajevo, the Bosnian capital, in the Austrian Empire
· Archduke was planning on transforming Austria-Hungary, in which a more equal place might be given to the Slavs; put the thought of revolution away, something the Black Hand wanted. 
· Austrian government wanted to end the South Slav separatism that was destroying its empire. Decided to crush the independence of Serbia. 
· Germans encouraged Austria
· Austrians therefore demanded Serbia to collaborate in the investigation and punishment of the perpetrators. 
· Serbs then counted on Russian support, who in turn counted on France for support
· Serbs rejected the critical item in the Austrian ultimatum as an infringement on Serbian sovereignty, and Austria thereupon declared war upon Serbia. 
· Germany declared war on France and Russia. These declarations of war would become the basis for later charges that Germany was responsible after
· Evasiveness and vagueness in Britain`s decision on whether they were going to fight was a cause of the war. Had Germany known England was going to join they wouldn`t have started shit.
· When Belgium was invaded by Germany, the violated the treaty of Belgian neutrality,
· England declared war on Germany on Aug 4,
· Instability and nationalist conflicts in the politically bankrupt parts of Europe, through the alliance system, dragged the everyone in
· Germany faced an internal crisis
· Social democrats became largest party in the Reichstag in 1912; were mainly antimilitary and antiwar
· German imperial power was insistent on continuing army and military interests 
· Policies had been arrogant and devious
· The emergence of a consolidated industrial Germany after 1870, making its bid for world power relative late, was a cause of war
· Economic determination and the cluster of alliance networks further created hostility and made war inevitable. 


The Armed Stalemate
· Germany and its allies=central powers
· Entente government- allies 
· War waged from 1914-1918
· More fatalities in ww1 than ww2
· The Schlieffen Plan
· Germany planned a two front struggle against France and Russia
· Rail lines llowed for transporting of troops from one front to another
· Idea was to first degeat France by the rapid wheeling motion of a tremendous army through Belgium and then turn at more leisure against Russia, whose great size and less-developed railways would make its deployment much slower.
The War on Land, 1914- 1916
· Germany expected to quickly win
· Problem: France supply Russia with money and troops
· Germany weakened
· Joffre, French commander, regrouping his forces, ordered a counter attack
· Battle of the Marne ensued
· Germans forced to retreat
· Germans failed to win control of the Channel ports 
· Germans won some battles on eastern side, but these battles didn’t mean much
· No tanks, no self-propelled guns 
· Basic soldier= man on foot
· Trench warfare
· Continued stalemate
· Allies planned a great offensive along the river Somme
· Germans prepared a plan on the neighborhood of Verdun
· Battle of Verdun
· Many tragedies (330k german to 350k french)
· Germans abandon attack
· Battle of Somme
· Idea was to break through german line simply by stupendous pressire
· Lasted from july to October
· Cost germans aobut 500k men, british 400 k, French 200k
· British brought about tanks, but had no big impact
The War at Sea
· British with french aid, imposed a strict naval blockade
· Two types of goods
· Contraband; munitions and raw materials uses for military equipment
· Noncontraband: foodstuffs, and raw cotton
· By international law allowed to transport noncontraband items
· British control of sea allowed them to stop all goods of whatever character destined for Germany
· Germans countered with their attempt to blockade England
· Submarine warfare developed
· German submarines would sink any type of shop; couldn’t distinguish 
· Lusitania; ship sinked wih 120 americans; americans warned Germany to stop sinking their shit; they obliged for 2 years and refrained for two years from making full use of their submarines
· Battle of Jutland
· German attempt to weaken british sea power
· Were able to cause damage and lost fewer men and tonnage than the british 
Diplomatic Maneuvers and Secret Agreements
· Both sides looked for new allies
· Ottoman empire, fearing Russia, joined Germany and Austria-Hungary 
· Italy offered help through the treaty of London in exchange for territorial expansion once they helped allies win
· Allies agreed for division of the Ottoman empire following their win
· Divided land among themselves
· Germany tried to stir hate for allied forces in different nations; failed though
· The Zimmerman telegram
· Telegram said that if Germany went to war with u.s, the germans will want to form an alliance with mexico 
· Telegram intercepted by the U.S and published in the newspapers 
· Allies promised independence for minority countries if they helped them
· E.g., Czechs, Slovaks, south slavs
· Ottoman empire aroused arab hopes for independence
· Britain supported arab’s claim for independence
· And the jews through the Balfour Delcaration: support for the idea of a Jewish homeland in Palestine
· 1915: Turkish government ordered the removal of Armenians from the war zone in order to ensure that they wouldn’t sympathize with Russia and the Western allies   
· A lot of Armenian deaths
· British and French were using the war as an opportunity to take control of the german colonies in Africa
· Japanese declared war on Germany 
· Overran concessions in China and the German islands in the Pacific
· Japan got some parts of China

· German expansionism
· German war aims included enlarged empire domainating all central Europe and annexations or satellites in both western and eastern Europe
· Colonial adjustments in Africa 
· Political map of Europe and of colonial Africa would thus be transformed in germany’s favour
The Collapse of Russia and the intervention of the U.S
The Withdrawal of Russia: Revolution and the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
· Russo Japanese war led to the Revolution of 1905 in Russia, led to the far greater Revolution of 1917
· Tsarist regime lost the loyalty of its people
· Inable to deliver material and men to win and sustain dominance 
· Armies mutinied, Nicolas II abdicated, provisional government took over
· Government wanted liberal and parliamentary regime; only possible through defeating Germany
· Bolsheviks and Lenin overthrow the Provisional Government with the help of the Germans
· Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
· Acknowledged the independence or at least the loss to Russia, Ukraine, Finland, and the Baltic provinces
· Germany able to neutralize Russia; hence weaken them
· Placed puppets at the head of the new independent states
· Germany started to dominate the war now with Russia’s empire becoming weakened
The United States and the War
· Americans motivated to enter the war in order to protect democracy , freedom and progress
· German submarine experts claimed they could win the war in six months, in one area
· America enters war against Germany- april 6,1917 
· German submarines sinked  a lot of ships but by 1917 allied forces able to solve this problem by providing hundred or more freighters, though all had to steam at the pace of the slowest, could be protected by a sufficient concentration of warships to keep submarines away
· French and british continued to hold the line 
· French, under General Nivelle, lost a lot of men , but under Petain they waited for American help to arrive
· Austro-hungarians, with help from German troops, defeated the Italians at the disastrous battle of Caporetto. But the Italisn, with British and French help, were able to hold the line. 
· Reinforced the stalemate in Europe
· America used conscription to prepare over 4 million for war

