Qualitative (Pg 237-242)
· seeing the world from the participants eyes
· it is a situated activity that locates the observer in the world
· involves the use of a variety of empirical materials (case study, personal experience etc..)
· involves asking a question or presenting a problem (collecting data, anyalizing data and presenting the findings)
· it is a method in which it follows a linear formal (one follows the other)
· extensive review of the literature at an early start to ensure the researcher is familiar with the different theoretical approaches as well as what other investigators have reported on the topic (Quantitative)
· in Qualitative research, the ;literature review is carried out after the research has be conducted
· qualitative researchers believe they will be influenced by cultural beliefs as members of the culture .because of this Qualitative researchers uses a process known as Bracketing
· Bracketing is a process set by the researcher to set aside bias and personal perspectives about the research topic.
· Individuals who participate in the research are referred to as Subjects
· individuals who participate in Quantitative research are referred to as Informants (which are viewed as active participants)
· Collect data in natural settings called a field (a natural setting i which people act as they normally would)
· data collection is to be informant driven rather then theory-driven
· use several methods of data collection, the objective is to have the discovery lead the choice of method rather than the method leading to discovery
· qualitative research- the investigator is fully immersed in the data in an attempt to bring order and meaning to the vast amounts of narrative that result
· use theoretical sampling- which is a process whereby the researcher collects, codes and analyzes the data simultaneously and continually decides what additional data are needed to develop the theory-driven
· Saturation is a term used to refer to a situation in data analysis where the participants descriptions become repetitive and confirm previously collected data.
Three Qualitative Research Approaches (pg 243-251)
Ethnography
· attempts to understand human behaviours in the cultural context in which it is embedded
· the ethnographers role is to paint a portrait of the cultural sharing group
· involves learning from people rather then studying people
Grounded Theory
· it is the development of a theory that explains underlying social processes
· the researcher is interested in how people interact, take action, or engage in the process in response to some phenomenon
· symbolic interactionism focuses on the meaning of events to people in everyday settings
Phenomenology
· seek to reveal the meaning of a lived experience from the perspective of the participants
· seek s to achieve a deep understanding of the phenomenon being studied through rigorous, systematic examination 
· its purpose is to describe the essences of lived experiences.
· Essences are elements related to the true meaning of something that gives common understanding
· Phenomenology is predicated on the belief that each person has a unique view of the world and that each person’s social reality is as valid and true as any other view
· Lifeworld is the world of lived experience
· Intersubjectivity describes how subjective awareness and understanding can be reached in a common world
