1. Pomeranium was the sacred line to not cross
1. Is was crossed and rome was officially created April 21st 753 BC
1. Rome- south east side of tiber
1. Alba longa is beneath the alba noret
1. All near thethanian sea
1. Rome is by the seven hills of rome: palatine, Aventine, Capitoline (capitol hill), quirinal, vimial, Esquiline, and Caelian
1. Hils are cut by small river/ valley, leads to small island (formed by the runoff) in the tiber
1. 1200 bc- 1000 bc.. this area was inhabited
1. Territory all around rome: latium, those who lived in it= latins
1. Itly boot map, topicagrphical- the apenines are the back bone of Italy
1. Latium, latus is word fofr broad.. wide below 200m are to left.. good for farming… its call latium and rome is in the middle
1. Site chosen largely for fertile large broad are
1. Rome was founded there TEST.. ANYTHING NUMBERED IS ON TEST
1. Because on a hill therefore defensible (palentine),Good volcanic soil for agriculture,Good water supply- tiber, etc
1. Tiber offered great transportation to sea  and inland, tiber island is  great place for inhabitants because it is the first natural cross road in river
1. A natural cross roads therefore it has a natural trading route for those at the north and south (settlers in souther Italy are greek) in the north are a mysterious ppl called the etruscans (BOTH PPL ARE VERY BIG ON COMMERCIAL TRADE)
1. MULTIPLE NATURAL RESOURCES IN AREa: timber (building/fuel),stone (build),  metal deposits, salt pans
1. Latin word for salt= sal.. root word for salary
1. Etruscans represent major civilisation in Italy at time 
1. 8thC bc aka 700s.. greeks strated arriving into their cities
1. In 200 years there were 36 major cities in Italy aka magna gracia
1. Latin is a native Italian language (italic)
1. As greeks start moving in, greek civilization =important to development of rome
1. 3 important influences on romes growth: italic/latin ppls + etruscans+ greeks
1. Earliest grave 1000-900 bc – first time we know ppl settled and buried dead 
1. Evidence of pop. Growth 830-770 bc
1. ONLY DATES THAT ARE ON SYLLABUS TIME LINE NEED TO BE KNOWN
1. INHABITANTS BEGINE TO SPREAD, graves were in shallow area by swamps, ppl start to move in to said areas aka the river has been dried out and paved over graves etc
1. Cemetery moved into escroline

1. Poorly built, a bbig mess when it began
1. 750 thousand-1 million ppl population
1. Ancient Rome has 730 ppl per hector .. spot density.. noisy, smelly, crowded, dangerous, disgusting
1. London in 1800 is only other city to be that population density
1. Basilica- law court
1. 19 acquadites (bringing water into city)
1. 6 obolisks (shipped from Egypt)
1. Circuses: cherry
1. 2 theatres
1. 2 spiral columns
1. 2 amphitheatre one is colosseum
1. 4 gladiator training schools
1. 36 gates
1. Basins, 420 streets, 45000 apartments, 300 public storehouses
1. Insuli- latin word for apartment building.. number of main doors 45300
1. Domus-house: 1791
1. C water supply- bath buildis, 955 bath buiildings, 1214 fountains (outdoor airconditioners/get water because no indoor plumbing)

· If dates aren’t  in syllabus you don’t need to know
· Seven hills and seven kings
· Took 200 years for rome to expand of f the paltine
· Becoming a city with: palace, drainage system, central meeting hall called a CURIA (called now senate place
· Because of trusting greek influence.. rome grows larger
· Now able to expand militarily
· Doesn’t take long for rome to expand to a modern stone built city
· Theseven kings: ROMULUS (all other kings have two name, TITUS TATIUS
· SABINE: 
· To attract ppl to rome, he’d set it up as an asylum (because no one wanted to join a city whos king killed brother)  ppl running away from law could come there as me safe.. wants to bring women so they invite SABINES for a “family day” the romans then hide and steal women then push all the men out and lock the gates aka “ the rape of the sabine women”
· And theres nothing the pushed out men can do bc they have a wall as an asylum
· Women fall in love with kidnappers and have children, sabine army comes about they are about to fight then the women come out to stop them and they all become one ppl
· Titus tatius is the king of sabines
· Romulus and titus tatiu join kingship
