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Milton Gordon
· American sociologist who wrote Assimilation in American Life in 1964
· How culture is shaped and put together
· He defined culture as the way of life of a society
· In Canada, we have a specific way of life such as our bilingualism and biculturalism. 
· Gordon says that people shape culture through time. We are all contributing to our culture. 
· Immigration is highest since the last 70 years. 
· Gordon also notes that our institutions and organizations and political system shape culture
· Our social systems and political systems also do as well
· People + social fabric of "the system"
· more sociological def



Hoffman
· Agrees, more contemporary writer (still writes since 60s) says that life is a way of society but it is more than that. Culture is "the lens by which we view ourselves". Each one of us has a unique culture within us. 
· Claims that culture is more on a microlevel - micro nature whereas Gordon had a more macro nature 



Side note: multiculturalism
· Andrew Cohen: we are hyphenated (American-Canadians)

· In the late 50s and 60s a former PM John Diefenbaker made a statement in the house of commons "Canada is a land in which the hardiest and brightest flowers have been transplanted" (no mutliculturalism policy then)

· October 8, 1971 another former PM, Pierre Elliot Trudeau he made a statement in the house of commons advocating for a multiculturalism policy. It was not until July 21st 1988 when multiculturalism act was passed and became law in Canada. Brian Mulroney was the PM at the time --> Equal recognition and equal opportunity for all Canadians 
· Multiculturalism emphasizes equality


Bavington, Lithwick, Sproule and Thompson
· culture refers to something that provides collective identity (eg: superbowl)
· sociological def




Fairchild: 
· culture is a socially acquired behavior pattern common to members 
· More psychologically driven



Williams:
Presents 3 perspectives
· ideal culture: state or process of human perfection in terms of certain or absolute universal values (global values such as the United Nations, UNESCO and world heritage sites and tourism sites - agreed to be preserved according to universal values)

· documentary culture: the body of intellectual and imaginative work in which human thought and experience is processed (arts, literature)

· social culture: the description of a particular way of life expressing meanings and values in institutions and ordinary behavior 



Gavaki:
· ethnicity is an important and determining factor of culture
· culture can be examined according to 3 defining attributes of ethnicity:
· religion
· language
· social media and arts activities









Carpenter and Howe:
· ethnicity refers to what is collectively shared by members of an ethnic group
1. historical connection
2. culture refers to the way of life
3. religious connection
4. linguistic connection
5. recreation connection




Malpass: 
· the first to study the connection between leisure & ethnicity 
· claimed that the total community in Canada includes ethnic groups
· went on to call for recreation programs to become integrative, to take into consideration the ethnic groups and multiculturalism in society (1973)





Karlis and Karadakis:  2005
· study on the current state of research on ethnicity and leisure

Five suggestions for the future of research on leisure and ethnicity 
1. to expand research to include a focus on Canada's new generation of immigrants coming from Asia, the middle east, Caribbean, Central and South America, and USA.

2. to examine the recreation needs and behaviors of sub-groups within ethnic groups that have been overlooked in the past ie; 3rd and 4th generation descendants of immigrants

3. to explore the impact of multiculturalism policies on ethno-specific and non-ethno specific recreational pursuits

4. to conduct applied research and case studies of recreation centers and communities of ethnic groups 

5. to utilize qualitative approaches that have been scantly used in Canadian based research. to explore the relationshp between recreation behaviour and cultural identity.
