Concepts of abnormality
MOVIE:
GREG: family believes h should go to the clinic so he came here
· He says there are 3 men who do thngs to him that are bad but family doesn’t believe, so he chose to go to the hospital once
· Takes HALDOL drug (prescribed)
· Tells him that this drug calms him, but he thinks its not the reason
Psychologist asks: do the men talk to you? He said they do and the men whisper to other people too (like for his boss to fire him)
· These men tell him to steal, yell, throw
· They got very close to him 3 times before
· First time was when he was 18
· He excelled as a kid, teenager, thinks the men are jealous of him
· Asks if he should stay longer or leave because the men will come closer (agitated), sleep  is okay for him
· The men whisper to die, hurt himself etc
· No job, everytime he gets a job the men whisper things to the boss
· Uncle bill (dads brother) is in a mental hospital
Class discussion:
Diagnosis: Schizo or paranoia?
· What was the first clue that he could be schizo?
· He says someone sent him – (doesn’t think he has a problem)
· The fact that he is put on HALDOL = SCHIZOPHRENIC *****
· Haldol = a more than simple version of schizo
· He was strong to please thers
· Stress makes it worse
· He said started at 18 = severe since early (males usually break that early)
· He looked decently put together, shaven, nice sweater
· So family supported him
· Manages to get a job, just cant hold any
· So a little better off with his schizo
· Since uncle has it = HUGE chance 

GARY:
· Sounds depressed, looks down and talks slowly  monotone 
· Job: movie tester inside theatre – not around people, works alone
· Puts film on, makes sure it works etc
· 5 years
· Never fired
Psychologist asks: would you want a job being exposed to people?
· He answers that he likes working alone
· Goes home and usually reads, doesn’t go out, does not want to go out
· By himself but never feels depressed
· Went once to psychologist because parents told him to
· Does not want ot get married, now the psychologist starts asking psychiatric questions:
· Never hears voices, never sees things
· Never suicidal, no psychiatric, no hospital
· Likes his job
· Offered to become manager but he refused because he didn’t want to attend meetings and socialize, likes being alone
· Doesn’t drink
· Seems sleepy, says he is awake
Discussion:
· Hard disorder
· Psychiatric questions part was to eliminate certain disorders
· Voices- says no
· Feeling down or sad? Says no so rules out depressive disorder
· Too highly functioning for autism
· Not aspergers 
· Social anxiety? No since he is so drowsy
Diagnosis: SCHIZOID PERSONALITY DISORDER
· Don’t like to be around people
· Narcissim, just do not feel like it
· Trouble with relationships so you might think its borderline personality disorder but no, and not schizophrenia
· Something usually happens in early childhood to create it
· Schizohrenia and depression = biological BUT SPD is not
· No creative or unique thought in his head
· Very good at structure, doing things
· More nurture than nature
· Personality disorders = once you have it, you can help it but never change or get rid of it
· Borderline personalities= attach too quickly, even working with them you must be careful 
· Chizoid P’s have little emotion
· If in a situation they don’t like, they will just walk away from it
· Mostly diagnosed in teens or later
· Personality disorders are mainly nurture but small biological component too
· Narcissism = as a child demanding (born) but you won’t know for 10 years 

JOE:
· Looks 40+
· Says he was a good student
· Psychologist asks: if he was troubling as younger: he said no he did little things nothing big
· A few fights
· One time expelled for 3 days
· Never ran away from home
· 16/17 began trouble, because he started going out late, smoking pot, drinking\hangovers- but he said only for his reputation
· After got out of jail, he met his ex wife
· Married 20 years
· 5 kids
· Pays child support= kids are important
· Future = prison
· Only sad because he wants to see kids
· Sometimes mad because he cannot hold a steady job so he steals
· Never been to psychiatric hospital, just saw a counsellor I high school once since he got expelled
· Psychologist ruled out behaviour before age 15/16 if he had run away, aggressive = CONDUCT DISORDER , but he only started after the age of 15/16 with self-satisfying things
· Has relationship with children, values them but…never says he “loves” them
· Said he didn’t abuse alcohol BUT said he had to go buy it all the time
· SUBTANCE DISORDER= can’t hold job because he needs money for it
BUT in this case it is secondary
· He has- ADULT ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR ****
· If it was in his teens = conduct disorder but not in this case
· Different with antisocial behaviour & antisocial personality- no marriage, cannot support kids

