· Dungeons
· Clerical Penance
· Workhouses (aka Bridewells)
· In 1601, a poor law was made in London for poor criminals to build things
· Became the preferred response over time for other criminals as well
· Debtors prisons
· Entire families were taken there
· County gaols/jails
· No classifications
· Corrupted
· Many people incarcerated were poor, and were still expected to pay the fees

· Believed regardless of class that it will hurt

· Needed people to man the factories
· Believed that even though they are criminals, believed that they are needed for the Industrial Revolution

· Based on a religious influence
· To express regret/sorrow for their misdeeds

· Perfect way to control the mind and the body of the criminal
· Moral uplifting of population
· Remove sources of temptation
· Impose discipline
· Criminal is a rational being who can be trained

· Made to do the same task over in over in the hot sun
· Food consisted of bread, water and beans
· Inmates who resisted, were punished severely behind bars
