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Purpose: - Inform or teach
	   - Argue or persuade **
	   - Personal expression
	   - Creative expression
Audience: Thesis must be developed to target a specific audience, e.g. old vs. young.
Tone: Comedic, serious etc.
Thesis must be narrow and you must focus your topic. Strong thesis has some sort of central idea. Conveys significance of what is being discussed. Not necessarily an argument, perhaps an insight, an interpretation, a proposition, an explication that pulls everything together and conveys a clear sense of why you have written the essay.
An idea may start with an observation of something that is puzzling, might try to connect elements of a subject together. 
Thesis should be dynamic. It evolves or is developed in the essay; it is not simply repeated. I.e. either developed conceptually in the different paragraphs, or allowed to grow, to evolve, to build toward the conclusion.
It explores the connections between the different points, so that each builds on or interconnects with, rather than restates the previous points.
