Five step analysis
10 on one rather than 1 on 10 – an approach that builds on five step analysis
*tends to be demonstrative or descriptive
*main points only loosely connected
Obesity in children is caused by the convenience of fast foods, seductive advertising, and our modern lifestyle (these are all loosely connected, you can switch them around or add in or take out points, very weak)\
Five step analysis
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Look and note down exact repetition
2. Look for a repetition of ideas, image, thought etc. (not exact words, but concepts)
3. Identify organizing contrasts or binary- sometimes explicit (for example, a test which is as straight argument) But sometimes implicit (eg. Literary – through contrasting images) or implied—we’re given only half of the binary, but we understand it in terms of the opposition- ie. Our minds immediately supple the other half.\
4. Rank them in order of significance
5. Choose one repetition, strand/concept, or binary and consider why it’s so important 
ASK (EXAMPLE)
Why do you think this is the most significant thread or contrast?
What makes it so important? How does this thread tie into others in the piece? Why is this contrast so significant? Is there any way to explain the contrast? Etc.
Write a paragraph in which you discuss the significance of this repetition, strand, or binary that you’ve chosen.
