Brainstorming
Narrow topic
Ask questions
Suggest possible answers and make interpretive claims
Decide which questions and claims you want to focus on

How to get leads on different sources 
Library
 Look at reference books, encyclopedia
Library catalogue 
Guide section
Databases
Government publications and documents
Use keywords to find similar books
Check the resources of the book, if repeated references are made to one author, use it. (Credible)
Go to an expert (Prof, someone with firsthand knowledge)

Maintain a working bibliography
Note good search terms
Take content notes of sources
Photocopy or print out documents you plan to use in your research essay

Documentation
What needs to be cited?
YES – Someone else’s words and ideas – direct quotation
YES – Someone else’s ideas – paraphrase or summary
YES – Stats and data evidence 
NO – common knowledge 
NO – established facts (historical dates, treaties, current news) that you may not know personally but are not open to debate
Structure and Organization of someone else’s summary of what are established facts? – YES, the structure and organization is someone else’s, must cite then.

Quotation
To quote someone word for word, needs in text citation or footnote
When do you use quotation?
The words are distinctive, unique, striking
The actual words themselves are important
The words are ambiguous
Cannot be easily paraphrased
Exploit the authority of the source
Avoid
Providing a long quotation that could have been easily summarized 
Quoting without explaining the significance 
Don’t use in thesis statement or topic sentence.

Paraphrase 
Put someone else’s words into your own. Check that you paraphrase:
1. Is accurate – avoid distorting or changing the writers argument or emphasis
2. Is actually in your own words
3. Use your own voice and style
4. Is cited accurately

Summary
Sum up central points in a text
1. Accurate and fair
2. Focuses on the key points, avoid mentioning supporting details
3. Is in your own words

How to use sources smoothly, effectively, accurately
1. Provide a introductory context for the material
a. Give author’s name and/or title of source
b. Mention author’s credentials
c. Provide some sort of introductory lead-in
In- text citation: print book or article 
MLA: in (book title in italics or article title in quotation marks) the author contends, “” (last name page number)
APA: The study (title in italics or quotation marks), suggests that “” (Shoe, 2007, p.13)
2. Make your evidence speak be sure that you explain how it supports or illsutartes the point being argued 
a. Claim (topic sentence
b. Quotation 
c. Interpretation of quotation to show how it illustrates the claim
