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Source material:
Introduce

Research paper:
Work with the material, try to enter into a dialogue with the writer, get engaged with the issue.
Pull information together and synthesize it.
Essay should be persuasive, needs an angle or your interpretation.
Methods of response of integrating and responding source material.
a. Synthesis :
You feel that different sources all have value
Pull all the sources together, explain links, comes to a final approach that is more than just a summary
b. Cause and effect: 
Different sources set forward different causes for a problem. You can say which is more likely causes, or argue that one is more effective of a cause.
c. Comparison: 
Synthesize and summarize what different critics say about a particular problem, then advance argument as to which is more credible
d. Analysis:
Use sources to obtain material on a topic. Break topic down into component parts. Analyze in order to find parts and draw conclusions.
e. Classic argument:
Intro
Make a claim lay out thesis
Provide any background
Support 
Consider opposing perspectives
Conclusion
Critical reading, writing, and thinking
1. Literal level: what the author is stating, content of the work
a. Preview
b. Read closely 
c. Summarize argument, purpose
2. Read to analyze, synthesize and make inferences:
Purposes which are implied
To analyze:
a. Break into component parts then search for patterns (five step analysis)
To synthesize:
a. Draw connections between the ideas and information
To draw inferences:
a. What are implicit purposes?
Consider tone
Tone: writers unstated attitude towards a topic (word choice, images, metaphors etc)
Consider structure
The way the information is presented, whats included, whats not included, why in that order?
Identify bias
