· This class talks about different issues, ie Privacy
· Courtroom in Canada is a place where people argue private events, therefor no phones cameras etc allowed in the court room.  Also photos of people are always drawings.
· In past years we have revoked 10,000 citizenships (most info to revoke comes from the people close to them, ie parents siblings) 
· In America the prosecution rate is around 92 percent and in Canada is around 66 percent
· In US they go after peoples close friends and prosecute them for many years for something and then use this sentence as leverage to get him to testify against their best friend/business partners
· 3) You need to comply with the state in US because they hardly ever lose
· Everything is negotiable as long as it is reasonable (Crown will make deals but never ‘lose’)
· When doing business in US follow the rules! If the crown is after you, you will not win

Example- Prof doesn’t want to associate with female students because of religion. Gets turned down because in Canada equality is huge (male and females are equals).  Equality is more important than everything else. Males and Females are equal under law.  

 Ie--Not getting a govt job in Canada due to not knowing French is not discrimination because of language equality in Canada.
