• last four months of the year are in Latin, not even the slightest bit translated

o alphabet

ß evolved from Latin

o Latin evolved into the romance language

o books (instead of scrolls)

ß Romans wrote the first sci-fi and fantasy novels

Myths surrounding the foundation of Rome (refer to vocab from Day 1)

• Zeus held a wedding party for Peleus (god) and Thetis (goddess), Achilles parent’s

o Eris (Latin name)/Discordia (Greek name), a goddess, wasn’t invited because 

she was a “buzzkill”

ß got a golden apple and engraved it with “for the most beautiful”

ß threw it into the party so all the goddesses would fight for it

ß there were three goddess that remained: Juno/Hera, Minerva/Athena, 

ß They asked Zeus to decide who was the most beautiful, but he refused

ß Zeus named Paris to decide

• only one word in Latin

and Venus/Aphrodite (Latin/Greek)

• human

• trojan (known in art for having a floppy hat)

• painting showing the goddesses giving a “fashion show” for 

Paris

• each goddess attempts to bribe Paris

o Hera (queen of gods) offers Egypt

o Athena offers wisdom

o Venus offers Helen of Sparta (most beautiful woman in 

the world and wife of Menelaus)

ß Paris chooses Helen

o Menelaus gets upset and takes 1000 ships to go after Helen

o built the trojan horse and hid the Greek soldiers inside

o the trojans accepted the horse and allowed it into Troy and celebrated

o the Greeks came out of the horse and slaughtered the soldiers and destroyed 

Troy to get Helen back

o Trojan General, Aeneas, was the only one to escape

ß settled in Italy near Tiber River

ß became king of Lavinium

ß has a son names Ascarius/Iulus

o Ascarius wanted to be kind of his own city when he was 18-19 years old

o Became first of 14 kings of Alba Longa

ß #13 was Numitor; #14 was Amulius

o Numitor and Amulius were twins

ß Numitor was the good twin and Amulius was the bad twin

ß Amulius was kept locked away for his evil doing

o Numitor was king before Amulius and had a daughter named Rhea Silvia, 

along with many sons

o Amulius escapes imprisonment and kills all of Numitor’s sons and makes 

o Rhea Silvia is impregnated by mars (rape was implied here)

o Amulius demands the twins be drowned

o twins were put in a basket and sent down a river (like story of Moses)

o found by a she-wolf who cared for them until taken in by Faustulus

o the twins grew up to be the best looking (royalty could be spotted simply from 

o when they turned 18, they gathered an army to take down Amulius

o decided to build their own city

Rhea Silvia a vestal virgin (sworn to chastity)

ß has twins names Romulus and Remus

looks according to myth)

ß where the wolf found them

ß a city must be founded on a hill

ß two hills by the river:

• Palentine (wanted by Romulus)

• Aventine (wanted by Remus)

ß they could not decide which hill to build it on so they decided to leave 

it to the gods: Remus saw more birds, but Romulus saw less birds 

sooner than Remus

• could not agree which was more significant

o they decided to build their own cities on the hill they preferred

o Romulus put a pomerium (religious protective border around the city) around

Palentine

ß used two white oxen (white=purity) to create lines around the city

ß Remus jumped over it to prove that the border was not affective

ß This caused Romulus to kill Remus

o Romulus builds the city on the Palentice and called it ROME (romulus=rome)

• April 21, 753 BC is the traditional date of the founding of rome which is still 

celebrated to this day
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
