Crim. Midterm

Consensual- fixable world/ perfect world, crime is a deviance
Conflictual- system must be replaced

Defenses when someone may not be held accountable
· Mental disorder (often end in psych facilities, and held for longer)
· Mistake of fact (given wrong information by a credible source)
· Intoxication (not general intent, not with sexual assault cases)
· Necessity (ex. Stole a car to prevent a murder)
· Duress (committed a crime under threat)
· Provocation (they started it, but you killed them)
· Self defense (Lavalee, battered women syndrome)

Official crime statistics
· Quality of data may change
· Questions are limited
· Counting procedures
Canadian Criminal Justice Statistics
· More about the justice system then society (ex. More drug users charged because harsher drug laws in effect)
Canadian Uniform Crime Reports
· Multiple crimes committed only most serious crime is recorded…
· Underestimate’s amount of crime
· Over estimate’s amount of violent crime
· Leaves out victimless or other un reported crimes
Victimisation surveys
· Omits embarrassing crimes due to stigma, lack of awareness, and mistrust of sate authorities
Self-Report surveys
· Tells us about victimless crime
· Reluctance to self report serious crimes

Correlates of Crime
· Age (young commit most crime except violent crime)
· Sex (mostly males although in recent years women’s stats on the rise)
· Race (debated legitimacy, over representation of aboriginals and blacks)
· Region (higher rate of crime west ward, and in urban centers)
· Social Class (the gap and conflict between rich and poor)

The Classical School
Beccaria (Macro,Consensual)
· Crime occurs when the benefits outweigh the costs
The Positivist School
 
1. Biological (Micro, Consensual)
Early Theories causing criminality
· Atavism- observable physical stigmata (ex pointy ears, tattoos, square jaws) 
· IQ testing (less then the mental age of 12 must be criminals… sterilization, lobotomies)
· Crime and body types- fat (endomorph), tall (ectomorph), square/criminal (mesomorph)
Current Theories causing criminality
· Brain damage, and epilepsy can cause damage to amygdala and hippocampus
· Hormonal imbalance (diminished serotonin, low levels of adrenaline, and high levels of testosterone)
· Similar genetic makeup EX twins
· Diminished or abnormal electro dermal responses
· Lack of connection between communication and emotion centers… lack of empathy and thoughts of grandiosity

2. Psychological (Micro, Consensual)
Psychoanalytical Theory (Sigmund Freud)
· Id- Biological Urge
· Ego- rational part of personality (awareness)
· Super Ego- ethical and moral (conscience)
· Criminality cause by- inadequate parenting, supressing ones feelings and memories and failure to progress through the normal stages of development
Moral Development Theory (Piaget- Kohlberg)
· Pre-conventional- morals and values of society are understood (do’s/ don’t)
· Conventional- understanding and acceptance of the values and rulings of society
· Post conventional- most people don’t get here
Eysenick’s Theory of Crime and Personality
· Conditioning (Pavlov’s dogs)
· Deviant acts punishment fear  reduce behaviour
· Crime is due to inadequate punishment/ conditioning, or diminished capacity for fear/ conditioning (extravert, neurotic, psychotic)

3. Sociological (Micro, Consensual)
Social Learning Theory
· Learning criminal behaviour through modelling others 
· Desensitization to criminal behaviour through direct media exposure
Operant Conditioning (B.F. Skinner)
· Complicated form of conditioning
· Behaviour is shaped through reinforcement or punishment
· Criminality is formed by lack of fear for punishments
· (ex dogs, electric floors, conditioned to run to certain corner)

Chicago School 

1. Strain Theories (Macro, Conflictual)
Emile Durkheim (Anomie)
· Because societies modernize norms break down, leading to anomie (normalness)
· Occurs during rapid change (Ex. The US mortgage/ Loan Crisis)
Robert K. Merton (Gaps)
· Strain resulting from gaps between goals and ways to achieve innovation, often deviant
· The absence of restraints, and disputes in opportunity
· Relevant in lower class crimes and cutting corners in business amongst the upper class 
Richard Cloward
· Individuals under strain must have access to lower crime opportunities
· Members either have a conflict, criminal, or retreatist response to strain
Albert K. Cowen
· The middle class measuring rod
· Below middle class demoralizing and frustrating rejection of standards or values of the middle class
· (Ex. Peppiness/neatness, replaced by strength)
· 
*Women often under greater strain… therefore would have higher offender rates (may have better coping mechanisms)
*Individualism has caused societies to become safer rather then disorderly
* Does not always hold true for people of similar situations, one reacts deviant, other does not
*Greater class mixing within society provides a reduction in crime because of opportunities for those experiencing strain. This also reduces upper class crime by spreading power and opportunities more evenly throughout society

2. Control Theories (Micro, Conflictual)
· People are rational
· People don’t commit crimes because they don’t want to jeopardize there bonds to conventional society

3. Social Disorganization (Macro, Consensual)
· Society fails to communicate norms, guidance and controls strongly enough
Hirschi’s Bonds
· Attachment- emotional ties to others
· Commitment- stake in pursuit (financial, time)
· Involvement- Being busy with certain conventional activities
· Belief- conventional values, morality and legitimacy of law
*What about women, the powerful?
*Monitor, detect, punish, reward, relevant/meaningful to the lives of those governed


Symbolic interactionism
· How people interact based on there personal symbols
· Symbols emerge from social interactions
· Meaning of symbols change based on reality ones interpretation of the context
Labelling Theory (Micro, Consensual)
· Howard s. Becker (pot smokers, some have negative labels others avoid)
· Deviance is no the quality of the act but the label given to the act
· Primary deviation- deviant act
· Secondary deviation- individual accepts the label of deviant
· Drift- lack of stability in ones self (lack of attachment to deviant or conventional identities)
· Stigma- negative external pressures, and internal emotions (guilt)
· Moral entrepreneurs- rule creators and enforcers, powerful, play a key role in explaining how individuals move from primary to secondary deviation (Ex. U.S. three strikes law, M.A.D.)
· Continuance Commitment- giving in to the label in question (positive or negative)
*Nuts, sluts and perverts (focus on impoverished and minorities)
*Insufficient attention paid to those who make the rules.

Feminist Theories (Macro, Conflictual)
Patriarchal
· Prime mechanism of power
Radical
· Male power drives everything
Socialist
· Patriarchy and economy drive society

Marxism 
· Capital drives it all
· Economy is not stable
Conflict Theory (Macro, Conflictual)
· Vary according to the assumption regarding the source and nature of conflict
Instrumentalism (Macro, Conflictual)
· Expose the crimes of the powerful
· Design, run and protected in the interests of the powerful to the detriment of the working class