The Final Phase of the War
· Germans continued to delve deeper into France
· Under French general Ferdinand foch, spearheaded his counterattack on July 18
· Germany couldn’t handle the allied forces continued assault
· Armistice arranged on nov 11, 1918
· End result: 10 million dead, 20 million wounded
· American assistance decisive in the defeat of Germany 
· Influenza pandemic caused up to 100 millions deaths worldwide
The Collapse of the Austrian and German Empires 
· Austria and hungary separated 
· Charles I abdicated
· New states of Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia, an enlarge Romania, hungary and Austria formed
· General Ludendorff, in Sept 1918 urged Kaiser to form a new government on democratic, parliamentary principles
· Liberal Prince Max of Baden was found to head a cabinet in which even socialists were included. 
· Germany became a liberal constitutional monarchy 
· Germany wanted to save the army>over the empire
· President Wilson urged new german gov to be more democratic
· William II abdicated, Germany became a republic
· Republic called the Weimar Republic arose because the enemy demanded it and because the german ppl wanted peace, b/c they wished to avoid forcible revolution and because the old Germany military class, to save its face and its future strength, wished at least temporarily to be excused.
The Economic, Social and Cultural Impact of the War
Effects on Capitalism: Government- Regulated Economies
· New trend in governemnts controlling the government; planned economy
· Profit no longer the motive
· Luxury spending frowned upon
· New goal: rationalization/ coordination of production in the interests of the country as a whole
· Allocation of man power
· Military conscription 
· State determination> individual life
· Women  started doing manly jobs
· Labor forces enlarged 
· Ww1 contributed to the redefinition/ reorganizaiton of women’s work- a social process that had begun in the early Industrial Rev olution and that would be intensified during WW2
· Work was deemed patriotic
· Many worker used in war production
· Governments controlled all foreign trade
· Intolerable to let private citizens ship off the country’s resources
· Foreign trade became a state monopoly 
· Endless demand for American farm and factory products
· America lent money to Europe
· By 1919 europeans were in debt to the U.S by abaout 10$ billion
· Governments controlled shipping and hence of imports was itself enough to give control over the whole economy
· Germany denied access to the sea and forced to adopt unprecedented measures of self-sufficiency.
· Walter Rathenau and war socialism
· Made do with less
· He was a jewish industrialist, 
· Launched a program for the mobilization of raw materials
· Countries all became far more productive
Inflation, Industrial Changes, Control of Ideas
· Rapid inflation of prices ensued
· Professional classes’ standard of living threatened
· Huge national debts meant higher taxes for years to come
· Rest of world accelerated its own industrializaiton
· Japanese, india, latin America 
· Position of western Europe as the world’s workshop was undermined; due to new countries like India and Argentia who displayed industrial innovatons
· Europe dominant no more
· Governments aimed to control ideas more effectively
· Freedom of thought discard, 
· Censorhip became more effective than any government
· Propaganda ridiculing the enemy, Kaiser, develops
· Each side convinced itself it was right
Cultural Pessimism 
· Many intellectuals ended up dying in the Great War
· War poets revealed thehorrors of the war
· Psychological studies of Sigmund Freud, increasingly emphasized the raw power of human aggression- Freud called the death instinct 
· Oswal Spengler, The Decline of the West
· Tells about the fall of western civilizsation into crisis and decay
· Western crisis also spread through new literature and artistic movements
· Dadaism
· Rejected structure of traditional literature and generated nihilistic criticisms of Western rationality, aesthetic ideals, and social conventions 
· Vanished from the scene
· Passed more into Surrealism

· Germany abandons re-insurance treaty with Russia. German assumption is that Russia left alone is more susceptible to being invaded. Leads to treaty with France, Franco-Russian Alliance
· Blank cheques
· Governments give their unlimited support to each other
· Failure of Bismarck System, 1871-1890
· System goes haywire after 1890
· Permanent antagonisms. Countries start viewing each other as enemies. Especially Germany and Britain. 
· Arms race forms
· Balance? Toleration? Limits?  
· Hegemon? No longer rules to maintain peace and stability. 
· Cooperative to noncooperative game
· Personal failings of German leaders, specifically Kaiser Wilhelm II
· 
Factor#2: Trouble in the Balkans
·  Fourth installment 
· Spread of annexation of the Balkans
· Everybody wants a piece 
· Italy declares war on Ottoman empire
· During this time two enemies form: Russia and Austria
· Russian empire humiliated by Japan; fearful of not being considered a Great Power anymore
· Austria hates Serbia- wants to go at war with them
· Serbia= centre of slavs; looking to expand, claim other territories that have a large population of Slavs

Factor #3: Increased military advancements threaten the spark of war
· German starts building navy
· Tries to make friends with Britain by building a rivalling army however it just further sours the relationship between the two
Factor 4: Murder of Franz Ferdinand
· Heir to Austria

· However Serbian nationalists wanted revolution, wanted trouble!!!
· Thus they sought to murder him 
· Ferdinand repeatedly silenced the ideas of Conrad, one of his ministers, to spark war with Serbia.