· Titus tatius doesn’t count as one of 7 kings
· King number 2: NUMA POMPILIUS  - known as a religious reformer in rome, brings new calendar 
· #3 : TULLUS HOSTILIUS- latin, military guy, known for great victories and expansion 
· #4: ANCUS MARCIU- sabine
· #5: TARQUINIUS PRISCUS: Etruscan , priscus means elder
· #6: SERVIUS TULLIS: latin
· #7: (relative of tarquinius priscus) Tarquiniius superbus aka tarquin the proud
· The last king becomes corrupt, has a son named SEXTUS TARQUINIUS
· Sextus falls in love with LUCRETIA who is married and he rapes her, she commits suicide out of shame
· The romans were upset and drove all kings out of the city and came up with new gov’t system
· EXPULSTION OF THE KINGS: 509 BC

This marked the regal period
Social History
Patricians and plebeians
· Plebeians refers to the 99%
· Development ideal of the senatorial class (20million worth of land minimum -old wealthies- land) and the equestrian class (10million worth of land minmum-new wealthies- business)
· Plebeian goes from being a hereditary label to being a reference to just everyone
· Senators were forbidden by law to make money as business men—by law prevented from trade etc
· Equestrians can give up career and money in exchange for politics.. politicians have to be soooo rich that all money gets transferred to land and tehey are still fine to live
· Have to get rid of business
· This transfer is called a  NOVUS HOMO (new man) transferring from an  equestrian into senatorial order
· Under empire when theres a shift in government there is a new position that opens up for equestrians working for emperor
· Two parallel but different hierarchies under working for emperor
· Most of roman empire were subsistence farmers.. mostly shocking poverty
· They had a civic sense/duty to help poorer ppl through patronage
· Patronage: (PATRONI)  someone rich/powerful would become a patron to someone less powerful CLIENTES – CLIENS (singular form)
· Because there was no ambassador theyd hire someone for the moment and rome would act as the client while the hired person is patron
· Patrons woul provide legal/ personal advice, solve problems for them
· Theres always someone upper on the scale to help
· Patron in return gets in return.. clients expected to act as agents of patrons i.e. errand, possee—gets ppl to vote for their patron
· The bigger youor posssee the more important you are
· Most patrons are interested in political offices
· All free born adult males can vote
· Clients go to the patrons early in the morn and find odd jobd they can perform out of the day
· Greases the wheels for social advancement with the networking, political 
· All of theses ppl were free ppl
· The rest were slaves, the roman world ran on slaves
· The slaves were capture on foreign wars akak soldiers etc
· They were cheap
· Smaller sources: victims of kidnapping/crime
· Some are condemned to slavery
· Babies that have been exposed (baby “ thrown away”).. some are sold into slavery
· Slaves are property.. sold, bought, inherited
· Slaves by 2nd century are seen as ppl as treatment improves
· Slaves were given a PECULIUM – allowance to either spend or slave
· If saved, master was to invest it properly
· Slave does any job that is low paying
· Business slaves, gov’t slaves, personal slaves
· Anyone who wasn’t latin or greek = barbarian
· Greeks/ more civilized ppl get the more important jobs
· THE ENTIRE ECONOMY DEPENDED ON SLAVERY.. one of the reasons why they didn’t have much technological advancements.. didn’t need machines cause they had slaves
· Cheaper to buy new slaves than to feed them/keep them alive.. working in the mines was the worst
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The regal period 753-509 BC (first on timeline)
history
New period the republic: 509 BC
1. The republic aka RES PUBLICA ..the roman word for the state
1. Kicked outo all kings and came up with a new government
1. New and unheard of political system
1. Democratic system based on competition among individuals and families
1. 13 september 507 bc the temple of Juppiter optimus maximus- THREE GODS that are praised: jupiter, juno (queen of gods, jupiters wife, Minerva (goddess of wisdom/war)--? Capitaline (on the capitaline) triad