MARY
· Boss says she does best job ever
· Other people work like her she says we’re “slow people”
· Mother told her shes a bit slow because she was born a bit early
· Good childhood but kids made fun of her
· Grandmother said shes different because she is special
· Tell me about school?
· Went to public school from grade 1 and 2
· After grade 2, special school loved it because nice teacher (she gets very excited here)
· She tries being happy= very  happy
· After her father died she had to go to a clinic
· Social life? Park –walk-look at flowers
· BF named Robert , tells her she’s smart
· Lives with mom and grandma
· Grandmother is blind, she helps her get dressed etc
· She tells camera that because people are different not bad but special
· Autism x, downs syndrome x (face of DS is obvious)
· MILD RETARDATION***
· Told she was that way because of delivery
· Premature
· Lack of oxygen
· Psych tried figuring out how functioning she is
· Job, helps grandma, good social=BF
· Since low mental retardation, bit highly functioning
· Aka: mentally challenged 

VIVIAN
· Started forgetting things
· Her view nothing wrong, after people say she gets lost while driving but “everyone does” she says
· With daughter in room
· Psychology ask daughter – REBECCA says
· Mother is very healthy
· Eye surgery but physically good 
· Ever since she was 54-56 ish she cant remember things, a lot of work for her + dad
· Mom did bookkeeping but boss felt she can’t anymore even though did it all her life
· Moms good at getting dressed but sometimes forgets clothes
· This morning she forgot to turn off the stove
Did this come suddenly?
· Rebecca: not sudden, usual old people forget things but this is getting worse
· Whats my sons name? (to mom) she says “one and two”
· Saw neurologist (x-ra, MRI, Cat scan)
· Results: normal
· No meds
· Psych asks to test her: Date: good, month: wrong (she says its 1889 but its 1989) and she tells doctor hese wrong
· Town- good president- wrong
· Then he gives her three words: “ball,car,grass” 
· She repeats a few mins later: ball, auto, dope/weed
· Early onset alzheimers: are dimensions that you can only diagnose 100%, you cn always show symptoms
· Dementias: stroke, ruled out, with MRI
· ****Early Onset Dementia***- start around 55
· Around 200 types of dementias
· Have to see if there’s a medical component
· Alzheimer’s can be helped with onset, it slows down progression of dementia
· If due stroke, get blood thinners
· Some dementias= no cure
· = in men+ women 

RITA
· Living with mother, she found out about relationship she has with a married man, so mother made her talk to a psychiatrist about it
· Mother does not believe man loves her more than his wife not two-ways
· Describe you relationship:
· She was in the mall, he was signing pictures
· He caught her eye, he signed an autograph for her, took her hands looked at her and said “this is for you” she said it’s their “code word”
· Have you guys met after that?
· She says no of course not people can’t see, but right before a song he says “this is for you” and sings so it’s for “her” 
· She anonomously writes to him so people at station do not know
· Writes that its ok, it will take time
· He replies with a radio and might be concerned that station people don’t know
· He shouldn’t call because his wife and kids and he is busy
· Have you ever heard or seen things?
· No
· Have you fallen inlove before?
· Yes, but first time it is reciprocated this way, the “is has depth” 
· Tests/cat scans= negative
· Only miss school to support him @ public appearances, he must know me because I write and tell him im there
· Doesn’t participate in school activites
· Lives with mother
· Left home when married 13 years ago , married for 7 months, no kids
· Not in touch with her ex
· Most tie spent writing papers/lesson plans
· No friends
· Sad/depressed? No
· No meds
Discussion***
· Borderlie personality? – no since IN her mind it is normal relationship
· Not schizoid since functioning with ppl – teacher
· Delusional
· Aerosdynamic disorder? **** (don’t know the actual word)
· Feel that they are desperately in love no matter what people say = delusional
· Not aggressive, nothing lethal since hasn’t crossed boundary
· Not very much treatment
· Appears completely normal, if she takes it farther = stalking
· In her mind its reciprocated 

JOYCE:
· Found neighbour “doing nasty things” with her daughter- molesting her
· Called police
· She would have to go to court and say its him
· Same day, watching tv and went blind
· Called husband and went to emergency
· [bookmark: _GoBack]@ Hospital 3 or 4 doctors kept asking about Melissa but why my eyes?
· Hey gave her medicine in her arm to “see”
· “Sure enough I could see again”
· They never said what was wrong but that it was special medicine
· Never seen a psychologist before
· “Melissa sees doctors for her but not for me”

· Hysterical blindness?
***Conversion disorder***
· Lose sensation, ex: driving and kill someone you lose sensation in hands 
· Sense shuts down where it was affected
· We don’t know what thy gave her as the medicine
· Maybe placebo
· Since her mind was open to it maybe that’s why she was cured