The Fourteen Points and the treaty of Versailles
· 14 points (Woodrow Wilson)
· Demand an end to secret treaties and secret diplomacy 
· Freedom of the seas
· Removal of barriers and inequalities in international trade
· Reduction of amanents by all powes
· Colonial readjustments
· Evacuation of occupied territory
· Self determination of nationalities
· Redrawing of European boundaries along national lines 
· International political organization to prevent war
· Wilson tried to combine democratic, liberal, progressive and nationalistic movements of the past century, for the ideals of the Enlightenment, the F.R and the revolution of 1848
· New era of democracy arising
· Wilson persuaded other allied governments with difficulty to approve 14 points
· French wanted Germany to pay war damagfes
· British still wanted sea power
· Kaiser and war lords overthrown in Germany in favor of socialist and democrats
· Wilson developed League of Nations
· Permanent international body in which all nations without sacrificing their sovereignty should meet together to discuss and settle disputes, each promising not to resort to war
· Attempt to include religious freedom in the League of Nations abandoned
· French just wanted security from Germany
· Anglo-american-french treaty signed again 
· Allied troops would occupy the Rhineland for 15 years to ensure german compliance with the treaty
· Allies wanted to buffer against Bolshevism in Russia
· Germany lost all its colonies
· Colonies awarded to the league of nations who assigned them to various powers
· Japan received half of Chinese concessions
· Belgian congo enlarged
· Etc refer to pg 712 for more info
· Universal armament removal applied to Germany; limited to 100k soliders
· No monetary total was set for reparations in the treaty; it was made clear that the sum would be very large, but it was left for a future commission to determine
· Allies took all of Germanys capital such as coal, property owned by german private citizens abroad
· The war guilt cause
· Germany accepted the responsibility for all loss and damage
· Germans hesitated to sign at first, but eventually gave in when a combination of social democractic and cathcolic parties took the burn and signed
· German people resented war guilt cause
· Other treaties created a new map of eastern euope and registered the recession of the Russian, Austrian and Turkish empires
· Seven new independent states now existed: finland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland and cezchoslovakia, and Yugoslavia 
· Greece, Romania, enlarged 
· Austria and hungary now small states with no connection between them
· Ottoman empire disappeared 
· Turkey became republic 
· Syria and Lebanon went to france
· Palestine and Iraq to UK
Significance of the Paris Peace Settlement
· General principle: recognize the right of national self-determination 
· Sovereignty granted to all states
· Treaty of Versailles: not successful; didn’t put an end to the german menace
· Germans showed no real intention to live up to the treaty
· Unfair and unworkable 
· Allies lost faith in this treaty
· Allies wanted to ensure that Germany wouldn’t be exposed to bolshevism 
· Italians and Chinese unsatisfied 
· Russians objected the cordon sanitaire from Finland to Romania which dispelled bolshevian influence
· Treaty never ratified 
· League of nations
· USA never joint
· Germany not admitted until 1926, and Russia 1934
· Only handled few issies
· Ww1 killed all remaining monarchies and aristocratic feudalism. 
· Ww1= victory for democracy