1. Largest temple in the entire Mediterranean when it was built 61 mX51m
1. Three cities are the ones that allie themselves against Rome to built up a better city
1. VEII
1. TARQUINII
1. Clusium 
1. They figt against the etruscans from the north? Or as the atruscans of the north?
1. Lars porsenna (tarquins buddy) is the king of CLUSIUM and the head ofn the allies army
1. Rome on south side of tiber, estrascans are at north and the is the tiber island that connects the two
1. HORATIUS decides to hold astrscans off him self with friends while the romes go around 
1. They form a ring around bridge while the rest of army knocks the bridge down so astruscans cant get back over but then horatius and friends are stuck on the broken bridge .. he jumps onto river before estruscans get him but god of river rescuses him and bring his to other side of rome
Other story : MUCIUS SCAEVOLA
1. Mucius’ idea to drive atryscans away – sneak over to camp in the night and kill the king.. lars porsenna
1. Mucius was caught and they tried to torture him so that he gives up rooms secrets, he stuck his rigt hand in fire they tried to torture him with
1. They sent him back because he would give up and he was a hero.. that’s how rome was saved
Battle of lake REGILLUS- BIGGEST AND MOST IMPORTANT BATTLE
1. AS a result of battle with romans and latins both sides just become weaker 
1. Others come in AEQUI and VOLSCI come in to defeat both of them
1. Alliance established in 493- the treaty of rome and the latin league

Daily life
1. Foreigners were largely the slaves
1. The slaves were more educated than masters
1. Greeks: responsible for language math, teaching or sorts
1. If slaves run/cause problems theyd be tattooed 
1. They alslo wore belts with dog tags made of leather: name, masters name, address, reward, meant for the person that captured the slave
1. There were professional slave hunters
1. Slave is guilty  of theft if he ran away because hes “stolen him self” and they were charged with that.. slaves of course weren’t happy with that law
1. There were slave revolts
1. No dayes from daily life are on exam
1. 137 biggeest slave revolt 70000 slave revolted for four years
1. SPARTACUS- (real guy) 70-120 thousand slaves he lead in this revolt 73-71 bc
1. Romans crucified 6000 slaves as a warninig to those who wanted to revolt against masters
1. Slave revolts were only in republic and not in roman empire
1. Mostly in rural areas
Freemen
1. Class in between slaves and free
1. MANUMISSION- the act of freeing a slave.. the verb- MANUMIT
1. Its an official ceremony where the slave is brought to courts etc
1. Slave receives a PILLEUS- point felt hat that is a symbol of freedom for everyone
1. A freeman has his first name and last name of master and middle name is means feed man
1. Does not become a roman citizen just from being free
1. But to be free they are often turned into a roman citizen to become free becauseroman citizens cant be slaves.. fundamental strength of government system
1. Showing community.. blood didn’t make you roman
Upperclasses
1. Senators as they don’t have to work much
1. Life divided into two : OTIUM (leisure) & NEGOTIUM (business)
1. Romans believed that those who didn’t have to work for a living that copuld only be paid through public service spent with time and money
1. Political debt/military service as a duty
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History notes 
· Migratio: the right to become a citizen (adult free born males) of another simply by moving to that city
· Conubium: 
· Laws were known to patricians but aren’t published 
· Plebians were trying to exercise their rights 
· Struggle of the orders was the struggle by the plebians to try to gain rights. This takes 100s of years. 
· Plebians go on strike and plebians agreed to publish the laws 
· Problem was different people had different ideas of what the laws were so they decided to establish a group of ten who would come up with the proper laws aka Decemviri 451-452 
· Suspended the regular government and had these men work on new laws
· They are reappointed again in 452 establish equality and rights for all free men under Roman law
· Appius Claudius was elected the head both in 451 and 450. Becomes dictorial and is brought down at the end of 451 because of a situation with a young women named Virginia. He started ordering her around and had her act sort of like a slave for him and the father realized that he really just wanted to turn her into a sex slave. One day Appius says Virginia has to go to his house. Father named virginius realizes it may be rape. He brings her forth to Appius and he denounces him to everyone.  He takes his dagger out and kills her saying she would be rather be dead than be your sex slave. This ignites a mini revolution. Appius is arrested and set for trial but ends up commiting suicide. 