· Revolutionary ideas of the Bolshevik party attracted followers far beyond Russia itself
· Similar to FR 
· Affected many other countries
· Similarities between Russian and French revolution
· Both claim to be liberating
· French against feudalism and despotism, Russian against capitalism and imperialism
· Both attracted followers
· Both aroused a strong reaction 
· Showed same pattern of revolutionary politics 
· Both had a similar determined minority that ousted counterrevolutionaries (Jacobin democrats in 1793, and Bolshevik communists in 1918)
· Differences between 
· Russia had a radical middle class while france had an affluent bourgeoisie
· Russian revolution planned while French was not
· In france bourbon dynastry retained, while in Russia after the revolution effectively wiped out its opposition and emigres
· Ideas in russia in 1917 in ruins, while those in france in 1789 widely accepted(equality, social fraternity)
· Repercussions of the revolution in Russia
· Reinforced old European socialist objections to capitalism
· Denounced economic imperialism and possession of colonies by Europeans, affirming that imperialismwas the highest stage of capitalism and that both must be overthrown
· Russian revolution produced communism and facism plus added strength to the emerging anticolonial movemnts in asia and elsewhere 
· Soviet union: in the west feared as a social revolution, while in the colonial world it was welcomed as a progressive tool for third world countries
· Lenin and Bolsheviks did not bring about R.R, they captured it after it had begun 
Backgrounds
Russia after 1881: Reaction and progress
· Alexander II created progressive movements
· Created provincial and distrct councils, elected mainly by landowners, attended to roads, schools and hospitals
· He got murdered by a revolutionary group called the Peoples Will 
· Alexander III
· Tried to stamp out reovlutionism 
· Peoples will became extinct
· Russification in the old regime
· Other outside groups faced assimilation (e.g., ukraninans, muslims)
· Increased interest and ouput of literature, music, and art 
· Underwent industrial revolution 
· Capital entered the country, railroads built, mines and factories built 
· Adopt count witte, Russia adopted the gold standard, making its currency readily convertible with all others
· Increased exports  and imports 
· Industrialization brought about bourgeoisie and proletariat 
· Unions and strikes illegal 
· Russian factories very concentrated with high #s of workers making it easier to get organized and become politically active
· Ownership in hands of foreigners and tsarist government 
· Rising business and professional calses led to the formation of the Constitutional Democratic Party aka cadets
· Liberals, progressive, constitutionalists
· Russia remained predominantly agricultural, exports mainly farm and forest products
· Peasnts lived in mirs 
· Peasants paid high taxes and other variety of expenses
· Peasant demands
· More land to cultivate 
Emergence of Revolutionary Parties
· Peasant discontent
· Peasants= revolutionary disturbance in Russia
· Peasants wanted more land that they believed belonged to them
· They were jealous of aristocracy 
· Intelligentsia
· Held a violent contempt for the Russian empire and yearned for a catastrophic overthrow of the stardom 
· Formed secret organizaitons 
· Wanted to find an army
· Populism: approved of terrorism and assassination in an autocratic country. Wanted a great native revolutionary similar to PUgachev’s peasant revolution in 1773
· Read and respected Marx and Engels communist manifesto, but had some dissimilar ideas
· Believed Russia could skip capitalism 
· Believed in more than just one urban proletariat capable of evolution 
· Populist popularity led to formation of the 1901 social revolutionary party 
· Many converted from populism to Marxism such as Plekhanov, axelrod, lenin, Trotsky, and stalin 
· Lenin
· Arrested as reovluiontary and spent 3 years in Siberia
· 1898: Marxists in Russia, spurre don by emigres, founded the Social Democratic Labor Party 
· Sought to see the revolution as an international movement 
· Russian Marxists disapproved of sporadic terrorism and assignation 
· Marxists for a time favoured by tsarist police who regarded them as less dangerous than the Social Revolutionaries
Split in the Social Democrats: Bolsheviks and Mensheviks
· Second party congress meeting had the initial goal of creating a unified Marxist group but it split it forever into Menshevik, minority and Bolsheviks, the majority. 
· 1912: Bolshevik wing organized itself as a separate party
· Bolshevism= Leninism
· Differed from Menshevism mainly on matters of organization and tactics
· Lenin believed the party should be a small revolutionary elite, a hard core of reliable and zealous workers. 
· Those who favoured large and more open party, became Mensheviks
· Lenin insisted on a strong centralized party without autonomy or other component groups
· Demanded strong authority at the top 
· Mensheviks recommened cooperation with liberals, lenin regarded such cooperation as temporary and useless 
· Called for dictatorship of the proletariat
· Extended mark’s ideas by stating that capitalism was the highest stage of capitalism 
· Foresaw the possibility that proletarian dictatorship might represent the conscious wishes of a small vanguard and might have to impose itself on great masses by an unshrinking use of force
· Trade unionism signifies the mental enslavement of the workers of the bourgeoisie
· Insistence on a leading and powerful role for the party elite
The Revolution of 1905
Background and Revolutionary Events
· After 1900 there were signs of growing popular unrest
· Peasants trespassing on lands of the gentry 
· Local insurrections against landlords and tax collectors
· Factory workers refusing to work 
· Tsar Nicolas II viewed any ideas against autocracy, Orthodoxy, and Russian nationalism as un-Rusian 
· Russia lost badly in a war against Japan 
· Feeling that Russia had exposed its incompetence to the world 
· Bloody Sunday
· Peaceful peasants asking for 8 hour working days with a minimum wage, a repudiation of bungling bureaucrats, and a democratically constituent assembly to introduce representative government into the empire 
· Gathered before the tsar’s Winter Palace on sun day in jan 1906
· Troops marched up and shot down the demonstrators
· Horrified workers saw that the tsar was not their friend
· Opposition to tsar formed
· Sparked violence against manors and genry 
· All agreed on one demand: democratic representation in government
· Tsar called for a king of Estates General meeting where represntatives from all classes would meet 
· St.petersbrug soviet or workers council, declared a general strike in October
· Tsar reacted to strike by issuing his October Manifesto; promised a constitution, civil liberties, and a DUMA to be elected to all classes alike, with powers to enact laws and control the administration 
· Some saw the October manifesto as a tool of deception which once the wave of revolution subsided the manifesto would be abandoned
· Government was able to maintain itself
· Arrested members of the St. peterburgs soviety
· Peace made with Japan 
· Revolutionary leaders either fled or were killed
Results of the 1905 DUMA
· Made Russia a parliamentary type of state like the res t of Europe
· Parliament had limited power in matters of foreign policy, budget planning and government personnel 
· Tsar would not allow public to interfere in governance 
· Through 3 dumas socialists and revolutionaries were elected to parliament
The Stolypin Reforms
· Autocratic gov sought to maintain power by attracting the support of reasonable and moderate people by a program of reforms
· 
· Peter Stolypin
· Principal minister to tsar from 1906-1911
· Dissolved the first two dumas
· Aim was to build up the propertied classes as friends of the state 
· Gave peasants more rights specifically allowing them to sell their shares in the communal land of the mirs and leave their village. Peasants allowed to acquire private control over land and to buy property from the communes or the gentry. 
· Successful between 1907 and 1916 
· Some peasants still unsatisfied:
· Land hunger and poverty 
· New big farmers resented and envied 
· Stolypin shot dead while attending the theater in Kiev, in the presence of the tsar and tsarina in 1911 
· Russian empire heading towards a westernized direction 
· Industries growing, railways expanding
· Exports increased 
· Parliament 
· Freedom of press
The Revolution of 1917
End of the Tsardom: The Revolution of March 1917
· Provincial  zemstvos formed a union of all zemstvos in the empire to facilitate the mobilization of agriculture and industry
· Commercial and industrial committees formed to get factories working to maximum production
· Rasputin
· Tsarina Alexandra, took advice from him
· A holy man who possessed supernatural and prophetic powers because he had apparently cured her young son of hemophilia
· Union of zemstvos and other such wartime bodies complained not merely of faults of administration but of fundamental conditions in the state 
· Duma suspended during war; all basic political issues suspended 
· People dissatisfied with the way government was handling the war
· In December Rasputin murdered by nobles at the court 
· Tsar sought to suppress revolutionary thought by equipping police with machine guns and other counter revolutionary schemes
· Workers of the Petrograd who precipitated the crisis
· Food became scarce , food riots broke out
· Middle class leaders with the gov now helpless, demanded dismissal of the ministry and formation of a new one commanding the confidence of a majority of the DUMA. 
· Tsar retaliated by disbanding the DUMA 
· Two forces emerge: the Duma committee (moderate, constitutionalist, legal) vs the Petrograd Soviet( revolutionary) 
· Army on side of revolution 
· Tsar abdicated, hence Russia became a republic 
The Bolshevik Revolution: November 1917
· Peasants burning and looting
· Army melted away
· High official refused to serve the republic
· Peasant soldiers simply turned their backs and went home
· Revolution well advancing when Lenin and the other Bolsheviks arrived in Petrograd in the middle of April
· General kornilov dispatched a force of cavalry to restore order. Movement defeated, 
· Radicals denounced liberals as accomplices in Kornilov`s attempt at counter revolution
· Lenin proposed a plan based on four points
· 1. Immediate peace with the Central Powers
· 2. Redistribution of land to the peasants
· 2. Transfer of factories, ines and other industrial plants from the capitaalists to comittees of worekrs
· 4. Recognition of the soviets as the supreme power instead of the provisional government
· Lenin won a majority in the Petrograd Soviety 
· All power to the soviets!!!! Fuck Kerensky and the counter revolution 
· Provisional government replaced with Council of People`s Commissars 
· Kerensky fled to US where he died in 1970
· At congress lenin introduced two resolutions
· Negotiate a just democratic peace with annexations and without indemnities
· Abolish all landlord property immediately and without compensation 
· Establishes dictatorship of the proletariat 
· Bolsheviks renamed communist party
The New Regime: The Civil War, 1918-1922
· Signed peace of Brest- Litovsk giving Germany control over the Baltic provinces, Poland and the Ukraine
· Many different forms of resistance to new regime
· Liberals, zemstvo members, constitutional democrats, mensheviks, social reovlutionaries 
· Both sides competed for the support of the peasants
· Counter revolution police formed , later named the Red Army with Leon Trotsky as war commissar 
· 
· ``war communism``
· Nationalized some of the largest industrial enterprises 
· Class war broke out over food and property
· Disunity among anti-bolshevik forces stopped them from overthrowing Bolsheviks 
· Bolsheviks could denounce the foreign intervention and appeal to national patriotism, and they could win peasant support by the distributin of land
· Peace won and regime stood-1920 
· Red Terror
· Similar to the terror in F.R
· Response to civil and foreign war
· Thousands shot merely as hostages 
· Cheka: formidable police form
· Goal: eliminate opposition to the new regime
· 1918: Fanny Kaplan shot at Lenin and wounded him, she was later executed 
· Terror succeeded
· Communism became to be viewed as atrocious 