· 396 Rome has been fighting estruscan neighbors for almost 100 years. Rome was able to defeat and then double the territory. Rome is now the undisputed power in central Italy. 
· Back in time: the gulls that live in what is now called modern day France started going over the alps and settling in northern Italy. 
· Because the gulls were able to conquer over all of modern Italy. CIS Alpine gall. And what we call france they called Trans Alpine gall. The Gall started to head south. In 18th July, 386 a gallic tribe known as the senones ravaged Etria and meet roman army at River Allia. The senones defeat Rome. Three days later they march into a defenseless Rome. The sack it and burn it. All accept for the capitol line. A small group of soldiers were able to keep the senones away for seven months. Winter starts to come down and the senones have to return home. So they say to the romans we’ll go if you give us a thousand pounds of gold. So gallic chief sets out a giant scale and the romans bring gold and pile it up till it get there. so the Gallic man starts cheating. He replies in perfect latin Vae victis: woe to the vanquish (tough shit, too bad) once they have the gold they pack up and leave. Rome is basically broken down and charred. 
· If a slave has a good talent the master will free them and then hire them.
· Public office and military 
· Consul: most of the time you can be more than once for office. 
· Roman political system pre-empire 509 to 31: Rome starts out as a city and the political aspect was used to run a city. Rome gets bigger which creates political issue because they still ran on the old Roman political system... head of the Roman state are two guys who are consul ( kind of like Mayors) elected each year in July and they take office on the first of Jan. 
· Romans didn’t have a system of dating for years. So they named the years after the two counsels. So they had list of all the names of the consel so they added names to it and they had to not only remember names but numbers. 
· Four major duties:
· 1st military: commander and chief of the army
· Legislature: summon everyone together and introduce legislation. People who pass the laws have them named after them. People vote on them. 
· Administration section 
· Magistrate: supervisor all the lower levels 
Consuls had their own posse: 12 lictors: they carried Fasces (bundle of rods tied together with an axe in the middle). If the person committed a real crime the consul would take an axe and chop off their heads. This didn’t actually happen in this particular time frame but it was a symbol of the consuls power. Fasces just symbolized. Each consul has same amount of power. 
Family:
Roman Housing: 
Apartments- most poor people who had places to live lived in apartments. Romans called them Insulae ( islands/ block) each apartment takes up an entire city block. Ormal size starts at 3 stories and goes from there. 5 was the maximum that government TRIED to enforce which means they were probably higher. In Rome end of 2nd century begin of 1st century AD there was a building called Insula Felicles that was extremely high and it was so famous it was known in Africa. Problem is we don’t know exactly how big it was. Problem was they were built out of timbre and brick and cheaper ones were made out of mud brick. So problem was they tended to fall or catch fire. Danger living there. Cicero was a slum landlord on top. He said 2 of my buildings have fallen down and the rest have large cracks, even the mice have moved out. Insulae outnumber private houses 21-1. As far as we guess we think they are only counting the entrances. Not actually counting individual unites within the building itself. What if you live in the middle of the building? There would be no light so then you have to use lamps but if you have a flamable place would you still use lamps? So they put a giant hole in the middle of the building. Apartments couldn’t afford window glass just had shutters. Usually ground floor would have shops. Do not have indoor plumbing so in the middle of courtyard there would be a cistern or they would have to go outside to a fountain. Deep pits in the ground (latrine) were built for bathrooms usage. They were at the bottom of the stairs. Anyone who couldn’t go down the stairs would have a chamber pot. Some people got lazy and threw it out the window. Four apartments per floor. Each apartment had three little rooms in the middle and some on the side. In roman period the best apartments were the lower you are not the higher up. People hated top floors. The wind would cut through. Cold in the winter, hot in the summer and farther from bathroom. 
*meet the Romans (watch it)

· 378  They had built a circle wall Servian wall  later romans thought it had been built by servius  10 km wall and 4 m thick and 10m high
· 28 years later by 358 rome had completely recovered all of it’s territory and restored alliances 
· Rome realizes it needs more territory and a buffer. So they expand their territory. Outside of latium particularly to the south
· Estruscans in the north are particularly keen on stopping this
· Samnites are north east of rome. Rome can really only go south or deal with the others at some point. 