Long term causes:
· Popular unrest
· Social dislocation
· Very old form of government; autocracy “outdated”
· Political agitation
· Unbalanced, but indecisive state reaction
· Rapid growth (industrializaiton)
Short term causes
· Disassociation from the war
· Catastrophic failure of war management
· Failure in war
· Many casualties 
·  By 1916, don’t have much left over
· Soldiers just want to go home

February- March Revolution
· No significant fighting
· One government disappears and other tries to take its place 
· Two main groups
· Alexander Kerensky, Social Revolutionaries. Populist
· Prince Giorgi Luvov, Liberal, and representing western+modern ideas
· Want to form provisional government that will create a constitution
· Both men are consistent on maintaining war efforts; disastrous revolution because Russia simply doesn’t have the steam to continue 
· Idea of continued war= bad idea
Provisional Government
· Soviets
· There are people looking for more change
· Popular collectivists 
· Organize themselves to conduct local business
· In april increased amounts of protest
· What is to be done?
· Peace, land, bread
· Revolutionary defeatism (April Theses)
· Dictatorship of the Proletariat (i.e. the Bolshevik Party)
· Want to lead to a socialist revolution through a vanguard party that takes advantage of the revolutionary 
· Bolsheviks want to seize power and win popularity due to their promise to bring the above (peace, land, bread)
· Lenin wants to stage a coup d’état, overthrow government
July Days
· soldiers and industrial workers engaged in spontaneous demonstrations against the Russian Provisional Government. The Bolsheviks tried to provide leadership to the demonstrations. (Dates given in article Gregorian Calender.)
· The military attacked the peaceful demonstration and engaged in repression against the Bolsheviks. Lenin went into hiding, while other leaders were arrested.[1][2] The outcome of the July Days represented a temporary decline in the growth of Bolshevik power and influence in the period before the October Revolution
· 
· Lenin recognizes circumstances aren’t strong favorable enough for take over
· Coup d’état fails
· Army charges over
· Lavr Kornilo; army general
· Appears to have harboured an ambition to rule and govern 
· Provisional government and Kerensky becomes concerned. 
October Revolution
· Bolsheviks obtain power successfully through a coup d’etat 
· Not in charge of whole country, but most of the major cities like Moscow and Petersburg
What Now? War Communism
· Lenin wants to build communism through the dictatorship of the proletarirat
· Peace
·  must be negotiated with the Germans (lenin’s belief). War must be ended. 
· Trostky negotiates peace 
· Lenin hopes to spread revolution outside of Russia
· Terror
· Important to silence individuals opposed to revolution
· Class war, people will oppose and they need to be destroyed 
· Felix Dzerzhinsky
· Founder of the Cheka( the extraordinary commission for combatting counter revolution, sabotage and criminal offenses by officials)
· Member of intelligentsia 
· Red army develops 
· Lenin almost killed by some crazy Russian bitch, she’s executed 
· Russian royal family killed
· Peasants trying to keep their own grains and products to themselves instead of sharing, are executed
· Civil war (1917-1921), THE WAR AGISNT BOLSHEVISM
· Patterns:
· Red against whites, greens and pinks
· Reds wining. Have main control of Russian capital where much of the population, industry and government are located. 
· Nationalism swells and favors Bolshevism 
· Old tsarist officers serving in the red army 
· Whites want to restore monarchy; not a popular idea 
· Cities against countries
· Russians against non-russians
· Russians against intervening forces
· 19th vs 20th century
· Class warfare
· Athiests against religion(Christians+ muslims)
· Lenin no regard for morals and religion. 
· 
· 3rd international(the comintern)
· Lenin attempts to use this body in the hopes of exporting revolution 
· 