· 385 start to expand colonies. May of thes colonies were settled uder the same rights as the league of the latin colonies under rome. Became known as latin colonies
· These colonies contribute over any other factor to the unification of Italy. Centers of roman culture and society 
· As the colonies expand Rome becomes the law hub and religious side of Italy 
· Everyone is becoming culturally roman 
· Everyone wants a share of Rome.
· Everybody is looking to rome as the center of civilization 
· Rome had been a cosmopolitan city from the beginning 
· Romans didn’t care who you were which was why they were able to expand so well unlike Greece that distrusted outsiders
· Problem is Rome is getting bigger the city of the latin leagues are kind of in the middle, swallowed by Roman colonies 
· The latins figured if we don’t do something then we are going to disappear so they revolt in 341 and are defeated near maples in 340. 
· 338 dissolution of the Latin league. Rome says to prevent we are going to dissolve this league. So all agreement with these cities are gone. They are going to establish a new arrangement. 
Four new classifications.
·  Top level: anyone who has agreement with rome ( Civitas Optimo Iure: meaning citizenship with the highest rights aka full citizenship). When you become a citizen you get Roman land. Enrolled in one of the 31 rural tribes. ( pg 13). Four of them are urban (within rome) the rest are rural). ( voting districts). Full batch of Roman rights: able to vote, legislative process, you get to be judged by a roman judge according to roman law if you commit a crime, you can run for political office, take part in roman religion ( in the temples, and stuff), you have to pay taxes
· When you conquer you just give citizenship to the local elite
· Next level: Citizenship without the vote (Civitas sine suffragio) have to pay taxes and serve military and everything but you can’t run politically. They aren’t forced to change religion and laws. ( Migratio is abolished for everyone). Enjoy some of the benefits of citizenship.
· Ally state part 1 ( Civatates Foederatae: state allies): have to make up half of the roma army but pay no taxes or tribute. Retain their independence.  Latin allies. Called that because they have the same rights as the old latin leagues. These rights only exist with rome not with each other. 
· Ally state part b: have to make up half of the roman army but pay no taxes or tribute. Retain their independence. Free allies, free state. Completely independent of rome. Have to follow Roman foreign policy. Limited rights. 
· As rome expands conquered people usually start off being given latin rights or half citizenship. Then elite and aristocrats given full citizenship. If you work really hard as a latin citizenship then you get bumped to half then full. Hierarchy.  Everyone wants to work together as a civic city to climb the ladder through service to Rome.
·  Roman empire extended from Scotland all the way across north Africa to the middle east to turkey and everyone lived together peacefully and harmoniously and people were more diverse then. 
Social 
Thursday January 23rd, 2013
· Houses ( city richest people) (mansions) ( domus)
· Built to hold single families ( big extended families)
· Poor people would have houses but they wouldn’t look like these
·  Pg 60, 61, 
· Set up the way apartments are. They have shops (taberna) In the front. Passage is divided in two. The vestibulum ( entrance where you put your clothes) in the front and fauces in the back aka the throat. 
· Main part is atrium sort of like the living room and in the middle is a pool of water called the impluvium (fat part of the T). If you look up there is a hole in the ceiling called the compluvium that captures the rain and underneath is a cistern.  
· Ala (-ae) latin word for wing. Part of the room that extends out of the atrium. A corner in the back. Open side room. 
·  Cubiculum (-A) is the bedroom. There could be 4 or 6. Usually in sets on the left and right side of the atrium. Tablinum in the back of the atrium. This is the office where the master has all his books and money and desk. Opposite the main door.
·  Andron passage to the garden.
·  Culina aka the kitchen. 
· On the back of the building was a peristylium. A walkway that goes along the outside and there are columns that hold up the roof. 
· You can have two kinds of gardens depending on whether you were very rich or not so rich. If you are very rich you would have a viridarium a huge green space. If not as rich you would have a working garden aka a Hortus with fruits and veggies. 
· Triclinium is the dining room. It could be in many different places like outside in the summer (gazebo) or inside in the winter.
· Latrina: the toilet. Usually in the kitchen. 