· Use of terror similar to the French Revolution Terror to ensure opposition to communism is extermindated
· After death of Lenin, uncertainty as what to what was next to come
· Originally the circumstances were unfavourable for the Bolsheviks to seize the Russian state: now what?
NEP 1921-1925- The Peasant’s Brest
Joseph Stalin
· After other members fall out of power, power is left in the hands of Joseph Stalin
· Stalinism= socialism in one country
· Lenin introduces him to the party
· From a humble background in Georgia. Dad was an alcoholic shoe maker. 
· Socialism= dictatorship=violence
· Socialism= war communism
· Joseph Stalin:
· “TO put it briefly: the dictatorship of the prole tariart is the domination by the proletariat over the bourgeoise
· Runs the state like a mob
· Collectivization
· 1928+
· Create as much food, and export
· Industrialization
· First 5 year plan, 1928-1932
· Wants to pre-produce the pre conditions of socialism
· Rapid re-armament
· Massive overstocking of army to defend against enemies
· Belief that everyone else hated socialist Russia 
· Society
· New class develops
· Everything centralized and shared among society
· 3 important parties who control the state and are not egalitarian but on top of the apparatus enjoying the merits 
· 1. State: kagonovich
· 2. Party: Mikoyan and Molotov
· 3. Security: army, cheka. Members like Voroshilov, OGPU-
· Culture
· Maxime Gorky and Boris Pasternak: poets
· Sergei Eisenstein: famous director 
· Dmitri Shostakovich: splendid musical composer
· All art is directed for party purpose
· Propaganda used as a tool to maintain party power
· 1929-1938 immense resistance by peasants 
· Punished by Deportation, enslavement, starvation by taking their food
· 1936-1939
· Stalin he never forgets
· 4,000,000 ish dead during the great terror
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The Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
Government: The Nationalities and Federalism
· End of civil wars and foreign intervention allowed for the termination of the war with Poland and made it possible to establish in 1922 the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
· 3 large Slavic regions
· Expectation of world revolution still alive
· Wanted to unite all workers of all countries
· Conquered other land; Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania
· Nationalism was cause for the end of the stardom regime 
· Soviet Union solved this problem by conquering those territories that had broken away from Russia through the Red Army
· Many languages and distinct nationalities existed in the SU
· Soviet authorities favoured the growth of cultural nationalism
· Political and economic rights severely limited by central government
· Strong feeling of separatism among different soviet states
Government: State and Party
· Party controlled of the state institutions and institutions
· State=party
· 
· State institution= council or soviet
· Hierarchy of local, provincial and national soviets
· Two consitutions adopted 1924, then changes made in 1936
· Universal suffrage adopted in 1936
· Govenrment had some democratic principles
· Only one party allowed: communist
· Central Committee most powerful in the party
· Discipline enforce in undemocratic ways through fearsome machinery of secret police
· Base of the party consisted of small individuals (Marx-Leninism)
· Many growing party members from every profession and area
· Function of party: carry out the dictatorship of the proletariat
· Make ppl realize socialism 
· USSR by 1930\s very tightly knit, highly disciplined leadership group 
· Repressed originality, boldness, risk-taking, or freedom of thought or action 
The New Economic Policy, 1921- 1927
· 1920 war communism had antagonized peasants
· Bad harvest, great famine
· Lenin adoped NEP
· Under NEP, the state was still the commander of the economy, maintaining  sstate ownership of the basic productive industries, it allowed for a great deal of private trading for private profit. 
· Problem: restore trade between town and country
· Peasants only exhcnaged food for city made shit like clothing or tools
· City ppl needed to be fed from the country
· Under NEP peasants allowed to sell their farm products freely  and middlemen were allowed to buy and sell farm products and manufactured artciles at will, selling to whom they pleased at mark prices and at a profit to themselves
· NEP fostered a new commercial class in the cities and favored the big individualist farmer or kulak in the countryside. 
· Didn’t solve production and famine problems 
Social and Cultural Changes after the Revolution
· Bolsheviks sought to revolutionize the daily lives of the workers, peasants and toilers, whom they now expected to construct a new class society.
· Sought to destroy traditional hierarchies and hierarchies of class and wealth
· Women received equal rights, right to divorce, and access to birth control and abortion (in 1920), educaiton
· Minimum impact though
· Writers and artists rallied to the revolutionary cause, seeing the social upheaval as part of a wider rejection of traditional ideas and artistic form.
·  Eventually art fell under the strict control of the communist party and government institutions
Stalin and Trotsky
· Lenin died in 1924 
· Much argument over who should next obtain power
· Lenin had warned against stalin
· Leon Trotsky 
· Former war commissar
· Championed world revolution 
· Called for more forceful development of industry and for the collectivization of agriculture
· Failed to carry the party with him
· Charged with leftist deviation, machinations against the central committee, and inciting public discussion of controversial issues outside the party
· Exiled and then later murdered by a soviet agent in 1940 
· Stalin elected 
Stalin: the five year plans and the purges
· Five years plan aimed at rapid industrialization and the collectivization of agriculture, state planning of economy
· Planned economy would allow state to ensure that army was fully supplied 
· Aim of plan was to strengthen and enrich the country, make it militarily and industrially self sufficient, lay the groundwork for a true workers’ society, and over come the backward Russian reputation
· First Five year plan:
· Listed economic goals
· Administered by an agency called Gosplan, who determined wages and tasks
· Gosplan= managers and supervisors of economy whose decisions differed according to demand, supply, and other economic forces
· Hard for Gosplan to be accurate
· Primary objective of first five year plan: build up industry and capital wealth of USSR
· Called for an agricultural revolution 
The Collectivization of Agriculture
· Peasants had to pool all their land resources together
· Some very  angry about this especially the prosperous peasants and kulaks
· Those who opposed the collectivization of agriculture were punished via death, or labor camps
· Farmers staged a revolution
· Big farmers slaughtered their pigs, horses, cattle than rather giving them up
· Small farmers did same, some
· Resulted in deadly famine 
· Collectivization made it possible to apply capital to the soil
· Previous peasants too poor to afford machinery 
· Creation of large scale agriculture and tractor stations gradually made it possible for farmers to use new machinery in Russian fields. 
· Made easier to for higher authorities to control the agricultural surplus r
· Members could sell any surplus over quota
· Collectivizaiton failed to increase agricultural output
· Peasnts denied freedom to make economic decision,s destroyed their incentive to improve the land they worked, and prevented them from passing land on to their heirs.
· Rapid population growth in cities
The Growth of Industry
· Demand for technicians and enginners from western Europe and the US 
· Hostile external opposition from Japan and Germany
· Second five year plan launched in 1933 sought to cut down imports and achieve national self sufficiency
· Rapid industrial growth but still not at the same pace as others
· Revolution in transportation ensued with the development of railways
· Able to survive german attempts at occupation
Social costs and social effects of the Plans
· Hard work and low wages
· Mediocre quality of life
· Socialism pros 
· No acknowledged employment
· No cycle of boom or depression
· Less misuse of women and children
· Socialism cons
· No economic equality
· Gov officials, enginners received highest reards
· Stakhanov
· A miner who increased productivity and wage rate
· His ideas spread 
· Solidarity: Unity or agreement of feeling or action, esp. among individuals with a common interest; mutual support within a group
· Government supervised everything 
· No freedom of thought 
· No labor unions
· Only one political party
· No freedom of press, association, religion
· Science and art= vehicles of propaganda
· Millions of lives lost
The Purge Trials of the 1930s
· New constitution envoked in 1936 which gave citizens further rights such as right to steady employment, rest, leisure, economic security 
· Racism abolished
· Granted equal and direct universal suffrage
· 1933: 1/3 of party members expelled
· Stalin had his former political friends killed
· Many Old Bolsheviks confessed guilty and executed for killing Kirov( politician), plotting to murder stalin, other crimes 
· Psychological torture had broken the will of those accused and threats against their families had played the major part
· KBG confessed that 3,778, 334 persons had been tried and sentenced for conterreviltionary actities between 1930- 1953 
The International Impact of Communism, 1919-1939
The Background: Socialism and WW1
· Marxism came to be viewed as opportunism and admired
· Others viewed it as evil and violent
The Founding of the Third International
· a spontaneous rallying of Marxists and were willing to follow the Russian lead; but even more, it was the creation and weapon of the Bolsheviks themselves, by which they wished to discredit and isolate the moderate socialists and bring about world revolution
· communists hated socialists
· second congress of the International in 1920, endorsed Lenin’s twenty one points
· for list of them refer to page 760
· they just talk about communist ideals such as national parties must call themselves communist, discipline, expel counter revolutioanries
· was a weapon to stage global revolution 
· some socialists and communists went their own way
· stalin called for scoailist countries to get together and created allegiances to each other in order to combat fascism 
· eventually disbanded
· USSR exerted impact not through the third international but through itself! 
· USSR’s pursuit for dominance and expansion eventually waned. Why?
· Economic system detoriated
· Component republics demanded independence 
· Viewed as an oppressor due to immense number of deaths repressive political system 
· Stifling cultural policies