· Slaves usually lived upstairs on the second floor. 
· Sometimes there would be windows on the side near the kitchen but not in the interior of the house. 
· Piscina: a pool of fish 
· Exedra another closed of area could be a summer dining room or a slaves quarters
al:

1. There was a swift conquest through Italy, it was for this that the first 2 high ways were built
1. First road was via appia  which goes south from rome to CAPUA (312)—built by politician with last name appia
1. VIA VALERIA buiilt to CORFINIUM (306) built by politician with own moey name valieria
1. Roads on pg 80!
1. The roads were designed for militaries but are used for general travevl
1. During this time they built the AQUEDUCT because ROME couldn’t sustain ppl wirh water it was called the AQUA APPIA
1. Rome is fighting at all sides and begins to expand and push north, conquest of the SAMNITES for one
1. The greeks in the south that inhabited those cities start to get worried with this conquering and expansion
1. The greek cities ban together TARRENTUM taeks the lead (most prosperous city)
1. King PYRRHUS  came in to help Tarentum to push the romans back, , king of EPIRUS
1. 280, Tarentum invites Pyrrhus to push romans back and came with 25 thousand infantry, 3thousadn calvary and 20 elephants.. elephants scare to calvary of the opponents
1. 280 BATTEL OF HERACLEA, PYRRHUS DEFEACTS ROME
1. 279 battle of AUSCULUM
1. PYRRHUS and ROME both fought again and he won but the both suffered a hugeeee loss
1. He technically won but hes been wiped out and sffered such a huge loss and its called a PYRRHIC victory
1. SICILY- GREEKS SETTLE IN EASTERN SIDE ND CARTHENIANS ON WEST
1. SYRACUSE IS IN SICILY
1. Battle of BENEVENTUM ANS pyrrus is defeated by rome IN 275 (pyrrus returns to Italy and is defeated in beneventum) and return to epirus
1. PYRRHUS figts in ARGOS and a women throws a roof tile at him and he dies
1. PTOLEMY the second are macedonian kings (of Egypt) –he is king of Alexandria in Egypt and he wanted to have a treaty with rome because the Egyptians found out how well theyre doing
1.  Tarentum had invited pyrrus in so in 272 rome capture terentum
1. Rome now controls all of Italy
1. 125 years from the gallc sac.. rome went ffrom almost nothing to the possession of all Italy: accomplished with generosity, vicious brutality and incredible luck
1. If all of these little cities banded together they could’ve defected rome
1. Luck: pyrrus was weak, galllics didn’t stay I rome, enemies didn’t allie themselves. Generosity: handing out citizenship to ppl

Roman clothing
1. main differences between roman lothing and modern clothing
1. Men and womens clothing are structured the same except womens are longer
1. Fashion rarely changed
1. Most clothes were made at home by hand out of cloth probably made at home as well
1. Romans have one maybe 2 tunics and worn all the time
1. Made out of finely woven wool/linen but rich had very expensive silk but the rich ppl could have theirs manufactured
1. They wore underwear
Mens underwear: loine cloth CALLED SUBLIGAR (tied underneath) cometimes made of cloth
1. Undershirt- TUNICA INTIMA.. like a woolen undershirt

1. For all religious ceremonies, they are to cover there heads
1. From the equestrrial order togas with narrow stripes (angustus clavus)
1. From senatorial Order togas with wide stripes (latus clavus)
1. Corner b on the back, a on the front while the circular part hangs down
1. Umbo- the stomach belley botton part of toga
1. SINUS side drooping pocket like section
1. Further into empirial period the shape of the layed out toga goes from a semi circle to a trapazoeid 
1. There are various kinds of togas and they are defined by age, class, what happens to you
1. Normal toga- natural wool color, toga when you are citizen and you come of age.. adult toga TOGA VIRILIS .. the first toga you ever put on.. 14/15 years, becoming a “man”
1. Dark toga TOGA PULLA- worn by lower classes, brown because you cant tell if irty or not and also worn by upper class if they are in mourning or have been made into a criminal
1. TOGA CANDIDA toga that’s been bleached white- only worn by those seeking political office
1. CANDIDATUS – person who is wearing/seeking political office
1.