The Advance of Democracy after 1919
· Post war depression
· Unemployed veterans
· Maximum production but no market to ffed
Gains of Democracy and Social Democracy
· Wilson: war was fought to make the world safe for democracy
· New states that developed all adopted liberal democratic principles
· Women received right to vote in Britain and USA and soviet union
· Development of labor unions formed to 
· Socialist also gained strength
· Willing to puruse their political and social goals by parliamentary and legislative methods
· Social legislation enacted
· Welfare and redistributive states increasingly developed
· 1922: Mussolini created fascism; eliminating Italian parliamentary government  
The New States of Central and East Central Europe
· New states and new governments struggled to establish themselves
· Four successor states from the former Habsburg empire: Austria, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, and Yugoslavia
· 5 states from the former Russian empire: Poland, Finland, Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania 
· New states= accidents of war
· Few wanted or cared for independence, not that passionate
· Nationalists, republicans, socialistrs had to improvise govenrments for which they had little preparation for 
· Many reacitonaries, monarchies and old aristocrats wanting power
· Real revolutionaries wanted a dictatorship of the proletariat
· All new states wanted self determination 
· Each nation should enjoy political sovereignty, one nation 1 gov
· In these new states there existed no dominant identity, just a mixture
· All had democratic principles, but they weren`t enforced
 Economic Problems of Eastern Europe, Land Reform
· Previously had been agrarian, relying primarily on agriculture and a feudal way of life
· Region lagged behind western Europe in terms of industrialization and education and standard of life
· New states set to modernize themselves
· Introduced democratic and constitutional ideas and tariffs
· Built factories and industries
· Problem: circulation of goods was difficult due to increased frontiers and state boundaries
· Carving up of eastern Europe was self-defating
· Land ownership
· Land and worked divided to smaller farms 
· Political parties of small landholders became the chief democratic force within the various states on the western border of Russia
· Continuance of relative property, the stubbornness of reactionary upper classes, the new economic tensions among the peasants themselves, the economic distortions produced by numerous tariff walls, and the lack of any sustained tradition of self-government all helped to frustrate the democratic experiments launched in the 1920`s. 
The German Republic and the Spirit of Locarno
· Social Democrats took over after german defeat
· Were cautious and wanted to preserve what they already had; conservative
· Spartacists
· In January 1919, leaders Karl Liebknecht and Rosa Luxemburg attempted to bring about a german proletarian revolution similar to Russia
· Social democratic provisional government crushed uprising recruiting demobilized army officers and the disbanded army
· Weimar Republic formed after wards with the election of the Social Democrats 
· 1920: a group of disaffected army officers staged a Putsch, armed revolt,  trying to displace the republic and to put Dr. Kapp at the head of the state. Failed because the Berlin workers turned off public utilities 
· Weimar republic failed to place protocol that would disallow revolutionist groups
· Weimar republic
· Highly democratic
· Universal suffrage, proportional representation, 
· No indusrtries nationalized
· No property changed hands
The German Democracy and Versailles
· Weimar republic and the treaty of Versailles= products of Germany`s defeat in the war
· No one accepted the treaty of Versailles. Viewed as a Diktat, a vengeful, dictated peace.
· Reparations and not accepted, amount  was $35 billion that Germany couldn’t afford
· French feared the day Germany would recover
· Created alliances with new nations of Poland, Czechoslovakia, and other east European states
· 
· Germany and Soviet relations improved
· Signed the treaty of Rapallo in 1922 
· Germany army able to maintain a high standard of training and technical knowledge of new weapons and environment through work USSR
Reparations, the German inflation of 1923, Recovery
· Germany suffered from huge inflation 
· Paper money became worthless
· 4 trillion paper marks= $1
· Inflation caused the quality of life drastically decrease 
· population became classless 
· The Dawes Plan	
· Instituted in Germany to assure the flow of reparations.
· Allowed French to evacuate the Ruhr,
· Reparations payments were cut down
· Arrangements were made for the German republic to borrow abroad
· Allowed germany to recover in 4 or 5 years before the great depression of 1929 
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The prosperity of the 1920`s and its weaknesses
· 1924-1929: period of prosperity where there was a good deal of international trade, building, and development of new industries. 
· Auto industry, drivers, garage mechanics surged
· Radios, movies
· Problems with new found prosperity
· Expansion largedly financed by credit 
· Laboring people received less than a proportionate share
· Wages lagged behind profits and dividends
· World wide agricultural depression- Farmers unable to pay their debts 
· Military operations from ww1 had reduced wheat fields 
· Increased output of wheat but little demand for it 
· Wheat prices dropped and wheat growers ruined 
· Other crops dropped too such as cotton and corn, coffee and cocoa 
The Crash of 1929 and the Spread of Economic Crisis
· New York Stock Exchange crisis
· Value of shares dropped by 40% 
· 5000 american banks closed their doors
· Reason: people were borrowing money to own stocks that were initially increasing at excessive levels
· Once prices decreased and people were screwed 
· America`s financial woes spread to Europe
· Americans stopped supplying Europeans with capital and financial  support
· Banks in Europe couldn`t give people the money they owed or had in the banks, as a result people couldn`t buy from factories
· Huge levels of unemployment and useless life 
Political and Economic Reactions to the Crisis
· People out of work turned to new and disturbing political ideas
· 

The international financial system under the Dawes plan and the Young plan 1924-1930
· Germany owed allies money who borrowed money from the states to pay the allies
· Reparations crushed germany, but the truth is they never paid them; they simply borrowed more money to pay them
Economic train wreck- financial disaster
· Economic woes ensue and depression
Sevres 1920
· Originally there was hope for political peace after the conclusion of the war
· Most states who achieved independence after WW1 adopt parliamentary democracies but overall they are politically instable 
· Many minority groups causing unrest
· Minimal direction 
· Retreat from democracy occurs as a result and authoritarian and military regimes gain popularity 
· Ottoman empire led by Mustafa mela, the ataturk, sparks unrest 
· Expels greeks, Armenians
· Wants to create a common identity of turks in ottoman empire
· Mustafa Kemal Atatürk (pronounced [musˈtäfä ceˈmäl ätäˈtyɾc]; 19 May 1881 (Conventional) – 10 November 1938) was an Ottoman and Turkish army officer, revolutionary statesman, writer, and the first President of Turkey. He is credited with being the founder of the Republic of Turkey. His surname, Atatürk (meaning "Father of the Turks"), was granted to him (and forbidden to any other person) in 1934 by the Turkish parliament.
· Atatürk was a military officer during World War I.[1] Following the defeat of the Ottoman Empire in World War I, he led the Turkish national movement in the Turkish War of Independence. Having established a provisional government in Ankara, he defeated the forces sent by the Allies. His military campaigns gained Turkey independence. Atatürk then embarked upon a program of political, economic, and cultural reforms, seeking to transform the former Ottoman Empire into a modern, secular and European nation-state. Under his leadership, thousands of new schools were built, primary education was made free and compulsory, while the burden of taxation on peasants was reduced.[2] The principles of Atatürk's reforms, upon which modern Turkey was established, are referred to as Kemalism.
The Black Revolution
· Fascist movements increase, especially in Italy 
· Fasci di combattimento 1919
· created by Benito Mussolini in 1919. After World War I had ended, he reconstituted the Milan fascio, renaming it Fasci Italiani di Combattimento. In 1921, this fascio would be transformed into the Partito Nazionale Fascista, the National Fascist Party
· black shirt very symbolic of fascists 
Retreat from democracy 
Disarmament
· germany`s armies severely depleted; limited to 100,000 soldiers 
Imperial disarray
· emancipation movements 
· European empires start to grow
· Trouble in india
· Montagu Chelmsford, 1917
· Indian participation in local govenrmnet 
· Modest participation but limited effectiveness
· Government on india act, 1935
· Gave india reserved powers over foreign power, military 
· Modest participation but limited effectivenessEurope in the 1950’s and1960’s




· Anti-semetism and Nazism inadmissible 
· Conservative governments form and are popular 
· 1956
· Socialist, Marxism, Marxist-Leninism and Stalinist ideologies abandoned
· Primarily abandoned due to the secret speech by krsuchev which denounced stalin for the horrors and deaths he caused

· In reaction to international events, the Vietnam war specifically, a new style of liberalism forms

IRA
· immense lots of political violence, bombing and terrorism

British Politics 
· British PM, Margaret thatcher sought to discipline and suppress these radical movements 
After Stalin
· In 1953 stalin dies
· Strong belief that stalin was killed by his predecessors because they didn’t want a world war 3 and further purges
· He didn’t die of natural causes, speculation
· Georgi Malenkov: runs economy, eventually pushed out as well
· Lavrenti Beria: secret police chief, KBGV, soon after shot; believed to be incompetent 
· Nikita Khruschev: takes over role of stalin
· Soviet reformist
· Modest reform at home, to get socialism back on track
· More open society, e.g., secret speech
· Coexistence abroad
· Wants no third world war
· Prevented world war by his decision to not attack in the Cuban missile crisis 
· Mikhael gorbachev evolves, defends stalin and attacks khruschev
· Gorbachev was revolutionary, not a reformer like khruschev
